Kiekvienam zmogui reikalinga yra dirbti; ar
tasai darbas bus rankomis atlickamas ar proto
darbas—vistiek yra darbas. DBe darbo zmogus
negali bati ramus, patenkintas, linksmas bei tu-
réti gera gyvenima. Kokiame tik luome zmegus
bebtina, pagal luomo turi sau skirtasias pareigas
pildyti ir jvairius darbus atlikinéti. Vieni yra
paprasti dirbtuviy bei tikiy darbininkai; kiti kal-
bétojai, rasytojai, mokytojai bei mokytojos, kuni-
gai, vienuolés bei vienuoliai, ir kitu rusiy profe-
sionalai. Kaip jauni taip ir seni, visi turime
dirbti, ar tai mums patinka ar ne. Nuo mazens
vaikuciai yra linke prie darbo bei kokio nors
tritiso. Ir matome, kaip net labai jaunuose me-
tuose berniukai bei mergaités jvairiais zaidimais
uzsiima, rodos lyg kokius tai didzius darbus meé-
gina atlikti. Jie tai stato namukus, tai tkinin-
kauja, ir t.t., prisizitiréje | suaugusius dirbancius
zmones. Toliaus, paugéje lanko mokyklas ir ten
turi stengtis, kartais nemazai pavargti iki iSmok-
sta skirtasias uzduotis. Mokslas yra taipgi sun-
kus protinis darbas.

Zmogus neturjs darbo yra neramus, nulitdes,
nusimines, jokio pasitenkinimo savyje negali ras-
ti, rodos jo visas gyvenimas yra j kokia beviltine
vaga jkrites. Kai nedirba tai ir uzmokesties ne-
gauna—gi zitirédamas j dirbanciuosius ir uz dar-
ba atlyginima gaunancéiuosius dar j didesni nusi-
ninima jpuola, ir t.t. Ir tie, kurie nenori dirbti,
bet gali dirbti, tokius Zmones vadina tinginiais,
ir jie tokj varda iStikryju uzsipelno. Gi tinginys
yra, kaip Seimynoje, draugijoje, taip ir visuome-
nés tarpe nepageidaujamas asmuo. Auksty bei
kilniy idealy zmonés ir Sventu knygu rasytojai
tinginyste vadina nuodémiy motina. Taipogi
zmogui be uzsiémimo, be darbo, bei asmeniui, ku-
ris tingi, ateina visokiy pagundy, ir, kaipo toksai,
dazniausiai toms pagundoms pasiduoda. Tokiu
biidu tinginiu esas zmogus nejstengia pagundai
pasipriesinti ir mazu pamazu pripranta prie pik-
to, pagundoms pasiduodamas; jsigyvena jame blo-
gos ypatybés ir jis tampa blogu zmogumi. Gi
blegas Zmogus negali biiti nenuodémingu.

Sv. Povilas sako: “Kas nedirba tegul ir neval-
go.” Reiskia, darbas yra butinai reikalingas Sia-
me gyvenime kiekvienam zmogui. ISganytojas

taipgi yra pasakes: “Dirbk, Zzmogau, ir a§ padeé-
sin.” “Melskis ir dirbk” lai bianie visy obalsiu!
Taigi 18 viso to aiSkiai matome darbstumo reika-
linguma.

Mes turime biiti darbstis ne bile kokiuose da-
lykuose bet gerame. Kitaip sakant, turime daryti
gerus darbus, nes Kristus sako: “Kiekvienas me-
dis, neisduodas gero vaisiaus, bus iskirstas ir j
ugni imestas.” (Mat. 7, 19). Tadgi, visypirmiau-
sia, mes turime atlikineti tuos darbus, kurie yra
Dievo ir Jo Baznycios jsakyti ir tuos, kuriu rei-
kalauja misy luomo priedermés, nes gyvenimo
praktika parodo, kad kai-kurie zmonés daug dar-
bu bando uzimti, bet netiksliai savo darbuy eiga
veda, t.y., apleisdami bei atidéliodami savasias
priedermes imasi kity darby, kurie yra mazesnés
vertés ir tokiems daugiau pasvencia laiko bei jde-
da pasiaukojimo, negu didesnés vertés arba nau-
dingesniems darbams. Tuomet ir tokiy zmoniy
darbStumas yra eikvojamas. Kad nuosekliai dar-
bucties, reikia pirmiausiai imties svarbiyjuy dar-
by, tu kurie risasi su zmogaus luomo priedermeé-
mis. Tuos gi atlikus, reikia imties mazesniy bei
pasaliniy darbuy. Tuosyk tu darbuy vaisiai bus
nasesni, kaip sau taip ir visuomenei reikSminges-
ni ir naudingesni.

Ru-
deniop reikia déti pastangu, kad surengus vaka-
rélius su graziomis pamokinanciomis programo-
mis arba sudaryti kitokias tam panaSias pramo-
géles. Tckiu biidu pavyks organizacijai, kaip mo-
raliai taip ir finansiniai, augti, stipréti ir tobu-
leti. Tadgi, jeigu norime sustipréti, augti ir bu-
joti, turime dirbti ir tu darbu eigoje iSteséti, nes
jaunimo organizacijoje yra labai plati dirva dide-
liam, su pasiaukojimu, 1stvermingam darbui.
Tadgi, reikia déti pastanguy jgyvendinti darbstu-
mo idéjas, ypa¢ jaunuomenés tarpe.

Yra mazas gyvanélis i§ kurio zmogus gali zy-
miai darbStumo pasimokyti. Tasai gyvinélis yra
tai skruzde. Jeigu zmogus domiai témys bei pri-
sizinrés kaip daug darbuojasi skruzdé, nuo ank-
styvo ryto iki vélyvo vakaro, tikrai jisai turés
nusistebéti ir sau klausima statyti kaip sugebi
toksai mazas vabalélis tiek daug darbo atlikti!
Skruzdé nuo ankstyvo ryto pradéjus darba dirba
iStesétinai per visa dieng ir daug didesne uz save
