That
their efforts were successful need not be mentioned for
already every one is determined that the olden days of
good-fellowship when they got together at every oppor-
tunity both at home and at the surrounding lodges shall
return. It is a pleasure to note the influence exerted by
the efforts of our older associates.

For a lodge our size it is difficult to work one hun-
dred per cent in unison. We can, however, work as nearly
perfect as humans are expected to, provided we practice
a little more tolerance, always remembering that human
nature cannot be changed over night, that no one indi-
vidual is perfect in every respect, that the past faults
and mistakes of individuals cannot be held as unpardon-
able. We must remember that a pat on the back together
with a cheery word of encouragement and friendly—
whole-hearted—brotherly advice, will do more good than
a flock of lecturers to a person on the verge of committing
a petty crime. It is not the act itself that matters so
much, it is the after effect.

Elder persons and older members should teach and
enforce the unwritten laws of our organization, making
allowances for any misdemeanor on the part of inexperi-
enced or young members who do not conduct themselves
properly, particularly if it is their first offense, for, we
have no habitual offenders. Harsh and hasty conclusions,
even though they are honest, most always defeat their
purpose. Instead of teaching forgiveness and friendship
they encourage personal and group hatred. A helping
hand carries more weight than a knock.

We must remember that every member does his or
her share in either elevating or destroying the lodge. The
lodge in itself is like any business organization, unable to

function properly unless each unit that goes to make up
the whole is working in order and, above all, unless the
morale of its personnel is of the highest type.

For us to make rigid rules whereby our lodge should
be governed would be utter foolishness, for we haven’t

_the authority to do so, at least not in this manner. We
can, however, state a few observations that will do no
harm but will tend to help us gain the knack of co-
operating—working not as individuals for praise or glory,
but as a unit with one thought in mind:—to make Lodge
90 symbolic of ability, ability to do things right.

It won’t be long before the effect of experienced ad-
ministration will be felt. Our highest officers are men
of many years’ experience, past masters in the art of
teamwork and, unless I miss my guess, the coming year
will mark the beginning of a new era, an era where ad-
verse personal feeling and non-interest will not be able to
make the slightest headway. They shall be remedied at
the very outset.

The men at the head of our lodge are capable, so are
its members. Give each one a chance to prove his merit.
Let the old and the new generation mix. It does not
matter whether he is a married or single man, whether
he or she is old-fashioned or up-to-the-minute. Perhaps
there are a thousand and one corrections that could be
made in the remoulding of another’s character. Does it
make any difference so long as their heart is right and
their enthusiasm is not misplaced?

Our lodge is composed of typical Lithuanian-American
members, blessed with all the fine points of our respected
predecessors, having no reason in the world why we can-
not always maintain the same high standard of achieve-
ment in the future as we have done in the past. With
the help of God we will, and when the results of our
labors will begin to show, then we will appreciate the fact
that Lodge 90 of Harrison and Kearny, N. J., is not such
a bad institution after all, that it really does pay to prac-
tice a little tolerance by giving the other fellow half a
break. Understanding, that we as individuals are not
always right, and living with the knowledge that our
group of clean-minded, honest members cannot always be
wrong. We must feel that we shall make marked pro-
gress, ever gaining momentum until, instead of being
elusive elements, co-operation and ability will become by-
words of our success.
