Never does a song
sound more beautiful than when sung in this peaceful,
friendly, enwrapping twilight of the sea; never is one
more attuned to a song; never does one feel a song more,
whether singing it or listening to it, than in this environ-
ment. One lives in the present, nothing matters but the

song and the sea. The soft, subdued tones just vibrate -
throughout one’s body, aye, one’s soul! The contentment
and bliss one experiences just saturate one to the very
core. And the strains of the song evolve into a plain’
murmurando.
