*) Three sets of teams are tied for places in the
standing as shown above; these teams, with the excep-
tion of Brighton and Town of Lake, have met in play-off
games. Marquette defeated West Side for an undisputed
right to enter the championship round, while North Side’s
defeat of Bridgeport gave them the undisputed right to
seventh place.

The K of L Chicago District Basketball League has
completed its regular schedule for the season, and is now
busily engaged in determining the season’s champions.
At present Cicero, having comnleted the season schedule
without a defeat, stands the best chance to win the
championship, but Brighton and Town of Lake, who are
tied for the second place, both having lost two out of
the nine games composing the season, have a chance for
championship honors.
