What Americanization Means to Lithuanians

(Continued from March 30th issue)

At present we are in an experimental stage, trying
out everything good and bad and molding our national
character and personality by our failures and successes.
And how can we do otherwise, for we have no synthetic-
ally long historical, traditional and social background to
depend upon, to profit and learn from the mistakes and
successful attainments of our ancestors?

As a result of this, our America is in a plastic
process. She imitates Europe quite extensively, for she
is just beginning to acquire a culture of her own. Our
own original art, musie, philosophy and diplomacy are in
their infancy. Our cultural and historical make-up is be-
ing crystalized just now. Yet, on the other hand, in our
daily fight for bread and butter, we have far outstripped
all other nations in materialistic enterprises. Our nation
stands the highest when it comes to industry, commerce,
agriculture and trade. We are second to none. Though
here we are strong and mighty yet in our culture we are
just a weak child, groping about, manipulating, experi-
menting and investigating everything.

Now then, looking into the future, we can boldly
guess that America is fast becoming a great nation, much
greater than it was in the days of pioneers and frontiers,
holding people of various descents,—a land of inhabitants
possessing a tremendous multipicity and variety of minds,
talents. cultures, inherited social gifts, customs and tradi-
tions—all who are fast becoming like-minded and same
in various cultural, social and economic strivings. In
short, our very social phenomenon or manifestation is in
a continuous process of becoming something some day and
that something purely American.

The questions now rise and boldly stare us in the
face saying, well, what are the American-born Lithua-
nians going to do about it? What is the Knights of
Lithuanian organization going to do about it? It means
what Americanization is now doing to us Lithuanians and
on the other hand what are we doing to it. As soon as
Americanization touches us, it discovers that we are a
people possessing two characteristies, namely, Lithuanian-
ism and Americanism. Hence, it follows that we must
study our own Lithuanian people, as a race, under these
two social aspects so as to better understand ourselves.
From this analysis, we will strive more to look into and
judge the results of this historico-sociological problem,
that is, the immediate destiny of us Lithuanians in
America.

To start treating this properly, we are obliged to
speak of Lithuanianism under .three general aspects,
namely Lithuanianism of Greater Lithuania, Lithuanian-
ism of Lithuania Minor or East Prussia, and Lithuanian-
ism in America.

Lithuanianism in Greater Lithuania, in the past, un-
der Russian and Slavish influence, was extensively Rus-
sianized and Polonized. The Lithuanian bourgeois, namely,
the educated and the rich, were then not purely Lithua-
nian in culture, language and customs. These two classes
were trained in the Russian and Polish schools and hence
often payed back their benefactors in turn by attempting
to Russianize or Polonize the Lithuanian “Ukininkas”
(farmer) or peasant brother. Strange to say, the peasant
was hardly changed. He still clung to his language, tra-
ditions and religion. In spite of all these social storms
and upheavals the Lithuanian peasant persevered as a

Lithuanian and staunch defender of his religion. Lithua-
nians, as they are now in Greater Lithuania, are son.ie-
what of a purer type, for Lithuania now has its own
schools, literature and purer language, but the Lithua-
nian intellectuals, majority of which were educated in
the Russian and Polish schools, still cling to their Slavish
training and education. They still possess the Slavish
culture and spirit. Especially the “ponija’”’—the townsmen
and intellectuals of Lithuania still speak Russian and Po-
lish and often have intimate relationships with these same
people. However, the younger generation is more revolu-
tionary, more patriotic, naive and democratic. It has its
eyes set on America and is striving hard to follow the
American workable democracy. Hence, this younger set is
more plastic, dvnamic and experimentally idealistic, just
like the younger generation of Lithuanians here in Amer-
ica. In this respect only, the American-born Lithuanians
and they are similar. It is only in language, customs,
traditions, ways and education that they greatly differ
from one another.

In general, Lithuania now is undergoing, like Amer-
ica, a transitional period. She is steadily acquiring a cul-
ture of her own. Her esthetic, economiec, political and
religious life is in its renaissance. In a word, she is now
undergoing a process of purification and ecrystallization.
As a consequence of all this, Lithuania being a democracy-
loving country like America, there will be evolved out of
this chaotic and transformational stage an era of social
uniformity and like-mindedness amongst its inhabitants,
showing conservative patriotism and respect for its tra-
ditional and cultural past. Lithuania, like America, is
daily tending towards an ideal and workable demoecracy.

Lithuania, in Lithuania Minor, in the past flourished
undisturbed, for the German Emperors, like Frederick the
Great, held Lithuania in high esteem and respected its
people’s traditions, language and religion. But, when Bis-
marck came into power, he established the so-called strict
German “Kultur” and education throughout the Empire.
He made the clergymen and teachers follow his instruc-
tions in detail. Hence, Lithuanianism suffered somewhat
from Prussianism and its drastic influences. Yet the com-
mon Lithuanian villager or farmer, though he adopted

TLutheranism, was strong in his patriotism and faithful
to his historic past.

Today the same Prussian system, somewhat lenient
at times, is striving to do its best to influence its Lithua-
nian inhabitants. Yet, in spite of all, the Lithuanian pea-
sants hold tight to their social inheritance. In fact the
purest Lithuanian type of today is often found in the
small towns and villages of the Klaipéda district. Today
Lithuania Minor has a splendid opportunity to develop,
perfect and preserve its Lithuanian characteristics, for
she is under the watchful eye and care of Greater Lith-
uania. There is some hesitation, however, as to how soon
social differences between Greater Lithuania and Lithua-
nia Minor will disappear, for as we know the former is
still influenced by the Slavish culture and social life and
the latter is not entirely free of Prussianism. But the
national leaders and educators of both sections are more
or less certain as to the future of these two groups and
there are great hopes that soon Greater Lithuania and
Lithuania Minor will be one socially, culturally and poli-
tically. -
