ISmintis arba iSmanymas yra viena i§ keturiy
didziyjy dorybiy. Sioji dorybé yra kiekvieno zmo-
gaus gyvenime reikalinga ir naudinga. Ir kurie
Sios dorybés neturi bei nesistengia savyje jos igy-
vendinti, negali turéti gery pasekmiy gyvenimo
pazangume.

ISmintis reikalauja, kad Zmogus nepradéty ka
nors daryti bei veikti pirmiau negu gerai apsvars-
tys; tai yra, iki protingai apsvarstes nepamatys
kokios pasekmeés iS to darbo bei veikimo iSeis: ar
tos pasekmeés bus geros arba blogos. Jeigu prama-
toma, kad bus pasekmés geros—tuo zvilgsniu rei-
kia pradéti dirbti, veikti su iSteséjimu. Gi jeigu,
po apsvarstymo, permatoma pasekmés blogos —
reikia né zingsnio pirmyn nezengti. Nors ir ne-
karta girdime bei matome, kad medziagiskuose
dalykuose tokios iSminties zmonése netriksta, la-
bai daznai ir visapusiSkai zmonés apsvarsto, kaip
pagerinus biivj, kaip jgijus turto ir tam panasiai,
vienok nemirtingos sielos iSganymo reikaluose yra
daznai apsileidziama.

Ignacas, kuris pirm
pradésiant ka nors veikti visuomet sau statydavo
klausima: “Kokia i§ to bus nauda amziname gy-
venime?” Sis minétojo Sventojo taip kilnus pa-
vyzdis yra visiems sektinas, nes kuomet tokis klau-
simas bus kiekvieno sau pastatomas, tada ir ban-
dys iSmintingai zmogus apsvarstyti pirm negu
pradés zygj pirmyn.

Jeigu zmonése rastysi daugiau iSmanymo, tai
pavykty iSsisaugoti jvairiy pinkliy, j kurias taip
daznai save ir kitus jpainioja. Gi kaip daug yra
Siais laikais kalbama be jokio apsvarstymo kas
nekarta jzeidzia artimo garbe, jveda ] nesutiki-
mus, vaidus, i§ ko nemaza pasidaro jvairaus pa-
piktinimo, nekalty asmeny apkaltinimo bei ki-
tiems skriaudy padarymo!

with cobblestones which does not have flat surface to the
top, as we sometimes see back at home, but the stones are
set in such a way that it is the pointy edges that seem to
be the only parts exposed. This does not make for very
smooth riding. The avenue is very wide. Through the cen-
ter runs a wide path, flanked by many trees and inter-
spersed here and there with benches, which are being used
to great advantage.

Occasionally there passes by a “konké,” or an old
fashioned street car pulled by a horse or two. When the
car is crowded, one can walk just as fast as the car moves.
Twenty Lithuanian cents, which is equivalent to the Amer-
ican two cents, is the fare charged, and you get a little
receipt every time.

Passing "along, I see a woman sprinkling the street,
not only the sidewalk, but out to the middle of the street.

There is no definite time for this performance, so
that at any time of the day one might come upon a small
section that has just been dampened.

The buildings for the most part are low, none ex-
ceeding three stories. Most of them are very old looking,
for Kaunas dates back hundreds of years. Here and there
I see a few modern looking structures which have just
gone up in the last few years and which are on the in-
crease throughout the city, many of them being built by
Americans. The shops are like those of any small town
Main Street. Window displays are all cluttered up from
top to bottom, for the Jewish merchants are in earnest.

It is a large church that was
built by the Russians and is now used for Catholic services
by the Lithuanian army. It is a large square structure
standing at the point where Laisves Aléja and Gediminas
Gatve meet. Every side can be taken for front entrance.
It is a beautiful piece of art, but much in need of repairs.

Continuing on the other side of the church, I come
upon a large, four-story building. A few of my friends
are standing here, just about ready to go inside for lunch.
It is the Ateitininky Ruimai, a building that the national
student organization will soon have completed. One of
their officials invites us to inspect their building. So we
are led upstairs. On the fourth floor they are finishing
their dance hall, which, they say, will be the largest in
Kaunas. I notice radiators everywhere, all ready for steam
heat. After climbing a few more steps, we land on the
roof. From here can be seen the whole city of Kaunas.
However, that’s not gteting us to lunch. Let’s go down-
stairs. The Ateitininkai tell us that they still need much
money to finish the building; perhaps, the K of L’s will
help them. Well, I think to myself, if an organization in
a comparatively poor country can put up a building like
that, why could not the K of I’s build one for themselves ?

Well, at last, we’re down in the basement, which is
the Restaurant. The tables are quite crowded with diners,
mostly young people, many of them students, for I noticed
that the racks have various students’ caps. Every depart-
ment of school has its own color cap: Arts—one color,
Law—another, ete.

Lithuanians Honor Memory of Gen. Thaddeus Kosciuszko
Members of Boston Lithuanian societies this morning
paid tribute to the memory of General Thaddeus Kosciusz-
ko, military aide to General George Washington during the
Revolutionary War, by placing a wreath at his statue in
the Public Garden, as a part of the eleventh anniversary
exercises of Lithuania’s Declaration of Independence,
signed February 16, 1918. Societies participating included
Knights of Lithuania, St. Joseph Labor Association, St.
John’s Evangelistic Society, Grand Duke Keistutis and St.
Casimir. Preceding the wreath placing, a letter written by
Kosciuszko on March 7, 1790, was read, establishing his

identity as a Lithuanian.

Thaddeus Kosciuszko—A Lithuanian

It is a well known fact that some nations, which are
now free and independent, were at one time under the
sway of more powerful countries. The Netherlands used to

belong to Spain, and Norway was a part of Sweden, ete.-

Likewise Lithuania was in union with Poland from 1569 to
1795. This union was similar to that of Austria with
Hungary.

The Austrians do not erect monuments to famous
Hungarians and the Spaniards are not claiming distin-
guished Dutchmen. But the Poles, on the contrary, have
been persistently claiming some of the great Lithuanians.
They have erected many monuments to Thaddeus Kos-
ciuszko, and even chose a Lithuanian, Mr. Narutowicz, to
be the first president of the Republic of Poland. And yet
the Lithuanians are different from the Poles both racially
and linguistically.

On this day of the Declaration of the Independence of
the Republic of Lithuania which was solemnly proclaimed
in Vilna, the capital, on the 16th of February, 1918, the
Lithuanians of Boston earnestly demand the return of
Vilna to Lithuania and resolve to apply this principle of
Independence in the case of Thaddeus Kosciuszko who is
generally thought to be a Pole.

The following letter written by Thaddeus Kosciuszko
to General Niesialowski from Wloclawk (Poland) on March
7, 1790, clearly indicates his nationality, and at the same
time voices his keen regret in being appointed to serve in
Polish territory. He wrote:

“I beseech you by all that is dearest to you in life
(your wife and children) to remove me from so unpleasant
and expensive a place, one which has nothing to recom-
mend it. God knows I have none with whom to speak, yet
perhaps that is good, for I have never conversed with oxen.
But the country! I will not desecribe it except to say that
it is nice and should be predestined for honest and prudent
managers, Lithuanians, but not for these abominable and
careless people. Will you return me to Lithuania? Per-
haps you will renounce me, realizing that I am unable to
serve you. What am I, if not a Lithuanian, one of your
chosen countrymen? To whom should I show gratitude, if
not to you? Whom should I defend, if not you and myself ?
If my petition does not meet with favor, and if you do
not bring the question before the Sejm (Parliament) God
knows what evil will befall me, for it angers me to be
from Lithuania and serving in Poland (Koronie) and be-
sides, have you not three generals? When some force has
rendered you powerless, then you will awake and take care
of yourself.”

RESOLUTIONS:

Adopted unanimously at a massmeeting held by the
Lithuanians of Boston, five thousand strong, in the Muni-
cipal Building, South Boston, Massachusetts, on February
17, 1929, in commemoration of the signing of the Declara-
tion of Independence of Lithuania in the City of Vilna, on
February 16, 1918.

WHEREAS, Vilna has been the capital of Lithuania
for more than 400 years;

WHEREAS, Even Polish authorities, Mathew Miecho-
vita, Naruszewicz, Karpinski, Strykowski, and Balinski
have admitted that Vilna and its territory is genuinely
Lithuanian;

WHEREAS, Vilna has been the political, cultural, and
economical center of the Lithuanian nation since 1322;

WHEREAS, The heroes of the Lithuanian nation lie
buried in Vilna, and therefore no true Lithuanian can ever
renounce Vilna any more than a patriotic Frenchman can
give up Paris; :

WHEREAS, Though Brussels is French, and Helsing-
fors is Swedish, neither France nor Sweden claim these
cities from Belgium and Finland;

WHEREAS, Poland signed the Treaty of Suvalki with
Lithuania on the Tth day of October, 1920 under the aus-
pices of the League of Nations, and agreed not to seize
Vilna from Lithuania;

WHEREAS, Marshall Pilsudski, by means of General
Zeligowski, relegated this treaty to a mere scrap of paper
by attacking the Lithuanians unexpectedly, and occupying
Vilna on the 9th of October, 1920;

WHEREAS, Marshall Pilsudski openly admitted this
trickery of his to the diplomatic corps of Warsaw on the
6th of December, 1922, and exonerated the “rebel” Zeli-
gowski;.

WHEREAS, The League of Nations condemned the
seizure of Vilna, the elections therein, and the annexation
of Vilna by Poland;

WHEREAS, The action of the Council of Ambassadors
on March 15, 1923 in assigning Vilna to Poland has no
foundation in international law, according to Professors
Lapradelle and Le Fur, eminent French experts of this law;

WHEREAS, Russia in the Treaty of Moscow with
Lithuania on August 12, 1920 has transferred the rights
of sovereignty over Vilna territory to Lithuania, and, more-
over, emphasized this point on several occasions and as
late as 1926;

WHEREAS, Poland is ruthlessly persecuting the Lith-
uanians of Vilna, and checking their cultural life by clos-
ing down Lithuanian schools, organizations, suppressing
their newspapers and jailing their leaders;

WHEREAS, Poland is attempting to Polonize the
Lithuanians of Vilna by means of barbarous and forcible
methods; therefore be it

RESOLVED, That we, the Lithuanians of Boston, citi-
zens of the United States, and veterans of the World War,
earnestly ask, in the name of justice and peace, that
Poland be compelled to respect international treaties, to
cease persecuting the Lithuanians of the Vilna region, and
to restore Vilna and its adjacent territory to the Republic
of Lithuania.

Then, and only then, can friendly relations be realized
between Poles and Lithuanians.
