BY-LAWS
(Continued)

PART THREE
RULES AND REGULATIONS.

Article 13, Basketball.

Section A. This league shall be or-
ganized and directed by three com-
missioners designated by the associa-
tion; if the league consists of more
than one division three for each divi-
sion shall be appointed.

Section B. The commissioners’ term
of office shall be one full year there
for giving them ample time to
straighten out matters after the sea-
son is over and to help in the prelim-
inary work of an oncoming season.

Section C. The commissioners shall
be chosen only from persons who have
attended the association meetings con-
sistently.

Section D. The commissioners shall
have authority to make rules and reg-
ulations as to gyms, tickets, passes,
admissions, registrations, extra games,
special tournaments, subject, however,
to the approval of association meet-
ings, and all necessary rules not cov-
ered by this constitution.

Article 14. Eligibility.
Section A. Each player shall fill

out an identification card, provided by
the league.

Section B. All names and address-
es on identification cards must be
spelled correctly and in plain writing.

Section C. Any members owing
money for tickets, uniforms, or equip-
ment to any K. of L. Council shall be
declared ineligible until the same is
returned, paid for, or complaint is
withdrawn.

Article 15. Registration.

Section A. Registration of teams
shall begin on October 1 of each year,
and close on date specified by the
association.

Section B. All councils throughout
the Chicago District have an equal
right to become members, by comply-
ing with the rules of this constitution.

Section C. A team can be admitted
to this league after final registration
date only by a vote of 2-3 majority of
teams in this league.

Section’D. No team shall be con-
sidered until the required entree fee is
paid.

Section E. The entree fee shall not

be less than $5.00, nor more than
$20.00.

Section F. Each council may regis-
ter 10 players before opening date,
and may add three more before the
third Sunday after opening date.

Article 16. League Procedure,

Section A. A meeting of this league
shall be called immediately after en-
trees close, for the purpose of draw-
ing up a schedule, explain the changes
in the rules, if any, adopting a ball,
ete.

Secton B. The schedule shall be
drawn so as to have each team play
each other twice, where a large num-
ber of teams or a short season exist,
one round shall suffice but a round
robin between the first four teams
shall be played. When two divisions
exist, the two leading teams of each
division shall play a championship and
third place games respectively.

Section C. The league shall abide
by the A. A. U. rules, except where
this constitution changes them.

Section D. The official referees
and umpires of this league shall be
designated by the commissioners and
shall consist of persons not members
of any ?, in this league.

Section E. Lettering on the uni-
forms of all teams shall include teams
wearing 1928 season uniform.

Section F. The players of each
team shall wear matched uniforms,
consisting of trunks and jerseys; dif-
ferent uniforms shall be worn only by
special permission of the commission-
ers.

Section G. All teams shall play
their games according to the schedule
as to time and date.

Section H. The eligibility of the
players shall be accepted according to
the report of the association investi-
gations committee, Central records
and signed by the supreme secretary.

Article 17. Profits, trophies and
prizes.

Section A. The championship and
second place teams shall receive tro-
phies.

Section B. A certain amount of
profit money from league shall be
turned over to the Chicago District
for the purchase of the trophies, after
the prize money has been taken out;
if insufficient money is left after the
prize money is deducted, the associa-
tion is to demand that the trophies
be bought from out of the District
treasury.

Section C. A trophy shall be pre-
sented to the most sportsmanlike
team.

Section D. All money remaining
from the profits of the league at the
end of each season, after the prize
money and trophy money has been de-
ducted, shall be equally divided among
all councils in this league.

Section E. All prizes, trophies and
shares of the profits shall be turned

over to the councils, but not to teams
or managers.

Article 18. Penalties and Forfeits.

Section A. Penalties not specified
in this constitution shall be fixed and
executed by the commissioners and
officials of the association.

Section B. All councils shall abide
by this constitution and other rules
made by the league, or association, re-
gardless of whether the council is pre-
sent at the meeting when the rules are
made or not.

"Section C. All members three or
four months behind in payment of
dues, non-members, or suspended
members, participating in any league
games shall be sufficient cause to for-
feit the game te opponents.

Section D. Players deliberately giv-
ing wrong names, changing their
names on identification cards, passes,
or score books, shall be suspended for
not less than 20 days, action to be
taken immediately by officials.
