Sis
garsus baznytkaimis yra Bavarijos auksStumoj,
piety Vokietijos dalyj.

Sekant padavimus ir istorijos uzrasSus rasime,
kad 1663 metais aplinkinés Salys ir Sio baznytkai-
mio apylinké buvo sunkiai paliestos juodo maro.
Ober-Ammergau gyventojai karstai meldési, kad
Dievas susimyléty ant ju ir neiSnaikinty. Ir kada
maras praéjo jie nutaré suvaidinti “Kristaus Kan-
¢ia” kas deSimt mety kaipo akta padékos ir atsi-
davimo ISganytojui. Savo prizada jie karstai pildo
nuo to laiko. Vien tik tokie jvykiai kaip Pasaulinis
Karas (kada vaidinimas visiSkai buvo negalimas)
juos sulaiko nuo to savo pazado iSpildymao.

Kaimieéiai yra nuo seno pasizymeéje savo ga-
biu i$piaustinéjimu medzio ir dramblio kaulo. Si
meilé link dailés su jy paprasta prigimtimi ir auk-
Sta dora, kuria jie vaduojasi, susijungia ] reta
vienybe artistiSskos kultiros ir pavyzdingo biido.
Kancios vaidintojai yra riupestingai parinkti ir ju
dorybé yra pirmas i$ jy pageidavimas. Jy viena-
tinis mokytojas prisirengimui prie vaidinimo yra
parapijos kunigas-klebonas.

Visvien jie buvo priversti
rasti uzkandzio ir guolio taristams, kuriy priva-
ziuoja pamatyti vaidinimo. Baznytkaimyj jau yra
keletas mazy vieSnamiy. Sveéiai taipgi yra pri-
imami pas privacius gyventojus ir prizitrimi kiek
aplinkybés daleidzia. Keleiviai daznai nusiskun-
dzia del prasty patogumuy, bet jie niekados neran-

da priezasties skiistis del §varumo, nes kaipo Sei-
mininkéms, vokietéms niekas neprilygsta.

Kaimieéiy pasiSventimas ir iStikimybé idea-
lams yra iShandyta ir datirta. Kada Pasaulinis
Karas pasibaigé, pasirodé kad baznytkaimis nete-
ko daugumos savo jaunimo, nebuvo rinkos juy dai-
lés iSdirbiniams, ir aStrus vargas dar niekados ne-
buvo taip arti; jie atsizadéjo pasakingos sumos
pinigy, duodamos jiems uz atvaidinima “Kristaus
Kancios” judamiems paveikslams.
