Vasaros Siltam orui praéjus, miskuose me-
dziams praradus graziaja zaliaja spalva, gélynuo-
se bei uzmies€iy soduose medeliy lapams prareté-
jus bei géleliy ziedeliams nukritus, rodos visa
gamtos grozé rudens metu pranyko. Tuomi dingo
jvairios progos ieSkoti tyrojo oro, ir patsai jauni-
mas, noromis ar nenoromis, turi pastogésna uzsi-
daryti. Taigi, nutrikus iSvaziavimams, rudeniop,
prasidés daugiau judéjimo svetainése. Dabar tiki-
masi i§ L. Vyciy organizacijos nariy daznaus bei
skaitlingo dalyvavimo susirinkimuose ir daugiau
pasiaukojimo darbStume gerovei savosios organi-
Zacljos.

Kuomet organizacijos nariai stengiasi, be svar-
biy priezasCiy, neapleisti susirinkimy, juose ati-
dziai téemija reikaly bei darbu eiga, tada susidaro
daugiau jvairumo, veikimas padidéja ir to veikimo
zymesni vaisiai pasireiSkia ir pati organizacija
stipréja. Taigi yra svarbu labiau dométis organi-
zacijos reikalais. Gi tuomet tai padarysime, kada
susirinkimus neapleisime ir tuose susirinkimuose
rimtai dalykus svarstysime. Kaip valdyba, taip
visi organizacijos nariai, privalo vieni su Kkitais
kooperuodami pildyti savo priedermes, nes kitaip
nepazengsime pirmyn jokiame darbe. Tadgi, ger-
biamieji, daugiau domés kreipkite j Siuos dalykus.

Po vasaros vakaciju iSsiblaSkymo nemazai na-
riy yra atsilikusiy su narystés mokestimi—dabar
yra reikalas skubus susitvarkyti ir atsiteisti neati-
déliojant. Atidéliojimas atsiteisti su mokestimt
duoda daug bereikalingo darbo centro rastininkui
ir paciose kuopose jvyksta daug netvarkos—nariai
nustoja organizacijos teisiy, tampa suspenduojami
ir galy gale visai iShraukiami i§ organizacijos. To-
kiu bidu daug negarbés tenka nukentéti jaunimui,
kuris tos negarbés nesusilauktuy jeigu savyjuy rei-
kaly organizacijos link neuzvilkinty. Taigi, Sitie
mano patémijimai yra vietoje ir i juos dera atsi-
zvelgti.

TeoretisSkai, jaunimas, misy laiky, turi daug
entuziazmo, ir gery, kilniy idealy bei uzmanymy
netriksta. Bet, praktiskai imant, daznai tie idea-
lai neplééiama ir uzmanymai nevykdoma. Nau-
joms spaustuvés masSinoms finansinis vajus yra
tebevaromas, bet daug kuopy iki Siol neprisidéjo.
Tiesa, reikalingos masinos senai spaustuvéje par-

gabenta ir jomis darbas atliekamas. Bet neatmo-
kéta reikalaujamoji suma pinigy, reiskia skoloje.
Taigi, C¢ia kaip tiktai yra reikalinga kuopoms ir
pavieniams nariams pasidarbuoti rudens bei zie-
mos metu sukélimui reikalingos finansy sumos.
Senas lietuviy priezodis: “skola ne zaizda—neuz-
gis.” Grei¢iau iSmokésim skolas, spaustuvé dau-
giau neS pelno, finansiniai sustiprésime, tada ir
savo organa sugebésime didesnj bei grazesnj ir
idomesn]j isleisti.
