Ateinandiais metais sukanka 500 mety nuo Di-
d#iojo Lietuvos Kunigaiks$céio Vytauto mirties. Vy-
tauto nuopelnai misy tautai ir tévynei labai dideli.
Turbiit visa miisy tauta iSkilmingai paminés tas
sukaktuves. Todél pereitas L. Vyc¢iy seimas nu-
tare, “kad Lietuvos Vy¢iai, kaip kiekviena kuopa,
taip ir visa organizacija suruosty atatinkamg savo
tautos didvyriui min€jima.”
