Flivvering to Mexico

Leaving the Grand Canyon as we found it, not being
able to take it along since our rumble seat was already
overcrowded, we traversed the remaining desert territory
of Arizona and crossed the state border into California.

With practically no rest that day and exhausted
from our recent encounter in the evening, we treked out
for the desert at 11:30 P.M.

When on the road we found the towns were about fif-
teen miles apart or more, and there was no human habita-
tion between them. Realizing this we became rather ap-
prehensive when two autos, which were parked when we
passed, began following our trail. I loaded both our auto-
matic pistols in preparation for an attack by government
dry agents or other crooks. After about fifteen minutes
of intense anxiety on our part the pursuit by the strangers
was abandoned for some unexplained reason, thus termin-
ating what might have been a thrilling adventure.

QOur attention was quickly turned to the repairing of
a flat tire. In my estimation the tire was punctured by
the only nail in the desert, and we started fixing the tube

. at one o’clock in the morning, our spare being flat also,

while lightning and thunder warned us of an approaching
storm. The storm broke sooner than expected and the rain
came down in such quantity that it drenched us before we
could scramble into the car. We waited a good half hour
until the rain abated, then finished the work on the tire

and again started on our way, going until necessity forced
a halt.

The rain had drenched the desert and was in the pro-

- cess of making a stream out of the highway. The water

reached to the rims of the wheels and steadily climbed
higher tlil it touched the running board. To climax our
uneasiness our reliable new Ford became water-soaked and
refused to move another inch. We found ourselves in a
novel predicament; we were marooned in the middle of the
“Great American Desert”! We remained in the car and

patiently and hopefully waited for the water to flow off
the highway to the valley nearby. It was not long before
three other night drivers were in the same trying predica-
ment, the water being highest at that particular point, and
it was then that we realized the truth of the old adage
“Misery Loves Company.” Our patience was rewarded, for
everything turned out for the best; we continued to the

agricultural inspection post; then, after a hurried examina- -

tion by the authorities, we were permitted to continue to
the palmy streets of Los Angeles.

Our arrival in that city was accompanied by the blar-
ing of horns, clanging bells, and the shrill ery of factory
whistles. Not having heard the noises of a teeming metro-
polis since leaving Chicago the sounds were magnified in
our senses. After regaining our composure we looked
around for the customary band, but seeing none we became
dubious as to whether all that raucous noise was being

made to herald our particular entrance. After a more ma- '

ture reflection we realized that the blaring of horns was
made by automobiles trying to pass us as well as each
other; that the clanging of bells was in part due to a
highly irritated motorman who used the bell as a means
to curse us off the car track, and that the shrill ery of
factory whistles, coupled with the remaining clanging and
pealing bells, was no more-than the usual annduncement
of dinner time. We consoled ourselves and excused the
mayor for overlooking our arrival, since we were traveling
incognito.

As to the city proper, I wish to remark that it stretch-
es over a distance of several square miles and includes
every suburb such as Hollywood, Santa Monica, Beverly
Hills, ete., in order to impress the world with a 1,000,000
population. If the population of the city doesn’t increase
quickly enough during the ensuing year, why, it is taken
for granted that the Chamber of Commerce will overcome
that lack of initiative of the people by adding another
suburb. The homes in the city are mostly Spanish in style
and are as regular and monotonous as the dull weather.
The streets are all hilly, unusually clean, their beauty
being contrasted with ugly oil wells or large vacant lots.
The place is an excellent haven for real estate agents who
sell lots to the unwary on the salty Pacific as well as on
the dry hills in the vicinity.
