Gavenios laikui pritinka sekanti apastalo Pau-
liaus zodziai: “Stai dabar malonés metas, $tai da-
bar iSganymo diena!” (Kor. 2, VI). Visi rysiai
nuodémeés turi buti sutraukyti, kiekviena d é mé
prasalinta i$ Sirdies, visata tikinéiyju perkeista j
viena Seimyna Dievo vaiky. Tikrai aukstas, kilnus
tikslas! Kaipo priemone jo atsiekimui, Sventoji
Baznydia teisingai bei aiskiai pareiskia: vidujinis
ir iSlaukinis prisimarinimas, Sirdingas susitelki-
mas maldoje ir dievotas apmastymas kancéiy ir
mirties miisy ISganytojo, Jézaus Kristaus. Jinai
nepertraukiamai perspéja bei ragina tikin¢iuosius
atgailauti uz nusikaltimus ir atnaujinti uzsidegi-
ma saves pergaléjimo ir pamaldumo.

siai, taip, kad butume vertais vadintis bei priklau-
syti istikimuyjuy zmoniy draugijon, kurie renka,
taupina vaisius VieSpaties vynuogyne, uz ka lai-
métume atlyginima Dievo garbés apreiskimo die-
noje. Siame, Gavénios laike, misy VieSpats su
specialiu meilés iSsiilgimu ieSko suklydusiy ave-
liy.

'years very few of the present generation and the ones to
-conié ‘after them will speak Lithuanian at all. Therefore

American Boxing Champion Victim

of Misrepresentation

The gross antagonism and pessimism with which Chi-
cago sports editors have been treating our American hea-
vyweight champion, Jack Sharkey, has aroused in the
minds of true American sport fans the question whether or

not those editors are good sportsmen, as they are supposed
to be, and should be.

Sharkey is being unfairly represented as a self-con-
ceited fool, and a most hated and over-rated boxer. In
spite of the fact that Jack has been winning all his fights
for some time, the last two by spectacular knockouts, he
is being heralded as an in-and-outer, who fights only when
the “good spirits” hover over him. He is accused of hand-
picking his late opponent, and what not! Most boxing ex-
perts have already awarded Jack the world title; but
Chicago editors refuse to admit him even as an out-
standing contender. Their “grudge” against Jack must be
big indeed, for they are continually representing him, for
no good reason at all, as a most undesirable champion.

Almost every news story about Sharkey is sure to
contain some such statement as “we don’t like him,” “not
of championship caliber,” “do not consider him an out-
standing contender,” “we’ll get him yet,” and a hundred
and one other unfavorable remarks, purposely directed
against Jack to hurt his standing and popularity.

Becloud Jack’s Ability.

No matter how impressively Sharkey wins a battle,
Chicago editors are sure to say it was a “poor showing”
or an “unimpressive victory.” Jack finished Scott and
Loughran in short order, and yet the editors had the nerve
to call it “unimpressive.” Perhaps they want Sharkey to
kill his opponents, before they will consider him a fighter?
Let it be truthfully said that Sharkey is a more spectacular
fighter than Willard, Tunney or Dempsey. What ranking
opponents did these fighters ever finish in less than six
rounds? Jack Sharkey finished Scott, Loughran, Dela-
ney and Maloney in less than half that time. If Sharkey
is not a spectacular and impressive fighter, then the earth
is flat.

It is a pet diversion of Chicago sports editors to pub-
lish stories about how “little” some people think of Shar-
key. Tunney and Dempsey are the latest recruits to that
army of “critics.”” But rest assured, fight fans, these two
gentlemen secretly admit to themselves that Sharkey is
their master. Dempsey would have returned to the ring a
long time ago, if not for Sharkey. He still feels the sting
of those punches he received from the Boston Lithuanian in
New York. Not even a million dollars could shake the fear
out of Dempsey to enter the ring against Sharkey. As for
Tunney, he knows very well, as most fight fans do, that
Sharkey was a more logical opponent for him than Heeney.
And had he been honest with the fight fans and fought
Sharkey, his exit from the kingdom of fisticuffs would not
have been so “glorious.” He would be in a class with Jack
Dempsey, a defeated champion. ~

Plot to Eliminate Jack.

There are long standing rumors that Dempsey is a
© ‘“yes and no” man, a double-facer. Only a few weeks ago
.. he said in the Ring, “I want to bow to Jack Sharkey. He
: is the best American heavyweight, and in my opinion the

accredited world’s heavyweight champion.” A few days
ago in the Chicago Daily News he is quoted as saying
“the heavyweight division is a big joke to me. Take men
like Sharkey and Schmeling, claiming the world’s heavy-
weight championship. Who did they ever beat that lets
them claim the erown? Take Sharkey. He has been pick-
ing his own opponents. Why does he refuse to fight Grif-
fith?” And this same Jack Dempsey, who for many years
feared, dodged, and ran away from Harry Wills, has the
nerve to say, “why is Godfrey being ignored?” And yet
Sharkey has already fought and beat Godfrey!

There seems to be a conspiracy afoot to make Sharkey
keep on eliminating until he himself is eliminated and
pushed out of the picture. Sports editors are ready to see
anybody get the world’s championship in order to keep it
away from Sharkey.

Tremendous Propaganda Power.

The power of a daily newspaper as a propaganda
agent for shaping public opinion is tremendous. That
power is too often abused and made the tool of sefish pri-
vate interests, and un-American ideals. Ifor it is indeed a
great pity and a great obstacle in the way of true sports-
manship, that an athlete’s popularity with the public should
depend so much on the whims, fancies and prejudicial lean-
ings of sports editors.

It seems no article about Sharkey is accepted for pub-
lication unless it contains at least one dirty slur against
him. Instead of gaining diversion, pleasure and relaxation
from reading the sport pages one gets disgusted and filled
with hatred, not against the innocent party that is being
slammed, but against the filthy authors of the articles.
Sport fans know only too well that sportsmanship and
fair-play go hand in hand, and are inseparable. Personal
animosities, selfish interests and fanaticism have no place
in the field of sports.

In connection with the Sharkey-Scott fight, and many
other Sharkey fights, Chicago editors, especially Geiger in
the Evening American, wrote in a tone as if they would
be the happiest and most jolly people in the world should
the fight turn out to be a financial and moral “flop.” To
that end they contributed their best efforts. They con-
scientiously wrote and made headliners only about the bad
side of the picture: How little interest and excitement pre-
vailed in Miami; how many seats will be empty; how some
popular lads firmly, tenaciously, and definitely made up
their minds to go to a dog show, a horse show, a wedding
or anywhere rather than go to see that Sharkey guy fight;
how the fight fans in Miami, in spite of their utter and
absolute lack of interest in the fight, will be there in the
arena just the same. Perhaps picked up from their com-
fortable homes and amusement places by the hand of some
mysterious ghost and placed into the arena; to undergo
the tortures of seeing that Sharkey man save America
from the disgrace of losing the world title to a foreigner.
And a lot more such sickly nonsense, calculated to adverse-
ly affect the success of the fight.

Geiger, who thinks the world of Tuffy Griffiths, our
own Tuffy, even went so far as to encourage an imme-
diate match between Schmeling and Griffiths as revenge
against Sharkey. That’s sportsmanship for you! The very
same editor predicts that Schmeling will whip Sharkey in
June. But the way he makes that prediction it seems he
would much sooner see the foreigner take the crown out
of America rather than see that Boston gob get it. Some-
what unpatriotic for Mr. Geiger to feel that way!?

One of the best ways to protect the public against the
vicious propaganda carried on by the big dailies is to es-
tablish organization publications, and weekly community
newspapers for every 25,000 population. Such weeklies are
already enjoying wonderful success in many localities. A
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community paper can do much more for the progress and
welfare of a community than a big daily, published for
many communities. Furthermore, the community paper is
by far the best advertising medium for the local merchant;
the rates are within his reach, very reasonable, and the
results are most gratifying.

Antagonism Unjustified.

Just what is behind all that antagonism against Shar-
key ? One thing, Sharkey, like Tunney and Big Bill Tilden,
refuses to dance to the foul tunes of newspaper reporters.
They wrote too much “baloney” and “hocus pocus” about
him. He is not Dempsey, and will not stand to be pes-
tered or bossed by reporters; and like a good gentleman,
lets them know about it in his characteristic, candid fash-
ion. Another thing, Chicago editors wanted Griffiths, our
own Tuffy, as Sharkey’s opponent, instead of Scott. But
who are those editors to go and dictate the opponent for
the American champion?

Furthermore, every Chicagoan, including the writer,
wished, hoped and prayed that Tuffy would be the man.
But merely because some one else answered the require-
ments more fully than Griffiths did, and thereby “popped”
our pet dream, does not in the least bit justify us to go
ahead and do all we can to make an already bad heavy-
weight situation still worse and more complicated. That is
not good sportsmanship. Nothing could be more cowardly!
It is dirt cheap and easy to wreck and to knock; but it is
far more dignified and honorable to build and to boost. A
real sport will always, without exception, choose the latter
course.

~ Then again, there is some suspicion of that damnable
race prejudice. But let us hope for the good name of the
United States that our editors are not governed by such
shameful, fanatical, un-American sentiments. Suffice it to

say that Sharkey is as much an American as Geiger; or

for that matter, no American, from George Washington to
Herbert Hoover, can truthfully claim to be more American
than Jack Sharkey, the Boston Lithuanian.

Jack Never Picked Opponent.

There is no truth at all in the accusation that Sharkey
hand-picked Scott. In the first place the New York Boxing
Commission, which was instituted to avoid such evils,
would never have sanctioned the match. Sharkey has been
unjustly called upon to eliminate more fighters than any
contender in the history of boxing. When he learned that
another third-rater was being selected to oppose him, he
protested like any respectable fighter would and ought to
protest, that he will fight only an outstanding contender.
And in order to refresh the hazy memories of Madison
Square Garden officials as to who are outstanding con-
tenders, Sharkey named those who have been recognized
by most boxing experts as outstanding contenders, Schmel-
ing, Scott and Campolo. What more can anyone expect
from a square-shooter? Sharkey deserves to be praised
for that brave act, not ridiculed!

Griffiths Unimpressive.

Garden officials selected Scott on his record. He was
already a recognized British champion, and had success-
fully defeated all his opponents in this country. He was
even ready to fight Schmeling. But Schmeling, whom many
regard as Sharkey’s equal, knocked out Risko and won
from Uzcudun, but feared, dodged, and even ran away

* from Scott. Why? Men don’t fear, dodge and run for

nothing. There can be only one conclusion — Schmeling
smelled defeat. That helped to put Scott to the fore as the
logical outstanding contender.

As for Griffiths, who did he ever beat that would
merit him a match with Jack Sharkey? He had very few
fights in the heavyweight division, and won by close mar-
gins, unimpressively. Not so very long ago he was beaten
by lighter men, Leo Lomski and Braddock. The latter

‘scored a spectacular knockout victory over Tuffy in the
_second round. Griffiths, however, is- a promising young

lad who has just begun to rise, but needs experience with
ranking heavies, before he can be counted a dangerous
contender for the championship. He should be called upon
to eliminate at least some of the ranking fighters which
Sharkey eliminated, Scott, Loughran, Stribling, Maloney
and Godfrey, before he can claim a right to meet Sharkey.

Great Fighting Champion,

Contrary to the false picture painted in the sport
pages by disgruntled editors, the greater majority of
American fight fans do like Jack, don’t underestimate
him, and are really proud of him. You can’t becloud a
good fighter. He is the only American boxer who can suc-
cessfully whip the hordes of invading foreign boxers, and
keep the World’s Heavyweight Boxing Champlonshlp Title
in the good old United States.

Sharkey will whip Schmeling in June, in the same
spectacular fashion as he whipped Scott, Loughran, Strib-
ling, Delaney, Maloney, Wills, Godfrey, Christner, and a
host of other good fighters. He will eliminate Campolo,
Carnera and even Griffiths, our own Tuffy, and will remain
champion for a long time. Unlike Jess Willard and Jack
Dempsey, who feared and dodged Harry Wills for many
years, Sharkey promises to dodge no outstanding con-
tender. He will be a great, colorful, Fighting Champion!
