Kity karalysciy pasiuntiniai daznai apsilankydavo
Vilniuje arba Trakuose pas Vytauta tartis viso-
kiais reikalais. Vytauto galybé politiniame gyve-
nime rodési netik vakary Europoje, ypaé¢ galuti-
niame sunaikinime kryziuo¢iy ordeno prie Tan-
nenbergo ir Griunvaldo (Zalgirio) 1410, bet taip-
2i ir rytuose, kame savo zygiais, pradedant nuo
1427 m., jisai priverté keleta desétky rusy kuni-
gaiks¢iy—Perejaslavio, Riazanio, Briansko, No-
vosielskio, Odojievo, Auksinj Orda, Krimo toto-
rius, ete.—pripazinti jo valdzia juose, prizadéda-
mi jam iStikimybe ir pilna paklusunma.

Concerning “Nora.”

Those who are familiar with this Ibsen’s masterpiece
marvel at the ambitious undertaking of the Eighteenth-
streeters. There are some who hint that Ibsen is not quite
the thing. We don’t altogether blame them for such an
attitude. We are reminded that when this play was being
first produced in Norway and Germany so much discussion
about the morality of the play was aroused that, one win-
ter in Stockholm, all society invitations bore the note:
“You are requested not to mention Ibsen’s ‘Nora’.”

Who is this Ibsen and what is this “Nora” that
Knights of Lithuania Council 4 promises for April 13th?

First, as to the author. Henrik Ibsen is a nineteenth
century gentleman, Norwegian by birth, who studied life
and was so far ahead in his views on society that only
now are we beginning to believe what he taught us. His
plays virtually threw Germany and France, and most of
Europe, into one large debating class. For a time, even
governments of various countries prohibited production of
his plays. Why? Because some concluded that Ibsen does
not believe in sacredness of marriage, that his discussion
of marital relations, sometimes good and sometimes not so
good, is too bold, too frank for public presentation. “Be
free! Preserve your individuality, and do not force your
individuality upon others” seems to be the text of his
plays. He hated the binding dictates of society. He cham-
pioned the freedom of the individual, especially the free-
dom of the woman. Though Helmar says to Nora, “First
you are a wife and a mother,” Nora replies, “That I don’t
believe. I think that above all I am a human being, and
I, like you, must try to be a human being. I know that
the majority will hold your side, and that it is written
so in books, but I can no longer be satisfied with what is
held by the majority and what is written in books... I want
to find out for myself who is right, society or I,” and so on.

“Nora” is a gripping drama, in three acts, in which
Helmar, the husband, is held up by Nora as a sort of
semi-god. She caters to his every wish, she dances, she
plays and sings, all to please her husband, for that, as
she understands, is her duty imposed upon her by society.
In an effort to save his life, she borrows money secretly
and forges her father’s name. When she fails in getting
a favor for her creditor, and Helmer finds out all, she is
no longer his doll, his squirrel, his lark, for the simple
reason that his good name would now be smeared with his
wife’s thoughtless, illegitimate action.

In fairness to those who are to see the play, the whole
plot cannot be disclosed. Certain it is that the play is
filled with emotional scenes: One, where Nora rehearses
her Tarantelle dance is unforgettable; another, where Hel-
mer and Nora discuss their life of the past eight years is
stirring to the very depth of one’s soul, to say the least.
Ibsen takes the entire three acts to convince his audience
that, though neither Helmer nor Nora have any evil inten-
tions, the fact that Helmer treated his wife not as a com-
rade but as a doll, and the fact that Nora was brought up
in a way that gave her no training for any responsibility,
false illusions about marriage must necessarily be followed
by much unpleasantness, if not by a domestic catastrophe.

The cast assembled for this play is an excellent one,
and all who will be on hand at the Providence of God Hall,
April 13th, are assured of an entertaining evening. They
too will then discuss the question, “Should married women
eat candy ?”’ Reporteris,
