VYTAUTAS THE OREAT

YTAUTAS the Great (Witold) was born
in 1350, at Trakai, near Vilna. He was
the eldest son of Keistutis and Biru-
te of Palanga. Vytautas was pupil of
Windenhelm and was familiar with
both Latin and German. He had
traveled widely in the west and south

Europe and studied its culture. He sought to

raise the standard of Lithuanian culture but was

greatly hindered

of the European life. He defeated the Tartars
and pushed them back to the East. Vytautas
defeated the Knights, who were forcing them-
selves through Lithuania to the East for Ger-
manization purposes as ‘“Drang nach Osten”.
Had they succeeded in their march they could
enslave Lithuania and the Slavic nations and
could eradicate their nationalism. Vytautas’
victory at Tannenberg in 1410 was an assertion

by political comp-
lications as Lith-
uania was e€xpos-
edtoRussian,
German and Po-
lish influences.

Vytautas, in
1392, at the Diet
of Ostrove receiv-
ed the throne of
Lithuania. Furth-
er the Diet de-
clared that the
Lithuanian
Grand Duke was
equal in all res-
pects to the King
of Poland and
that both states
promised to send
ald in case of
war with Teuto-
nic Orders or
Tartars.

national lives of Lithuanians, but also of the
Russians, Ukrainians, White Russians, Poles and
Chechs. His victorous labors bore fruit for all

The loser
certainly cannot extoll the victor. This then is
an ordinary occurrence. They (Poles, et al)
would be silent about historical fact today—that
Lithuania gave to the world a great man. But
this remains an undisputable fact. The historians

of Poland and Germany commit error in their

historical writings by attempting to hide or be-
little Vytautas’ reward for Europe.

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Vytautas was not only great as a warrior,
but also as a statesman. He was a reasoning
governmental leader. In the government internal
relations he preserved order and lived in har-
mony. He united the governments and made them
strong. With his neighbors Vytautas kept friendly
relations. When he asked for help he always
got it. And the enemy whose borders touched
Lithuania came to his aid in all mutual causes.
In reading history we find that Vytautas’ counsel
and advice was sought by various nations whose
men are well-known to the world, for example,
Emperor Sigismund who had sent a crown to
Vytautas. Unfortunately Vytautas did not
receive the crown because the Poles shot the
messengers to death—the Poles feared the
popularity of Lithuania and Vytautas, its leader.
Vytautas, as a statesman, in those times, had no
equal to himself in all Europe. Lithuania’s
power was held very highly.

Great are the rewards of Vytautas for the
Catholic Church. He also helped in the Christian
work by building over thirty churches and found-
ing a bishopric. For this the pope appointed
him the Protector of the Catholic Church in
Lithuania and Russia. Vytautas made effort to
convert the Russians to the Catholic Church and
he labored much for this cause.

Great are the rewards of Vytautas’ labors
as a warrior, as a statesman, and also great as
a Christian-catholic. This reward of his efforts
long after his death were not forgotten. In the
orders of the Samogethian bishops, which were
found in several archives, we find that yearly
prayers were said in all Samogethian churches
for the soul of Vytautas.

The Lithuanians had not accepted Christianity
chiefly because their neighbors wanted to impose
it upon them with the sword. But during the
festivals arranged to celebrate Jagello’s marriage
the whole nation, by its own free will, adhered
to the Catholic church. Whether it was a matter
convenience or conviction cannot be establish-
ed. But soon the Lithuanian people became
disatisfied with the Poles and selected another
king for themselves, Vytautas the Great, who
governed the country alone, leaving Jagello and
his friends to occupy, themselves with the affairs
of Poland exclusively. Under Vytautas the Great
Lithuania reached its apogee. Territorially it

IS 511

stretched from Novgorod and Moscow to the
north and east and its southwestern frontier
reached the Dniester and the Black Sea. Vytau-
tas also earned Europe’s gratitude by stemming
the Tartar hordes that had swooped down upon
Europe. He defeated them so decisively that they
recognized him as their commander-in-chief and
gave him the right to select their Khan.

But, unfortunately, Vytautas died childless
and the throne of Lithuania reverted back to Ja-
gello and since then with the exception of a few
short gasps of independence, Lithuania’s liberty
existed only in the dreams of its people.

For hundreds of years the Lithuanians never
ceased fighting for their liberty and for secessions
from Poland. The anarchy which resulted gave
the nobility occasion to exploit the peasants. The
country was torn and separated against itself.
The big landowners of those feudal times had
their own armies and made their own laws.

Religious differences were called upon to help
dominate the ignorant. The Greek orthodox
church and the Lutheran church won a foothold
and the Russians and the Prussians were brought
into the disputes. :

These strifes so weakened Lithuania that Fre-

derick of Prussia found no opposition when he
divided the country with Russia in 1795. The
greatest part of Lithuania, however, was divided
between Russia and Germany, Russia receiving
the lion’s share of the bargain.

The Prussians set out to Prussianize their
new province. But as they are notoriously bad
colonizers they only oppressed but did not merge
or weld the Lithuanians with themselves.

The Russians with still lesser intelligence
intended to Russify their province by enacting
the most drakonic laws. They moved the Univer-
sity of Vilnius, the old capital of Lithuania, to
Kiev, ordered void, all the old laws and replace
them by their own, sent to Siberia or executed
the best elements of the people and in 1863 an
Ukase forbade the use of Latin characters in the
printing of Lithuanian books.

From 1831 to 1863 the Lithuanians made
several attempts to free themselves. The revolu-
tions were drowned in the blood of the people.
The result was not liberty. The revolutions
caused another turn in the screw that was to
squeeze them out of existence. All commercial
enterprises were discouraged by the respective

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governments. Even the use of their language
was forbidden the Lithuanians.

Any attempt in other than agricultural pur-
suits was regarded by the Russians and the
Germans as nothing short of treason. Raw
material, timber, amber, and cereals were export-
ed to Germany, who managed her import duties
in such a way as to leave but little to the
producers. With no outlet to the sea, the port of
Memel in German hands, surrounded by power-
ful and malicious neighbors, only the hardest
workers could survive.

After the Russians were defeated by the
Japanese in 1904, a strong revolutionary wind
swept over the Czar’s domain. The blood split
in the memorable January days of 1905 won many
liberal concessions to the people living in the
Russian empire. The Lithuanians dared again
and called a national assembly in Vilnius. It
was attended by such great numbers that even
the Russians were awed. At this National
Assembly the Lithuanians once more proclaimed
their nationality and obtained the right to dream
and aspire fod their liberty. Permission on
sufferance was granted them again to use Latin
characters and print books in their own language.
Inside of ten years hundreds of thousands of
books were published. It was as if a powerful
stream had broken through a worn out dam. Hund
reds of magazines and fifty newspapers were
established as rapidly as machinery could be ob-
tained and installed. The farmers formed
cooperatives-cooperative factories, banks, indus-
tries and all sorts of commercial enterprises.

It was soon established that the Lithuanians
had the smallest percentage of illiterates, not only
of Russia, but of a good many other countries.
In 1905 there were only sixteen high schools in
a certain district ; five years later the ame dstrict
harbored 136 high schools and over 500 public
schools. The fact is that more books and
magazines were published in Lithuania in the ten
years between 1905 and 1914 than in the three
hundred years previous to that date, and more
children attended school than ever before. True,
Lithuania was still a Russian province, but the
preparation for its independence were rapidly
progressing. The million Lithuanians living in
- the TUnited States encouraged and helped to
advance the realization of the old dream. Then
the war broke -out. - Lithuania, borderland be-

tween Germany and Russia, became the battle-
field between the two armies. In the ebb and
flow of the armies everything was devastated
by the withdrawing armies; what was left was
requisitioned by the victors. The old men, women
women and children were deported into slavery
by the Russians because they were suspected to
friendly to the Germans or were shot by the
Germans because of their suspected friendship
to the Russians. In a framing district which
possessed 1,500 horses only three were left when
the armistice was declared. Live stock, grana-
ries, machinery was either destroyed or requisi-
tioned, which after all amounts to the same thing.

President Wilson’s declaration that the U. S.
soldiers would fight to obtain the selfdetermina-
tion people living here in America. Fifty thous-
and of them fought on the French front under
the Stars and Stripes. As a buffer state between
Germany and Russia, Lithuania will prevent the
imperalization of either country.

The literary and artistic output of Lithuania
in the short gasp of comparative liberty the
country has had between 1904 to 1914 was of
such quality that the world has caused to expect
great things from this small nation.

Already the number of the gollected folk
songs reaches the figure of 200,000,'in a language
which both Emanuel Kant and Elisee Reclus pro-
claim to be the most beautiful in existence. From
a people so old and one that has endured so much
the world surely has a right to expect great things.

Commercially too the Lithuanians will lead
the Eastern World. They are a progressive and
enterprising race. They are healthy and spirit-
ed. They are a liberty loving people; none other
could have endured so much, could have kept their

language, their customs, their habits under such
terrible conditions.
