In his
famous “Ode to Youth” he addresses
philomatic fraternities of the University
of Vilna, students calling them to the
study of the Lithuanian National Life.
The regeneration of his nation, groaning
under the iron heel of tyrannical oppress-
ors, Russian and German, the poet sees in
Youth. The hope of victory over brute
and overwhelming force, he sees in Youth’s
heroic efforts with learning, his manly
endeavor. The dominating thought in
this Ode is a hope of national rebirth.
