Kad ligonis galéty grei¢iau nugaléti pa-
gundas, jam reikia Sauktis Saldziausios Sirdies
Jézaus. Sventas Vincentas, taip pataria sakyti,
pagundai uzpuolus. “O Jézau, padék man!” Ir
pagunda tuojaus pranyks. Jei mes kariaujame
Jézaus vardu, tai Jis kartu su mumis kariau-

ja. Priesai tuojaus pabégs.

Tik mirties valandoje, Sv. Mechtilda pa-
juto, kaip saldus yra Jézaus vardas. Kai skaus-
mai ir pagundos ja uzpuolé, ji Saukési: “O ge-
riausias Jézau! O mylimiausias Jeézau”. Ir
skausmai arba pagundos nutilo.

Sv. Kamilius visados patardavo slaugéms
vartoti Jézaus ir Marijos varda bunant prie
Jis pats taip puikiai tardavo tuos zo-
dzius, kad ligoniai girdedami juos tariant, uz-
sidegdavo Jézaus meile. Tai buvo paskutiniai
zodziai, kuriuos tas Sventasis iStaré mirdamas.

Some of the patents fulfill long-felt wants, while many
others require many additional hours of nerve-wracking
labor before their practicability can be established.

“Such unique devices as a collapsible pocket um-
brella, woman’s reversible hat, an auto parking device,
and a four-way shaving razor are among the novelties
which will be on display at the 2nd international patent
exposition”, Mr. Green continued, “together with im-
proved television apparatus, instruments dealing with
many phases of scientific experiment, the latest de-
velopments in aviation ,a huge array of time and labor
saving devices, railroad and automotive improvements,
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combination agricultural implements, and radio and
motion picture finds’ for the future.

Many Foreign Visitors Expected

“Many visitors from foreign lands will be in
Chicago during the duration of the exposition intent
upon bringing back to their homelands a sight story
