Organizuotasai lietuviy kataliku jaunimas yra stip-
rus savo dvasia ir dirba naudinga darba. Tai yra
galinga Seimyna; ja sudaro tarnavimas idéjai “Dievui
ir Tévynei.” Ta Seimyna susiorganizavo dar tik Sito
Simtmecio pradzioje ir, palyginti, labai sparéiai augo.

Siandien lietuviu kataliky eilés skaic¢iuojamos jau de-
Simtimis tukstanéiu. Jei Sito sajudzio pradzia bity sie-
kusi 19-jo Simtmedéio, tai, be abejojimo, Siais laikais
bltu priskaitoma keli Simtai tikstanc¢iy to organizuoto
jaunimo. Bet, nelaimei, triiko vaduy. O labiausiai tri-
ko ir Siandien dar labai triuksta tokiu vaduy, kurie ak-
tingai veiktu jaunimo tarpe, t. y. tokiy, kurie nesiSalina,
bet eina j jaunima, veikia su juo, atjaucia jo dziaugs-
mus, trikumus irreikalavimus, organizuoja ji, skaito re-
feratus, pasako idealizmo dvasia ikvepianc¢ias kalbas ir
kitokiu badu bendrauja su jaunimu. Tokie yra tikri
jaunimo vadai. Kaip tik tokiu labai triksta kataliki§-
kam lietuviu jaunimui ne tik Amerikoje, bet ir Lietuvoje.

Kodel a$§ ryzausi tiek daug kalbéti apie tg ka-
talikiSska lietuviy jaunima? Ogi del to, kad a§ auks-
tai jvertinu tik ta misy tautos jaunosios kartos dalj.
KrikscioniSkoje dvasioje iSauklétas jaunimas gali bet
kuriai kilniai idéjai aukotis, neatsizvelgdamas j kliatis
ir sunkumus, ir turi idealaus zZmogaus savumy. Bi-
damas vienos tikybos ir vienodos pasaulézitros ir lai-
kydamasis bendry tradiciju, jis sugeba galingai pa-
reik§ti savo vieninguma, susiklausyma, organizacinio
veikimo drausminguma (disciplina) ir tarpusavio suta-
rimg. Pagaliau, kas visai lietuviy tautai svarbiausia,
jis labiausiai pasizymi savo patriotiSkumu.

Nors bendrais bruozais panagrinékime kiekvieng
i§ Sity iSvadu skyrium.

IDEALIZMAS. Katalikiskoje Seimoje vaikams
nuo pat mazumeés jkvepiamas idealizmas. ‘
Kristaus vietininko — kunigo — sujungtai porai

skiriama didelé atsakomybé ir jai statomi tam tikri
reikalavimai, i§ kuriy svarbiausi yra Sie: dorai krikscio-
niSkai gyventi ir palaikyti Zmonijos egzistavima. Ki-
dikio gimimas katalikiskoje Seimoje laikomas svarbiu
ivykiu. Kiudikis gimsta del savo tévy idealizmo — i§
meilés. Po kriksto jis jeina i didziaja katalikuy Seimy-
na. Jis yra tévy mylimas, auginamas ir aukléjamas
pagal krikS¢ionyb@és désnius, kurie nieko bloga nemoko,
skiepija vien tiktai gero pamégima. Ilgainiui, nuo jspii-
dingo pirmosios komunijos priémimo jis bina reikSmin-
go moralés faktoriaus — iSpazinties veikiamas per visg

gyvenima. Tadiau zmogaus aukléjimas Seimoje kad ir
krikSéioniskoje dvasioje del jvairiu priezasS¢éiu negali
bati labai jtakingas. Zymiai didesnés aukléjamosios

itakos zZmogui padaro Baznyéia ir tikybiSkai tautiSkos or-
ganizacijos, draugijos, klubai. Izymis pedagogai pripa-
zista, kad aplinka, draugai ir spauda daugiau zZmoguy
aukléja, negu Seima. Tad labai svarbu, kad zZmogus nuo
pat jaunu dienu patektuy gerosios aplinkos jtakon, t. y.
kad jis dazniau butuy krikS¢ioniSko idealizmo aplinkoje.

Atskiro zmogaus priklausymas prie parapijos yra
tik individualiné jo priklausomybé prie Kataliky Baz-
nyc¢ios. Kad ta priklausomybé buaty reikSmingesné ir
kad kataliku visuma galétu turéti geros jtakos ne tik
savo tarpui, bet ir nekatalikiSkai visuomenei, katalikai
turi biti organizuoti ir uz baznycéios sieny. Jie turi
telktis | kataliku organizacijas, kurios turi kilniy tiks-
lu. Kataliku nuopelnai mokslo, moksliSku iSradimy, vi-
suomenés Svietimo bei kult@irinimo, na$lai¢iy, ligoniy ir
beturéiu Selpimo bei globojimo srityje yra labai dideli.

——
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Be to, ypa¢ pastaruoju laiku nuolat didéja kataliky nuo-
pelnai ir atskiru valstybiu gyvenime. DPavyzdZiui, Lietu-
voje, Vokietijoje, Austrijoje ir kitur daugelis ministeriu
ir net vyriausybiu galvy buvo, o kai kur ir dabar te-
béra uolias katalikai, kuriais tauta labai patenkinta, iS-
skiriant, zinoma, gal tik avantitristu gaivala. Juos
taip auksStai iSkélé organizuotoji kataliky visuomené.
Ir Siaip daug aukStu valdininky, politiku, mokslininkuy,
pedagogu, raSytoju yra uolis katalikai.

Taigi, organizuotos kataliku Seimynos narys nuo
pat jaunystés gyvena geroje aplinkoje, yra aukléjamas
idealizmo dvasioje. Tokioje Seimynoje beveik visai né-
ra arba tik maziausiai bina kriminalizmo reiskiniy. Uz-
tat kiekvienas katalikas, mano manymu, turétu bati de-
kingas tai katalikiSkai savo visuomenei ir turi tok stip-
rinti savo rySius su ja. Katalikybé daugiausia patiekia
graziy tikslu ir siekimu. Del to lietuviams katalikams
reikia gerai susiorganizuoti ir susitvarkyti, kad bitu
lengviau viskas atnaujinti Kristaus dvasioje.

Jaunuomené savo prigimtyje turi didelj palinkima
prie romantizmo. O krikS¢ionybé juk daugiausia teikia
progu idealiam krikSéioniSkam romantizmui. Tad ne-
tenka stebétis, kodel visam pasauly yra tiek daug ka-
talikiskos jaunuomenés organziaciju, draugiju, klubu. Tai
visa gerai supranta jau ir didelé misu tautos katalikis-
ko jaunimo dalis. Sito jaunimo eilés reikia nuolat tan-
kinti ir didinti, nes i§ ju tarpo juk turi iSeiti nauju
basimu Seimu galvos, Tévynés mylétojai ir gynéjai, jvai-
riis  profesionalai, tautos auklétojai, veikéjai ir net zy-
mis mokslininkai, tautos, visuomenés ir Baznyc¢ios vadai.

IDEALUS zZMOGUS. Beveik visi visu tautu filo-
sofai nuo zilos senovés sitlo kiekvienas savotiSka visuo-
menés santvarka ir kartu vaizduoja savotiSska idealaus
zmogaus tipa. Tu visu filosofu vaizduojamieji tipai
yra labai skirtingi. Daugelis i§ tu tipu yra labai keis-
ti ir utopiski. Tu galvocéiu sialymais labai mazai kas
pasinaudoja. Ju idéjos nesusilaukia daug Salininku. Vie-
nas kitas raSytojas, zurnalistas ar pedagogas kai kada
panaudoja vieno kito filosofo aforizma arba nuomo-
ne, kuriuo nors klausimu — tai ir viskas. Daugelio fi-
losofu mintys yra grazios, idomios; kai kurie filosofai
paberia net labai jmantriu posakiy, samoju. Bet giliau
panagrinéje tas filosofijas, ka gi mes pastebésime? Ogi
Stai ka: daugumas tu graziausiu minc¢iu jau senai yra
pareikStos krikSc¢ionybés moksle.  Ir nenuostabu, be-
veik visi tie filosofai buvo aukléjami kurios nors for-
mos krik§é¢ioniSkoje dvasioje. Taigi, Kristaus mokslas,
kriks$c¢ionybés filosofija yra padariusi jiems didelés jta-
kos. Bet ilgainiui, filosofiSkai mastydami, jie net nebuvo
tiek saziningi prisipazinti, kad ju mintys néra visai
naujos, bet tiktai ju lupomis atnaujintos ir pakartotos
i§ plataus krik§c¢ionybés mokslo. Bet §Siaip ar taip, kiek-
vienas filosofas, idealizuodamas zmogaus tipa tik nuro-
do viena kita zZmogaus yda, silpnybe, negeruma ir pa-
taria vienaip ar kitaip gyventi, vienaip ar kitaip elgtis.
Tai ir viskas.

Taciau krikSc¢ionybé vaizduoja pilna idealaus zZmo-
gaus tipg. Mes laimingi, kad esam krikS¢ionys-katali-
kai, tad mums nereikia iSganymo ar iSminties ieSkoti ko-
kiu ten liuteriu, ateistu arba aziatu (kinu, indu) filoso-
fu pamokymuose. Zinoma, kriks¢ionybés prieSai laisva-
maniai savo Salininkus karStai ragina skaityti knygas
apie NitS€s, Zaratustros, Konfucijaus, Budos arba ko-
kio nors zydo galvojima ir reifkia savo pagarba pastarie-
siems, tik ne Didziausiam ISminéiui Kristui. Zydo Ka-
rolio Markso filosofija Siandien yra populiari Europoje

ir Ziemiu Azijoje. Ji susilauké keliu milijony Salinin-
ku. Ar ji yra gera ar bloga — ¢ia apie tai nekalbésime.
Betgi pagrindiniai socializmo principai yra pavogti i§
Kristaus ir uztempti ant banditizmo kurpaliaus. Kru-
vinomis priemonémis vykdomas socializmas Rusijoje su-
bankrutijo visos zmonijos akyse. KrikS§¢ionybei nepake-
lini su bet kokio pavidalo socializmu.

Tiktai krikScionybés prineipai per daugeli amziu
isliko gveiki, tvirti ir nesudarkyti. Savo kilnumu krikséio-
nybé nunai zavi ir vercia nusilenkti Simtus milijony zmo-
niy zavi ir vercia nusilenkt prie§ zmoniu gerovés Skel-
bejo-Mokytojo iSmintj. Ta iSmintis sukaré nuostabiai
grazy zmogaus ideala -— idealaus krikS¢ionies tipa,
kuris galima trumpai Sitaip apibudinti: zmogus turi
gerbti Visatos Kuréja, myleti savo tauta irartima ir
turi buti doras, teisingas, nuoSirdus, darbStus, geraSir-
dis visiems. Tokis zZmogus turi pasizymeéti savo energi-
ja, draswmu, sumanumu, pasiryzimu, solidarumu ir iSti-
kimumu Dievo jsakymams. Argi tai negrazus ir ne-
kilnus Zmogaus tipas. Tokiam idealui nieko prikisti ne-
gali. Tik turime stengtis kurti savyje toki tipa. _

TARPUSAVIO SUTARIMAS. Daznai tenka gir-
déti apie tai, kad jvairiose bolSeviku, socialisty ar Siaip
laisvamaniu  organizacijose nebtna sutarimo, vieningo
nusistatymo, tvarkos ir daznai triksta saziningumo. Jie
daugiausia pasizymi gincais, net pestynémis, tarpusavio
Smeizimu ir nuolat skyla i smulkias sroveles.

Tokiu dalyku netenka prikisti organizuotai kata-
liku visuomenei. KatalikiSkose organizacijose néra ir
negali bati vietos gincams del pasiulézitros. Cia vy-
rauja vienas tikéjimas, viena pasaulézitira, krik§¢ionis-
kos tradicijos, vienodos paziaros | siekiamus tikslus.
Vienas kitas kitu paviliotas ar suagituotas zmogus at-
simeta, bet nebiina skilimu, peStyniu. Kam katalikams
pestis?  Kai reikia pasitarti del bendro veikimo ar del
kurio nors sumanymo -— tariamasi ir po to vieningai
nutarimas vykdomas.

Katalikai gali didziuotis savo santaika, taikingu-
mu, vieningumu ir tarpusavio sutarimu. Tokios ypaty-
bés labiausiai imponuoja ypaé ¢ia gimusiam misu jau-
nimui.

TEVYNES MEILE. Kas tikrai Dieva myli, tas
turi stipria meile ir Tévynei. Lietuviai katalikai gali
didziuotis, kad daugiausia ju pastangomis, aukomis ir
ju drasumo déka tapo iSkovota Lietuvos Nepriklausomy-
bé. Ar i§ tikro taip yra? Pazitrésime?

I Lietuvos kariuomene savanoriais stojo apie 12,000
vyru. Tai buvo misy kariuomenés kuréjai. Jie pirmi
savo kritinémis pastojo priesams kelia i Lietuvos krasto
viduri.

Lie-
tuvos Sirdies — Vilniaus. Tai bus dar ateity.

Karas del Lietuves iSvadavimo nusitesé pora metu.
Lietuvos stunu pulkai augo ir jiems teko susiremti net su
triju priesu ginkluotomis jegomis. Ir ka gi? Lietuvos
karo jaunimui drasos ir Tévynés meilés netriko. Pats
Dangus teikési jo zygius laiminti, ir didesné misy kras-
to dalis Siandien yra laisva. Tai vis yra drasaus ir
kilnaus misu karo jaunimo nuopelnai! Jaunimas savo
kardu praskyné Lietuvai kelia j laisvuy valstybiu tarpa.
Po keliu Simtu metu vergavimo lietuviu tauta geriau-
siu savo stinu didvyriSkumo déka susilauké laisves.

Kaip matote, §is jaunimas atliko didvyriska is-
toriSka darba.
