Ne vienam net ste-
biiklingu . budu grazina sveikata. Ne veltui ji
yra pavadinta “Ligoniy Sveikata.”

Daugelis Sventyju turéjo stebiiklingos ga-
lios nuo Dievo gydyti ligonius. Sv. Raste skai-
tome, kad net Sv. Petro Zeelis gydydavo ligo-
nius. Sv. Pauliaus dirzai ir skepetaités gra-
zindavo sergantiems sveikata. Marija yra yra
ligoniy sveikata.

Ne vienas zinome, kiek Zmoniu buvo iSgy-
dyta Sventose vietose. Apie tai liidija tu viety
uzraSai, lazdos ten paliktos. Marijos paveikslai,
apkabinéti “rotais”, tai yra sidabrinémis, auk-
sinémis kojytémis, rankytémis, Sirdziukémis ir-
gi tai lindija. Tai primena, jog Marija vienam
fimai sugrazino kojos sveikata, kitam rankos,
treé¢iam kritinés ir taip toliau,

Pasaulis platus, ne viskas galima suzinoti,
kur kas pasidaré. Taciau visas pasaulis Zino,
kal Liurde Marija gydo ligonius. Kiek tai misu
brangioje tévynéje yra stebukly! Del ko di-
dziausios minios kasmet suvaziuoja j Siluva®

- Del to, kad daugelis suvargusiu ligoniy patyre

Marijos pagalba. Man pacdiam teko susipazinti
su asmenimis, kurie buyo stebiiklingu budu isSgy-
dyti Siluvoje.

Tik 1929 metais Svené. Panelés Gimimo pa-
rapija Chicagoje jgijo Svené. Marijos Siluvos
paveiksla, o jau matytis keleta “roty” prikabin-
tu prie to paveikslo. Reiskia jau lietuviai Ame-
rikoje patyré Marijos pagalbos ligoje.

Marijos gerumas — galingas. Ji nie-
kam neatsisako, kas tik j ja kreipiasi. Del to Sv.
Bernardas ir sako: “Atmink Svené. Marija, jog
nuo amziy negirdéta, kad jei kas tavo pagalbos
Saukiasi, butu buves neisklausytas.”

Taigi visi krikS¢ionys, ypa¢ ligoniai pri-
valo garbinti Marija ir prie jos daZnai melstis.

Dievotumas prie Sv. Marijos yra iSganymo zen-
klas”, sako Sventieji. Pati Sv. Marija saké
vienai $ventai moteriskei: “AS§ iStraukiau dau-
gel] Zmoniy i§ prapulties, nes jie dar truputj, mel-
dési § mane.” Taip, buvo nusidéjeliy, kurie
beveik buvo prarade savo siela taciau jie tapo
iSganyti, nes meldési prie Sv. Panelés. Taigi
melskimas prie Sv. Marijos. Jei negalime skai-
tyti maldaknyges, tai kalbékime rozanciy.

0, Svené¢iausioji Pana Marija, mano Moti-
na, Stai aS puolu j Tavo palaimintasias rankas
ir pavedu Tau savo skausmus, gyvenima mirtj,
visa savo kiina ir siela. Pavedu Tau visus sa-
vo dziaugsmus ir nulitdimus. AS tik noriu, kad
visi mano sumanymai ir zingsniai visados bii-
ty tokie, kaip to nori Tavo mieliausias Stnau,
Jézus Kristus, kuris su Tavimi gyvena ir vies-
patauja danguje per amzius.

Juozapas yra
galingiausieji. O Sv. Teresé sako: “Jei a§ bi-
¢iau kunigas, a$ ei¢iau po visa pasaul] ir visy
prady¢iau, kad jie melstusi prie Sv. Juozapo ir
prasyty jo pagalbos.

Sv. Juozapas buvo globéjas SvenS. Marijos
ir Kadikélio Jézaus. Mozés jstatymai reikalavo
nuzudyti ta mergina, kuri turéjo kudikj be vyro. -
Gal tas biity atsitikes ir su Svené. Panele, jei
Sv. Juozapas nebiity jos globojes ir nebiuty skai-
tomas jos vyru zyduy akyse.

Taigi, jei Sv. Juozapas saugojo Sv. Seima
visuose varguose, kentéjimuose ir net ligoje, jis -
taipgi saugos ir ta ligonj, kuris pas ji kreipsis.
Taigi, brangus ligoni, eik pas Sv. Juozapa, jis
padés tau kentéti.

SVENTAS AUGUSTINAS

Sventasis Augustinas, Hippo vyskupas ir Katali-
ku Baznycdios Daktaras, gimeé lapkri¢cio mén. 13 dieng,
3564 metais, Tagaste, dabartiniame Souk-Ahrase, kurs
anuomet buvo prokonsulinés Numidijos maza pilis Siau-
ringje Afrikoje. Jo motina buvo Sv. Monika, o tévas
— Patricijus, pagonis. Visas Augustino gyvenimas yra
suraSytas jo paties “ISpazinimuose” ir jo “Retrakecijose.”
Tie dokumentai teikia mums neiSsemiamo turto lobyna.
Juos galima paskirstyti i tris laikotarpius: (1) Augusti-
no gradualis grizimas i Tikéjima; (2) jo filosofijos
mokslo plétimasis iki tapo vyskupu; ir (3) jo darbuote
jam esant Hippo vyskupu.

Garbingos dorybés, kuriomis gyveno ir pagarsé-
jo Sv. Monika, i§kélé ja i virSanes, kaipo ideala ir gra-
zy pavyzdj sekting krikS¢ionéms motinoms; ji taip pa-
veiké | savo pagonj vyra tomis dorybémis, kad jis pri-
émé Sv. Kriksta, mirdamas kriks¢ionis 871 metais. Po
to Sv. Monika ripinosi, kad jos stinus gauty kriksc¢ionis-
ka iSaukléjimg; ji perzegnojo ji kryzium ir jvesdino j
katechumenus. Jo bendravimas su dievotais vyrais su-
teiké jam daug graziy dvasiSky jspiidziy, i§ kuriy jo
sieloje jstrigo ypatingai Sie trys, biitent: 1) Dievo Ap-
veizda, 2) bisiantis gyvenimas (dangus ar pragaras),
ir 3) Jéezus Kristus — ISgelbétojas.

Kai Augustinui susako SeSiolika metu, jis tapo ne-
apsakomai pazangus moksle. Tat jo tévas, didziuoda-
masis tuomi, pasirjzo ji pasiusti § Kartaga, kad prisi-
rengtu oratoriaus karjierai. Kol reikalingi pinigai siinaus
kelionei ir mokslui buvo sutaupyti, praslinko keletas
meénesiy. Tuo laiku Augustinas atsidavé smagumams ir
zaislams.

Kai Augustinas nuvyko Kartagon, tai pamaté daug
iStvirkimo tame dideliame ir pusiau-pagoniSkame mies-
te. Kity moksleiviu palaidumas, teatrai, ir jo paties
troSkimas biiti visada pirmas viskame, net ir blogume,
dar labiau pastaméjo ji gilesnin nuodémingan nuopuo-
lyn.

Mazdaug tame laikotarpyj Augustinas prarado ti-
kéjimg. Jis pasidavé manichaeizmo pasekéju jtakai, ku-
rie tvirtino, biik Faustus, ju vadas, galjs moksliskai i3-
aiSkinti padia gamta ir stebétinuosius gamtos apsireis-
kimus. Augustinas, pamyléjes moksla, tro$ko ir iesko-
jo patarmiuy. Jam nurodyta, kad Faustus sutinka atsa-
kinéti visus klausimus.

Augustinas, uzbaiges moksla Kartagoje su atsi-
zymeéjimais, grizo Tagastan iSdéstynéti viska, ko pats
iSsimokino. IS pat pradziy jis pagavo klausytojus ir
zavejo visus nepaprastu mokslingumu. Jo gabumai pa-
sieké aukSc¢iausio laipsnio ir jis panaudojo juos Mani-
chaeizmo plétimui. Sv. Monika ytin griaudinosi, kad jos
stinus platina erezija ir nebeblttu jo laikiusi savo na-
muose, jeigu ne Sventasis vyskupas, kurs jai nepatare
taip padaryti, pareikSdamas, kad ‘“tiek aSary stinus ne-
gali prazati.”

Sv. Monikos pastangos paveiké i Augusting ir jis
persimainé. Netrukus Augustinas iSvyko Kartagon ir
pradéjo vieSai smerkti manichaeizma. Jis pasmerké ta
erezija del Siu priezaS¢iu: manichaeizmo filosofija yra
kenksminga; manichazieciai griauna viska ir nieko ne-
gamina; i§ to viso kyla baisus nemoraliSkumas, ir nai-

kinamos dorybés; ju argumentai prie§ Sventa RaSty
yra silpni. Faustus neisgali atsakyti klausimy, kuriuos
Augustinas patieké. Ir Augustinas visai iSsizadéjo ma-
nichaeizmo ir vieSai pasmerké tg eretiSka imokslg, ku-
rio laikési devynerius metus.

Kai Augustinui sukako dvideSimts keturi metali,
tai jis iSvyko Italijon ir gavo profestira Milane. Vieng
diena, eidamas pro baznydéia, jis jgavo jkvépima ir klau-
sydamas vidujinio balso jis izengé baznycios vidun.
Tuo metu i§ sakyklos pamokslininkas saké pamoksla.
Zodziai, kurie giliai jstrigo jo g&irdyn, buvo &ie: “Kg
pagelbés zmogui, jeigu pelnyty visa pasaulj, o prazudy-
tu savo siela?” Ir tie Zodziai pasiliko jstrige jo Sirdy-
je. Veéliau jis nuéjo pasimatyti su tuo pamokslininku,
Sv. Ambrozu, vyskupu i§ Milano. Po pasikalb&jimo su
vyskupu jis kariavo pats su savim per trejus metus,
skaitydamas Sventa Ra$ta, ir galu gale tik tesuprato ir
isitikino, kad Jézus Kristus yra vienintélis kelias j tie-
sa ir iSganymag. Ir Velyku sekmadienj, 387 metais Au-
gustinas priéemé kriksta Milane kuo Sventoji jo motina
be galo apsidziaugé ir drauge su juomi gyveno Itali-
joje.

Savo “Dialoguose” Augustinas nusSvie¢ia kiekvieng
dalele savo atsivertimo ir argumentus, kurie jtikrino ir
pastiméjo ji priimti Sventa kriksta, ir pagaliaus, nusako
apie savo gaSlumo nugaléjima ir pastangas, kuriomis
apsirinko iSmintj savo pataréja.

Augustinas, begyvendamas Milane, jsiskaité | kai-
kurinos Platono veikalus, kurie j jj padaré didelés jtek-
mes. Jis ryzosi surasti ir palyginti harmoningg arti-
muma tarp kriksc¢ioniskojo mokinimo ir PlatoniSkojo mok-
slo. Toks metodas ytin pavojingas, tat¢iau Augustinas
niekada nepardavé Evangeliju uz Platona. Tuo atzvilgiu
didis kritikas yra iSsireiskes: “Taigi, kai Augustino fi-
losofija susiartina su religinémis doktrinomis, tai at-
virai pasakius, jis yra neo-Platonistas; taéiau, kai
atsitaiko kontrakdikeija, tai Augustinas niekada nesvy-
ruoja savo filosofija pasiduoti religijai, o savo protu
pasiveda tikybai.”

387 mety rudenj kai Augustinas buvo pasirenges
kelionén j Afrikag, miré Sv. Monika jo motina. . Sv.
Augustinas raSo apie Sventaja jos mirtj a apie neap-
sakoma gailest] ir skausma visuose savo raStuose.

Po dvieju meénesiy, kai jo mofina miré, Augustinas
sugrizo | gimtaji Tagasto miesta. Jis perdavé visas
savo geérybes ir gautuosius pinigus iSdalino vargsams.
Po to jis ir jo bendrai apsigyveno uzsilikusioje jo tévo
biukléj, kur ryzosi bendrai gyventi neturte, maldose ir
atsiduoti Sventuyju rasStu studijoms.

Augustinas dar nemané patapti kunigu. Bet gi
vieng dieng, Augustinas aplanké sergantj seng savo bi-
¢iulj, kuris buvo labai silpnas, ir matydamas, kad ne-
uzilgo mirs, ir nenori atsiversti, jis nuvyko j baZnydig
ir karStai meldé Dieva, kad suteikty jo biciuliui atsiver-
timo maloniu. Jam baznyc¢ioje besimeldziant zZmonés
apnyko ji ir steb&josi didziu jo pamaldumu. Paskui bu-
vo maldauta vyskupo Valerijaus, kad ji's iSventinty Au-
gusting kunigu. Augustinas sutiko ir tapo jSventintas
391 metais. Savo kunigystés penkiuose metuose Augus-
tinas nuveiké ytin daug graziy darby. Jis jsteigé vie-
nuolyng, skelbé pamokslus prie§ erezijas, ypal pried
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manichaeizmg ir vieSose konferencijose suplieké macha-
eizmo vadova, Fortunaty, taip, jog jis turéjo pabégti i
Hippo miesto. 393 metais Afrikos Visuotinoje Santa-
ryboje, kuriai pirmininkavo Kartagos vyskupas, Augus-
tinas garbingai iSgarsino garsu traktata, zinoma kaipo
“De Fide et Symbolo.”

396 metais, vyskupas Valerijus, nusilpnéjes del
senatves, gavo jgaliojima nuo Afrikos primato Aureli-
jaus konsekruoti Augustina vyskupu, kaipo pavaduoto-
ja. Numidijos primatas Megalijus konsekravo Augus-
ting vyskupu. Tuomet jis buvo keturiasdeSimts dvieju
mety amziaus. Po vyskupo Valerijaus mirties Augus-
tinas apémé valdyti Hippo vyskupija ir valdé per tris-
desimts septynerius metus.

Augustinas, kaipo naujasis vyskupijos valdytojas,

jau zinojo visas vyskupines pareigas ir jas sutaiké su
aStriu vienuolyno gyvenimu. Jo vyskupiné rezidencija
buvo lyg vienuolynas, patapes “seminarija, kuri aukléjo
ir iSdavé jkaréjus kurti kitiems vienuolynams, kurie ne-
uzilgo iSsiplatino po visa Afrika.” Del to tai Augustinas
teisingal nusipelné sau garbingu vardy, kaipo vienuoliy
patriarkas ir dvasiSkojo gyvenimo atgaivintojas Afriko-
je. Taciau, uz vis labiausia jis buvo galingasai tiesu
gynéjas ir uolusis siely ganytojas. Jis skelbé pamokslus
keleta kartu i savaite. Jis pats raSé laiskus j jvai-
rias pasaulio dalis, ir juose jis riSdavo dieniniu problemuy
klausimus.

Tu dieny problemuy ir kontroversiju biita ir se-
kanéiy: manichaeizmas, donatizmas, pelagianizmas ir
arianizmo kontroversijos.

MANICHAEIZMO salininkai garsino ir platino
eretiSkas savo klaidas Hippo mieste ir apylinkése. Au-
gustinas pakvieté ju vada, I‘eliksa | vieSas diskusijas,
po kuriu Feliksas prisipazino esas nugalétas ir priéme
Sv. Tikéjima. Savo radtuose Augustinas idrodé ir pas-

merké Mani’o ir Fausto eretiSkas klaidas. Augustinas

be galo riipinosi ir daug laiko aukodavo atvertimui ty,
kurie atsiskyré nuo BaznycCios ir priémé manichaeizma.
Tuo atZvilgiu jis mini: “Kas link manes, tai a§ mnoriu
sekti ta pati pasiSventima ir pakantrumag, kaip daré
mano broliai, kai a§, apakintas, klaidziojau manichaeiz-
mo klaidose.”

DONATISTU schizma lieté du klausimu apie Baz-
nyc¢ios Sventuma, butent: 1) Jeigu nusidéjeliui, pasken-
dusiam nuodémeése, ir buty atleista, tai ar jis galéty lik-
tis BaznycCios prieglobstyj? 2) Taip-pat, ar BaZnydia
yra laikoma Sventa, kai jos tarnai yra neverti? Do-
natistai palaiké ir gincijosi uz neigiamaja abieju klausi-
mu puse. Augustinas stengési jvykdinti santaika per
konferencijas ir draugiSkas diskusijas. Donatistai i§
pradziy sutiko ta Augustino zygi visiSku tuléjimu, o
veliau jvairiais Zalingais antpuoliais. I§ ju pusés ne
karta gresé pavojus paties Augustino gyvybei.

PELAGIANIZMO kontroversija pradéjo Pelagijus,
kuris €jo prie§ pirmpradés nuodémés mokinimo laikyma-
si. Augustinas paraSé keleta knygu, kuriose iSrodé Pe-
lagianizmo klaidas. Tuju knygu viena buvo pagarséjes
veikalas “De Natura et Gratia”.

Kova prie§ ARIANIZMA prasidéjo i§ sukulimo gro-
vo Bonifaco prieS imperatorine Placidija. IS tu dvieju
valdovy pradZioje Arianizmo S§hlai reikalavo paspirties
bei pramonés. Tada Arijonu vyskupas su kariaunos pa-
gelba zygiavo Hippo miestan. Augustinas ir vél gyné
Sv. Tikéjima vieSose konferencijose jvairiais raStais. Pa-
galios Bonifacas tapo nugalétas ir turéjo pasprukti j

Hippo pilies tvirtove, kurioje kentéjo aStuoniolikos méne-
siy s:autima.

Siautimo metu Augustinas susirgo ytin pavojin-
ga liga, ir iSkentéjes trejus meénesius ir kars$tai melsda-
masis Augustinas atsiskyré nuo Sio pasaulio, bidamas
septyniasdeSimts SeStuose savo gyvenimo metuose.

Svento Augustino gyvenimas turétu bati nusidéjé-
liams kilnus pavyzdys ir pamokinimas, jog niekada néra
per vélu atgailioti ir pasitaisyti, kad ir labiausia nu-
puolusiems.  Stebétinas jo Sventumo gyvenimas turéty
mums buti nurodymu, kaip tikslinti savo gyvenimg. Mes
turéetume pasekti ji ir tapti tvirtais Sv. Tikéjimo gy-
nejais.

Ir, nejstabu, kad apie ji yra pazymeéta:

“Nestebétina, kad zZymiausi kritikai, Protestonai ir
Katalikai, pripazista Sv. Augusting esant garbingiausiu
Romos Kataliku Baznyc¢ios Daktary Daktaru, tuo-pat
pareikSdami, kad jis yra Kataliky Baznyéios Tévu izy-
miausias Teévas.”
