Jei norime turéti ge-
rg apetita ir apskritai bati sveiki, prie valgomojo stalo
ant sienos uZraSykime: “Prie valgomojo stalo leidziamos
tik linksmos kalbos!”

Gyviai, kurie neturi §ilto kraujo, o reikalauja gy-
venimui Silumos, kaip musés, vabzdziai, driezai ir kiti
Sliauzikai, atéjus Saltesniam laikui, uzmiega ir atbunda
tiktai pavasari, o orui at$ilus. Siltakraujai gyviai, tu-
rédami Siluma savo kiine, gyvena ir Saltam orui atéjus.

Betiriant miego priezastis, paaigkéjo, kad miegas
yra nuovargio paséka. Zmogus nori miego kaip tik
pavargsta. Bet kas yra pats nuovargis? Betirdami
nuovargio priezastis, mokslininkai surado, kad nuovar-
gis yra tam tikras kiino apnuodijimas. Zmogui bedir-
bant kine atsiranda daug visokiu atmaty, suvartoty
medziagu, kurios uzterSia ir tartum uZnuodija kiing. Si-
ta uztersima kinas gali paSalinti tik per ilgesnj lai-
ka ir Siam tikslui reikalinga, kad kunas visiSkai ilséty-
si, kaip tai blina miege.

Buvo daromi Sitoki bandymai. aPimta pavargu-
sio zmogaus kraujo ir jleista kitam gerai pasilséjusiam
ir iSsimiegojusiam Zmogui. Ir pasirodo, kad tas pasilsé-
jes ir iSsimiegojes zmogus staiga pradéjo justi nuovar-
gi ir uzsimané miego. Taigi uzterStas pavargusio zmo-
gaus kraujas sukelia nuovargi ir miego nora.

Suradus nuovargio ir mieguistumo priezastj, dabar
pasilieka tiktai surasti priemoniu Sitai priezaSéiai paSa-
linti. Butent, reikia surast biuida paSalinti i§ kraujo dar-
bo atmatas bei suterSima ir iSvalyti krauja.

CATHOLIC LITHUANIA

Siluva

There are sacred places in Lithuania to which
even large groups of people from distant parts of the
country make pilgrimages on foot, by cart, wagon bus
or train. Some groups travel in procession on foot for
fifteen or more miles, carrying church banners, singing
sacred hymns, with their priests at the head. One such
sacred place is at Siluva (Sidlava), where a beautiful
chapel has been erected on the site where about 300
years ago the Blessed Virgin Mary, weeping, with the
Infant Jesus in her arms, appeared, first to the shep-
herds, the next day to the grown people, among whom
was the local Calvinist clergyman, spoke to them, in
a successful effort to turn the tide from protestanism
back to Catholicism. At the time there were left only
seven faithful Catholic priests in the Lithuanian pro-
vince of Samogitia. The feast begins a week before the
day of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Maryand con-
tinues for eight days. One hears of miracles having been
wrought during these feasts. Last September, taking one
instance, 700 people in 100 carts made the pilgrimage
from Skirsnemuné, which is 44 miles away. The little
town and vicinity are usually flooded with people on
these feast days. The chapel, with its miraculous piec-
ture of the Virgin Mary, the parish church and the small
town are surrounded by pine forests.

Zemaiciy Kalvarija

Another Catholic “Mecca” to which ecrowds of
people flock for the octave of the Visitation of the
Blessed Virgin Mary in July is Zemaidiu Kalvarija (Cal-
vary of the Samogitians). The place is noted for its
Stations of the Cross in the open air, with chapels
on hill and in valley, containing also the river Jordan.
It is said that there is a close resemblence between it
and the real Cavalry near Jerusalem.

In Vilnius

There is one other place like it in Lithuania, and
that is a little north of Vilnius, the old capital of Lith-
uania. There, too, nature has laid out the land for the
Way of the Cross. Some of the small chapels for sta-
tions are in hilly woods, hidden from view of the pass-
ers- by on the roadways. At the end, near the roadside,
is the white church. Thousands of people flock to it
on feast days. Especially during the feast of Pentecost
the Lithuanians from the near and distant parts of the
country make pilgrimages to it. Appropriately, neigh-
boring it is a village called Jerusalem, with inhabitants
mostly Jews.

In the basilica of Vilnius are the remains of the
Lithuanian prince and patron of Lithuania—Saint Cas-
imir. There also rest the remains of the Grand Duke
Vytautas of Lithuania.

The miraculous picture of the Blessed Virgin
Mary of the Dawn (AusSros Vartai) is in a small chapel
over the gate of the old wall of the city of Vilnius.
People, regardless of their religious beliefs, upon enter-
ing the stret take off their hats and walk reverently,
the more pious ones meanwhile saying a prayer.

A Singing People

The Lithuanians are noted for their singing, sacred

and secular., They sing at weddings and funerals, while

alone and at gatherings, while tending flock or walking
somewhere. In churches, usually the whole congregation

sings during certain parts of the services-and in be- .

tween services. Nowhere in the country was I so im-
pressed with such beautiful congregational singing as
I was last July in the church of the little Lithuanian
provincial town of Valkininkai, at present under Polish
occupation.

Devout
In the churches of Lithuania there are only a few
Not many of the churches are heated in the win-
ter time. Yet people on ordinary Sundays walk or ride
in carts to them as far as ten miles. While in church
they do not merely attend Mass, listen to the sermon,
which is usually preached after Mass, but also attend
vespers and other services, if there be any. Some remain
to sing sacred hymns to the Blessed Virgin Mary that are
of a peculiarly Lithuanian devotion. No wonder then
that His Holiness Pope Pius XI, who before his ascend-
ind the throne of St. Peter had visited Lithuania and
there made some observations, said to the Lithuanian
pilgrims of the Third Order of St. Francis in Rome dur-
ing the Jubilee year: “You are the children of Mary
for your fatherland is consecrated to the glory of Mary”.

At the War Museum

Every evening at sunset, in the War Museum in
Kaunas, Lithuanian invalid soldiers enact an impressive
solemn ceremony of the flag lowering and the honoring
of their fallen comrades. In the ceremony there is an
interesting commingling of the religious with the nat-
ional spirit. Some people attend these exercises often,
so attractive are they to them. Often during these ex-
ercises, excursions from abroad lay wreaths at the
foot of the memorial for the soldiers fallen in defence
of their country.

Summers Eventful

Practically every summer there are several im-
portant events of interest not only to the native but also
to the non-Lithuanian Catholic visitor. Among these
are massive diocesan Eucharistic Congresses, regional
open-air conventions of organized Catholic youth, fol-
lowed by national games, singing and athletic contests,
military exhibitions with attendant religious services,
expositions of church art. During the summer of 1932
a general congress of the largest Catholic organization
in Lithuania, Pavasarininkai, numbering 70,000 young
people of both sexes, will assemble in Kaunas. Tt is
estimated that about 25,000 will attend, many of them
participating in a song festival, athletic contests and
other events of the several days.

The organizers of this congress expect a large
delegation of Knights of Lithuania from the United
States to attend this congress and celebrate together
the 20th anniversary of both organizations.

There are guide-books in English that can be
had at the Lithuanian Consulates, Chicago and New York.
The personnel of either consulate will gladly give you all
the necessary information and other aid. They have al-
ways shown a very friendly attitude towards our organ-
ization. So visit Lithuania the first opportunity you get.
