First Practical Suggestion.

Our “VYTIS” seldom has an article purporting to
offer an idea of any kind whereby the councils may
strengthen the ties of membership and keep the interest
of its constituents on edge. This suggestion has already
been employed to some extent, but not as effectively as
it may be. To avoid futher circumlocution, the idea is
that our councils have more ‘pep’ meetings or social ga-
therings. To make these evenings mean something they
must express a purpose. Make one particular night be “in
honor of the basketball players”, another “for the splendid
work of our girl members”, a third “to honor our offi-
cers”. These socials, honoring a specific group, will make
those particular members feel their efforts are being re-
cognized, and they will continue to work with zeal for the
success of the council. Pick out the individuals who are
being honored and let them say a few words. Let them
know in advance that they are to make a two or three
minute speech, so they may prepare for it. A little ban-
quet with coffee and cake is the best method of keeping
the members quiet for a while in order to put over the
idea. Dancing may follow afterwards, if not, then games
of cards or what not, befitting the occasion. These affairs
should be given once or twice each month. Iollow this
procedure and you will be surprised to find that at the
next meeting the honored members will not refuse to work
on the new committee.

A general social night is also advisable. On such
evening the other councils in the community should be
invited as guests. Show the others that your group is
progressing, keeping up with all competition. If there is
an entrance charge for the evening it should be only a
nominal sum.

Exactly what type of entertainment will be had at
each of these socials depends upon the ingenuity of the
committee in charge for the evening. Perhaps it will
be a radio dance, a small banquet, or t theatrical of
some sort. The more ingenious the entertainment the
greater the pleasure to both the committee for introduc-
ing it and to the members for particupating therein.

What the leaders of an organization propose, the
rest of the members usually follow providing they have
sufficient confidence in the leader, and he is a person
who has the proper intelligence to know how to lead.
What the President makes of a local council depends
upon himself. He has all the responsibility. Some
councils have more material and talent than others,
but if the leader does the best with what he has that
is all we can require of him. He must demonstrate
that he done his best instead of shirking his responsibi-
lity. Leaders, especially those who realize their short-

comings and incapability, those who cannot devote 'a
sufficient amount of time to the responsibility attached
to their position, are urged not to eccept the office
merely for the empty honor attached there. If
such were the attitude with which we all approached
the purposes of our membership in the K of L’s, we
would have accomplished a great deal more toward
our progress.

I hope this article is the forerunner of many
others from various councils in the East, Chicago, and
Wisconsin. If your council knows how to keep its
members continiually interested and satisfied, let the
other councils know how you do it. In this way sugges-
tions from one council to another will lead to a large
variety of plans and ideas whereby the weaker councils,
taking advantage of them, will become strengthened.
Ordinarily only few members offer good suggestions to
remedy defects and keep the group intact. We want
to know how you do it.

It may be regarded as the duty of the leaders
of councils to exchange ideas for greater success. The
“Vytis” is the proper depository for these suggestions. -
Let this magazine be the bank for ideas. Where the
interest in a council is small its leader may then draw
upon, the bank for an idea and revive the member-
ship. Send in your practical suggestion, entitle it
“Second Practical Suggestion.”

EASTER IN HOLLYWOOD BOWL

natural temples and cathedrals among the hills. Photo shows some of the
thousands that gathered at the Hollywood Bowl last year.

Welcome the
Easter Morn

The Easter services at Hollywood,
Calif., are held in a large an:phi-
theater called the Hollywood Bowl.
Here each year a huge altar is erect-
ed and a union service held that is
attended by upward of 40,000 persons.

Not many years ago a huge rock
altar and a great white cross were
erected on the topmost tip of Mount
Helix, not far from San Diego.

In the heart of the residential dis-
trict of San Irancisco there rises a
conical shaped hill that in the early
days of the city was called Lone
mountain. It bore this name until
the death, some years ago, of Prof.
George Davidson, a noted geographer
and scientist, when it was renamed
Mount Davidson in his honor. When
the custom of holding Easter sunrise
services spread to San Francisco, this
low mountain was selected and on
its crest a huge white electrically
lighted cross was erected. The origi-
nal cross stood for several years

until it was accidentally burned.

The burned cross has since been
replaced by an even larger one, whose
white silhouette is one of the points
of interest about the city. Standing
as it does on its hill unobscured by
either trees or buildings, it may be
seen from many sections of the city.
It stands out in bold relief against
the intense blue of the sparklmg' Cali-
fornia sky.

LEGEND OF THE POPLAR

There is a fanciful notion prevail-
ing in some localities, that the Cross
upon which Jesus Christ was cruci-
fied was made of that variety of
poplar known as the aspen, and that
ever since that dreadful first Good
Friday, the leaves of that tree have
always trembled, and never been at
rest.

In Red Rock canyon, southeast of
Bakersfield, Calif. — in the heart of
the desert flower area-Easter comes
with ceremonies; and the traditional
services, conducted annually since
1909, are at Mount Roubidoux, at the
edge of Los Angeles.
