“Dievas” yra
konkretus zodis “tautybé” gi abstraktus. Abudu terminai

The other day a sweet-faced woman who had
known little else than poverty and wretchedness since
her marriage some fifteen years ago, took her drunken
husband out of the gutter for the hundredth time, 'and
started again to nurse him back to health. In spite of
their love for this little women, who had been an angel
goodness in the community, the neighbors were angry
to think she should have so little resolution and determina-
tioh as to take into her home again the brutal husband
who had been the cause of all her misery; who was
a disgrace. to the whole neighborhood; and who had no
intention whatever of living any other manner of life
save that of bedauchery and sottishness.

Above all, these neighbors could not understand
why this woman, after all the experience she had with
her reprobate partner, should have even a faint hope
that he might improve. “Why not let him go to jail
or to the poorhouse, or wherever the police may choose
to send him ?” they remonstrated with her. “The ingrate
doesn’t deserve the sympathy of any decent people after the
life he has lived, and after the sorrow he has brought to
those who were so good to him. What can you, above
all others, see in him — you who have gone through
torments and anguish on account of his beastly ingrati-
tude ?” The little woman brushed the tears from her eyes
and said in a choked, smothered voice, “I suppose 1
love him because .of the sacrifices I have made for
him;” and in that one sentence she spoke volumes,

There is just one thing that can make married
life — or life in any state — happy, and " that is
sacrifice — sacrifice alike on both sides. We don’t
appreciate people, as a rule, by what they do for us,
so much as by what we do for them. And that’s why
a husband and wife who have gone through  life to-
gether each making great sacrifices for the other, are
able to see in each other after years and years of
hardship and suffering something that no one else in
the world can truly understand. That’s why a nurse who
has brought a loved one back to health will marry
him even though he be a cripple, blind or in some other
way physically incapacitated and unable to shift for
himself. They love each other for the sacrifices they
have made. When these sacrifices are on one side
only, one giving and the other always receiving, - there
is always unhappiness; and it is this lack of sacrifice
on both sides in the case of married couples that leads
to the divorce court more often than anything in the
world.

A priest in one of our large Catholic boarding
schools’ tells of an old graduate who came to him one
day in tears. His wife had procured a divorce by paying
witnesses to perjure themselves, after she had ruined
his business and squandered his fortune. “As I remem-
ber it”, said the priest, “when you were working your
way through school here, a poor boy, you were saving
and scraping every penny to buy this girl costly gifts
which you réally couldn’t afford.  When you married

her, you worked- like-a slave to get lier the things she
~wanted. She spent every cent of the six thousand: dollars

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“That’s exactly true”, the boy replied.

You like
her, because of the many sacrifices you made for her,
but since she never made any sacrifices for you, you
don’t mean a thing to her.”

The lesson is clear. There is just one way to
purchase happiness, and if you refuse to use the means
you must suffer the consequence.

AN UNFORTUNATE HABIT.

Some very good Catholics — good, that is, in the
rectitude of their . social lives, appear to -cultivate the
habit of criticizing the Church in almost everything not
actually defined as infallible dogma. They criticize their
pastor, their Bishop, the hierarchy; they even want to
know when the Pope issues an ancyclical whether it is
an infallible pronouncement or not, they are all set

to show where the Pope has made some mistakes. They
may be strong for their party, devoted to their profession
of business, enthusiastic for their movement, their club
or “set” hero or their hobby, but anything Catholic
from parish activities to affairs in Rome must run the
gauntlet of their criticism. The habit grows, and those
who indulge it gradually subject more and more of the
life of the Church to their private judgment. At first
timid they become bold and finally, when pride enters,
rash. Usually the habit starts in sympathetic mood;
but usually, too, it becomes cynical before the end. And
almost without exception it is vain. Unconsciously, they
who indulge it expose themselves with a “you-know
even-the-Pope-is-not-above-criticism” but their friends are
too considerate to reply that even a child should not
have to suffer incompetent criticism, which more often
than not is the sort that such habitual fault-finders
indulge. It is a habit. Generally, except in religious
circles, it is-considered a nuisance; the Church tolerates
those who indulge in it, as she tolerates all sinners, but
it were better if they cultivated a more discerning res-
pect for things Catholic.
