Council Treasurer

In view of past experiences, it is
advisable to give our council officers
and members a bit of advice con-
cerning the duties of the treasurer.
He should be required to furnish a

complete report each month of the
amount of money he has collected
as dues, and inform backward mem-
bers of their delinquency in payments.
A payment of 25c. each month is
not as hard on the pocket-book as
a sudden realization that a dollar or
more is necessary to bring one up
in good standing. This constant vigil
by the treasurer will be a reminder
to the members.

It is not an uncommon occurrence
to have some of the collected dues
disappear. Coupled with such loss,
the treasurer also may disappear be-

cause there are unpleasant doubts

or accusations. The new officer then
inquires of the Center to determine
what the records show. TUsually the
individual member is fully paid up
according to his council books, but
he finds that the Center has not
received any sum in his name for
as long as eight months back. There-
fore, it is advisable that the financial
secretary turn in the required amount

to the Center as soon as he receives

it. We have no rules to compel
every council to such efficiency but
we depend on very strong moral
forces to aid us,
honor and honesty.

An exposition of handiwork
art is not only sponsored by the
Central Executive board, but also by
the Councils.

Remark. — Only handiwork art
of members and their children are
admitted to the exposition. For the
best pieces of work prizes are given.

4. Libraries, clubs and printing es-
tablishments are founded.

5. Newspapers, pamphlets, books
and other printed material are
edited.

6. Members are urged to seek edu-
cation, trades, professions, business
endeavours and other useful occupa-
tions.

7. The Roman Catholic press and
kindred Lithuanian institutions are
supported financially and morally by
the organization.

8. Talented members of the organi-
zation receive aid in the pursuit of
education.

9. Efforts are made to find work
for its unemployed members.

Remark. — A member, departing
to other cities, receives a statement,
which gives him opportunities with
the aid of local K of L Councils to
its unemployed members easily and to
lodge with trusty people.

ARTICLE IV.

The K of L Relations with
‘other Organizations.

1. The Knights of Lithuania retain
friendly relations with their own
national and other noted non-Lith-
uanian institutions and organizations.

2. Very friendly relations are held
with “Pavasaris”, an organization in
Lithuania.
