CENTRO VALDYBOS PRIESAIKA

Vardan Dievo ir visu Sventujy vi-
sy Seimo dalyviy akyvaizdoje iZkil-
mingai prisiekiu kaip pirmininkas,
(sekretorius, iZdininkas ir t. t.) wuo-
liai pildyti Lietuvos Vydiu organi-
zacijos konstitucija, vesti ja iSganin-
gais tikéjimo ir lietuvybes keliais ir
aukléti Liet.

4, The recording-secretary notes
all decisions of meetings and corres-
ponds with members, notifying date
of meetings, ete.

5. The financial-secretary fills out
the membership applications, reports
the names of new, suspended and dis-
charged members.

6. The treasurer records the in-
come and expenditures; administra-
tes the financial business of the
Couneil.

7. Other members and various com-
mittees of the Council’s administra-
tion board are selected in case of
necessity.

ARTICLE XIV
The Activity of Councils.

1. Councils have meetings once dur-
ing the period of a month.

2. The order of meetings is as
follows: a) prayer; b) roll call; c)
_initiation of new members; d) read-
ing of minutes; e) discussion of un-
finished affairs; f) reports of offi-
cers; g) reports of various commit-
tee; h) discussion of new affairs; i)
prayer.

—

3. The Councils arrange social
evenings, theatricals, concerts, exposi-

tions, entertainments with games.
They establish libraries, organize
sport clubs.

Remarks—All social functions ar-
ranged by Knights of Lithuania orga-
nization mus be clean, especially
without intoxicants. It must be re-
called that the future of a nation
is founded upon sobriety.

4, If there is mo parish-hall, the
officers of a Council must find a
suitable meeting place somewhere
else, where all active sections of the
Council may gather for a meeting.

5. Councils have as their supreme
duty the matter of organizing the
junior branch of the organization in
their colony, a branch that shall
strictly abide to the Constitution of
the Junior Knights of Lithuania.

6. Councils have as their duty the
matter of supporting all affairs per-
taining to the parish.

7. In the event of organizing a
Council in a parish the local pastor
must be consulted.

8. Councils ought to commemorate
once within a year a day of national
significance — St. Casimir’s Day,
the day of the Lithuanian Patron
Saint.

ARTICLE XV.

The Formal Order of the
Districts.

1. Councils within one State or
more confederate and join into Dist-
ricts.

2, Districts have their own admi-
nistrative board, which is selected
at their meetings of the District.

3. The duties of the District admi-
nistrative officers are set down by
meetings of all Councils in the Dis-
trict, agreeing with the order of the
Central Executive Board.

4. The District assemblies follow
the routine of the organization’s an-
nual convention.

5. In the District essembly the re-
presentatives of Councils ought to
be most worthy members of the orga-
nization.

6. The assembly strives for the ad-
vance of the Central Executive Board
for the journal “Vytis” and for all
Councils.

7. Councils arrange at least one
entertainment of which the profit is
allotted for the defrayment of ex-
penses incurred by the Central Exe-
cutive Board.

8. The administrative officers of
Distriets strive to organize
Councils.

ARTICLE XVI

The Resources of the Organization.

1. This organization’s real-resour-
ces consist of a printing shop and
the Councils’ possession of building
ant lots.

2. This organization’s monetary
resources consist of membership
dues, charitable contributions, and
bequests. The money is kept in re-
liable State bank indorsed with name
of the organization.

ARTICLE XVII

The Organization’s Liquidation.

1. In the event of a Council’s li-
quidation, its resources are transfer-
red to the notice of the District ad-
ministratipn.

2. In the event of a District’s li-
quidation, its resources are transfer-
red to the Central Executive Board.

ARTICLE XVIII

Admission of Members.

1. The oath, or pledge, is taken
publicly, following the rulings of the
degree-ritual, before a Council’s es-
pecially large assembly of members.

2. The formality of admitting mem-
bers to the first and the subse-
quent secret degrees will be subjected
to the degree-ritual rulings.

THE OATH.

I, after having
read and fully considered the Cons-
titution and By-Laws of the Knights
of Lithuania organization, do here-
by in the name of God, join willing-
ly said organization, pledging to con-
sent to and obey its laws; at all
places and all times to stand for our
religion, for our America, and for
our nation’s affairs.
