What shall it be for this month?
It seems some of the things in
January suggest hearty menus with
soup as introductory courses, and
pies, hot puddings, with sauce or
fruit cake mixtures for desserts.
Fresh fruits, nuts and candies will
be in evidence for extra refresh-
ment.

January, however, from the origin
of its mame, makes another menu
suggestion to those who look for
it. January, you know, is named
for the Roman god Janus, to whose
care the month was dedicated. Ja-
nuary presented two faces to the
world (one fore and another aft)
and therefore is the inspiration for
the new double purpose or “two-
faced” dishes.

THESE FOOD DUETS are eaten
solo but provide a regular trio or
even quartet of courses. Some-times
they are salad and dessert combines;
some-times they are meat and vege-
table in one, and some-times a whole
meal on one plate.

Since the old god also busied
himself with the beginning of all
new enterprises, it is appropriate and
even lucky to try them right away
this month. Some of the choice re-
cipes follow — unlike soni: members
of the two-face category, they are
gay, but not deceivers.

JELLIED GINGER SALAD

(Dessert and Salad in One)
Two tablespoons galatine
One-half cup cold water
Two cups ginger ale
One tablespoon lemon juice
Two tablespoons sugar
One-half cup cherries, chopped
One orange, sliced
One-half package pasteurized dates
One banana, cut round
One apple, dicde.

One cup cream, whipped

Soak gelatine in water. Dissolve
over hot water. Remove from fire,
add to lemon juice, gingerale and
sugar. When it begins to stiffen
pour over the fruit, arranged in

layers, in individual molds. Serve
with  whipped cream on lettuce.
Serves eight.

NOODLES A LA KING

One package of noodles

One-half pimiento, minced

Two tablespoon butter

Two tablespoons cornstarch

Cook noodles until tender in boil-
ing salted water. Drain, saving one
cup water for sauce, and rinse with
cold water. Put into buttered baking
dish and cover with sauce and minced
pimiento. To make the sauce heat
butter in frying pan. Add chopped
pepper and mushrooms, sliced and
cook slowly until tender. Add corn-
starch, and stir constantly while boil-
ing for two minutes. Add milk and
stir over fire until smooth and thick.
Sprinkle grated cheese over the top
of noodles and brown in moderate
oven (350 degrees) about 15 minutes.

COOKERY HINTS

When baking, if cake, pie, corn-
bread, ete., becomes thoroughly baked
before browning, turn out gas and
place in broiler. The retained heat
will brown it perfectly.

When making apple jelly it often
is dull and lifeless in color. Add
one tabespoon of re sugar and you
will have a beautiful jelly. One-
fourth pound costs a few cents and
will keep indefinitely.

Rub chicken inside and out with
a cut lemon before cooking. It
will make the meat white, juicy
and tender.

A mere worm can sink a ship.
This animal is called the teredo,
and is about one-quarter inch in
diameter and eight inches long. This
shipworm attacks timbers under
water, reducing the wood to sawdust
with its fine small teeth for diges-
tion.

Lithuanian Liberty
Loan

The Cabinet of Ministers has
adopted an amendment to the Law
regarding the Lithuanian State 5%
loan from Lithuanians living in
America. According to this amend-
ment, the loan bonds are payable
during ten years from the date of
their redemption in 1935, i. e. up
to July 1, 1945. Interest is payable
once a year on the coupon which
came out on July 1, but not later
than up to July 1, 1945. In that
year interest is paid together with
principal. In Lithuania the State
Treasury pays the principal and
interest in lits at the dollar rate;
In America interest and principal
are paid in dollars at those institu-
tions to which the Minister of Fi-
nance shall delegate those payments.

This amendment operates as from
July 1, 1930.

The Lithuanian Liberty Loan was
concluded in 1920. Since then in-
terest had begun to be paid accord-
ing to the bond coupons. Some
American-Lithuanians did not, how-
ever, hurry to collect interest, wish-
ing to give Lithuania a chance to
recover after her struggle for inde-
pendence. After ten years, not a
few coupons, according to Lith-
uanian’s general laws, became out
of date, and on this account Lith-
uanians in America might incur
losses. Having regard to their pat-
riotism, which they showed by buy-
ing these loan bonds, the Govern-
ment has adopted this amendment
“o the law, which affords them an
onportunity to receive interest due
~lso on the old otherwise out of
date coupons.

CURDRENT YEAR’S BUILDING
IN LITHUANIA.

According to information ecollected
by the Building Inspectorate for the

first half of 1933, new construction
in Lithuania comprises 402 stone
buildings, and 2,090 wooden buildings.

Forty-five stone and 694 wooden
buildings have been repaired. Pre-

mises for some eighty new indus-
trial concerns have also been built.
