THE NEW YORK SUN

Germany’s rage against Lithuania for con-
demning to death a handful of Nazi plotters at
Memel calls fresh attention to a country—one
of the nations carved out of Russia’s Baltic
provinces as a result of the world war—which
deserves to be better known.

Many who have thought of the Lithuanian
as an obscure and inconsequential people will
learn with surprise that they are one of the
oldest of Aryan or Indo-European races, their
language being more closely related to Sanskrit
than any other living tongue. Moreover, their
nation, despite its peace-loving character, five
centuries or so ago was probably the greatest
military power of northeastern Europe, its dom-
inions extending from the Baltic to the Black
Sea and eastward almost to Moscow.

In an authoritative volume on the Baltic
and Caucasian States, edited by Canada’s new
Governor-General, John Buchan, there is a fas-
cinating account of these remarkable people, in
which it is related that Tacitus praised their
agriculture and that Ptolemy, Alexandrian geog-
rapher of the second century told of Lithuanians
inhabiting the Baltic coast. For ten centuries
at least the race seems to have been buried in
its forest fastnesses, living on the dry land
between their many lakes and marshes having
very little contact with the outside world.

This seclusion was finally broken by the
designing rulers of their neighboring States,
who made Lithuanian paganism an excuse for
their greed for territory. Beginning in A. D.
983 with an invasion by Vladimir the Grand of
Kiev, the Lithuanians for 300 years managed
to repel assault after assult. In the thirteenth
century, however, the Teutonic knights, brought
into the struggle by the hostile Duke of Mozo-
via, first conquered the Borussi or Borussian
branch (the original Prussians) of the race and
then overcame the Letts, the second of the three
branches of the race, and made them serfs.
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Seeing the fate of their brethren and deter-
mined to fight for their freedom, the Lithua-
nians proper organized their nation on so strong
a military basis that, under their first great
leader, Mindaugas, and the succession of bril-
liant Grand Dukes who followed him, their
enemies everywhere, including the Tartars, the
Poles and the Teutons, recoiled before their
arms and an immense section of eastern Europe
was subjugated and successfully administered.
One of the earlier Grand Dukes, most of whom
are surrounded by a haze of legendary glory
comparable to that of the ancient heroes of
Greece, was Algirdas, who drove back the on-
rush of the Tartar invasion, while “it is to Vy-
tautas the Great and his warriors that Europe
owes her preservation from the Mongol hordes
of Tamerlane.”

Despite all their splendid achievements and
the great empire the Lithuanians had raised,
abuse of power and privilege and the greed of
a rapidly created nobility, coupled with a fatal
entanglement with the ill fortunes of Poland,
led in the next few centuries to their absorption;
first by the Poles, and on Poland’s fall, by the
Russians, under whom they fell practically into
the position of serfs. In the world war their
homeland was overrun by the Russian and
German armies, and they suffered heavily at
the hands of both.

The new Lithuania, mindful of one of the
major causes of its ancient downfall, is a strict
democracy, modeled on the Swiss and the United
States constitutions. Class distinctions of every
sort are taboo. Writing recently in the Modern
Review of Calcutta, A. Poska, a Lithuanian so-
journing in India, says: “Lithuanians today re-
cognize no distinctions among themselves. No
imported ideas of nobility or class survive. The
people are wholly democratic.” He tells us also:

“Economic conditions in Lithuania, despite
the depression, are fair, and the State budgets
are balanced, with a surplus... The Lithuanians
are mesocephalic, of middle stature, strongly

" built, with grayish blue-green eyes and light

— V. pstidng
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brown hair; more phlegmatic than sanguine in
temper, inclined to individualism and endless
hope. Songs are extremely inportant in their
life, and possibly Lithuania is the richest land
of songs in the world. The people are great
lovers of fine art; everything bears ornaments
showing a very keen taste for pure art. Wood
carvings, knitting and embroidering are all much
admired. The Lithuanian is very fond of learn-
ing, and thousands have traveled to distant
kingdoms to acquire knowledge, rejecting mat-
erial business.

“The great abundance of folklore and pec-
uliar customs still persisting gives some idea of
early Lithuanian life. Lithuanians must be reg-
arded as having lived in steppes because the old
Lithuanian was an extremely good horseman.
According to late accounts of foreigners, a Lith-
uanian a year and a half old could gallop on
horseback. The horse and young Lithuanian—so
to say—were almost one and an indivisible unit,
as evidenced by the songs and stories.”

Altogether a creditable addition to today’s
family of nations!

NEW LITHUANIAN STAMP ISSUES

The Postal Administration reports that new per-
manent ordinary postage stamps of 5, 26 and 50 cents
denominations have already been printed and put into
circulation. The stamps’ designs, color and inscriptions
are as follows:

On the 5 cent stamp are the Knight (Vytis),
Knight’s Cross and Gediminas pillars; light and dark
green colors. Inscription: Above: “Lietuva”;  below
“Pastas 5 cent.”

On the 25 cent and 50 cents stamps is a maiden
with sheaf: color of the former green and brown; of
the second, light and dark blue. Insecription: Above:
“Lietuva” ;below: “PaStas 25 centai 25” and “Pastas
50 centy 50.”

With the issue of the mnew postage stamps the
old stamps of the same values, viz.,, 5, 25, and 50

cents, are withdrawn from circulation as from February
1st, 1935.

The stamps of 5 and 25 cents denominations are
of two categories; in the design of one is an old
cross with rays and trumpeters, and of the other, the
Vytis Cross in an oak wreath.

The stamps of 50 cents value are of one category
with a picture of Kaunas castle on the design. The
color of the 5 and 50 cents stamps is green, and of
the 25 cent stamps blue.

A TALK WITH THE MOST REYV.
LEOPOLD RUIZ y FLORES

A slender, gray-haired dignitary of the Roman
Catholic Church., sat today in the study at De Paul
university and in a quiet manner and a soft voice told
of his exile from Mexico, the land he served forty-
six years as a priest.

He was the Most Rev. Leopold Ruiz y Flores,
apostolic delegate from the pope to Mexico. He is
here to attend the celebration in honor of Cardinal Mun-
delein’s twenty-fifth anniversary as a bishop.

The archbishop of Mexico is 70 and truly is
a man without a country. In October of 1932 he was
routed from his 'bed ,forced aboard a plane for his
first flight and taken from the country.

Today from the United States he rules the little
band of 300 priests left in Mexico.

Speaking in English and Spanish, he told of
political developments in Mexico and predicted that
soon a Bolshevist form of government will be in power
there.

Mexico, he pointed out, is 90 per cent Catholic;
yet stringent laws prevent a Catholic from serving
in the Congress or in the President’s cabinet. He

‘said:

»Ihe party today is the Nationalist Revolutionary
Party, which sees that nothing Catholic is instituted
in the government. No Catholic teaching is allowed,
and the children are being taught atheism.”

Archbishop Flores added that Mexican children
are given one precept:

“All religion is fanatiscism.”

They are told that the Bible is not a record
of life but a book of fanaticism ,the archbishop continued,
and the idea of God is regarded with disfavor.
