Ji gyvena, auga, bresta; kartais suserga, tai vel sveiksta
ir t.t., panaSiai, kaip kad esti su paskiru Zmogumi.

Kokia yra kiekvienos tautos paskirtis?

Atsakymu vieni ieSko virSgamtinése, metafizinése
priezastyse, kiti mokslininkai kiekvieno fenomeno —
reiSkinio tiksly ieSko paciuose nagrinéjamuose objek-
tuose. Yra dar ir kitokiy nuomoniu ir sroviy.

Kongreso organizuotoju buvo paaiSkinta, kad mano
turi biiti gvildenama ne filosofiSkai — akademine, bet
visuomeniskai — veiksmine prasme, ir kad daugiau tu-
réty biti paliesti susiéje su pagrindine tema tautinio vei-
kimo uzZdaviniai. Kaip bent kiek dirbes tautinj darba
nuo 1903 m., ilgokai kovojes kity tautybiu tarpe dél
miisy tautos kultiriniuy ir politiniy idealy, iSdrjsau pri-
imti, minétais rezervais, siiilyma ir pasidalyti su Tams-
tomis mano trumpomis mintimis: kaip suprantu miisy
tautos paskirtj ir plaukianéius i§ to mums, lietuviams,
uzdavinius ir privalomus veiksmus. Apie tai kalbama
A. Smetonos rasStuose bei kalbuose ir gilaus misu tautos
psichologijos tyrinétojo ir Zinovo prof. St. Salkauskio
veikaluose. Tais dviem Zmonémis prelegentas ir remiasi.

Kokia bendra ir galutiné Zmogaus paskirtis, tokia
ir tautos.

Gyvo zZmogaus pirmoji paskirtis yra palaikyti savo
gyvybe, ir niekas neturi teisés ja naikinti, jei tik ji
neigyja nesveiku formu, kurios stato kitu gyvybes pa-
vojun. Kiekvienam Zmogui priklauso jgimtiné teisé
siekti visy savo pajégu iSvystimo, pilnutinés asmenybés
iSugdymo ir apreiskimo. Pagaliau, pats savo ZmoniSkai
egzistencijai beveik visa gaudamas i§ kity Zmoniu, Zmo-
gus privalo savo gyvenimu atitarnauti Zmonijai tomis
iSgalémis ir formomis, kurios jam skritos.

Toki pat negindijami désniai yra taikytini ir tautai,
kaip dideliam Zmoniu kolektyvui, gyvam sutelktiniam
vienetui.

Rastiskieji istoriniai dokumentai apraSo lietuvius,
jau Ziloje senovéje turéjusius savo skirtinga kalba, tiky-
ba, paprocdius, — bendrai, turéjusius savita, gana auksta
kultiira.

Bet lietuviu tauta kartu su tuo néra uzZsispyréle,
sustingusi pirmykscioje kulttiroje, kaip kad ir dabar at-
sitinka su primityvémis tautomis. PrieSingai. ji mokéjo
calygas panaudoti savo tikslams. Realiam gyvenime lie-
tuviai mokéjo panaudoti ir pasisavinti visokius iSradi-
mus, savaip juos taikydami savo reikalams.

Misu politiné istorija moko, kad lietuviy tauta
graziai mokéjo panaudoti susidarancias apystovas ne tik
sau apginti, bet ir galingai, aniems laikams visai mo-
dernigkai valstybei sukurti. Véliau nepriklausomybe
praradusi ir sunkiausiems laikams uzéjus, tauta iSsau-
gojo savo individybe. Bet ir tokiose tragiskose apy-
stovose ji nesitenkino pasyviu saugojimu. Praéjus Simt-
metcéio antroje puséje ji émé gaivaliSkai reiksti savo
gyvybe. Ji i§ Siaudiniu pastogiu iSugdé inteligentija,
Jos sunkiai pagimdytoji Sviesuomené émé energingai
reiksti tautos valia ir ginti jos teises, kaip gal né viena
kita tauta pasauly.

Vadinasi, savo pirmiausios jgimtinés paskirties
balsu eidama — gyvybe saugodama — lietuviu tauta
ir juodZiausios priespaudos laikais parodé nuostabu ga-
juma, tvirtybe ir jéga.

Sutvirtinusi savo tautine samone, lietuviu tauta émé
energingiau siekti pilnutinio gyvenimo ir atstatyti savo
nepriklausoma valstybe. To tauta émé siekti gaivaliSkai
nuo pirmuju savo vieSo pasirodymo zingsniy. Prisimin-
kime ¢ia 1905 metu Vilniaus Didiji Seima ir jo sukel-
tasias visuomeninio sajadzio bangas.

Tautos instinktas didziajam karui siaudiant, wveél

prabilo, sukeélé didingam zygiui — vél sukurti prarasta
valstybe, — neskaitlinga, bet vieninga tauta, — ir ji

laiméjo. Nebodama i§ visur ja supusiu prieSuy, déjusiy
pastangas ardyti darba iS§ oro ir i§ vidaus, lietuviy tauta
laiméjo, ir ¢ia parodydama nepaprasta gajuma ir is-
tverme. Mes ne tik vienam momentui mokéjome pas-
kelbti savo nepriklausomybe, bet mokéjome ja iSsaugoti
ir ginti. Visose tautos ir valstybés gyvenimo srityse
padaryta pazanga, — didesné, mnegu misy kaimyny.
Zemés tukis paveldétas labai primitivus, o tauta ir sun-
kiomis apystovomis ji pakélé ir padaré tiek lanksty,
kad jis sékmingai ima taikytis pasaulinés rinkos kon-
junktiroms. Tuo paciu laiku jvykdyta amziais brendusi
milZiniska Zemés reforma, laikinai sukrétusi visa krasto
akij. Zodziu, Lietuva ir ¢&a parodé nepaprasta gajuma,
ryztinguma gyventi, augti tobuléti.

Taigi matome, kad lietuviu tauta praeity ir dabarty
energingai vykdé ir vykdo pagrindinius savo paskirties
uzdavinius. Kokius gi uzdavinius ji stato tautai ateiéiai,
ir ar tauta iSgalés juos jvykdyti?

Pirmiausiai iSlaikyti savo gyvybe. Trumpai apZvelg-
toji praeitis teikia gana garantiju, kad tauta éia pilnai
istesés.

Lietuviu tauta, kaip matome, gali ir turi tai pada-
ryti ir ¢ia yra jos paskirtis, svarbi jai paciai ir visai
zmonijai, kuriai turi rapéti, kad jos nariai — tautos
bitu sveiki ir moraliskai vertingi.

Visiems gerai zinoma, kad vadinamosios Rytuy ir
Vakaruy civilizacijos rysSkiai skiriasi savybémis ir kilme.
Bet kaip paskiras zZmogus tada bus pilnutinis, tobules-
nis, kai jo proto pasulis darniai sugyvens su jausmu
pasauliu, taip ir Zmonija bus visokeriopai tobulesné, kai
visuotinéje jos civilizacijoje Rytu ir Vakaru elementai
darniai sugyvens, kits kita papildydami.

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THE LAND OF OUR FATHERS
(From “Lithuania”)

THE SEACOAST: WANDERING DUNES
AND PINE FORESTS

The Lithuanian seacoast begins just above
the mouth of the Sventoji River and stretches
for 91 kilometers to just below Nida, on the
Kursiy Kopos (Kurische Nehrung).

Nine-tenths of the seaboard consist of long,
wide beaches of the finest, cleanest, whitest sand
imaginable, pebble-free and uncluttered by sea-
weed. Back of the beaches stand the dunes, like
gleaming sentinels, fantastically shaped, growing
ever large as one goes south, until near Nida
they become the highest dunes in Europe. Be-
hind or on the dunes, from Palanga to Nida,
grow long stretches of tall, dark pines, here
and there almost overhanging the water’s edge.

Set well back from the sea, in groves of
pines and leaf-bearing trees, are little grey
fishing villages and a whole series of attractive
bathing resorts — Palanga, Nimerzaté, Giru-
liai, Smiltyné, Juodkranté, Nida; and almost in

the center — Lithuania’s only seaport Klaipéda
(Memel).

The transparent, blue-green water of the
well nigh saltless and tideless Baltic, washing
against the white beaches, with their back-
ground of silver-white dunes and green trees
and an unbelievably clear, tender blue sky over-
head, make a picture not easily forgotten.

SVENTOJI
— Lithuania’s Ancient Port.

Two Kkilometers below the Lithuanian —
Latvian border lies the mouth of the Sventoji
River. Here, during the Middle Ages stood Lith-
uania’s chief port — Sventasis or Sventoji.
But it, as well as all the other of Lithuania’s
seacoast towns and villages had little chance to
prosper because of the constant struggle of
the Lithuanians with the Teutonic Orders for
the control of the old road which, beginning at
the headquarters of the Knights of the Cross
at Marienburg, from Cranz on runs along the
Kursiy Kopos, and from Klaipéda along the
mainland, as close to the sea as possible, to
Libau and Riga. This was surely a blood soaked
road, if ever there was one.

The port stagnated. During the XVII-th
century certain English merchants settled there
and tried to revive it but, tradition says, the
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Swedes, then occupying Courland, egged on by
the envious merchants of Riga, destroyed the
port by sinking nine shiploads of stones; the
Englishmen moved to Libau, the port was
abandoned.

Today there is hardly a trace of the port
left. The river cannot reach the sea and loses
itself in the sand. Popular tradition explains
this by relating that the river, which long ago
was much larger and swifter, wantonly diso-
beyed Perkiinas, the god of thunder and the
All-Father of Lithuanian mythology, and was
condemned never to reach the sea, but to disap-
pear eternally in the sand. And no amount of
digging will help, say the people, no port will
ever prosper here, the whole region must
remain desolated till the end of time.

Despite this dire prophecy, the Lithuanians
are again essaying to build a port here, but
only a fishing port. A breakwater has already
been built, dredging is going on and a meteor-
ological station which forecasts the weather
for the fisher folk has been erected.

With the Sventoji is connected one of the
most beautiful legends of the seacoast — that
of the origin of amber.

Long, long ago, the Baltic was ruled by
the sea goddess Juraté (jura — sea), who
lived in a wonderful palace of pure amber in
the depths of the sea. Her finny subjects were
sacred, but one day her messengers, the pike,
came in great agitation to tell her that a youth,
Kastytis, was killing them by hundreds. Greatly
worth, Juaraté called together mermaids and,
astride a hundred white sea-horses, they rode
to the Sventoji, where they found Kastytis
mending his nets and singing lustily. With
their siren songs they charmed him into the
deep water and he would have drowned if
Juraté, melted by his mouth and beauty,
had not saved him. They swore to love each
other eternally. Every sunset Juraté came to
visit Kastytis and they were happy. But Per-
kiimas was displeased that Jiraté should love
a mortal, so with a thunderbolt he killed her
and smashed her palace into a million pieces.
Kastytis he bound to a rock in the nethermost
depths of the sea, placing the body of his be-
loved at his feet. When the western winds blow
and the waves rise mountain high, a hoarse
moaning is heard: it is Kastytis mourning Ja-
raté. When the winds die down and the waves
are at rest — the seashore is strewn with bits
of amber: fragments of the palace of Jurate.
