OPPORTUNITIES TO WORRY
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Worries are like
soap - bubbles that
burst the moment

Many years ago, some say it was 7,256 years after - -

the beginning of things, a solemn-looking man named
Menes K. Ptsch, High Priest of Astrological Astronomy
of the Temple of Ptah Ptut, Upper Egypt, stuck his
head out of his window and announced he had just
observed a comet.

The old gent had the general appearance of a
beardless goat, but he stood high in the Astrological
Astronomical circles of his day, and when he stuck
his head out of his window, someone was always on
hand to listen.

“Behold and take notice!” he chanted. “I, Menes
K. Ptsch, seventh son of a bald grandfather, do speak.
And, behold, I have discovered a new comet in the
skies, the said comet being large and juicy, like unto
an overripe cantaloupe, of a circumference of ten
million versts, with a density of approximately seven-
teen kilowatts: And, behold, it hath a tail seventy-
five million sabbath - days’ journeys in longness.

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LITHUANIA’S MERCANTILE
MARINE
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“Lietuvos Aidas“ of January 31 last reports: This
week will remain of historic significance in our national

life: the first ship under the Lithuanian flag and also

under the command of a Lithuanian captain, entered
the Lithuanian port of Klaipéda (Memel).

After prolonged vacillation, failures, and disap-
pointments, here at last in the Lithuanian port of Klai-
péda appeared the first Lithuanian vessel “Maistas®,
under the Lithuanian flag. It might seem that this
is a small occurrence, but thereby none the less starts
a new epoch in the history of our commercial transport.
the first vessel under the Lithuanian flag, “Maistas”,
was bought from an Anglo-German trading company.
At Hamburg she was properly inspected, overhauled,
and where neccessary repaired. Then the Lithuanian
Captain Bronius Kristupaitis- was sent to Hamburg to
take her over, and last Saturday this new guest of
Klaipéda port was escorted into Lithuanian waters by
the Lithuanian Consul ASmys, the Czechoslovakian
Counsul and his wife, and a group of Lithuanian
friends. This week the vessel arrived at the port of
Klaipéda temporarily with a German crew, who at
once returned to Hamburg, and there was immediately
formed a Lithuanian crew of fourteen men, and the
ship with cargo set out for Antwerp.

SS. “Maistas” was built in 1915, is very well pres-
erved, and wholly suited to her purpose. Her length
is 175 feet, beam 30 feet, draught 12.6 feet; speed
8 - 9 knots; 641 registered tons.

The ship’s captain, Bronius XKriStupaitis, has
graduated from the Finnish navigation institute, and
has sailed in the “Friesland” and “Rimforst”. The
first officer of the “Maistas” is Daugila, who also
finished his navigation training in Finland; and the
second officer Simkus, who finished his education in
Latvia.
