Abi-
sinijos neguso atsilankymu Anglijoje, paduoda jdomiu
ziniy apie buvusius kartinuotus ir nekarfinuotus val-
dovus, dabar esancius iStrémime.

Buv. Abisinijos negusas Haile Selassie dabar, gy-
vendams Europoje, tebelaiko save oficialiu Abisinijos
valdovu.

Bet jeigu Haile Selassie tektu pasilikti svetur
ilgesnj laika, jam nebus sunku gyventi, nes iSvaziuo-
damas iS Abisinijos jis graziai apsiriipino. Negus spéjo
pasiimti su savim apie 400,000 svaru (apie 2 milijonu
dol.) kapitalo ir daug jvairiy brangenybiy, Bet to,
Londone jam nupirkti dideli graziis riimai. Taigi, ne-
gusui varge neteks pamatyti.

Palyginti gerai gyvena jau 77 metu senis, buves
Vokietijos kaizeris Wilhelmas II. Po 1918 metu revo-
liucijos jis iSbégo i Olandija, kur iki Siol jau aStuonio-
likti metai gyvena savo pily Doorno mieste. Ekskai-
zeris jauciasi visai gerai, yra labai religingas ir vis
dar nenustoja vilties atgauti savo didybe. Grei¢iausia
betgi jam teks uzbaigti savo dienas Doorne, uZsiimant
savo meégiamais amatais — malky skaldymu ir roziu
auginimu. I Vokietija gal jam pavyksia sugrizti tik
po mirties...

Nuverstas nuo sosto Amanulla vél atsidiaré Euro-
poje ir pradZioje buvo graziai priimtas kaip Anglijoj,
taip ir kituose kraStuose. Bet iStaikingas ir prabangus
Amanullos gyvenimas tesési neilgai. Prie§ keleta metu
i1 apsigyveno Ryme, kur verdiasi jvairiais amatais ir
gyvena gane skurdzZiai. Mat, pabégdamas jis neiSsiga-
beno turty, o paSalpos i§ niekur negauna.

Nekaip jaudiasi iStrémime ir garsus Mrerokos rif-
kabilu vadas Abd-el-Krimas, kuris iStisa eile metu
kariavo Maroke su pranciizais ir ispanais. Vistik po
ilgos kovos pranciizu kariuomené rifkabilus nugaléjo
ir priverté pasiduoti (1926 metu geguzés 26 d.). Abd-
El-Krimas maldavo, kad jam butuy leista pasilikti Ma-
roke. Bet prancizu vyriausybé iSvezé | Maurikijaus
salg, Indijos vandenyne.

Negeriausia gyvenasi ir buvusiam Turkijos sul-
tonui Abdul Hamidui, kuri nuverté dabartinio Turkijos
prezidento Kemal Ataturko wvadovaujami jaunaturkiai.
1924 metais jis su visa savo manta ir haremu iSvyko
neva i kelione po Europa, bet daugiau i savo krasta
jau negrizo. Dabar jau 70 metu ekssultonas gyvena
Nicoje, pietu Pranctzijoje, keliu Indijos maharadziu
Selpiamas.

Be Amanullos, Ryme nesenai apsigyveno Ispanijos
ekskaralius Alfonsas XIII, kaipo anglu karaliaus gimi-
naitis, ‘kurj laika gyveno Anglijoj, o paskutiniu laiku
su savo netekéjusia dukterimi apsigyveno Ryme.

IStréemime gyvena ir daugiau netekusiy vainiko
valdovy. Pirmoj eiléj tenka paminéti buvusius Austro-
Vengrijos valdovus Habsburgus, apie kuriu griZima i
Austrijos sosta paskutiniu laiku labai daug buvo kal-
bama.

Kitas nekartinuotas tremtinis, rusu revoliucijos auka,
tai L. T'rockis, gyvenes Turkijoj, veéliau Pranectzijoj,
o dabar rado prieglobsti Norvegijoj. Trockis dabar
visiskai pasitraukes iS politinio gyvenimo ir pasiryZes
yra paraSyti plac¢ia rusu revoliucijos istorija.

Cia sumineéti tik svarbesnieji Europos valdovai, ku-
riems likimas lémeé atsidurti iStrémime. Bet gal dar
daugiau, tik kiek kitos rasies, tremtiniu yra Amerikoje,
tikriau sakant, Vidurinéje ir Piety Amerikoje, kur be-
maz kasmet, ne vienur, tai kitur, jvyksta revoliucijos
bei perversmai, o ju pasékoje valstybés galvuy prezi-
dento pasikeitimai.

Jis yra pagarséjes
ne tik savo pasakiSkais turtais, bet ir tuo, kad, patekes
ant lauzo, atsiminé graiky iSminc¢iaus Solono vardg ir
tuo iSsigelbéjo nuo mirties, nes persu karalius Kiras,
suzinojes jvyki, dovanojo jam gyvybe.

Graikuy istorikas Herodotas pasakoja, kad XKrezas
savo riamuose turéjes stalus ir keédes i§ gryno aukso,
daug auksiniy Zmogaus didumo statuly, indy ir kitokiuy
daikty, nuliety i§ aukso. Delfy orakului Krezas karta
padovanojes auksine, beveik triju metry aukStumo, mo-
teriSskg statula. Taip pat Delfuose Krezas pastates ant
aukuro auksinj liGta, svéruysi apie 250 kilogramy. Ta
liita Herodotas sakosi pats mates savo akimis. Tad
Krezas turéjo buiti tikras milionierius misuy laiky presme.

Everyone wonders about Russia. Those who visit
that country come back with their own idea of what
is happening there and endeavor to convince the listener
that their viewpoint is the correct one. In America
the opinions seem to be divided from one extreme
to the other. One group maintains that there is starving
in the streets, that the people are ragged and beg-
garlly; while another group just as loudly and dogmat-
itically proclaims the land to be a new paradise on
earth. The correct idea of the country, for those who
have not been there and have no set opinion, is a

happy medium somewhere between the two extreme
views. The Russians have much to do before they can
honestly boast of the many accomplishments they al-
ready claim. These claims are as yet illusions and not
realities. More power to any people who work for the
general good, but we have to be shown before we
will believe. :

At the Convention the delegates had occasion to
laugh quite heartily when during a heated moment,
while everyone’s feelings were tense with discussions
on an important question, our KEditor Att. Lapinskas
almost jumped over a few chairs as he shouted, “Don’t
get excited, don’t get excited!” There was no toubt
in anyone’s mind as to who was most excited.

One of the liveliest cities in the world is Paris,
it can live up to most any reputation. There seems
to be more freedom of expression there than in our
democratic America. If you want gaiety, if yau want
to experience a feeling of ease though in a strange
land, go to Paris. Of course there are obstacles to
keep you from going, we all have them; but keep on
thinking about such a trip and there will be a way.

The usual question the friend back home asks of
a returning delegate is, “How did you like the place?”
What he should ask is something of this nature, “How
did you like the people there?” The scenery of a given
place may even destroy easthetic appreciation of mature
if the inhabitants there are not a friendly people and
lack the ability to make a stranger feel at home. The
Lithuanian people of Providence proved themselves
congenial and considerate hosts, which made the stay
of the delegates a pleasure.

The character and behavior of our American Lith-
uanians differs from that of the Lithuanians in Europe.
Enviroment plays the largest part in bringing about
this difference. It takes the visitor from America to
Lithuania several months before he can really adapt
himself to the manner of living there; after that he
begins to enjoy the country.
