Vienu i$
svarbiausiu ju yra nauju nariu vajus, kuris prasidéjo
sausio ménesj ir iki Siol dave tikrai graziy vaisiy. Vajus
jau eina prie pabaigos, ir nereikia abejoti, jog visos
kuopos dés savo pastangas, kad jraSyti 1 organizacija
kiek galima daugiau nauju nariu. Sio vajaus laiku buvo
suorganizuota mauja kuopa Hudson, Mass! ir daugelis
silpnesniu  kuopu sustiprinta.

Bet su Siuo vajum neturéty baigtis misu pastangos
jtraukti 1 organizacija nauju nariu. Bet prieSingai, dar
turétume visi smarkiau dirbti iraSyti daugiau nauju
nariy, nes mes niekuomet neturésime nariu perdaug, gi
turint didesnj nariu skai¢iu bus galimas ir didesnis visais
atzivgiais veikimas.

Kovo mén. 23 d. vakare amzinastin nukeliavo lie-
tuviskos dainos bei muzikos pionierius ir lietuviSkos
operos kiiréjas kompozitorius Mikas Petrauskas.

Mikas Petrauskas gimé 1873 mj rugséjo 29 d., Sven-
¢ioniy apskr. PaliSés baznytkaimyje. Jo tévas ten buvo
vargonininku. Ir savo stinu Mika i§ maZens moké mu-
zikos. Sulaukes 15 metu amZiaus, Mikas buvo jau sava-
rankiSkas vargonininkas Utenos aps., Labanoro mieste-
lyje. 1888 m. jis paraSé bene pirmaja savo kompozicija
— ,,Lietuvos senovés paminéjimas‘.

Mikas Petrauskas buvo vargonininku dar keliose pa-
rapijose. Visur jis organizavo chorus, orkestrus, kiré
ir gaivino lietuviska daing. Nuo to laiko praslinko jau
daug mety, taciau Miko Petrausko vardas vietos Zmonése
liko gyvas.. Buve jo choru ir orkestru dalyviai, dabar
jau zilagalviai senukai ir senutés, gyvenimo naStos pa-
lauzti, dar linksmai dainuoja tas dainas, kurias dainuoti
juos iSmoké Mikas Petrauskas.

1901 m{ M. P. istojo i Petrapilio konsevatorija. Stu-
dijavo dainavima, smuiko, fortepiona, vargonus ir kom-
pozicija. Jis mokéjo valdyti kiekviena muzikos instru-
menta. Drauge jis baigé gimnazija. Konservatorijoje
M. P. susipazZino su visa eile garsiu kompozitoriy, i§ ju
mokési ir ypatingai mégo savo mokytoja, garsuji operu
kompozitoriu Rimskj-Korsakova. Po penkeriu metu dar-
bo M. P. Petrapilio konservatorija baigée laisvuoju me-
nininku.

Velionis buvo ne tik gabus menininkas. Jis buvo
didelis patriotas lietuvis, aktingas tautiniu sambiriu
dalyvis.Jis mnegaléjo nurimti per 1905 metu sajudj. Jis
dalyvauja tautiniame judéjime, jis raSo revoliucines
dainas, raginanc¢ias lietuvius sukilti ir kovoti su caro
priespauda. Uz tai jis buvo rusu valdZios persekiojamas,
turéjo slapstytis ir gyventi svetima pavarde, o jo Zygiu
Kipras Petrauskas turéjo puse mety kaléti Traku ka-
léjime.

1906 metu vasara M| P. Raseiniy apskr., PuSynos
dvare parasé pirmaja lietuviSka opera ,Birute“, kuri
tu paéiy metu spaliy mén. buvo pastatyta Vilniuje. Jis
pats ta opera reZisavo ir jai dirigavo. Taigi, Mikas Pet-
rauskas yra lietuviskos operos kiiréjas ir tévas. Per
pirmaji ,Birutés“ spektakli gabiai pasireiSké miisu di-
dysis dainininkas, velionies, brolis, Kipras Petrauskas,
kuris netrukus lietuviy visuomenés léSomis buvo pa-
siystas | Petrapilio konservatorija. Po S§io spektaklio
rusu Zandary akys dar daugiau nukrypo i Mika Pet-
rauska ir jis buvo priverstas palikti savo gimtaji pras-
ta. Kompozitorius laikinai apsigyveno Sveicarijoje, ku-
rioje tada spietési nemazas Rusijos politiniy emigrantu
biirys. Buvo grupé lietuviu. Jis Sioje svetingoje Salyje
vél kompozitorius, dirigentas, politiniu emigranty me-
no pasaulio vadovas. Jis ¢ia kuria kovos dainas prie§
carizmg ne tik lietuviams, bet rusams, ukrainieiams ir
kt. Mikas Petrauskas ragé ir baZnytines giesmes, kom-
ponavo miSias, harmonizavo pasaulinés muzikos skiirinius.

Sveicarijoje nuveikti darbai prie§ rusu valdZia jam
galutinai uzkirto kelia grizti i tévyne. 1907 metais M.
P. pasieké Amerikos krantus ir tuojau pasineria lietuviy
muzikali§kojo organizavimo bei mokymo darbe. Jis kon-
certuoja ivairiose kolonijose, lietuvigkaji jaunima buria
i chorus, moko jaunima muzikos, ruofia vargonininkus
lietuviskoms parapijoms. Jis jsteigia lietuvigka konser-

vatorija, leidzia muzikos Zurnala, kuria lietuviSska opera,
operetes, harmonizuoja dainas. Tai milZiniSkas darbas,
darbas iSganingas, kuris dainos pagalba ne viena su-
amerikonéjusj lietuvi grazino musy tautai.

Mikas Petrauskas Amerikoje budamas sukiiré antra
lietuviska opera ,Egle zal¢iu karaliene®“ ir lietuviskas
operetes: ,,Maltnininkas ir kaminkrétys®, ,,Giriy Kara-
lius“, Apvesdinkite mane*, ,,Consilium fakultatis®, ,,Uz-
burtas Kunigaikstis“, ,Lietuviy milijonierius“, ,,Adomas

ir Ieva“ ,Velnias ISradéjas®, ,Sienapitté, Pirmoji

geguzes”, ,Prieglauda‘, , Elgetos dukté karaliené®, ,,Vai-
kas ar mergaite“ ir ,,Sventoji naktis“. O kur ivairios
dainos, kurios Siandien skamba visame pasaulyje iSdrai-
kytose lietuviu kolonijose, kur simfoniné muzika, kur
kitos jo muzikos veiklos sritys?! Savo nepaprasta ener-
gija, dideliu darbStumu, patvarumu ir gelezine sveikata
Jjis nugaléjo visas klittis ir Amerikos lietuvius iSmoké
suprasti, pazinti ir pamilti lietuviSskg daina. Amerikos
lietuviai Siandien turi visa eile vargonininky, kompo-
zitoriu ir dirigenty, buvusiu Miko Petrausko mokiniu
kuriems jis atvéré duris i meno pasauli. Amerikoje jis
atkasé ir du zymiuosius misu valstybés operos daini-
ninkus Marija Rakauskaite ir Antana Sodeika. Ne veltui
tad kompozitorius Juozas Zilevid¢ius, idabar gyvenas
Amerikoje ir tyrias Miko Petrausko darbus, sako: ,Né
vienas iS Lietuvos atvykusiu muziku tiek daug nenudir-
dirbo ir nepaliko tiek pagarbos ir graziy atsiminimuy,
kaip Mikas Petrauskas®.

Paskaite Miko Petrausko iSleistas knygeles apie mu-
zika, randame tikra muzikaliSka tikéjima: ,,Pas mus
muzikos srityje ne ka daug tesurasi. Visas turtas, gau-
sus ir didelés vertés turtas, tai misu daina, kuri dar

yra gyva zmoniu kruatinése”. Savo didziais darbais, ku-
riu yra labai vertingu, Mikas Petrauskas nesididZiavo.
Jis buvo lietuviskojo genijaus pranaSas: ,Tegul gema
pas mus genijus, tegul jis blina taja daina liuliuojamas,
jis, prisiklauses josios, pagamins lipS§nia ir malonia mi-
sy Sirdziai muzika, tai graudzia, tai linksma, kuri stip-
rina dvasia, silpnam priduoda drasos ir stiprumo, at-
likiti skirtus darbus, kokius jo vaidintuvé gali pasiekti
pagerinimui Zmonijos ir kélimui jos i§ to  pazadéto
snaudulio, kuris ja slegia kiiniSkai ir dvasiskai‘.

Atgavus nepriklausomybe, M. Petrauskas sugriZo j =
Lietuva. Kaune jis dirigavo kelis simfoninius koncer-
tus ir buvo sukiires liaudies opera.

Velionis, pagal savo paties nora, buvo palaidotas
Alytaus apskr., Dusmenu baZnyCios Sventoriuje, Salia
savo tévy. alLidotuvése dalyvavo daugybé Zmoniy, daug
menininky ir velionies artimieji.

Last month we all had intended to keep this page
and review it a few times. We know, however, that
it is very easy to let a whole month slip by without
learning one new fact about Lithuania. But it is not
too late to start. With this issue let us make this page
our very ownj

If any markings or phrases are not clear, just send
an S.0.S. call to this department. This column promises
to continue its work as long as it receives readers in-
terest. It is a fifty-fifty proposition. It is a real share
—the—wealth program. As soon as the readers stop
contributing bits of information, expressing their views
and asking questions, we assure you that the editors
of this department will “fold their tent like the Arabs
and silently steal away.”

In the simple exercise that we propose this month
most of us know both the meaning and the pronunciation
of the listed words. Let us see however, if we can
make the proper choice of the vowels.

U, Long and Short

In the following paragraph note carefully how you
pronounce every u. If you pronounce the wu short, as
the equivalent sound in the English word food, let the
u remain as it is. If it is long, as in room, mark the

- u with a short horizontal line over it: ii. This horizontal

line is used for every long u in any word with the
exception that if the long i is the last letter in a word,
the u gets a small hook or tail below it. Example: In
miisy both u’s are long; therefore, they are both marked,
the first a line over it, the seconid, since it ends the
word, with a tail under it. A complete understanding
of this rule will take you far toward unravelling the
old mystery of the marking of the letter u. Now get a
pencil and mark the long u’s in the following paragraph.
Use this very page.

The narrow e sounds much like the vowel sounds in
pair, mare and Lith. béga (run) and it is only this ¢
that receives a short, horizontal line over it. Mark the e¢’s
wherever necessary:

(mouse), mergina (girl), Zvake (ecandle), praejo puse
mety (a half yezr went by), menas (art), mes (we),
senis nenorejo gerti (the old man did not wish to
drink), praejo keli menesiai (several months passed),
Maryte jpyle vandens (Mary poured in some water),
devynios dideles upes (nine large rivers), prezidentas
kalbejo i Zmones (the president spoke to the people),
geresne dukte (a better daughter), graZesne roZze (a
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more beautiful rose), nelaimé (misfortune), turéjau ke-
lias tetas (I had several aunts). .

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GONE WITH THE WINDS?
BY JOSEPH BOLEY

If we are going to forget all Lithuanian within
the next two generations, as some are prophesying,
it would be so much more honorable if we would forget
it purposely, that is, if, after some sort of figuring,
we would arrive at the conclusion that to forget this
much talked about language is really the thing to do
— like for girls to smoke cigarettes, even if they
must make faces while doing so. After all, Americans
move in herds. They wear the same styles of clothes,
eat the same breakfast foods and in general, behave
themselves like willing chess-board pawns in the hands
of high pressure advertisers. Perhaps the Lithuanian
Americans, too, are evolving something which is more
outstanding than trying to preserve a thousand year
year old language. Perhaps it is becoming smart and
ultra fashionable to raise one’s eyebrows and blandly
state: “I can’t express myself in Lithuanian”. If that
is so, let us all rush and join the ranks of these twentieth
century innovators. To be out of step with the dictates
of fashion is an unpardonable American sin.

Would that we could find some plausible excuse
for neglect! I have diligently tried to uncover one real
reason why I ought to forget Lithuanian. Now I do
not boast of a very sensitive conscience, yet it would
be a relief to find proof that Lithuanian is a handicap
and a hindrance to successful living in America. Then
we could really get down to the business of doing
away with this drawback, for anything that is a
hindrance to our personal success should be destroyed,
plant, root and all. We could go into this work with
some spirit and fire.

But how many of us really believe that we ought
to forget it? Even those who know the least Lithuanian
feel some respect for the language. They merely admit
their inability to cope with the situation. We are all
precariously perched on the fence and ready for the
first faint breeze to dislodge us. If we are beginning
to notice that the language which used to be ours is
fast slipping from us, we justify the fact by saying
that we are only bowing to the inevitable. There is no
resistance, no determination, no planning of our own.
Things are merely happeningi

That we are not actively opposed to our employment
o1 our native language can be seen from our behavior
at picnics, dances and various other gatherings. It is
a common occurence for so many of us to lend our
voeal support to some quartette or larger group singing
“Ant Kalno Karklai Siabavo”. You have noticed that
we LIKE to use what little we may know of the
language. Certain it is that we are mot ashamed of it.
Occasionally we delight in gathering up a few pet
phrases of our parents and employ them with genuine
satisfaction. If we can insert a cuss-word here and
there, so much the better, though swearing in Lithuanian
is very anemic and woefully ineffective. We respect
our language and our people. We are proud of our
nationality. We admit that it is a good thing if one
knows how speak Lithuanian, but, as for us, well,
we really cannot express ourselves adequately — you'll
excuse wus, please. I dare say that the percentage of
those who simply have no use for Lithuanian is negligible.
The great majority admire it and, tragically, they stop
at that point.

Vytis—
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It is this stop, that can be our ruination. The rider
stopping his horse just as reaches the hurdle will
not win the race. He must jump over it. Mere desire
for the goal will not secure the goal. So, too, boundless

determination of, and respect for, knowledge that could

be ours, will not help us to acquire that knowledge.

Something must be done and done quickly. If we
can’t find a legitimate reason for a wilful determined
abolishment of our language in this country, then let
us come to a realization of the importance of a language
that has been ours for centuries and strive to do our
bit in its preservation. The method of action which
must be mapped out must touch each and every one
of us individually.

The older folks will meet in a half dozen conven-
tions before long and enthusiastically pledge themselves
to wvarious resolutions. In noble and well-meaning
phrases they will approve all efforts to arouse in the
youth a greater love for our language and our sacred
traditions. But regrettable, these resolutions are im-
mediately laid away to gather dust until it is time to
vote on them again one year later.

What we need is a daily, practical resolution, one
that is in good working condition.

Several months ago I was guest at the home of a
charming Lithuanian family. The young couple are both
born and bred in this country, the father being quite
a distinguished professional. It was still early evening;
but for the two adorable children, both of whom have
not yet reached school age, it was already bedtime.
Soon from the children’s bedroom there came the words
which left on me an indellible impression. When the
whimpering and childish prattle died down there was
heard the voice of the little three-year old girl in a
sweet, submissive tone solemnly repeat after her mother
the words of “Téve Miusuy” and “Sveika Marija”. She
ended her prayers with “Palaimink Dievuli mano tévelj
ir mamyte ir mano broliuka, Amen”. The process was
repeated with the “broliukas”! And this was a nightly
ritual in the home of an American couple who lived
miles away from other Lithuanians and whose children
were able to have none but English speaking playmates.
Here was an inspired mother who was living and acting
with a purpose. Here was a resolution being put into
effect.

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GUARD AGAINST TUBERCULOSIS

Dr| Kendall Emerson, Managing
Director of the National Tuberculo-
sis Association of New York City,
today proclaimed the month of April
as the month of the Early Diagno-
sis campaign for the tuberculosis
associations throughout the nation.
The Chicago Tuberculosis Institute
and its affiliated health centers will

sponsor this program
and Cook County.

“Uncover Tuberculosis by Modern
Methods’ is a fitting slogan for this
campaign,” Dr. Emerson said. “Too
many people either do not know or
fail to use the great discoveries that
science has given us in recent years
to aid us in our fight against this
disease. The Tuberculin test and
the magic eye of the X-ray should
be widely used to detect tuberculo-
sis in its beginning stages when the
desease is curable. If these modern
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methods were employed,” he conti-
nued, “we certainly would not be
finding nearly 70,000 individuals
dying of tuberculosis each year in
the United States.”

Dr. Emerson said that this year’s
Early Diagnosis campaign would
have three objectives: the first, to
acquaint everyone with the four dan-
ger signs of tuberculosis — the
persistent cough, indigestion, con-
tinued loss of weight and unexplain-
able fatigue; the second, to advise
them to discover hidden tuberculosis
by means of the tuberculin test,
fluoroscope and X-ray; and the
third, to stress the dangers of con-
tact with an open case.

“The tuberculosis rate is dispro-

portionaly high in three groups of
the population, young women, men
in industry, and the Negro race,”
Dr. Emerson further stated. “Special
attention is directed to these groups
in the educational campaign.”

Chicago Tuberculosis Institute of-

ficials stated that the campaign
locally will emphasize the importance
of early discovery in all diseases,
particularly tuberculosis. Their pro-
gram will include the distribution of
health literature, talks and discus-
sions, the showing of films, exhibits
and many other health projects.

Cooperation in dissemination im-
portant health information has been
assured the Institute by the -city’s
civie, professional and social organ-
izations.
