Nei vienais metais nebuvo Amerikos lietuviai lanko-
mi Lietuvos Zmoniu taip skaitlingai, kaip Siais metais.
Stai birzelio mén. 17 d. New Yorkan atplauké gar-
bingas Lietuvos stnus, J. E. Vyskupas M! Reinys.
Kadangi Vyskupas Reinys yra Zinomas netik kaipo
Baznycios darbininkas, bet kaip visuomeninkas ir mok-
slininkas, tai kataliku visuomené jo atsilankymo ne-
kantriai lauké.  Visi nori iSgirsti jo geru minciuy, kai
kurie net ir pamokimu. J. V. Vyskupas Reinys buvo
sutiktas uoste skaitlingo Kunigu Vienybés nariu ir visuo-
meneés darbuotoju burelio. Badamas §ioj Salyje Vys-
kupas Reinys lankysis lietuviu kataliku kolonijose, ir
dalyvaus organizaciju seimuose, kurie jvyks jam esant
Amerikoje.

BirZelio pabaigoje sulauksime taippat Lietuvos
skautu.  Tai pirmas ju atsilankymas j Amerika. Jie
pirmasias savaites praleis skauty Tarptautinéje Stovy-
kloje Washingtone, kur Zada ir laikinai apsigyventi. Ta
septyniu asmenu grupé yra pasirengusi parodyti daug
dalykeliy apie kuriuos mes nei nesvajojom. Bitu ne-
proSali, kad gyvenanti arc¢iau prie Washingtono nu-
vaziuotu pamatyti, kaip gyvena tikri Lietuves skautai.
Po stovyklavimo Lietuvos skautai zada lankytis lietu-
viu kolonijose ir pabandyti organizuoti lietuvig skau-
tus Amerikoje.

Liepos meén. pradzioje i§ Lietuvos atvaziuoja ir
sportininku grupeé, kuri yra pasiruoSiusi kai kuriuose
sportuose su Amerikos lietuviais palenktynauti. Spau--
doje jau, tur but, kiekvienas lietuvis skaite, kad tie
sportininkai lankys didesniasias kolonijas ir bus Ame-
rikoje tiktai viena ménesi. Kiek teko girdéti lietuviu
visuomené S$ioj Saly jau gyvai ruoSiasi tuos visus sve-
¢ius ko Sirdingiausiai priimti, pavaiSinti, ir parodyti,
kaip jie ¢ia gyvena ir ka turl

Jei kas mano, kad tie sveéiai tik pabus &ia ir va-
ziuos namo, tai klysta. Kiekvienas i§ ty svediu atva-
ziuoja su uzkvietimu, su paraginimu, kad 1938 metais,
Lietuvos Nepriklausomybes dvideSimtuose metuose, vi-
so pasaulio lietuviai tikrai skaitlingai suvaZiuotu Té-
vyneén. Kiekviena grupé stengsis uZmegsti ko dau-
giausiai pazinéiu ir tuom wvylioti musiskius Lietuvon.
Tai bus naujoviski Lietuvos “salesmonai”, ir reikia
manyti, kad pasekmes turés geras.

Todel, mieli sveéiai, sveikiname jus visus ir lin-
kime, kad miusu Zeméje gyvendami patirtuméte ko
daugiausia ispiidziy, o drauge pasekmingai prisivylio-
tumete tikrai didelj skaidiy svediu i1 Lietuva 20-tu
metu Nepriklausomybés Paminéjimui 1938 m.!

J. E. Vyskupas Mecislovas Reinys, Vilkaviskio dio-
cezijos koadjutorius, Vytauto DidZiojo Universiteto Kaune
ir Vilkaviskio Kunigu Seminarijos profesorius, “Pavasa-
rio” Federacijos protektorius, gimé 1884 m. Madagaska-
ro vienkiemyje, Daugaliy parap., dabartiniame TUtenos
apskrityje.

I§ vienuolikos vaiku Seimoje, Mecislovas buvo jau-
niausias. Tévelis Jeronimas miré Mecislovui einant sep-
tintus metus. Motuté Julijona, i§ tévy pusés Mali.aus-
kaité, miré 1913 m., kada Mecislovas jau buvo kunigas
ir studijavo I.iuvene.

PradzZios moksla Mecislovas yra éjes Antalieptés ir
Murovano-OSmiankos mokykloje, gimnazijos moksla Ry-
goj, Selpiamas savo broliu. 1899 m. baiges 4 Rygos
gimnazijos klases, du metu privaciai dvaruose moké vai-
kus ir patsai mokeési toliau.

Dar gimnazijoj bidamas, Mecislovas- panoro biti ku-
nigas.  Taigi 1901 m. stoja i Vilniaus Kunigu semi-
narija, kur praleidzia ketverius metus, stropiai mokin-
damasis ir bresdamas lietuvikoje dvasioje, veikiant
slaptai lietuviu Seminarijos auklétiniu biirelyje. Lietu-
viai Seminarijoj buvo nemégiami, net spaudZiami.

leidimag iSvaZiuoti i uzZsienj pagilinti savo studijas. Rei-

kéjo sutvarkyti tik lé$u klausimas. Cia i pagalbg jam
atéjo du kunigai, jo geri draugai: Konstantinas Paula-
vi¢ius i§ Alytaus ir kun. Dr. Juozas Cepénas, dab. Anta-
gavos klebonas. Pirmasis pazadéjo paskolint’ he pro-
centu kasmet po 150 rubliy, o antrasis — po 100 rubliy.
Tai buvo pagrindinis kun. Reinio kapitalas.

Taigi 1909 mety ruderi kun. Rrinys istojo i Bel-
gijos Liuveno Universiteto Aukstaji Filozofijes Institu-
ta. Pagrindiné Sio Instituto krvptis buvo aristoteliné
— tomistiné filozofija su gamtos ir ekonominiaisz moks-
lais. Cia kun. Reinys praleido tris metus — nuo 1909
iki 1912 mety, studijuodamas pas Zymius to laiko pro-
fesorius: socialoga Deploice. viduramzio f’lezofijos isto-
rija De Wolf, psichologa Michotte, ekoromista Defourny
gamtos filozofa Nys.

Taip sékmingai baiges filozofijos studijas Liuvene,
kun.

Schneider.

Baiges studijas, kun. Dr. M. Reinys grijZzo i Vilniu
(1914 mety vasara) ir buvo paskirtas vikaru prie Sv.
Jono baznycios. Cia jis i§ pat pradZiu pasirodé aiSkus
ir samoningas lietuvis.

Kun. M. Reinys tuoj buvo jtrauktas i visuomeninj
lietuviu gyvenima. Teko jam dirbti su zitietém, sek-
madieniais skaityti paskaitas ivairiuose lietuviy susirin-
kimuose; wuoliai dalyvavo pasavasininkuy ir ateitininku
veikime. 1915 m. jis paskiriamas i dvi gimnazijos ka-
pelionu.  Vokiediams prie Vilniaus prisiartinus, gimna-
zijos iSsikélé i vidurj Rusijos. Bet kun. Reinys pasiliko
Vilniuje. Tais pacdiais 1915 metais Vilniuje isikuria pir-
moji lietuviSkoji gimnazija ir pedagoginiai kursai. Ju
kapelionu paskiriamas vél kun. M. Reinys. 1916 m.
Reinys pakvie¢iamas profesorium i Vilniaus Kunigy Se-
minarija, kur tenka jam déstyti filozofija ir socialogija
iki 1922 metu. 1920 ir 1921 m. skaité Lietuviy Auks$tuo-
siuose Kursuose Vilniuje jvada ir filozofija ir gnoseolo-
gija. Kun. Dr. M. Reinys buvo taip pat yeleta metu Lie-
tuviu Svietimo Draugijos “Rytas” pirmininkas ir Lietu-
viu Mokslo Draugijos vicepirmininkas. 1919 m. nuo
vasario 22 d. iki liepos 24 d. iSbuvo Vilniaus, Daugpilio
ir Smolesko kaléjimuose, bolSeviky kaliniams kaip Lietu-
vos jkaitas.

Atgaves laisve kun. M. Reinys griZo i Vilniu ir to-
liau tesé savo darbus Kunigu Seminarijoje, gimnazijoje
ir lietuviskoje visuomenéje.

1922 m. birZelio mén. Lietuvos Universiteto Teolo-
gijos-Filozofijos Fakultetuose kviediamas eks'raordinariu
profesorium déstyti psichologijai atvyko j Kaung ir iki
Siol désto Universitete bendraja ir lyginamaja psicholo-
gija, ir pedagogine psichologija (pedologija). Kaip
profecorius, Kun. Dr. Reinys pasizymi ai$kiu sklandZiu ir
turtingu déstymu. Santykiuose su studentais jis vi-
suomet labai draugi¥kas. Stai kodel studentai jj ne tik
gerbia, kaip profesoriu, bet ir myli, kaip kilnu Zmogu
bei auklétoja.

Ivertinant prof. M. Reinio darbus, padarytus Dievo
garbei ir Zmoniu gerovei, 1923 m. liepos mén, Sv. Té-
vas Pijus XI jam suteiké¢ PopieZiaus Riimy Sambeliono
titula.

Prof. Reinys dirbdamas Kaune mokslini darba uni-
versitete, rado laiko ir jégu pasiSvesti ir visuomeniniam
veikimui. Ypaé pavasarininkai ir ateitininkai susilauké
visokeriopos paramos. Kartu jis buvo ir didis blai-

vybés apagtalas.
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Prof. M. Reinys nuo 1917 m. iki 1926 m. aktyviai
dalyvavo politiniam darbe. 1925 m. rugséjo meén. 25 d.
D-ro L. Bistro kabinete buvo paskirtas Uzsieniu Reikaly
Ministeriu kuriose pareigose isbuvo iki 1926 m.
balandZio mén. 21 d. Biidamas ministeriu, prof. M.
Reinys déjo daug pastangu sutvarkyti pairusius santy-
kius tarp Lietuvos ir Vatikano, prisidéjo prie baZny-
tinés provincijos jkurimo Lietuvoje, kas reiSké baZny-
tine nepriklausomybe nuo kaimyniniuy valstybiuy, paruo-
§é taip pat nepuolimo tarp Lietuvos ir SSSR pakta,
kuris buvo véliau, jau M. SleZevi¢iaus kabinetui esant,
pasiraSytas Maskvoje.

1926 m. balandZio meén. jkurta Lietuvos baZnytiné
provincija. Ta proga jSventinami keturi nauji vysku-
pai, ju tarpe ir prof. kun. M. Reinys, Sv. Tévo paskir-
tas tituliariniu Tiddi vyskupu ir Vilkaviskio vyskupo
koadjutoriumi. Nuo Siol nuolatine wvysk. Reinio gy-
venamaja vieta pasidaro Vilkaviskis. Tapes vyskupu,
pref. Reinys i85 politinio veikimo visiSskai pasiSalina, vi-
sas savo jégas paSvesdamas kultiiriniam, moksliniam
ir ganytojavimo darbui.

Nuo 1927 m. vyskp. M. Reinys yra pakviestas Lie-
tuvos Kataliku Jaunimo “Pavasario” Sajungos, paskui
Federacijos, Protektoriumi, iSrinktas taip pat Aleitinin-
ku Federacijos Tarybos nariu. Visos katalikiSkos or-
ganizacijos randa jame malonu globéja ir uoly rémecja.
Jis lanko ju susirinkimus, Sventes, skaito paskaitas, lai-
ko jiems pamaldas. Pasiekia net tolimiausias parapi-
jas. Kvie¢iamas | kurios nors organizacijos Svente,
J. E. Vysk. Reinys ten nuvykti niekuomet neatsisako.
Jis taip pat uoliai lankosi i organizaciju konferencijas
ir kongresus.

Vysk. Reinys yra uolus rekolekeciju vedéjas parapi-
jose. Neskaitant savo diocezijos vizitavimo, vysk! Rei-
nys vesdamas rekolekcijas jau aplanké puse savo dio-
cezijos parapiju. Uoliai taip pat lanko
priziiiréedamas tikybos déstyma.

J. E. Vysk. Reinys placioje visuomenéje ne tik Zo-
dzZiu skelbia savo mintis, bet raSinéja ir teberaSinéja i
jvairius laikra§¢ius ir Zurnalus. Jo straipsnius filozo-
finiais, religiniais, pedagoginiais ir visuomeniniais
klausimais spausdino visa eilé¢ prieSkariniy ir pokariniy
laikra$¢iu. Kadangi J. E. Vysk. Reinys pradéjo rasyti
i laikraS¢ius 1907 m., tai $jmet sukanka 30 metuy jo
publicistinio ir kilturybinio darbo.

Be jvairiu straipsniy lajkragéiuose, Vysk. Reinys
yra iSleides raStu ir atskirai: “Thomas Akvinietis”,
Kaunas, 1916; “Psichologijos vadovélis” laisvai versta
i§ Celpanovo.

NeZiurint, kad J. E. Vysk. Reinys yra daug dirbes,
varges ir kentéjes savo kraSto gerovei pakelti, daug ko-
vy patyres Bazny¢ios reikaly sargyboje, jis visuometl
yra skaidrios nuotaikos, visuomet uZsideges dirbti ir
toliau. Ir po ilgy darbu jo siela pasiliko jautri. Jis
dZiaugiasi graziais kitu pasiriZimais ir darbais, jis lai-
mina juos. Savo gi pavyzdZiu jis skatina visus i dar-
ba, dirbti, kovoti dél Sviesesnés tévynés ateities.

Rockefelleris 100 metuy vis délto
nebesulaukeé

Nuostabus Zmogaus gyvenimas

Laikra$¢iai jau praneSé apie netik Amerikoje, bet
ir visame pasaulyje turtingiausio Zmogaus Rockfellerio
mirtj.

Tas nuostabus Zmogus pradéjo savarankiSska gyve-
nima turédamas 19 metu amziaus, pradziai gaves i§ tévo
1000 doleriu. Jis parodé nepaprastus biznieriSkus su-
gebéjimus ir netrukus isigijo didziausias pramonés jmo-
nes, vyriausiai naftos pramone, gelz! linijas, draudimo
bendroves ir kt. Tu imoniu verté, sako, neimanoma
apskai¢iuoti. Prie§ kelis metus Amerikos mokeséiy rin-
kimo jstaigos skelbé, kad per metus Rockfelleris turis
7,500,000 doleriu pelno, bet, esa, galimas dalykas, kad
tas pelnas buvo ir didesnis, nors milionierius, sulaukes
56 metu amziaus pradéjo sirguliuoti ir turéjo kai ku-
riu bizniu atsisakyti.

Pries 25 metus Rockfelleriu labai stebéjosi medi-
cinos mokslininkai. Dél neiSaiSkintos skrandzio ligos
jis buvo virtes panaSus i mumija, be to, nuo viso jo
kiino nuslinko plaukai. Beliko tik vos pastebimi an-
takiai. Tuo metu Rockfelleris buvo toks silpnas, kad
gydytoju patariamas maitinosi motery pienu. Gydyto-
jai labai stebéjosi, kad visai priveikusi Rockfellerj ne-
sveikata né kiek nepalieté jo danty.

Gydytojai istyre, kad Rockfelleris organiSkai ne-
pakelia triju maisto dalyku: pamidory, agurku ir saldu-
mynuy.

Rockfelleris labai noréjo sulaukti 100 metu. Ne-
karta jis yra pareiSkes jsitikinima, kad jis mirsias tik
izenges 1. savo gyvenimo antraji Simtmet]. Neseniai
Amerikos spauda buvo paskelbusi, biik Rockfelleris pa-
reiSkes, jei jis sulauksias 100 metu tai padarysias kaZ-
ka ypatingo, kas nustebins visa pasauli. Amerikoje Sim-
tai tukstanc¢iu Zmoniu lauzé galva, kuo gi Rockfelleris
nustebins pasaulj.

Kad ir pasakiSkai turtingas, Rockfelleris savo rei-
kalams labai mazai teiSleisdavo. Kazkada buvo ap-
skaic¢iuota, kad jis maistui ir geérimui teiSleidzia tik 2
dolerius ir 80 centu per savaite. Sykstus sau, Rock-
felleris buvo nepaprastai duosnus aukoti deSimtimis mi-
lijonu universitetams, mokslo institutams ir jvairiau-
siems visuomenés reikalams.

Pasenes milijoninkas nusistaté taisykles, kuriu vi-
sa savo gyvenimg laikési.  Rockfelleris buvo jsitikines,
kad seniems Zmonéms vienintélis vaistas yra tinkamu
lajku imtis atsargos priemoniu. Jis laiké biitina tvar-
kingai gyventi, taisyklingai maitintis, negerti svaigaly,
neriikyti, vengti fizinio ir protinio jtempimo.

Labai garsus jo sukurtasis medicinos, vadinamasis
Rockfellerio institutas. Milijonininkas pastaté ir gar-
sujl radio miesta New Yorke, vadinamaji “tikstancio
dZiaugsmu miestu”, kuriame sutelktos jvairiausios pra-
mogos ir kt.

I and Y. This time we shall have a little work out
with “the “i” (pronounced as in “kin”) and “y” pro-
nounced long as in “keen’.) Saying the word will aid
you in determining whether the sound is short or long
and whether, therefore, the blank space in the fol-
lowing paragraph need an “i” or a “y”. Try it:

(Tomorrow from the
church we shall go home.)

Dipthongs. As in Knglish, a dipthong is a combin-
ation of two vowels forming one continuous sound, as:
ai, au, ei, ui, ie, uo. There are two ways in which we
are likely to err when we read or write a dipthong.
First, when we reverse the order of the wvowels. Ior
example, when the word is “sienos” (walls) and we write
it or read it as “seinos”, by reversing the order of
we change it to an absolutely meaningless word. Second,
when instead of pronouncing both vowel sounds, we omit
one entirely, as in saying “senos” meaning old, when
the word is “sienos” meaning walls. In Lithuanian we
pronounce every letter and in the order in which the
letters are written.

In the dipthong “ai” the first of the two component
parts is “a”, which, therefore, is the first sound made.
Fortunately “ai”, being one of the easiest combinations,
we usually know how to handle it.

“ »

But when it comes to the more confusing “uo”,
“e1”, and “ie”, we slip up frequently. And these should
not be any more difficult than “ai”. We all know how
to pronounce “u” alone and we know how to pronounce
“0” alone. LI the two vowels come together, watca which
comes first and we shall never make the mistake or
calling *“uwo” an “ou”’ (oh). And by all means prorounce
both vowels. 11 we say ‘“meloti” when the word is
“meluoti” we shall probably be understood, but it sounds
as uncouth as when we say “lion” when the word is
“lying”’.

In writing dipthongs, as we are going to do in the
tollowing exercise, pronounce the diptunong aloud “mn
slow motion” and we shall easily discover which of the
two vowels gets the precedence. In the following par-
agraph some or the blank spaces require the diphtong
“uo”, others the single vowel “0”. See how ciose you
can come to filling all the spaces correctly.

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country. Not only will the Lithuanian Sportsmen be
distinguished guests, but they will also act as ambas-
sadors of good-will extending greetings from the mother

country and communicating to us that Lithuania has
not forgotten us. Therefore, all America is anxiously
awaiting  their arrival and is speculating as to the
outcome of their visit. Whether or not they leave
America as victors, their visit here will have accomp-
lished certain results.

In the first place, the arrival of these athletes, the
veritable representatives of the modern Lithuanian spirit
will act as a stimulus in arousing within the hearts of
American-Lithuanian youth a more zealous interest in
the land of their fathers’ birth. Many will realize how
faulty was their conception of Lithuania which their
parents having long departed from this land had embed-
ded in them. They will realize, too, that Lithuanian-born
youth equals our own American youth not only in their
athletic training but in intelectual and cultural achiev-
ments as well.

Secondly, being mindful of the fact that sport plays
an important part in the life of Americans, attracting
hundreds of thousands of people, the appearance of
the well-trained and capable Lithuanian Sportsmen here
will exercise mno small influence in making the En-
glish-speaking peoples more conscious of Lithuania
as a nation. Tho already her name has been brought
to the attention of Americans by such persons as Jack
Sharkey, John Goodman, and Ed Krause, Lithuanian
