BRIEF PICTORIAL HISTORY OF
LITHUANIAN X1 CENTURY

Lithuania’s name is first mentioned in 1040 A. D.
in Russian chronicles. (Lith. Hist. Alekna, 1919, p. 15).
During this century Lithuania was frequently visited by
Scandinavians. This is ascertained from  Prussian
traditions, Danish and Swedish writings, and ancient
unearthings. The called Normans or
Vikings, were the first to erect sea forts, desiring to
fortify themselves in the land (Kaunas 1436). “One of
these newcomers was Palemon, who with 500 Vikings,
rowed down the Nemunas and Dubysa rivers and
conquered this territory”. (Maironis — Lithuanian
History, 1906, p. 28-8). During this century the Danish
king Kanuth, visited Lithuaniz.

When To See The Planets In 1937

Popular interest in Astronomy has grown so in
recent years that, now, literally thousands of amateur
astronomers watch the skies nightly. For their use
we here give the times when, during 1937, the planets
may best be observed.

Mercury will be brightest as a morning star on
February Tth, June 6th and September 30th and as an
evening star on April 20th, August 18th and December
12th .

Venus will be an evening star until April 18th, a
morning star after that date. Its greatest brilliancy
as an evening star is reached on March 12th and as a
morning star on May 24th.

Mars is a morning star until May 19th but will be
so close to the Sun that it cannot be well observed;-
after that date it will be clearly discernible as an
evening star.

Jupiter is also quite close to the Sun at the begin-
ning of the year and is a morning star until July 15th.
It is an evening star for the remainder of the year.

Saturn will be an evening star until March 16th, a
morning star for the remainder of the year.

Although “planets”, as here, are commonly called
“stars”, the terms should no be confused. Actually
planets are dead, burned-out bodies which we see only
by the reflected light of the sun. Stars are celestial
bodies still burning which we see from their own light.
The planets — Mercury, Venus, the Moon, our Earth,
Mars, Jupiter, Saturn, Uranus, Neptune and Pluto —
moving about our Sun are called the Solar System. The
stars are far beyond this,

Assisting Bishop Reinys in celebrating the mass
were Chicago clergymen of Lithuanian origin, includ-
ing Msgr. Michael L. Kruszas, as assistant priest; the
Rev. George Paskauskas, deacon; the Rev. Anicetus
Linkus, subdeacon; the Rev. Anastasius Valancius; the
Rev. Peter Katauskas, thurifer; the Rev. S. Gaucas and
the Rev. S. Valuckis, acolytes. Bishop Sheil delivered
an address of welcome in English to Bishop Reinys on
behalf of the Chicago archdiocese. Today’s ceremo-
nies were especially in commemoration of the 550th
anniversary of the adoption of the religion of Jesus
Christ by the Lithuanian nation.

At a dinner given in his honor in the Red Lacquer
room of the Palmer house by the clergy and laity of
Lithuanian descent Bishop Reinys  stressed that by
remembering the Christian heritage of their forefathers
the Americans of Lithuanian origin always will be
among the nation’s best citizens. '

Death Of Vytautas VileiSis

With profound regret the untimely death is reported
of M. Vytautas VileiSis, Lithuanian Minister to Latvia,
which took place very suddenly from heart failure on
July 5, at Kaunas, where the deceased was attending
the conference of the Foreign Ministers of the Baltic
States. He was just fifty years of age. In him all
Lithuania has lost a distinguished and loyal servant,
who since the first years of independence had always
taken an active part in the work of national reconstruc-
tion, alike in the political, economic and cultural spheres.
M. Vileidis came of an old and a famous Lithuanian
family, his father, the late Petras VileiSis, having
figured prominently in the country’s history as one of
the leading pioneers in the struggle for independence.
M. VileiSis was an engineer by profession, and in 1922
entered the Lithuanian State Railways service. Later
he served as Chief of the Railway Department, and
Director of the Department for Railway Construction.
From 1929 to 1934 he held the office of Minister of
Communications.  In June, 1934, he was appointed
Minister to Latvia, and occupicd that post until his
premature death.  The deceased belonged to several
national organizations, of which he was honorary
president.  He enjoyed the respect and affection of
all who knew him, not only in Lithuania but abroad.

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A bit about interesting events
in this world of ours
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SOLUTION UNKNOWN

On november T7th, 1872, the Brig “Mary Celeste”
sailed from New York for Genot, laden with alcohol
On board were the Captain, his wife, 8-years’-old
daughter and a crew of 10. Four weeks later, on
December 4th, the British ship “Highlander” spoke her
South of the Azores Islands, and got back the answer:
“All’s well!”

On the following morning the British bark “God’s
Grace”, Captain Boyce, came upon the “Mary Celeste”
about 300 miles West of Gibralter, and 200 miles from
where the “Highlander” had spoken her. The “Mary
Celeste” was running with the wind, sails full-set, but
in an abrupt zig-zag course as if without rudder. Get-
ting no answer to signal, Captain Boyce got close. No
one was at the helm and shouts failed to raise any
sign of life. So Boyce and a boat’s crew boarded her.

They found no one on her. The cargo was intact
and had not shifted; nor was there a sign of a mishap
that would have justified abandonment. Moreover, all
the ship’s lifeboats were in their proper places. There

was no sign of struggle or bloolshed. In the cabin,
table was set for breakfast for four. At the child’s
place was a half-eaten bowl of porridge. At  the

Captain’s was a half-eaten egg. The coffee-pot, half-
full, stood on the stove, where a fire had been burning
but a few hours before.

Captain Boyce took the “Mary Celeste” into Gibraltar
as a prize. Then Lloyd’s and her owners began a world
search for members of the crew to learn what had hap-
pened. After 64 years they have neither found a
member of the crew nor the slightest inkling that would
explain the mystery.

Over the entrance of Bonn University, Cermany is
a statue of Mary, Mother of Christ. ‘“Alma Mater” is
Latin for “Beloved Mother”.  From this has come the
universal custom of collegians of referring to their
college or university as their “Alma Mater”.

AN OUTRAGEOUS TALE!

It is interesting to note the manner in which we
have come to apply the term “Canard” to any slander
or outrageous story. “Canard” is the French word for
“duck”. About 50 years ago a French journalist set all
Paris talking by an article in one of the daily newspapers,
purporting to tell of a wager he had made with some
other newspapermen to the effect that, “given one day
to prepare, he could eat 20 ducks at a sitting”. Accord-
ing to his tale his wager was eagerly taken by all who
heard it. Then, according to his story, he went to the
market, bought 20 ducks, and, by the process of hourly
killing one duck and feeding it to the others, he arrived,
in 20 hours, at a final duck with all the others inside
it. This, the journalist wrote, he promptly . killed,
roasted and ate “at one sitting”. The story caused
endless comment, was copied all over France and in
other countries — until some curious person raised a
public demand to know whether or not this procedure
was accepted by the other bettors as a bona fide
performance of the wager. Eventually the journalist
had to explain that the whole story was a fake, written
merely to “excite comment”. As a result we have a word
“Canard” to define just that kind of a yarn.

MAN’S GREATEST RIDDLE

The latest implement man has evolved to help him
solve the riddle of the universe is the 200-inch reflector
telescope which the California Institute of Technology
is building on Mt. Wilson, Calif. Twice as large as the
largest existing glass, it will gather from any star about
640,000 times as much light as the unaided eye. With
this telescope it is hoped to prove or disprove many
disputed points as to the nature of the universe, includ-
ing the recently advanced “Theory of Relativity”, but
its chief contribution will probably be a greatly increased
knowledge of the bright stars and of the very faint
stars and nebulae. With it, its builders say, the light
of single candle would be discernible at a distance 41,000
miles. It will not be completed before 1940.

IN THE MOVIES
Yeu Can Do Most Anything

The Hoosier Schoolboy(Monogram):

Smoothiv and forcefully this picture
uses a mid-wes: itk strike as a
dramatic incident around which to
build the story of a rebellious
schoolboy and his father, a shell-
shocked war hero and town drunkard.
Mickey Rooney, one of Hollywood’s
ablest juveniles, is the misunderstood
but likeable youngster who used only
his fists when other children sneer
at his father. The story works to
a logical climax when the boy’s
father reforms, gets a job as a milk
truck driver, and is k.lled trying
to run the milk picket line. This
simple and inexpensive  preduction
far surpasses many of Hollywood’s
more lavish and involved films.

The Empzeror’s Candlesticks (M-
G-M); Mystery and intrigue are
part of this picture, but in it
William Powell is no devil-may-
care amateur sleuth as he was in
“The Thin Man”. Instead, he is a
ruave and calculating secret agent
commissioned to carry to St. Peters-
burg a message secreted in a
candlestick. Demure Luise Rainer
also is a seeret agent and also has
a candles'ick containing a secret mes-
sage. With the agents having these
twvo hings in common, it i3 no!
exactly surprising that both cowipli-
cations and love should  blossom
forth. There is far too nuch
conversation and far too little action
in this film. Powell fans will be
sorry to see their favorite in a role
which he obviously does not enjoy
playing. Most amusing portions of
the story are those in which Frank
Morgan acts his usual part as a male
Zazu Pitts. Miss Rainer should just
about sum up audience reaction to
the picture when, near its close, sh2
remarks “I'm so tired of intrigues.”

The Life of Emile Zola (Warner
Bros.): Here is one of Hollywood’s
best  directed, acted and produced
pictures. Paul Muni as the writer
who renounced fame and friends to
take up the cause of Capt. Alfred
Dreyfus, surpasses his performance
as Louis Pasteur which last year
won for him the Academy Award.
In a series of incidents from the
early life of Emile Zola, the writer’s
passion for  truth is effectively
brought out before the story prog-
resses. to his fight against the
miscarriage of justice in the Drey-
fus case. Outstanding support is
given Muni by Joseph Schildkraut

as Dreyfus and Gale Sondergaard as
his wife.

Slave Ship (20th Century-Fox):
IFrom one of the most sordid chapt-
ers of American maritime history
comes one of the most dramatic
pictures of the year. The 19th
Century slave trade serves as a
background for the romance of a
slave  ship captain and a lovewy
young girl. While romance is
necessary to the plot, the most grip-
ping part of the story is that which
tells of the tortures inflicted on ‘siave
crews., Warner Baxter as the captain
meets and falls in love with Elizabeth
Allan. He plans to quit the trade and
sail for Jamaica. His unscrupaious
first mate, Wallace Beery, disobeys
orders and the ship sets sail with a
slave crew. When the ship reaches
port, Baxter is arrested as a slaver,

but is finally acquitted because of the
testimony of the cabin-boy, Mickey
Rooney. The robustness of this
picture is relieved by some beautiful
sea photography.
