BRIEF PICTORIAL HISTORY OF
LITHUANIA

XIV Century

When Vytenas died, 1316, his brother Gediminas.
ruled Lithuania until 1341. He immediately removed the
capitol from Kernuva to Trakai, because he liked neither

the old capitol nor its spirit. 1323, he founded Vilnius,.

primarily not as his capitol, but as a metropolis suitable
for the capitol of a large nation. He invited artisans
from abroad, stationed the summoned Franciscans and
Dominicans of Gudija, likewise the neighboring nation’s

representatives., His first wife Olga, and second, Eva,.

were Christian Russians. He had seven sons; six
daughters, three married Poles, and three married Rus-
sian Dukes. He made frigndly agreements with
adjoining neighbors, but constantly fought the Crusaders.
He promised the Pope to be christianized but unex-
pectedly in 1341 near Veliuona, injured battling against

Crusaders, he died. Gediminas’ and Eva’s son, Jevnutis,

ascended the throne, but Keistutis, most Lithuanian
of all the brothers, dethroned him for being partial to
Russian religion and spirit. In his stead he placed
oldest brother Algird, likewise Russianized but sworn
to be Lithuanianized. Grand Duke Algird (1345-1377),
until death faithfully upheld ancient Lithuanian custom.
His wife Julia was a christian. Upon death, the nation
descended to his unbaptised son Jegaila (Slavic Jagaila),
Keistutis and other relatives agreeing. 1381, a pact with
Crusaders set Lithuania’s boundaries. Keistutis disap-
proved, started a revolt, but was captured and in 1382
died. Keistutis’ and priestess Birutes’ son, Vytautas,
already catholic and married to a Pole, Anna, advised
Jegaila to be christianed and marry Hungarian Princess
Jadvyga, chosen ruler of Poland; and bequeath
christianed Lithuania to Vytautas. Jegaila agreed and
made a treaty with Poland. Vytautas supervised the
treaty enforcement. Baptism was had at Krokuva,
February 15, 1386. Jegaila was christianed Walter. The

following year, the rulers on return to Vilnius, destroyed
temples, enlightened the people and christianed them.
Pope Urbon VI established a new Bishopric in Vilnius.
As first Bishop he chose Jadvygas’ instructor, Slavie
Franciscan Vosylis. In the XIV Century, Gediminas and
his descendants acquired control of much foreign land,
but real Lithuania diminished, for its borders became
denationalized.

CHRONOLOGICAL ERAS

In Christian countries the years are counted from
the birth of Christ. This system is called the Christian
Era. It was not instituted until early in the ninth
century. But years are also counted, in other countries,
by systems starting before and after the beginning of
the Christian Era. The year 1937 thus corresponds to
the year 5697-5698 of the Jewish Era, the year 5698
beginning at sundown Sept. 6th; to the year 2597 of
the Japanese Era; to the year 1355-56 of the Moham-
medan Era, the year 1356 beginning at sunset March 23
and to the year 2713 of the Olympiads ,the first year
of the 679th Olympiad beginning July 1.

INTERESTING FACTS ABOUT
LITHUANIA

1. Because ot its recognition of the unique
philological value of the Lithuanian language,
Columbia University has appointed Dr. J. J.
Raymond Professor of Lithuanian to teach the
language. Dr. Raymond is an excellent choice
for the position because of his Lithuanian
descent and his fluency of English.

2. “Lithuanian Self-Taught” is the name of
a new book published by the E. Marlborough
and Company, London, England. Miss M.
Variakojyte-Inkiené is the authoress. This is
an excellent volume for those who wish to learn
the Lithuanian language by themselves. Of
course the textbook is not exhaustive. However,
it provides a good foundation for a more serious
study of Lithuania. An exerpt from the writ-
ings of Lazdynu-Peléda is given to illustrate
Lithuanian literary style. In addition, the book
reviews briefly the ancient origin of the Lithu-
anian language and describes the cruel persecu-
tions to which the language was subjected when
under the control of the Russians.

3. There are plans being discussed to found
a separate university, independent of the Vytau-
tas the Great University, at Klaipeda. It is
proposed that the Commercial and Pedagogical
Institutes and the Evangelical Faculty closed in
Kaunas form the nucleus for the university. The
Navigation and Law sections, it is suggested,
could be established in connection with a com-
mercial faculty.

4. At the beginning of 1937, the population
of Lithuania was 2,526,535, of whom 1,216,779
were males and 1,319,656 females, according to
the Central Statistical Bureau of Lithuania.

5. Since Lithuania gained her independence
Kaunas, the provisional capital of Lithuania, has
grown from 75,000 to 135,000 in population.
As to race, the population is distributed as fol-
lows: Lithuanian, 60.3% ; Jews 26.1%'; Poles
4.1% ; Germans 3.4% ; Russians 3.3%'; other
races 2.8%. During the past ten years, the
Lithuanian population has increased from 58.9%
to the present-day proportion of 60.3%. The
Jewish proportion, during the same interval, on
the other hand, has decreased by 2%.

6. In 1936, 1,701 persons emigrated from
Lithuania to other countries, an increase of 785
over the preceding year. Of this number, 504
went to Palestine, 250 to South Africa, and the
rest to South America.

7. Through M. Dulong, the French Minister
in Kaunas, the French Government donated
3,000,000 francs to the Assoociation on June 18.

The French Minister emphasized that this was
an expression of goodwill of the French people
towards Lithuanians. Again, on June 21, M.
Dulong gave the editor of Lithuanian military
journal “Karys”, a gift of 8,000 francs for the
purchase of French books for the Army libraries.

8. As hithertofore, England is the most
important country for Lithuania’s foreign trade.
England buys and sells more to Lithuania than
any other country. With the exception of bacon,
everything else is sold freely in England. By
and large, Lithuania is trying to import as much
as possible from England in order to export
more to that country. This effort is bearing
fruit as evidenced by the fact that her purchases
from England are increasing yearly and her im-

porters are allowed to buy almost everything
they need in England.
Germany ranks second in Lithuania’s

foreign trade. Her purchases in that country
equals her sales. This situation describes U. S.
S. R.s trade with Lithuania which is important
also. France is another country which is im-
portant in the export and import trade of Lithu-
ania. Being an agricultural country, she does
not buy Lithuania’s agricultural products.
Nevertheless, her trade with Lithuania is in-
creasing. She buys Lithuania’s flax and
timber material. Other important countries
for Lithuania’s foreign trade are Belgium, Hol-
land, Sweden, Switzerland, Czechoslovakia, the
United States, and Denmark.

The chief exports of Lithuania are: food-
stuffs (meat, butter, eggs) livestock, flax, ete.;
the imports: iron, galvanized iron and cast-iron
wares, machinery, motor cars, yarns and textile
raw material, and readymade fabrics.

9. The manufacture of cellulose is a leading
industry of Lithuania. The factory at Klaipeda
(Memel” is the largest of any cellulose factory
in the Baltic States. One of the biggest items
of Lithuania’s export trade is cellulose products.
Her best customers from these products are
United States and Great Britain. Other good
customers are France, Belgium, and South
America,

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ADDRESS DELIVERED BY CONSUL P. DAUZVARDIS

Opening of the Lithuanian Art Exhibit at
Mandel Bros., October 2, 1937, Chicago

It is a pleasure and a great honor to open the second
Annual Lithuanian Art Exhibit and greet the talented
artists participating therein,

In these militant days more than ever it is neces-
sary to stress the importance of art. Art is a mirror
of the artist-creator’s soul and mind, a mirror which
reflects the inner—most self of the artist, deep or shal-
low, as may be, according to his own perspective.

Due to wars and oppression, conscious Lithuanian
art, as ‘well as cultural development in literature, musie,
drama and science, is still very young. Lithuanian
popular or folk art is considerably old by comparison.
Popular art was the outlet to the pent-up emotions of
the oppressed Lithuanian folk; it painted the true
portrait of the Lithuanian nation. The history, philosophy,
and religion of the nation is freely expressed in this
form of art. Omne can read all this in the handicraft
of the peasant, in the crosses and statuettes he carved
so painstakingly, in the admirable designs- of the textiles
woven by Lithuanian women. In them one glimpses
the story of ages of oppression, of the resulting
melancholy, of joy, of distinctive religious fervor, and
of great fortitude.

Art and the Lithuanian daina (song) were instru-
mental in preserving the brave spirit of national inde-
pendence. Through ages, Slavic and Teutonic culture
was forcibly pressed upon Lithuania. The people of
Lithuania refused to accept the offerings of foreign
culture, but concentrated upon their own homely art and
song. They continued to sing the daina, to carve their
expressive figurines, to weave their brilliantly colored
linens, depositing all these treasures in the nation’s
warehouse, preparing for a brighter future, remaining
true to the national spirit. Bolstered by the traditional
courage of their ancestors, aided by their innate gifts,
they zealously guarded the bulwark of the nation
against all onslaughts, conquered difficult obstacles, and
became free in all respects.

Today independent Lithuanians speak to the entire
world through the medium of their art; they enjoy their
own exhibits in their native land, here in the largest
Lithuanian colony in America, in France, England, Italy
and elsewhere. Today Lithuanians boast not only of
their peasant craftsmen, but of world-renowned sculptors,
painters, musicans and scientists.

Today’s participants in the exhibit are young Lith-
uanian artists who have cultivated their inborn talents
in schools of art. They are still Lithuanian in spirit,
yet their subjects are free of that melancholy and
sorrow expressed in the old Lithuanian art. They are
more universal in subject and feeling.

In Lithuania, professional art is still in its youth.
it began to formulate during the beginning of this
century. The first Lithuanian exhibit was held in 1906
in Vilnius, the historic capital of Lithuania which is
now wrongfully occupied by Poland.

Up to the World War, Lithuanians had eight art
exhibits in Vilnius, one in Kaunas ,and one in Ryga, the
present capital of Latvia. The Lithuanian populace
reacted most . favorably to these exhibits considering
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them not only in terms of art alone, but as indicative
of the great strides made in the nation’s cultural
progress. Bowed under the yoke of Russian tyranny,
this was of extreme importance: it proved that the nation
was still alive, that in spite of difficulties it could
produce treasures of talent. Even the Russians
themselves acknowledged as a genius M. K. Ciurlionis, -
one of the greatest artists of Lithuania.

Among the small number of artist participating in
the first exhibits were the painters M. K. Ciurlionis, A.
Zmuidinavié¢ius, A. Varnas, P. Kalpokas, J. Sileika, and
the sculptors: P. Rimsa, who had an exhibit in Chicago
last year, K. Sklerius-Sklerys, U. Ulianskis, and J. Zika-
ras. These pioneer exhibits drew together artists and
populace. Further contact was maintained through the
efforts of the Lithuanian Art Society, organized in
Vilnius in 1907 for the purpose of promoting further
exhibits ,collecting peasant craft, and of establishing an
art museum in the ancient capitol.

The World War destroyed all aims and plans. With
the German occupation, most of the artists fled from
Lithuania, scattering throughout Russia. They returned
when Lithuania became independent. In 1920 a
comprehensive exhibit was arranged for them, as well as
for the younger artists: A. Galdikas, V. Biciunas, K. Si-
monis, and others.

Independent Lithuania encouraged and nurtured art
in all its form. Sculptors, musicians, painters, writers,
banded together, organized a new Art Society in 1920.
Thanks to this society ,Lithuania now has the Lithuanian
Theatre (opera and drama), conservatories of musie, art
schools, galleries, and the Ciurlionis Art Museum.
Government funds support all these institutions.

Our contemporary artists are following closely in the
steps of the pioneer Lithuanian artists. As a result,
Lithuania has become an entity which speaks the
universal language of music, art, sport, diplomacy,
justice, and world peace.

Unfortunately, the world does not stress the
importance of these universal modes of expression. Too
much interest is displayed in arms and armament. The
world needs more art and more artists, and less
brutality and injustice. @ The discordant aspects of life
would be subdued if people learned to appreciate the
beauties of fine art.

NEW LITHUANIAN GLIDING RECORD

It 1s reported that on June 15, Alfredas Gysas, a
Lithuanian aviator and gliding expert, reached a height
of 2,500 metres ,or 2% kilometres, which represents a
new local record. The airman in his glider, as usual,
was towed into the air by an aeroplane, and released
at a height of 500 meters. Failing to find a favour-
able air current, he began to descend, but at only 23
metres from the ground he felt a suitable air current,
and again began to rise, until he reached the recorded
altitude of 2,500 metres. Then as the wind had died
down, he was forced to descend, after remaining aloft
seven and half hours.

“FLYING MONEY”

This term has no reference to aviation, finance,
inflation or the tendency of money to leave its owner,
but is the term given by the ancient Chinese to currency.
The assumption that bank motes are a modern
development is a fallacy. Chinese chronicles written 2600
years before Christ refer to their general use. Probably
the oldest of these ancient bills in existence is one in the
Soviet Museum at Leningrad, issued by the Imperial
Bank of China in 1399. It is signed by a mandarin
and, Dbesides the date, has a number and a list of
penalties for counterfeiting.

BELOW THE RIO GRANDE

It is interesting how the Mexican people came to
refer to Americans as “Gringos”. During the Mexican
War many of the American regiments going South
were recruited from areas in Georgia, the Carolinas and
Kentucky, largely peopled by Scotch emigrants. As they
marched into Mexico they sang Robert Burns’ song in
which appears the line: “Green Grow the Rushes, Oh!”,
repeated again and again. The Mexican mispronounced
the first two words and evolved “Gringo”.

THE “STANDARD TIME SYSTEM”

Today we count our days by the Gregorian
Calendar, instituted by Pope Gregory XIII in 1582 but
not adopted in England and, through it, in America
until 1752. By adding one day to February every 4
years, making a “Leap Year”, we adjust our years
almost  exactly with the movements of the Sun and
Earth. With slight adjustments the Gregorian calendar
will remain correct for 20,000 years.

Catholic Statistics

Biggest, richest and most influential of all Christian
churches is the Roman Catholic. Its world membership
numbers more than Protestant total of about 207,000,000.
Only one group is more populous—Asia’s non-Christian
Confucianist-Taoist sect, with its 350,600,000 believers.

In the United States, no less than in the world at
large, the Roman Catholic Church is very rich and
influential. Latest figures bearing on this point were
made public last week in the newly-published Official
Catholic Directory for 1937. Chief fact disclosed was
that the Roman Catholic population of this country and
its possessions reached 20,951,134 in 1936, an increase
of 431,081 in a year. The increase since 1926 was
2,080,412—4,375,034 since 1916.

Other 1936 statistics on Roman Catholic
United States included the following:

There were four cardinals (Hayes of New York,
O’Connell of Boston, Dougherty of Philadelphia and Mun-
delein of Chicago), 14 archbishops, 107 bishops and
31,649 priests. The number of priests increased 1,399
since 1935.

The mumber of Catholic universities and colleges
for men increased from 191 to 199 in the United States
during 1936. Colleges and academies for young women
rose from 661 to 669. Catholic high schools totaled 1,179
with 207,767 students, a gain of 20,189. Enrollment in
7,445 parish schools was 2,170,065 children, a decline
of 39,608.

Last year 44,520 children were cared for in 325
Catholic orphan asylums; Catholic homes for the aged
jumped from 155 to 170; and Catholic hospitals totaled

672 throughout the nation, a gain of three.

The most populous Roman Catholic archdiocese in
1936 was Chicago, with 1,159,390. Second was the
archdiocese of Boston, with 1,142,860.
