XVI Century

Alexander, Lithuania’s ruler, upon death of brother
John in 1502, agreed to be Poland’s King also. Alexander
married Moscow Duchess Helen, strengthened Russianism
in Lithuania, published Lithuania’s law in Russ language,
sanctioned parliament law by which landless peasants
were “supervised” by noblemen, culminating in socage
(serfdom). 1505, he died, being buried in Vilnius. His
successor, brother Irederick, already Bishop and Cardi-
nal, (first in Lithuania) relinquished his heritage; in his
stead as Lithuania’s ruler and Poland’s King, was placed
young Zygmant, brother to the Bishop, well educated
Bona. Zygmant

and capable, married to Italian

advanced Lithuanian, especially city, culture; but also

tolerated evil. 1525, he permitted nephew Albert
Hohenzolerm, a monk, Crusader’s Grand Magistrate;
break his monastery vows, accept Lutheran religion,

marry, and take the Crusader’s church state for
himself and heirs as an ordinary Prussian duchy. In
1547, the first Lithuanian book was printed; it honored
Lithuania’s Grand Duke. 1548 Zygmantas died. His
only son, Zygmont August I, succeeded him, agreeing
immediately to be Poland’s King also. Ignoring
Polish antagonism, he married a Lithuanian, Barbora
Redvilas, declaring he would rather renounce the Polish
throne than his wife. During his reign, Russian Czar

Ivan attacked Latvia. Latvia’s ruling swordsmen

undesireous of falling under Russian rule, in 1561 sur-
rendered to Augustus. In this way Latvia was united
to Lithuania. Before dying in 1569, he enacted the

Liublin law, holding upon his death dukes and noblemen

should not themselves elect Lithuania’s and Poland’s
rulers; the choice to be made by district delegates
convening at a place in Lithuania or Poland. He died,

1572, leaving no male successor. 1576, Ona Jegaila was
chosen Queen, sister of Zygmant August; and as
husband and ruler of state, Roumanian Stephen Batorius.
He loved Lithuania and ruled concientiously. He invited
Jesuits. He founded Vilnius university and success-
fully fought Moscow.
evident in Lithuania; in Zemaitija labored commendably
Bishop Merkelis Giedraitis and canon Michael Dauksa.
Stephen died at Gardine, 1586. Before death he en-

nobled thousands of citizens.

Widow, Queen Ona, advised Lithuania’s and Poland’s
delegates to select as King, Zygmant, 18 year old son
of her sister Catherine Jegaila, Sweden’s Queen. The
delegates agreed and summoned Zygmant, 1586. Upon
his father’s death, 1582, Sweden was Zygmant’s. Lithu-
ania’s and Poland’s parliament permitted the King to
be Sweden’s King on condition Esthonia, belonging to
Sweeden, be united to Lithuania and Poland. Zygmant

accepted the condition, journeyed to Stockholm for corona-
tion, left his uncle Duke Karl there, and returned to

My visit to the new Lithuanian house at the
Brockton Fair Grounds at Brockton, Massachusetts which
was opened to the public recently, proved to be very
interesting. On arrival, I found a large entrance gate
over which there was a very large sign, “Visit Lithu-
anian House.” On entering to the left I saw a
beautiful structure. The roof was of tile and the walls
were of smooth lock-wood, representing logs. I stood
there admiring the architecture and was amazed at the
difference of this new house fron one of the old-when
roofs were thatched with straw and walls constructed

Through the open door, I saw beautiful Lithuanian

_ girls clad in native clothes; with empasis on the colors

yellow, green and red, the colors of our beloved couhtry.
In the hall above the door was the “Vytis”, the Lithu-
anian National emblem and the Seal of the Knights
of Lithuania, the inscription beneath it read ‘“Lietuviai
Iisame Gime ir Lietuviai Turime Bati”.

A young girl in charge asked if we were Lithu-
nians. We repled in the affirmative, so she enthusi-
astically said “That’s Grand;” and speaking in Lith-
uanian, we began to view the exhibits in the spacious
room. The walls inside were bedecked with pictures and
oil paintings by renowned artists of Lithuania. Linens,
blankets, bed spreads and many other things, so
numerous and too difficult to describe, made a beautiful
and very colorful display.

In one corner of the room stood two large Grand-
father Clocks. One was about 8 feet in height. It was
carved from solid oak with adornment of birds, cattle,
and scenes of woods. In the corner were symbols
representing the strength of the Lithuanian government
as of to-day. We were told it took a peasant eighteen
The other clock was on the same
principle but smaller in scale. On the floor beside them
were the crude tools used in the making.

 Close by, on a large table, stood statuettes and other
articles, carvings of children and animals. To top it off,
there was a white marble bust of President Roosevelt.
The work was done by a student sculptor who copied the

likeness from a photograph he obtained from a friend in
America.

Moving along we came to an elderly woman
sitting on a three-legged stool, her hands busy at a

. wheel. She was spinning wool into thread, just as they

do in Lithuania. She stopped spinning and went over

to a weaving machine operated by hand, and on it she

was completing a beautiful design for a table cover. On
a table near by, the work already completed by her was
on sale. '

Farther on we saw the exhibition of food products
of Lithuania, such as; canned goods, candy, cheese and
some real Lithuanian black rye bread. This bread was
about 18 inches in diameter and about 4 inches thick.
It was made from pure rye flour and water.

The most interesting corner of the House was the
artists corner. The work of our Lithuanian artists could
The time put in their
work is really amazing. Most of the paintings were
views — city, country, farms, houses and children
playing. A picture of a farmer working at his plow
was very interesting. I admired those paintings. Also
in this section there were photographs of scenes and

‘events in Lithuania.

In conclusion, I wish to thank the people of
Brockton, Massachusetts ,for their splendid job at the
fair in building that house, and for showing the work of
Lithuanian people.
