AMONG RECENT PUBLICATIONS!

For Lithuanian readers Arnold Zweig’s new novel
“The Crowning of a King” opens in an uncommonly
interesting  manner. Consider the very first two

.~ sentence. >f Chapter One:

“‘Lithuania!” smiles Coloned Mutius to his host,
“Your Royal Highness
need not let any concern for Lithuania disturb your
afternoon nap.’”

These two sentences depict the lack of sincerity
and the superficiality of interest that, according to
this story, the various members of the Germar military
staff showed in the fate of a people who in the fourth
year of the World War were slipping away from under
the none too friendly paws of the Big Bear that was
Russia.

The story takes us into the inner sanctums of
German princes, major generals, colonels and captains,
where we can watch them plotting to make of Lith-
uania just another province of Germany. The dif-
ficulty encountered is the lack of unanimity as to the
exact procedure. There are at least three groups, each
promoting the interests of its own leader. There is
much bitter rivalry among the Prussian, Saxon and
Swabian princes for the honor of crown bearer. Each

“hopes to benefit not a little from such a glorious

climax of the war. There will be huge estates with
hunting grouds and lakes for one’s private use; there
will be high offices to bestow upon one’s friends. If
only the Lithuanian could be made to see the
advantages of such an arrangement! Duke Friedrich
von Teck, perhaps the most popular contender for
the crown, goes to the extent of promising to learn
the Lithuanian language within two years. “‘A
throne is worth a little Lithuanian’” says the magna-
nimous aspirant.

The henefits that may accrue from the new
German colony are limitless. The very first months
of German occupation of Lithuania are showing
su_‘gstantial profits.

“It was with utmost satisfaction that Major
Buchenegger contemplated the export of timber.
German industry extracted value worth millions from
the Lithuanian forests. In peacetime they had to be
paid for; now they were to be had for nothing.”

The story moves along very slowly and is weighed
down under a long list of unimportant characters,
many of whom vanish as quickly as they appear.
After the story reaches its half way mark the greed-
iness of the various officers, the all too-human love
episode of Captain Wienfried, and finally Germany’s
severe reverses on the Western front and the
consequent internal confusion almost submerge the
problem to appease and ‘“stop the Lithuanians from
talking so much about their independence.” But the
problem is never completely lost sight of and,
perhaps, there is no other foreign work of fiction
which mentions so often Kovno and Vilna (the pre-
war names of our Kaunas and Vilnius), the rivers
Niemen and Vilya, as well as the Lithuanians, them-
selves, among whose strongest interests, the plotting
officers admitted, were “their Lithuanian language and
their Catholic faith.”

It is not in this reviewer’s capacity to judge as
to the historical accuracy of the events transpiring
in the novel. But certainly it cannot be denied that

they are very plausible, especially when viewed in
the light of the recent crisis in Lithuania. The details
may have been different, but the spirit of our
“friends” is not exaggerated. Little Lithuania, as
the world so sympathetically referred to the troubled
country in the tense days of last March, is blessed
with neighbors who were ready to pounce upon her
in 1917 no less than today. 3!’ Bi
