Reverend Clergy, Convention and Supreme
Council Officers, and Fellow Members:

While the editor is not strictly considered

a member of the Supreme Council, it has been
the custom in the past for the editor, along with
the Supreme Council officers, to submit a re-
port to the delegates of the National Conven-
tion. I herewith respectfully submit my report
of the past year for your consideration. I
only regret that my work requiring me to be in
Chicago during the week of the Convention pre-
vents mie from being present with you and
giving you this report in person.

With the August issue of Vytis, which is
now being prepared, I will have completed one
full year as editor of the Knights of Lithuania
_organization.

My work — the past eleven issues of
Vytis — speaks for itself. If my editing, or any
individual part of it, has met with your ap-
proval or commendation, I am happy. If there
was anything that could yet have been done,
or that should not have been done — I will
accept any criticism or any censure directed at
me in the same spirit that I believe prompts it.

The matter of lesser or greater delay in
the issuing of Vytis on .a number occasion of
criticism, is one so involved with a combina-
tion of personal, human difficulties, of techni-
cal breakdowns, and of so many others factors
beyond human control, that it would be im-
possible to analyze each and every case. Let
it suffice to say that there were many occa-
sions when the Press Managers and I worked
at the press till midnight, and sometimes till 2
and 8 o’clock in the morning, and many times
on Sundays, in order to get Vytis out as soon
as humanly possible, and in the face of physical
and technicals handicaps. Until our organiza-
tion afford a more modern press, can replace
much of the present equipment which is conti-
nually breaking down, or can be in a position
where it can overcome the difficult elements
of time and distance for those involved in the
issuance of Vytis, it must patiently bear with

the delays and lack of technical perfection which
may occasionally occur.

1 would like to take this occasion to express
my deepest gratitude and appreciation for the
excellent cooperation I received from Vete Shil-
lings and Michael Pavilonis as Press Managers,
and since the last issue, from Joseph Gudaitis.

I reccommend that Shillings and Pavilionis in
particular be given a hearty vote of approval
and taianks for their unselfish and conscien-
tious fulflillment of their duties. I completely
enjoyed working with them over a period of
many months. I also recommend that the dele-
gates authorize the Supreme Council to render
greatly needed financial assistance to Michael
Pavilionis, who was critically injured in the
conscientious discharge of his duties as Mana-
ger. I know that the delegates will agree with
me that it would be contrary to the spirit of
our organization to permit someone to bear
alone the heavy financial burden of medical and
hospital expenses and indefinite incapacitation
as a result of working in the interests of the
K. of I’s beyond the requirements of his duties
as Manager, which was the cause with Pavi-
lionis unfortunate accident.

I offer no appologies for my editorial policy
in regard to the English language in Vytis, be-
cause I do not believe any are necessary. It
would be pointless at this time to discuss the
practicality of using English in Vytis, even in
its entirety if necessary, when on all sides of us
we see even the strong-hods of exclusiv Lith-
uanians in our midst, newspapers and magazi-
nes, yielding to the inevitable trend of time and
events and introducing English more and more
into their columns. The most recent vindica-
tion of the policy in regard to the necessity of
using English is the resolution passed by the
Student and Professional Convention recently,
to begin issuing a completely English section
with their magazines. It will be remember that
this organization was founded on a 100% Lith-
uanian basis ten years ago, not too subtlely im-
plying a condemnation of the Knights of Lith-
uania for their use of English at the time. And
because the opposition to my English policy
has recently become tinged with unjust accusa-
tions, for a full statement on my position I
refer the delegates to the August issue of Vytis,

et
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in which I have been forced to answer these
charges at considerable lenght.

Much criticism has been directed at the

editor for his apparent lack of cooperation in
regard to corresponding with members and
otherson various matters. I admit to having
failed to some degree in this respect, but again
point to the extenuating circumstances of in-
convenience and lack of time. Many times let-
ters lie at the Press for weeks before I am
able to go down to pick them up. The same
circumstances are to blame for the history of
the K. of L’s being ommitted from the annual
issued by the Kunigy Vienybé. The first re-
quest was either or misdirected. I never re-
‘ceived it. The second request, asking that the
K of L material be sent in within few days
reached me about three w eks after it was
mailed. For the same reason, many opportuni-
ties to represent either Vytis or the Knights
of Lithuania in my editorial capacity had to be
passed up.

I wish to express my sincerest apprecia-
tion to the Supreme Council officers for the
great and prompt assistance they always gave
me on countless occasions. Our relations
throughout were of the best, which they them-
selves will verify.

I likewise wish to thank the members for
the splendid cooperation and spirit of friend-
ines which prevailed in my relations with the
great majority of council correspondents. Many
times to cooperate with me and to write to
me that it was sheer pleasure to be associated
with them. The rare occasions when I did have
differences with correspondents were instances
of absolutely necessary editing of their material
in the interests of a better Vytis — a necessity,
the importance of which they should have ap-
preciated. The instances of written material
being discarded completely were rare — and
were the result of a shortage of space or comp-
lete usuitability.

Of my other recommendations you have el-
ready been informed in the July issue of Vytis.
tion for the pleasure you gave me in permitting
me to be your editor during the past year, and
can only add my sincere wish, as"a K of L. who
will always remain a K. of L. that this

Convention will be succesful and rich in con-
structive decisions and appropriate action.
