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IN MEMORIAM

“Somewhere in the Western European War Zone” on De-
cember 14, 1942 First Lieutenent Stanley J. Kauklis gave his
life for his country at the age of 23.

Born and raised amongst us, right here in Kearny, Stanley
was graduated from St. Cecelia’s Parochial and Kearny High
Schools. '

His keen interest in and adaptness for radio research,
gained him admission to the Newark College -of Engineering,
from which he graduated June 13, 1941 with highest honors.
Following a brief period of radio technical work with National
Manufacturers, he felt the call of duty was too great for any
hesitation and on September 4, 1941 volunteered for service.

After four months of intensive training at Fort Mommouth,
N. J., he was selected for advanced training nearer the actual
theatre of war. It was while engaged in this work, as an instruc-
tor, that he met death in an airplane crash, which was not the
result of enemy action.

Two gifts, one a high-powered portable radio ant the other
a portable Lypewrlter had just been packed for mailing by his
parents when the sad news came to the by wire. A later official
War Dept. communication expressing sympathy and confirming
the report was received.

His remains were cared for by responsible parties and ar-
rangements will be made to return the body home 1mmed1ately
following cessation of hostilities. :

STANLEY J. KAUKLIS

Besides being a member of the K. of L. Coun-
cil 90, Stanley also belonged to the Holy Name
Society, Roman Catholic Alliance of America,
The Institute of Radio Engineers, American Ins-
titute of Electrical Engineers, and various fra-
ternal societies. In addition, he was a Government
licensed amateur radio station operator.

Stanley is survived by his mother and father,
also two uncles, John and Frank Stasilionis, the
former an active member of Council 90,

Mr. and Mrs. Kauklis have always been re-

membered as among our first organizers, our
most loyal and constant supporters. It is W1th
this knowledge that we extend them our deepest,
sincerest sympathy in their loss.

Together with countless others, we pray that
Stanley, and his like, have not sacrificed their
lives in vain, and that his memory will be
perpetuated by a free Amerlcan a land he loved
enough to die for.

May God have mercy on your soul, Stanley,
and Holy Mary, Mother of God, pray for yau.

A Stooge is a stooge

YOU find stooges in all countries including

our good UJS.A. The word ‘“stooge” in ano
ther country other than ours may carry another
significance. Here in U.S.A., however, a stooge is
just a stooge. When you refer to a Red stooge, or
a Nazis stooge yau may count on being under-
stood by anybody. Now that a stooge is a stooge
let us consider a type of a stooge — the Red
stooge. We have a superabundance of Red
stooges in this country. The Dies Committee
proves my issue. To illustrate one out of many.
In the March 27 issue of the NATION, Vassili
Soukhomline, “a distinguished Russian emigre”,
simply lets himself go on an intellectual rampage.
You will always find men who think that they
can think, and men who really think.

Vassili Speaks

According to Mr. Vassili Soukhomline: “Rus-
sia, will naturally insist on keeping the military,
naval, and aerial bases it needs to defend its
frontiers’.

If a country like Russia, having over 8 million
square miles of territory, contends that she
needs three little Baltic States to protect her vast
frontiers, then what sort of logic are we using
today? We all must be whacky metaphysicians!

If we reason along such lines, then we are
forced to admit that countries like France, Eng-
land, Spain and Portugal, may lay claim to rule
the whole world, because of their former
conquests.

If we admit Mr. Vassili’s contention, then
what are we fighting for? To gain new subjects
for Stalin, and Hitler ? Where are our Four Free.
doms? If a nation may not choose its own gov:
ernment, have its own religious beliefs, its free-
dom of speech, of press, of radio, then we are
slaves — slaves of a fatalistic destiny.

Our boys fighting at the front, malaria-ridden,
haggard, knee-deep in muck, sleepless, exhausted,
under constant bombing and shelling, the rhythm
of machine guns pumping lead into their weary
bodies, will hardly agree with Mr. Vassili Sou-
khomline. Nor do we.

Chicago Herald-American Editorial
“Hit The Spot” |

After Russia broke off diplomatic relations
with the Polish government in exile (London)
(for no other reason than to take over the old
Russian part of Poland after the war) the Chi-
cago Herald - American, May 1, 1943, published
a timely reply deploring Russia’s action. Having
quoted the sympathetic utterance of our State
Department, and London’s “official reaction”,

American adds:

“And the proper action, indeed the only pos-
sible action, according to the prior pronounce-
ments of Mr. Churchill and Mr. Roosevelt, is to
secure from Russia A DEPENDABLE GUAR-
ANTY of the COMPLETE INTEGRITY of Po-
land. 3

What other action can be taken if the “Atlan-
tic Charter” is to be fulfilled?

How can ANY of the “four freedoms” prevail
if ANY of the united nations is to be deprived of
ALL freedom?

The united nations are fighting for liberty —
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bus per amzius, kaip ir buvus, Lietuva tévyne.

and liberty means that they are not to be sub-
servient to Russian tyranny any more than to
German tyranny.

This country, and England, too, have been
sending enormous quantities of weapons and
munition and supplies to Russia — the very ma-
terials that have kept Russia in the war — sup-
posedly in the belief that Soviet Russia loyally
supports the common cause.

However, even before the diplomatic break
with Poland, there were intimations from Mos-
cow that perhaps this assumption was mistaken.

It was then indicated that the entire territo-
ries of the former Baltic republics would be re-

tained in the Soviet Union, along with portions
of Finland and Free Poland.

Because nf these previous declarations, Mos-
cow’s sudden denunciation of Poland is the more
ominous: it suggests that a victorious Russia
will bring the total enslavement of Poland as
well as the Baltics.

Apparently, no pledges were ever obtained
from Russia respecting her small neighbors in
exchange for the lease-lend help necessary for
Russia to recover her own provinces and to
redeem millions of her own people from Nazi do-
mination.

Now is the time for a full and effective under-
standing.

If England and the United States are wholly
sincere in their war for the four freedoms they
will DEMAND and GET from Russia a sacred
pledge that this war will not be in vain and
shall not end in bloody triumph of Communist
despotism.

And if Soviet Russia is either sincere or grate-
ful, such a pledge will not be withheld.

Let us insist, therefore, upon having for ALL
the united nations the freedoms we are fighting
for.”

The editorial, “Freedom for All the United
Nations”, is heartening, indeed. It is regretable,
however, that many of our Lithuanian publica-
tions did not make good of this important
pronouncement.

The Latvian Legation Has Its Word

The Latvian Legation, April 15, 1943, released
a bulletin by Dr. Alfred Bilmanis entitled, “Free
United Baltic States — Key to Peace and Security
in Northern Europe”, in which the eminent
diplomat so truly asserts:

“The Baltic nations demand equal partnership
in the post-war security organization. Undoub-
tedly post - war Europe will continue to exist
as a conglamoration of states organized on an
ethnographical basis. The Baltic States are such,
and they, just like any other small European
state, cannot be blamed for this war, and should
not be punished and their liberty sacrificed. The
Baltic States claim the God-given right to become
constructive and equal partners in a new demo-
cratic Europe, based on the principles of the At-
lantic Charter and of the Four Freedoms. Other-
wise justice will not be done, and the cruelly
sacrificed Baltic nations will have to decide for
themselves what steps to take further in order
to save their national entities from complete de-
struction and deportation to Siberia, as this was
started already in 1940 and 1941.”

They are now well on their way
to becoming skilled workers ready to take their
places in vital war jobs in Chicago’s War Plants.

Young Americans have the unusual opportu-

nity of being paid while learning skilled trades
and at the same time serving their country dur-
ing the war emergency. There is scarcely a Chi-
cago War Plant that does not employ National
Youth Administration trained youth in respon-
sible positions.
" Training is given - in the following trades:
Drafting, Machine Shop, Welding, Aircraft Sheet

Young people 16—25 years of age are eligible
for this training and are paid $40.00 per month
while attending shops. In addition to the full-time
training for workers who are unemployed, or
who are engaged in non-essential industry part
time schedules are arranged for youth attending
school. They are paid 23 cents per hour plus lunch
which is served for the convenience of the

trainees.

Priéjes
prie jo vergas paklausé: “Ko ieSkai, Diogenali, vi-
dury dienos ir dar su lempa?”’ ISminc¢ius liidnai
i ji paziuréjo ir atsaké: “Ieskau Zmogaus’.

Kitas panaSus atsitikimas, kuomet Diogenas,
nuéjes | turgaus aikste, uzsilipo ant veZimo ir

Kad ir iSminé¢iaus vardg neSiojo Diogenas, bet
daznai atsirasdavo uz ji “iSmintingesniy”, kurie
mégdavo ji pasiepti. Kartg kazkoks plikis pra-
déjo ji lojoti ir i§ jo begediskai tyciotis. Dioge-
nas labai ramiai ir Saltai jam atsaké: “A§ ant
taves, zmogau, visai nepykstu, bet tik labai gi-
riu tavo plaukus, kad jie seniai nusikrausté nuo
tokios netikusios galvos’.

Kazkada Atény miesto burmistras buvo supy-
kes ant Diogeno, sutikes ji uzZsimojo lazda ir su-
riko: “Nuzudysiu tave!” Diogenas ramiai jam
atsaké: “Taip, nuzudyti tu gali, bet tuo nieko ne-
nustebinsi, nes tg pat gali padaryti ir skorpionas
arba kita nuodinga gyvaté”. Susigédo miesto val-
dytojas ir nuéjo palikes iSminéiy gyva. Kaip ma-
tom, Diogenas mirties né kiek nebijojo. Kartg jo
mokiniai paklausé: “Kg daryti su tavo kiinu,
kuomet tu numirsi?”’ — “Padékite prie manes
lazdg, kad galéciau atsiginti Sunis ir plésriuo-
sius Zveris” — atsaké Diogenas.
