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IN DEFENSE OF LITHUANIA

The All-Bmerican Lithuanian
Conference

The resolutions of the A. A. L. Conference,
constitute a lengthy document which would
require much space to comment on and evaluate.
I shall merely present a precis of it.

Relative to the re-establishment of Lithuania’s
Independence,three letters were dispatched to the
proper Heads of Government. One, to the Presi-
dent of the United States; one, to the Secretary
of State, Honorable Cordell Hull; and one, to the
Rt. Honorable Winston Churchill.

The contents of the letters boil down to this.
Lithuanian - Americans express their gratitude
to these great men, and express great faith in
their leadership; hope that the United Nations
will bring to Lithuania “restoration of sovereign
rights and self-government; Lithuanian-Ameri-
cans are confident that our Government will
never deviate from its traditional principles of
ever championing the cause of justice and the
rights of the unjustly oppressed; ‘wish to see
sovereign rights and self-government restored to
those who have been forcibly deprived of
them’.”

Criminalists Meted Punishmenti

The Conference denounced and condemned
“all acts of terror, rapine, and murder, wherever
perpetrated by our Axis Enemies on innocent
and defenseless civilians”. It urged the Govern-
ments of the United Nations “to bring to justice
the criminal heads of the Enemy States”. It
stressed that “the criminals include not only the
hired hands who executed such crimes, but most
especially those who commanded the crimes to
be put into execution and those in authority, who
could have, but refused, to intervene, to stop
them”.

Jewish Persecution Must Cease

The Conference urged ‘“the Government of the
United States, and all of the United Nations to
take immediate and effective steps to save our
Jewish fellowmen in Europe”.

Lithuania Must Be Independent

The members pledged themselves to work for
the re-establishment of Lithuania’s independence
in its historico-ethnographical boundaries; den-
ounced both the Russian occupation of Lithuania
and the present Nazi slavery and latrociny;
asserted the position which the Lithuanian Na-
tion holds relative to the eastern boundaries of
Lithuania laid down in the Russo - Lithuanian
Pact of July 12th, 1920; indicated that the Lith-
uanian - Polish question be solved in a peaceful
way; that Lithuania once having gained its inde-
pendence will establish friendly relations with
Russia, and the other nations; grant the freed-
oms due to good abiding citizens.

Aid To Lithuania And Her Exiles

In co-operation with the Red Cross and similar
organization, the Conference resolved to discover
ways to aid war-ravaged Lithuania, facilitate the
return of exiles, alleviate suffering and misery.

The A. A. L. Conference appointed the All-
American Lithuanian Committee to contact the
State Department, and the American Red Cross,
that these help to secure the addresses of Lith-
uanian exiles from the Government of U.S.S.R.,
or the Red Crescent.

Issuance Of Special Postage
Stamps

“RESOLVED, that this conference, represent-
ing a million of Americans of Lithuanian descent,
petition the President of the United States of

America and the Postmaster General to authorize
the issuance, in a series of conquered countries
already authorized, of special postage stamps in
honor of the sovereign Republic of Lithuania,
Latvia and Estonia”.

All-Out War Effort

“We, the Lithuanian Americans, pledge our-
selves to do our utmost to help our country’s war
efforts; we pledge to buy war bonds to the ex-
tent of not less than 10 million dollars of the
third War Loan issue; that throughout the coun-
try, the Lithuanian Americans organize the

. blood bank donors for the Red Cross; that this
Conference decides to establish a committee of
nine whose duty it shall be to encourage every
Lithuanian do devote himself to the duty as a
patriotic and loyal American to spend every
ounce of energy to the war efforts to see that
the quota allotment be filled; that all Lithuanian
American loyal organizations should work under
the jurisdiction and guidance of this committee;
and finally, that this committee shall, from time
to time, give reports and otherwise work in har-
mony with the Lithuanian American Council”.

Work Ahead

The document, though not bullet-proof, speaks
for itself. Now to actuate it. For some reason or
other I entertain a slight suspicion. The past
party-quarrels, the present uneasiness in the A.
A. L. Committee, guarantees no full co-operation.
I secretly hope that we Lithuanian Americans
have finally decided upon a determined line of
action. We have lacked coordination in the past.
Our efforts compared to those of Poland and
Latvia, appear negligible. Our Bureau of infor-
mation, outside of sporadic releases, is consid-
erably weak. The fact that the A. A. L. Commit-
tee had announced itself as the respective repres-
entative of the Lithuanian Americans does not
prove an issue. We shall judge its merits from
its accomplishments. Action, and more action is
what we want. Some offer the excuse that we

HE September 22 issue of “Nowy Swiat”

carried an article by Ig. Matuszewski entitl-
ed “In Search of a Loose Stone”. The gist of his
statements follow —

Naples and Kaunas —

Today, not only is this war important; equally
important is the problem of lasting peace. It is
amazing how very few realize that peace confer-
ences have already commenced. The headlines
from the various battle-fronts have so captured
the attention of all with the result that discus-
sions to evolve a lasting peace have passed by
unnoticed. Yet, in both spheres of action, issues
of vital importance are being decided. Fierce
battles are being waged; momentous questions
are being asked — will there be a victory and
what results will victory bring?

For fourteen months after Molotov’s visit to
London and Washington no conference took place
between the United States and England on the
one hand and Russia on the other. During this
period of time a battle of subtle propaganda and
astute diplomacy was being carried on in which
the Soviets were the “aggressors’” and the defen-
dants, the Anglo-Saxon countries. The Soviets
demanded that a “second-front” be opened up in
France; that there be no interference with her
policy in the Balkans; that Stalin’s right to
manage the territorial and political problems in
the East and in central Europe be acknowledged.
It was only after fourteen months of difficult
maneuvering that Stalin decided to start parley-
ing.
This fact is of equal importance as was the
capitulation of Italy. In October, those in charge
of foreign affairs for three great nations — the
U.S.S.R., Great Britain and the United States are
scheduled to meet at Moscow. A victory at this
conference will be of more importance than the
victory at Naples for the settlement of the ques-
tion whether the United States will win this war.
One battle does not decide a war; nevertheless,
at the conference table a disagreement on any
basic issue or purpose of this war may spell de-
feat as far as peace is concerned.

It may well be that at this coming conference
in Moscow, the Baltic States may prove to be
the stumbling block, the point -of disagreement.

The independence of Lithuania, Latvia and
Estonia is wholly a question of principle, the
idea to be considered. Neither England nor the
United States have any obligations in strict
justice toward Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia;
yet they do have a moral obligation when the
question centers on the enslavement of free
peoples when such danger arises either from the

R SSRGS

East or the West. Hostile forces that destroy
and take away liberty from the free nations of
Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia must be viewed
in the same light as the enslavement of the Yu-
goslavs or the Greeks by hostile powers.

Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia have no other
means of defense except those of justice. It is
on this ground, on the principle of freedom for
all nations, that the issues at peace conferences
must be seriously considered. There can be no
doubt that this problem of the Baltic States will
be the first line of defense that the well-armed
Marxists will endeavor to take.

The attempt will be made because the Soviets
are convinced that no one-will wish to go into
actual combat in defense of these countries. No
one wishes to shed blood in defense of idealistic
principles allege the defenders of crass material-
ism. The communists are forced to believe that
the English and the Americans are not fighting
for the freedom of nations; no, they are battling
for selfish purposes, for their own material and
commercial gain. :

The policy of the Soviets not to grant freedom

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to the Baltic States will be especially firm. That
is why we strongly conjecture that this very
question may decide the vital issue of the present
war.

If an individual or an entire nation forsakes
justice and abandons the principles that drew it
into war, then the most important weapon of
defense is lost. The consequent justification of
its actions in carrying on the war is void.

That is why today the battle at Tallin, Riga
or Kaunas seems more important than the battle
at Naples or Rome. At Naples only one battle
will be decided; at Riga, Tallin or Kaunas the
principles of justice governing humankind either
stand or fall according to the decisions made.

In their claims for the Baltic States, the So-
viets allege four reasons; in reality they have
but one.

Their reasons are these — The Danger to Rus-
sia from the Baltic States. Is this true? No. There
is not the slightest shadow of doubt that the
desire to annex the Baltic States is truly and
patently imperialistic. These States never were
nor ever could be a source of danger to Russia.
On the contrary, the annexation of these States
will constitute a danger to Scandinavia and to
Poland.

The second reason — Economic necessity
demanding outlets to the sea. This allegation
does not stand the test of critical analysis. If a
greater power throttles a smaller state by taking
over her ports, then truly is the smaller state
dependent on the greater, in matters of economic
policy. A smaller state, while refusing to give up
ports to a more powerful state of which she has
so many already, is ready to make concessions
of privilege to the larger state; while the contra-
ry is not usually true.

The Baltic States, during the last twenty-five
years of independent existence, have proved this
statement many times. Thus to deprive the Lith-
uanians, the Letts and Estonians of their free-
dom because their respective states border on
the Niemen or the Dwina rivers, would be the
same as Holland’s loss of freedom because she
borders on the Rhine.

The third reason given is the so-called claim
of history.

“Russia does not seek any territorial gains
other than what was hers before World War I.
Russia cannot claim a just title to these lands
because her rule of the Baltic States was the
result of direct and prolonged occupation. In
these countries the only influences truly Russian
were the Russian armies, their military and poli-
tical institutions and prisons. Under Russian
domination the Lithuanians, the Letts and the
Estonians lived their national lives. They did
not amalgamate with the Russians. They had

their own historical background, their religion,
customs and culture. This aloofness strengthened
them in their yearnings for national indepen-
dence and steadily inclined them towards the
thoughts and culture of the West. For ten centu-
ries, the tyranny of the czar kept these peoples
in abject subjection and made of them creatures
of inevitable fate. These differences in modes of
thought and character give the Baltic peoples an
historic right to national freedom. Only to per-
sons of unenlightened intellect does the history
of Europe begin in 1914.

The fourth and last reason for the usurpation
of the Baltic States is the one called ‘“‘the will of
the people”.

The WIill of the people was made known not by
a plebescite sponsored by the Soviets as Hitler
did in 1940, but even more clearly — by blood
and war. Many a time did the Lithuanians join
the Plea in insurrection against Moscow. All
three nations gained their independence in 1918
only by war and shedding of blood. Xven now,
having 10st their freedom, each country strug-

gles to oust the usurper on every conceivable oc-
casion. This attitude of the people is by far more
important than any predetermined plebescite. By
sheer force of arms these countries are helpless
against superior forces. Yet desperately they
wage incessant moral combat against injustice
and brutal usurpation. In this attitude of mind
and heart we find the real “will of the people”.
The ten percent of the country’s inhabitants
that has been wither exiled, executed or impri-
soned, especially the intellectual leaders of the
people is ample evidence that the one possession
the people really desire is their own national
independence.

The only true reason and argument of the So-
viets dwindles down to their apodictic demand
“T want it so”. i

If this Soviet demand is honored and accredit-
ed then this war may be won, lasting peace how-
ever, will be lost, futile; World War III will be
but a matter of time.

The Baltic States are small, it is true, yet their
claim to national independence will prove to be a
test case of gigantic importance. The question of
freedom for all nations and the survival of west-
ern culture will depend on its proper solution.

Dr. and Mrs. Michael F. Grendal, with pure
Lithuanian blood in their veins, took advantage
of their environment in the Athens of America.
Each of them has reached the enviable first goal
professionally. Mrs. Grendal, nee Helen M. Sid-
lauskas, is a graduate of a local high school and
of the Nurses Training Course at the Boston
City Hospital with such a splendid record that
shé had become a head nurse.

It was in their professional work that they
had first observed each other’s sterling qualities.
Admiring and respecting one another’s aims and
ideals in serving humanity ,they lost no time in
becoming acquainted and eventually getting mar-
ried before Dr. Grendal was to report to Uncle
Sam.

His picture being select-
ed for such a patriotic scene, undoubtedly
shows his popularity and acquaintanceship
among the prospective blood donors of his
community.

As it would have been his last desire, a
Requiem High Mass was offered in his
church in Elizabeth, N. J. for the repose of
his soul.

Echoes From German - Occupied Lithuania

Nazi "Justice”

The German court in Lithuania sentenced to
death the following persons: Stasys Viganaus-
kas, twenty-two years of age, and Teresé Breivy-
te, twenty-six. They were charged with the illegal
possession of arms. Both were from the village
of Radvilukai in the district of Kedainiai.

The German special court in Vilnius sentenced
Jurgis Jurkaitis to five years of hard labor and
a fine of 1000 RM; a certain Puknaitis, to four
years of hard labor; and A. Dauksa, to four
months imprisonment and a fine of 500 RM for
the alleged appropriation of iron rods from a
local factory engaged in making agricultural
machinery.
