Despite the torture and suffering, Lithuania
and the Lithuanian nation refuse to be buried
alive. They are fighting with all the means at
hand for their right to existance — for freedom.

‘and independence. Despite the fact that the oc-

cupants are larger and stronger in number, the
Lithuanians refuse to bow down to them — they
dare to stand up to them. They revolted against
the Russian occupants in 1941 and against the
German occupants this year. In both these re-
volts thousands of Lithuanians died, but other
thousands took up their places and are carrying
on the struggles of their predecessors and fore-
fathers, and will carry on until their enemies
cease making attempts upon them and cease res-
tricting their freedom and rights. .

Lenin and Stalin even Admitted

Independence

The rights and freedoms for which the Lith-
uanian nation is fighting are sacred and inalien-
able. The American Declaration of Independence
states them as follows: all men are created
equal by God and are endowed with -certain
inalienable rights, among them life, liberty, and
the pursuit of happiness. These rights are essen-
tial to nations as well as to individuals. Upon
them are based the order of civilized states and
normal relations between states. The famed 14
point declaration of President Wilson was based
upon them, as is the Atlantic Charter. These -
rights were not alien to the Soviet Union in its
formative stages. Lenin -and Stalin stated them
as follows:

. “The Congress of Soviets has proclaimed in
June of this year the right of Russia’s nation-
alities for free self-determination.

“The Second Congress of Soviets has con-
firmed more categorically and determined this
inalienable right of the Russian nationalities.

“The Council of the People’s Commissars,
executing the will of those Congresses, has
decided to lay down as a foundation of its
policy toward the problem of Russia’s nation-
alities, the following principles:

“l. The equality and sovereignty of Russia’s
nationalities.

“2. The right of Russia’s nationalities to
free self-determination up to seceding and the
organization of an independent State; ete.

“Signed, LENIN, the Chairman of the
Council of the Peoples Commissars.
/s./ STALIN
The Peoples’ Commissar for the
Nationalities’ Arrairs.”

In concluding the treaty of peace with Lith-
uania (July 12, 1920) Soviet Russia incorporated
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therein the principle of self-determination recog-
nized Lithuania as a sovereign-independent State,
and renounced for all times all sovereignty rights
which Russia had had regarding the Lithuanian
nation and its territory. This act was humane and
gentlemanly — it was based on the rights of
life, liberty and the pursuit of happiness.

In accordance with this treaty, international
law and the terms of the non-aggression treaty,
friendly relations were established and maintain-
ed between Lithuania and Russia for 19 years.
Both countries were sovereign, independent and
fortunate. One sought its happiness in one way,
the other in another way: one chose one form of
government, the other chose another form —
while law and order prevailed there was enough
room in the world for both of them.

Wholesale Extermination

However, when force and the disease of im-
perialism reared their ugly heads; when Hitler
and Stalin became fast friends and began seizing
foreign territories, the good and friendly rela-
tions between Lithuania and the Soviet Union
went awry — they began oozing red Hitlerism.
As Hitler organized his bands of cutthroats in
Klaipéda territory, so Stalin forced his garrisons
into Lithuania. As Hitler issued an ultimatum to
Lithuania concerning Klaipéda, so Stalin issued
an ultimatum concerning all of Lithuania. One
and the other were no longer guided by right and
human dignity, but by force and brutality. As a
result Lithuania found herself between the ham-
mer and the anvil. The tools changed and are
now changing, but between them Lithuania has
suffered and is suffering untold agonies. It did
not and does not make much difference to her
which occupant is the hammer and which is the
anvil. They are both exterminators of Lithuania
and the Lithuanian nation.

We shall not dwell here upon these extermi-
nators and the methods used by them. We shall
mention here only that which is essential and
upon which peace and order are or will have to
be established.

There Will Be A Peace -

War is a temporary and abnormal condition:
a kind of epidemic. Peace is a permanent and
normal condition. It is ordered on laws and fixed
norms. During the period of active peace arma-
ment loses its significance. Its place is taken by
courts of justice and other appropriate institu-
tions. After this war, after the horrible, costly
and damaging battles, there will have to be a
peace; there will be a post-war conference, where
-the conditions of killing people and countries
will be changed into conditions for healing the
wounds of peoples and states—which will return
life from the abnormal to the normal.

This conference or its appropriate institutions
will have to punish those responsible for the war
and the war criminals, and restore the wronged
peoples to their pre-war status.

Aggressors Should Be Punished

Among those who were wronged will be Lith-
uania. Lithuania is a wholly innocent victim of
this war. She was dragged into the war and
turned into a battlefield by her neighbors, the
Russians and Germans. The Russians, although
they had a non-aggression treaty with the Ger-
mans, entered Lithuania under the guise of self-
protection After signing the Mutual Aid Treaty
in the latter part of 1939 there were already
about 20,000 Russian troops in Lithuania; in
1940, when the Russians occupied Lithuania, this
army became several times larger: all centers

and strategic points were taken over by Russian
troops. The occupant’s troops and political ma-
chine ruled and spoliated Lithuania until June of
1941. During this occupation the occupant push-
ed through “elections” and ‘“‘voting”, by means
of which an attempt was made to destroy Lith-

uania and incorporate its territory and people
into Russia, which now calls itself the Union of
Soviet Socialist Republics. These elections and
voting were illegal and without juridical signifi-
cance. They were denounced as such by the law-
ful and free representatives of Lithuania, the
governments and people of America and other
countries, and by various declarations and the
revolt of the citizens of Lithuania. The illegality
of such elections and voting was acknowledged
and denounced by Soviet Russia in its Second
Congress in 1917. Her declaration, in the official
English translation, reads as follows:

“If any nation... is not given the right to
determine the form of its States life by free
voting and completely free from the presence
of the troops of the annexing or strange State,
and without the least pressure, then the ad-
junction of that nation by the stronger State
is annexation, i. e. seizure by force and vio-
lence... the greatest crime against humanity.”

This declaration was signed by commissars
Lenin and Stalin.

From what has been said above it follows
that the principles of international law and the
statements of responsible heads of state declare

The Friends Post-War Service Committee in
Britain has published a book called “Studies on
Eastern Europe 1919-1939”. A recent bulletin
issued by the Lithuwanion National Council in
New York quotes a chapter on Finland and the
Baltics, from which I take the following:

“Finland and the Baltic States have this in
common: they were all once part of the Russian
Empire in the days of the Czars and they all
fear Russian rule. Before we can understand
these four peoples, there is one thing we must
get clear in our minds. It is not Communism they
fear, it is Russianism. For them the Russian way
of life is not European, nor has it the European
standard of values. The Finns were under Swed-
ish rule. The Estonians and Latvians under Ger-
man domination and the the Lithuanians by their
union with Poland came under Polish influence.
But whatever form of tutelage each had they
had one thing in common. Swedes, Germans and
Poles belong to a European civilization. When
the oppressed peoples gained their freedom in
1918,they emerged as Europeans in spite of gene-
rations of foreign domination. And they wish
to survive as Europeans”.

Legalio Patarejo Raportas

My dear Brother Razvadauskas:

I notice that the year has rolled around and
here you are getting ready for the National Con-
ference of the Knights of Lithuania.

It has been my custom as legal advisor of the
K. of L. to make a report of my activities. I
would have liked to attend the conference but
due to War conditions I will again ask to be ex-
cused.

During the past year, I have given an opinion
on a Certificate of Loan of the K. of L’s signed
some 20 years ago. I don’t know what action was
taken but I feel that the matter was disposed of.

In March of this year,, I was again instrumen-
tal in dismissing the suit for Personal Property
taxes amounting to $121.48, levied against the
K. of L. press. I tried to have the Assessor of
Cook County, Illinois, to exempt the K. of L.
from personal property taxes but it appears the
law does not give him this right. The Judges are
a little more considerate. . .

I prepared the settlement agreement with
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Brother Michael Pavilonis and while this was an
expense to the K. of L., it was much better to
settle the matter amicably. Under our Work-
man’s Compensation Law there was no question
of our liability.

Mr. Kastas Zaromskis was in on 3 or 4 differ-
ent occasions.. I prepared the Social Security
return for the first period of 1943; also attended
to correspondence with the Internal Revenue De-
partment.

I had a number of occasions when job print-
ing was necessary and these were handled by the
K .of L. press. I am sorry to see it closed at this
time. While all these services were of a profes-
sional character, kindly accept these as my con-
tribution to the general welfare of the K. of L.

I wish to extend my greeting to the Confer-
ence and enclosed find my check for $3.00 to
help our good cause.

One matter I am deeply concerned with and I
hope that the Conference sees fit to send a dele-
gate or several to the Lithuanian National Con-
ference at Pittsburgh on September 2nd and 3rd,
1943. This is very important to us, the younger
generation (yes, I will reach my 50th birthday
on August 18th) to help and aid the Land of our
forbears, Lithuania, to regain her freedom and
independence. Let the Voice of Young Ameri-
cans of Lithuanian ancestry be heard in the
conference and the K. of L. has a truly respon-
sible mission to fulfill “For God and Country”.
As Loyal Americans, our sacrifices will help to
bring the Four Freedoms to our beloved Lithua-
nia. I expect to be in Pittsburgh a delegate from
my L.R.K.S.A. kuopa.

As you know, last October I was appointed as
an Assistant Attorney General of Illinois and
while the duties are more numerous I shall be
glad to assist the K. of L’s in any capacity .If you
feel that my services merited reappointment as
Legal Advisor, yau may accept this letter as my
acquiescence.

The young men are Charles F. Bobblis, 26,
son of Mrs. Ann M. Bobblis, 341 Harding St., and
Anthony J. Sepas, 23, son of Mr. and Mrs. Antho-
ny Sepas, 57 Houghton Street, both of whom
engaged in the invasion of Normandy subsequent
to basic training in this country in which they
advanced themselves before they made the
supreme, sacrifice.

Bobblis, inducted into the army, Feb. 26, 1942,
was promoted to the rank of corporal after six
months training and in September of that year
was sent overseas.He received additional training
in England, later surviving the hard-fought
engagements in Sicily and Italy. He was then
~ shipped back to England where he assisted in
the preparations for D-Day. He worked as a
volunteer in the Ambulance Corps before landing
with the advanced units in the invasion of
F'rance. Invasion scenes showed him on the news
reels in the local theaters. Although reported
missing at first, official military reports con-
firmed he was killed in action, June 18, in France.

A native of Lincoln, N. H., he attended Lamar-
tine Street School and was graduated from Clas-
-sical High School, Worcester. He leaves besides
his mother, a sister, Anne, and brother, Michael,
of this city. :
