BASIC DOCUMENTS OF THE
UNITED NATIONS

THE ATLANTIC CHARTER

The President of the United States of America
and the Prime Minister, Mr. Churchill represent-
ing His Majesty’s Government in the United
Kingdom, being met together, deem it right to
make known certain common principles in the
national policies of their respective countries on
which they base their hopes for a better future
for the world.

1. Their countries seek no aggrandizement,
territorial or other. '

2. They desire to see mno territorial changes
that do not accord with the freely expressed
wishes of the peoples concerned.

3. They respect the right of all peoples to
choose the form of government under which they
will live; and they wish to see sovereign rights
and self-government restored to those who have
been forcibly deprived of them.

4. They will endeavor, with due respect for
their existing obligations, to further the enjoy-
ment by all States, great or small, victor or van-
quished, of access, on equal terms, to the trade
and to the raw materials of the world which are
needed for their economic prosperity.

5. They desire to bring about the fullest col-
laboration between all nations in the economic
field with the object of securing for all, improved
labor standards, economic advancement and
social security.

6. After the final destruction of the Nazi tyr-

-anny, they hope to see established a peace which

will afford to all nations the means of dwelling in
safety within their own boundaries, and which
will afford assurance that all the men in all the
lands may live out their lives in freedom from
fear and want. '

7. Such a peace should enable all men to trav-
erse the high seas and oceans without hindrance.

8. They believe that all of the mnations of the
world, for realistic as well as spiritual reasons,
must come to the abandonment of the use of
force. Since no future peace can be maintained if
land, sea or air armaments continue to be em-
ployed by nations which threaten, or may threa-
ten, aggression outside of their frontier, they
believe, pending the establishment of a wider and
permanent system of general security, that the
disarmament of such nations is essential. They
will likewise aid and encourage all other practic-
able measures which will lighten for peace-loving
peoples the crushing burden of armaments.

a prejudice in the minds of the students and to .
create a pro-English and Anti-French and Anti-
Spanish sentiment. The truth is that Virginia,
Canada and Florida are not parallel cases. Virgi-
nia had a population compactly settled far super-
ior in numbers to Canada and Florida at that
time. Quebec was little more than a trading post.
St. Augustine was a military post. We have a
better opportunity to compare English, French
and Spanish colonial policy now.

While none of the English colonies are repres-
ented in Parliament, Cuba and Puerto Rico were
represented in the Spanish Cortes until conquered
in 1898.

The French colonies dre represented in the
French parliament, Martinique electing one
Senator and two deputies.

We considered another trend of a vicious
propaganda, the objective of which is to destroy .
one of the noblest nations of Europe, Lithuania.
The ‘“Boston Post”, recently to fill space says,
“The Russian city of Dvinsk”, etc. The truth is,
that Daugavpils (Dvinsk), better known as
Dunaberg, was made the capital of Lithuanian
Livonia in 1561 and continued for more than two
hundred years a Lithuanian city.

Perhaps the most vicious propaganda of lies
is contained in the National Geographic Magaz-
ine of June 1938 on page 781. “Poland’s patron
saint thus honored in the Church of Saint Peter
and Saint Paul in Wilno ascended the throne in
1333.” This is incorrect as Casimir IIT who as-
cended the throne of Poland in 1333 was far
from a saint. His fiendish rape of a virtuous
Hungarian girl while on a visit to Hungary where
his sister was Queen, brought misery and hor-
rible deaths upon the young woman’s family who
dared resent their wrongs.

St. Casimir of Poland was born in 1458, died
in 1483, canonized in 1521, second son of Casimir
IV of Poland and Grand Duke of Lithuania. Casi-
mir IV was the son of Jogailo, Grand Prince of
Lithuania and King of Poland 1386—1433 and
his fourth wife, Sophia of Germany. In 1386
Jogaila, Grand Prince of Lithuania married Hed-
wiga, Queen of Poland, thus wuniting the two
countries under one head. Hedwiga died in 1399.
Jogaila continued to reign until his death in 1433,
when he was succeeded by his son Wiadislas III,
son by his third marriage.

Wiladislaw III, King of Poland 1434-1444,
inherited the throne of Hungary and was killed
at the battle of Varna in 1444.

He was succeeded on the throne of Poland by
his brother, Casimir IV, son of Jogaila and his
fourth wife, Sofia of Germany. Casimir IV was
king of Poland from 1444 to 1492. His second
son was St. Casimir, born 1458.

The Jagellon Royal Family of Poland founded
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by Jogaila, Grand Prince of Lithuania, ruled
Poland in the male line 1386-1572.

This is the most glorious period of Polish hi-
story. The Lithuanians heroically preserved the
eastern frontier from the tyrants ruling Russia
and the wild tribes who were continually making
war upon Lithuania and Poland. See history of
Poland by James Fletcher, page 47, “Having thus
laid the foundation of Poland’s greatness he (Jo-
gaila) died in 1433”. See page 51, referring to
Casimir IV, son of Jogaila. “Casimir, having
thus spent nearly forty-eight years in the service
of his kingdom, extending its territory, conquer-
ing its enemies, framing its constitution, and
civilizing it with arts and learning, left it to the
care of his third son John Albert, A. D. 1492.”

Jogaila was the son of Algirdas, son of Gedi-
minas, who founded Vilna in 1323 and made it
his capital. Gediminas also founded Telshi, Lida
and Troki about 1320.

Vytautas, the son of Kestutis, son of Gedimi-
nas, cousin of Jogaila, was baptized a Christian
in 1386 with Jogaila, who acknowledged him
Grand Duke of Lithuania.

So tolerant was the Lithuanian Royal Family
to the Jews, that they prospered in - Lithuania,
and -are noticeable to this day by their superior
character and virtues. See page 121, volume VIII
Jewish Encyclopedia; “They (the Jews) took an
active part in the development of the new cities,
under the tolerant rule of Gedimin”.

The cities of Telshi, Vilna, Lida and Troki
founded by Gediminas about 1321, Charter of
Vytautas Grand Duke of Lithuania, to Jews in
1388.

“Under these equitable laws the Jews of Lithua-
nia reached a degree of prosperity unknown to
their Polish and German co-religionists at that
time.”

Historic Stabs In The Back |

But the most ignoble stab in the back occurred
October 9, 1920, when the notorious General
Zeligowski invaded Lithuania and treacherously
seized Vilna, the ancient capital of Lithuania,
only two days after the Polish - Lithuanian
agreement of Suwalki.

Tsar Nicholas, tyrant of Russia, brutal in his
own dominions against Lithuanians, Poles,
Georgians and others, adds a finishing touch to
his hellish rule by assisting the ruthless Haps-

Nothwithstanding that
Poland’s most glorious history and greatest
development was under the Jagellon kings of
Lithuania, nothwithstanding = the protection of
the Lithuanians from Tatar, Turk, and tyrant
princes of Russia from 1386 - 1572, Marshal Ed-
ward Smidly-Ridz had a large army on the border
of Lithuania and Rear Admiral Von Unruh with
the Polish fleet was cruising off Memel prepared
to destroy the Lithuanian people. The Lithua-
nians were obliged to resign their holy city of
Vilna March 19, 1938 to save themselves from
the blood bath resigned by their enemies.

The responsibility of rearing a family is grave.
Children are given by Almighty God to parents
who are obliged to provide for them all that is
necessary for this life and the next.

If
parents desire their children to acquire good
habits of life, certainly, that tender mutual love
for one another must endure.

The parents may be yet if that element of
mutual love is lacking their efforts to fashion
the characters of their children are in vain.

Certainly, if the unity of
marriage depended on emotion the mutual love
and harmony of the husband and wife would not
be safe. She therefore, secures their love with an
indissoluble bond that neither man nor State can
dissolve.

The Church distrusts emotional love, and
repeatedly admonishes married couples to avoid
exacting demands which tend to violate the bonds
of love and loyalty. A man choosing a lifelong
companion should remember that he is not mar-

rying an angel, otherwise he steps on the wrong

footing and creates grounds for disharmony. For
after a few months or years of marital life he
will discover that his wife is neither saint mor
angel, but a human being with faults and short-
comings. If he does not have a pure, a true love
which is requisite for a happy marriage he will
yield to disgust and intolerance. The woman
should also recall that the man she takes is not
an angel, but a human creature inclined to sin
and failure. '

Couples who love one another will endeavor to
conform to the wishes of one another, constantly
correct and encourage each other. No sacrifice is
too great when it is a question of pleasing the
beloved one. Love which cannot give up things
within reasonable requests, which cannot stand
the tests of sickness and hardships, and self-
sacrifice is neither true or real. |

faded all the imperfections and misgivings of the
other party emerge and the inevitable effect
follows — quarrelling.

Catholics desirous of entering the holy state
of marriage should know that marriage is not
only a contract, but a sacrament also. ‘“This is a
great mystery — I mean in reference to Christ
and to the Church.” (5 Ephes. 32). They should
realize the force of St. Paul’s declaration. Christ
elevated the natural contract of man and woman
to the dignity of a sacrament, and revised the
original law given to Adam and Eve that this
union should not be broken except by death. He
indicated the greatness of this sacrament by His
presence at the wedding of Cana by performing
His first miracle. Thus Catholics who marry
outside of the Church are not married in the
sight of God. They are living in sin.

It would serve married couples well if they
constantly called to mind that petition of the
Our Father, “Forgive our trespasses as we for-
give those who trespass against us.” How can a
husband forgive his neighbor if he cannot pardon
his own wife? Or how can the wife realize the

worth of this petition if jeolousy eats at her
heart? Only then will Catholic couples realize
happiness when they learn what Christ desires.
And Christ expects and requires a real and
sincere love, self-sacrifice, sanctity of marriage,
tolerance of each other’'s weaknesses, and the
rearing of children in the fear and love of God.

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AMERICAN DIPLOMAT CITES NEED
FOR CATHOLIC HOME STANDARDS

MELBOURNE: An address by Nelson T. John-
son, American Minister to Australia, at the open-
ing of the Housing Planning Exhibit here created
by the New York Museum of Modern Art and
sent to Australia by the United States Office of
War Information, included a striking tribute to
Catholic ideals of family life.

“God gives life to man in trust,” Mr. Johson
said. “As a trustee, man’s obligation to God is to
use his life in the service of his fellow man. It
is the animal in us that seeks escape from cons-
cience through narcotics and suicide. Let us face
the fact quite honestly that birth control is an
escape from responsibility, an act of despair and
the result of an impoverished philosophy of life.

“The modern city is proving one of the most
potent sterilizing influences that society has ever
had to contend with. Children are not wanted.
They are under foot in the communal apartment
houses in which man has chosen to take refuge
from the family work of home building.

OUR MODERN PRETENSE

“The school, which should be an adjutant of
the home in the building of personality and char-
acter, tends to become a convenient place cond-
ucted by the State to which children can be sent
to get them out of the way. Children are a nuis-
ance in the city family when parents want to
amuse themselves.

“There is no one to be left with the children and
we are ashamed to have them witnesses of or
sharers in our pleasures. We strut as heroes in

‘our homes, but we are anything but heroes when

we leave the home to take our pleasure.

“A gentleman of our modern city is embarras-
sed by the presence of a child. A man or woman
has to shed all pretense under the steady gaze of
a child. And so let us face facts in this matter of
birth control.

LONELY OLD AGE

“Men and women in great cities tend to live
entirely to and for themselves, working merely
because they have to have the current where-
withal to buy the pleasures for which they live,
looking forward to a lonely old age.

“They are interested far more in the problem
of making that old age secure than they are in
the problem of making the world a good place for
children, giving security to youth -and giving
youth the opportunity that it needs to make life
secure for itself.

“Children become helpers in the building of
the home, and in the final analysis they share
with us in the results of our creative life, and of
course they are the only security that endows old

age with the happineés that we look forward to
in the evening of our lives.

FAMILY LIFE

“The children and the young people of society
possess the imagination, the hope, the enterprise,
the inventiveness and the energy wupon which
society grows. Eliminate youth and society will
die, as it has always died through the ages. Make
no mistake about this. If we are to raise the
birth rate we must give youth something to live
for other than frustrated old age. We must give
youth a share in our lives.

“It is necessary for us to give thought to the
children in the building of our homes. It is nec-
essary that homes be designed in such a way
that all members of the family can live happily
and comfortably in them.”

Mr. Johnson’s views were vigorously support-
ed by Mrs. Enid Lyons, widow of Joseph Lyons,
former Australian Prime Minister. Mrs. Lyons
is now a member of the Australian Parliament.
She said she had always sought to stress the
damaging effect of the modern city on the life
of the family, the fundamental wunit of the so-
ciety. . Tidings.

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- HITLER’S YOUTH PEACE
PROBLEM

REDEMPTION OF NAZI YOUNGSTERS
BELIEVED NEXT TO HOPELESS
By Harlowe R. Hoyt

(Reprint from The Cleveland Plain Dealer)

HEN Germany is defeated and judgment
pronounced upon such war criminals as
may be brought to justice — and you may rest
well assured that the majority of these ruthless
savages will go scot-free—the Allies will be faced
with reeducating that country to a sense of de-
cency a triffle higher, at least, than that of the
savages of darkest Africa. It will be a task in-
~deed, since Germany today does not attain even
that level of civilization.

And one of the greatest problems with which
the victors must deal is that of the youth of Ger-
many today. Naziism has been so thoroughly in-
culcated in both boys and girls throughout the
nation that Hitler and his stellar guttersnipes

have nothing to fear. They are being thrown into

the army today — expendables sacrificed the
elite troops may be saved for the final stand.
'And this rising generation is being trained in the
lessons of decadent Germany while her enemies
push on to Berlin and victory.

‘Unchanging

More than the problem of Pan-Germanic Prus-
sianism, that of the Nazi youth puzzles our
peace-makers. For they are the dragon teeth
from which will spring the armies of World War
III if these professional warmongers have their
way. No complete collapse of the present regime
can alter their ideals or mentality. They are set
to join the Nazi underground, now functioning
ably in reoccupied lands, or they will become re-
sentful, frustrated civilians to form the rank and
file of the new Germany, waiting the call to
arms.

Kurt Singer, who left the German under-
ground with a price of 100,000 marks upon his
head and who came to this country to carry on
his campaign by lecturing and writing, knows
the Hitler Youth well. A bit past 30 now, he lived
through the period of intensive Nazification,
combating it with the first underground news-
paper in Germany. It was printed in the base-
ment of his Berlin bookshop and the initial num-
ber appeared the day Hitler came into power.

“There is no hope for the Hitler Youth”, Sin-
ger told me during his recent visit here. “Theo-
.rists and psychologists may prate about rejuve-
nation and rehabilitation. They may believe sin-
cerely, as of course they do, that these youngs-

ters can be re-educated into the ways of peace.
This is impossible. They are here to stay and the
lessons including in their - formative years of
childhood never will be forgotten by them nor

- will the tactics taugh them be abandoned.”

Youth’s Fling

Hitler Youth is having its fling. In occupied
countries — Poland is an outstanding example—
boys of from 14 to 17 years of age were enlisted
as auxiliary police. A Polish underground leader,
reporting from England through a Reuters dis-
patch, said:

“Polish civilians fear these armed terrorists
more than they do the Gestapo. The Gestapo at
least gives notice that it will torture and slay.
These boys, armed with daggers and revolvers,
roamed the streets of Warsaw, shooting down
innocent passersby and inflicting injuries upon
helpless civilians. They were nothing but young
gangsters let loose to do as they pleased.

“Talk to any of them and ask them what they
will do if the war is lost. Their reply always is
the same: “We’ll start all over again’.”

It is a trait of youth — and of the man, too,
who is only a grownup boy — that a uniform has
a tremendous appeal. To be sure, these young
barbarians had no choice in the matter of their
upbringing and education; but the dose was ren-
dered the sweeter by the trappings of military

glory and the lure of a uniform to set them up,

as an integral part of der Irrefuehrer’s chosen.
They follow in the footsteps of their elders

and emulate their deeds of ruthlessness and sav-

agery. Sometimes, they even set the pace.

OUT OF LITHUANIA not long since came an
appeal from representatives of all Lithuanian po-
litical parties and underground organizations —
an appeal directed to world opinion. It was dated
Oct. 14, 1943, from Kaunas. It begins thus: “As
the end of this frightful war draws nearer, the
Lithuanian nation, separated for more than
three years from the outside world by a wall of
bayonets, desires that the world should hear the
true voice of the Lithuanian people...” It closes
with these paragraphs: “If, in the course of the
war, and under present circumstances, the alien
occupation of Lithuania should again change
hands, the nation may expect a new and still
more terrible wave of extermination. Those who
would be destroyed first are those who have been
dubbed ‘enemies of the people’ according to the
doctrine so foreing to the Lithuanian people;
these ‘enemies of the people’ include practically
all the more active, more vital elements of the
nation.

“In calling the attention of the world to this
critical situation, the Lithuanian people wish to
emphasize the fact that in this fourth year of

their struggle against foreign occupation and for -

the restoration of national independence of Lith-
uania, they are fighting for their very existence;
that they too, even as other nations, great or
small, await the establishment of a peace which
will afford all nations assurance that all men in
all lands may live out their lives in freedom from
fear and want”.
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Marines Find Marshall
Islanders ‘Know’ Softball

SOMEWHERE IN THE MARSHALLS —
(Delayed) — Marshall Island natives knew
nothing about softball or baseball until nine
months ago when units of the Fourth Marine
Division invaded this former Japanese outpost.
But 20 members of a Fourth Marine Air Wing
unit. based here will tell you that they’ve learned
plenty.

On a recent Sunday afternoon trip to a nearby
island where native labor gangs live, Marines
took a 24-2 walloping in a softball game played
on a field almost ankle deep in coral sand and no
larger than a tennis court at Forest Hills.

Natives have learned the game from several
Navy men who live with them and act as super-
visors.

In Sunday’s game Marines received the sur-
prise of their life as the native team took the
field and snapped the ball around like a group of

professionals. Characteristic infield chatter such

as “easy man” and “get hot,” mixed with chatter
in their own Marshallese language, drew expres-
sions of awe from Leathernecks.

But they were in for an even greater surprise
when a slow, medium-built, easy-going native
took the mound and began throwing a blazing
fast ball and an occasional curve.

No complete box score of the game was kept
but final estimates were that at least 10 Leather-
necks were strike-out victims and only five got
clean base hits. Several drives into deep center-
field seemed like certain extra base hits. But
Marines failed to reckon with the native center-
fielder, who, standing in water up to his knees,
would start swimming at the chack of the bat,
turn, and make the catch. Drives into the ocean
were two-base hits, but the runner had to make
his base.

Due to soft underfooting no one wore shoes.
The natives accustomed to running in soft coral,
had no trouble generating speed. But many
Marines fell on their way to first base and were
easy putouts.

A particular pleasure to the natives was to
trap a runner between bases. When this would
happen not one or two but all nine members of
the native team would rush over to aid in the
putout while native spectators would loudly shout
their approval. But the greatest ovation of the
afternoon came when a line drive struck a native
squarely on top of the head, bounced high into
the air, and finally was caught by the native
himself.
