In Defense of Lithuania

The Missing Countries

At the Assembly of the United Nations, M. Bidault,
the French Delegate, commented on the extent to which
Europe was unrepresented. There were, he said, apart
from Germany, “13 European States of recognized inter-
national standing representing 150 million inhabitants
and a glorious past in civilization, who are not present in
this hall”.

M. Bidault did not name the countries of which he was
thinking; this was hardly necessary. Some of the are
ex-enemy ‘‘satellite” states, others are neutrals, Both
groups, it is intended, shall in the not too distant future
be permitted to join U.N.O., but there are also three
countries which have no such hope. They are Estonia,
Latvia, Lithuania, three small countries which were able
to survive the oppressive rule of Tzarist Russia and
which emerged as independent states after the 1914-18
war. There was nothing ambiguous about their indepen-
dence; it was specifically recognized in the Treaties they
severally signed with Russia in 1920, in which that coun-
try ‘“‘unreservedly”’ recognized their ‘“independence and
sovereignty’” and renounced ‘“voluntarily aid for ever all
sovereign rights possessed by Russia over the Eston-
ian (Latvian, Lithuanian) people and territory”.

All the implications of these treaties were confirmed
in the non-agression pacts proposed by the Soviet and
signed with Lithuanian in 1926, and with HEstonia and
Latvia in 1932.

For nearly 20 years the Baltic States enjoyed and
made good use of their indedendence. The land was divid-

ed between peasant proprietors who marketed their goods
through a very successful cooperative organization. They
achieved a high degree of social equality and consider-
ably more liberty than their great neighbours. Their
standard of living rose rapidly, but even more striking
was the growth of national culture. Throughout the
whole period they were loyal and even exemplary mem-
bers of the League of Nations. All this was ended in the
autumn of 1939 when after the signature of the Ribben-
trop - Molotov Pact and the Russo-German partition of
Poland, the Soviet Government demanded bases on the
Baltic. The three Governments of necessity agreed, and
leased military and naval air-bases on the explicit under-
standing that the independence of their countries was in
no way prejudiced.

The Russians behaved admirably for over half a year.
Then suddenly, in June, 1940, when the eyes of the world
were turned on the Nazi eruption to the Atlantic sea-
board, the Russian Government sent an army to occupy
the whole of the Baltic States, on the grounds, never
proved or seriously reiterated, that their Governments
had been conspiring against the Soviet Union. There fol-
lowed a month of terror during which the Baltic coun-
tries were cut off from communication with the outside
world, their leaders imprisoned or deported and their
civil liberties abrogated. Almost the first news that pene-
trated to the West was that the Russians had got pup-
pet Governments to hold unconstitutional elections in Es-
tonia, Latvia, and Lithuania, and that the resultant de-
puties had voted for the inclusion of their Republics in
the Soviet Union.

Ribbentrop — Molotov Secret
Protocol to Liquidate
the Baltic States

In Nuremberg Dr. Gauss, the German jurist, who has
drafted hundreds of German treaties, asserts the follow-
ing: On the 23rd of August, 1939, not only the German-
Soviet Non-Aggression Treaty was signed, but also a
secret protocol establishing all the details as to how the
war-booty should be shared among the partners.

As the Press makes only very vague references to the
said secret protocol, we prefer to give here the whole text,
such as was presented to the Nuremberg tribunal by Dr.
Gauss:

SECRET PROTOCOL

“When the Non-Aggression Treaty between the Ger-
man Reich and the U.S.S.R. was signed, the plenipoten-
tiary signatories of either side raised, in a most confiden-
tial conversation, the question of the eventual delimita-
tion of the spheres of interest of both sides. This conver-
sation gave the following result:

1. In the case of a political transformation of the ter-
ritories, belonging to the Baltic States (Finland, Estonia,
Latvia, Lithuania) the northern Lithuanian frontier forms
automatically the border between the Soviet and German
spheres of interest, while both sides recognize Lithuanian
claims to the Vilna area. i

2. In the case of a political transformation of the
territories, belonging to the Baltic State, the frontier
between German and Soviet spheres of interest will be
formed approximately by the line Narev-Vistula-San. The
question whether both sides consider it desirable to
maintain the independence of the Polish State will be
decided eventually in the course of further political
developments. In any case, both Governments will settle
the question by a friendly understanding.

3. As to South-Eastern Europe, Russia stresses her
interests in Bessarabia. Germany, on the contrary, as-
serts her complete disinterestedness in this territory.

4. Both sides will consider this protocol as most secret.

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BALTIC AMBER

By VALDIS GINTERS, Ph. D.

All over Europe earlier as well as Tertiary layers and
Diluvial deposits contain varying amounts of amber and
amber-like fossil resins. The occurrence of amber in these
layers has not, however, appeared in sufficiently large
quantities as to be of any importance to the different
stages of human culture.

The Baltic amber, on the contrary, occurring along
the shores of the Baltic Sea and the North Sea, where it
is being washed up by the waves, is altogether northern
in character and, ever since the prehistorical epoch, a
typically Baltic natural phenomenon.

The Baltic amber or succinum differs widely in its
chemical properties almost from all other species of
amber on account of its high persentabe of succinis acid.

Ever since the discovery of amber it has attracted the
interest and admiration of man due to its physical prop-
erties, such as lustre, lucidity, colour variations from
yellowish white to dark-brown, aromatic properties, and
combustibility as electrical phenomenon caused by rub-
bing.

Its value was further enhanced by the apotrophic and
healing virtues ascribed to it. Thus the amber, so easily
attainable for the Baltic people during antiquity, made
them look upon it as a precious natural treasure. During
certain periods, other missing natural products were
often replaced by amber. Therefore the expression ‘“The
Baltic Gold” for amber is not altogether unjustified.

Most of the amber was found, and is still found, in
East Prussia, along the coast of Samland.

The amber deposits diminish gradually off the coast
of Samland in north-easterly and south-westerly direc-
tion.

From the time people have settled on the shores of the
Baltic Sea, the amber found there was worked into
ornaments.

Another deposit of the Baltic amber occurs along the
west-coast of Jutland. This deposit is supposed to have
played an important part during the earlier prehistoric
era. Yet, it is sometimes very difficult, not to say impos-
sible ,to ascertain the origin of amber and amber orna-
ments. Throughout the Stone Age the whole of the Baltic
amber area, i. e., East Prussia, Lithuania, and Latvia
belonged to the so-called Arctic-Baltic culture area. In
modern times, the articles which are formed from amber,
differ considerably from those shapes of ornaments be-
longing to the northern culture area, to which Jutland
also belongs. Here must be mentioned the most important
find of amber ornaments, dating back to the Stone Age:
about 500 beads and trinkets of amber, as well as a
number of queer forms, representing animals and human
beings. They were all found along Kurisches Haff at
Schwarzort (Lith. Juodkrantas).

These discoveries led to the conception of a specific
East-Baltic culture area during the Stone Age, an paleo-
lithic art practised by hunters and fishermen. Single
finds of amber figures in northern and central Germany
are exported from this area. The spread of the Baltic
amber ornaments of the Stone Age to the north of Eu-
rope can be traced by finds in the west of Lithuania, Lat-
via and all the way up to the northern coast of Estonia.
From here it spreads further to the Karelian Isthmus,
proceeding along the Finnish coast in Northern Finland
or even up to the north of Norway, where it terminates.
The spread of amber towards the east is known through
267 amber objects of typically Baltic character, found
at Konschanzkoje, 200 km east of Nowgorod. So far
amber objects have been found in the east as far away
as the Rostow Sea. Baltic amber also went in south-
easterly direction towards Poland and Galicia. Amber
objects from the Bronze Age and the early Iron Age

occur in large quantities towards the south and the
south-east. They came chiefly from Jutland and were
particularly well known in the south of Europe — Hall-
statt, Ttaly, and Mycenae. They have been found in graves
from the Hallstatt Period in the Caucasus and, finally,
in Ireland.

Not until the Period of the Roman Empire did the
Baltic amber take again the lead in the European trade.
There is an obvious tendency of the Antique trade gravit-
ating to the north. Even in the youngest provinces of the
Roman Empire the towns were made centres of flourish-
ing industries. Amber came into fashion and the demand
for it grew steadily. Even the Romans came now into
direct contact with the Baltic territory. Tacitus speaks
of gentes aestorum (Germania 45), the Baltic tribes, liv-
ing along the coast, and he reports also about the way
these people used to collect amber either along the shal-
low beaches or out of the very sea. They had no idea
how to make use of it and they were surprised that they
were given money for it.

The route of the amber trade led from the coast of
the Baltic Sea to the river-mouth of the Vistula and up-
river to Kalish. The route went on through Upper Silesia
and Moravia and, crossing the Danube at Karuntum,
passed on’'via the Semmering to the Adriatic Sea, from
where it went as far as Venice and Aquileja. The occur-
rence of amber, found in the district of Breslau, proves
that it must have come here by the trade route. Two
deposits were discovered here, one containing 275 kilos
of amber and the other containing even 500 kilos of
rough amber. Another route during this period was the
waterway around Jutland and along the river Rhine.

From the beginning of the last period of the Roman
Empire, lively trade relations were established with the
south of Russia, which were connected partly to the
routes Vistula — Bug — Dniester and partly Memel (Ne-
munas) — Dnieper.

The import goods, appearing in the Baltic countries,
chiefly through their amber trade, were metals, Roman
coing, provincial Roman bronze ornaments, many- colour-
ed pieces of glass and enamel beads, rare bronze vases,
and terra sigilata. Objects of Roman origin occur mostly
in Samland and in the area around the lower course of
the river Vistula. The people of Lithuania, Latvia, Esto-
nia, and- also Finland, especially those living in the
coastal areas, were strongly influenced by these lively
commercial and cultural relations, as is proved by the
discovery of Roman coins, sporadic finds of Roman im-
ported articles, as well as the strong Provincial Roman
influence in their shapes of ornaments and things.

Some large round beads, dating from the 16th century,
have been found in Estonia, whereas others found in Lat-
via date already from the 17th century.

Public and private collections of amber ornaments in
Latvia and Western Lithuania date mostly from the 18th
and 19th centuries.

As late as the last century, the fishermen of southern
Courland had to pay a certain tax for acquiring the right
to wash amber out of the sea. There was a large number
of country-people at that time who were skilful in mak-
ing ornaments for the peasants, mostly chains of beads,
buttons, round or heart-shaped buckles. There were also
rosaries made for sale in Catholic Lithuania. The magic
role of amber finds often expression in the Latvian and
Lithuanian folk-songs. The Latvian folk-songs, in which
amber is mentioned, tell mostly about “a journey to the
amber-land to spouse an amber-maiden”. By amber-land
the song evidently means the East Prussian coast at
Kurish Haff so rich with amber, an area which is still
being inhabited by Cours. In the Latvian folk-songs the
word amber is much liked as a poetic epithet. “The bride’s
dowry shines like amber” or “is made of amber” and
“the silky flax is plucked on the amber hill”.

We see that amber in the Latvian and Lithuanian
peoples’ tradition is still the symbol of something extra-
ordinarily precious and valuable.

Yet, that same housewife who is so meticul-
ously clean and orderly, whose home sparkles and
radiates cleanliness slops up those spic and span
rooms with unclean literature, with sexy, trashy
novels, with highbrow publications in which the
philosophy of futility and despair lurks on every
page.

She spends hard-earned cash for the latest
books of the day — for books that provide a

thrill and often lead to sin — for books whose
depth is so shallow that the story is forgotten
before the last pages are reached.

The authors of these books are so unclean of
mind and heart that, even on a bet, she would
not have them in her home as guests, yet their
books occupy places of honor, are shown off, re-
commended, even loaned to friends. A guest may
defile, but he finally departs. The book remains
to taint, to soil, to corrupt every one that touches
it.

It is not the purpose of this article to condemn
every book that is printed today, for certainly
many of these books do not merit such condem-
nation. :

Our intention is morely to warn our readers
against the men of the corkscrew consciences,
those unscrupulous critics, who value the crackle
of a dollar more than the truth. It is these men

To the smelliest abattoir I would like to exile
not only the authors and publishers of such books,
but also the critics who waste words of praise
upon_them. They should be hung from the nearest
hydrant — and a hydrant should be tall enough
for the purpose.

For this reason, we Catholics should read
only the reviews and criticisms made by men of
sound morals and teachings. They will help us in
choosing between good literature and literary

President Truman in a message to leading
educators of 30 nations, at a meeting called by
the National Education Association:

“By dearly bought experience we have come
to know that no nation can be secure as long as
bigotry, suspicion and fear separate the peoples
of the world. Nor can our defense of human
dignity cease as long as any man, or any group
of men, anywhere, goes in hunger or darkness
for the lack of means to better himself. The
penalties for neglecting the world’s areas of
ignorance and ill-will have grown too heavy for
civilization to bear.” (Common Council).

Secretary of State James F. Byrnes, at the
Paris Peace Conference:

“The United States has sought no territorial
or other exclusive advantages for itself from the
war. But it does attach the greatest importance
to the establishment of the conditions of a stable
peace and of prosperity throughout the world. It
cannot remain indifferent to arrangements. under
the treaties or outside them, which tend to re-
strict and divert trade or distort international
economic relations to the prejudice of the great
majority of the United Nations and of world
peace and prosperity.”

When the Congress returns, I shall file a report
pointing out the facts and outlining our ex-
perience in these cases, and, in addition, pointing
out the weaknesses of the present Federal
statutes in the light of these incidents and the
need for legislation to protect every citizen in
his civil rights.” (Common Council).

General Douglas MacArthur, in a statement
issued on the anniversary of V-J Day: :

“I am deeply mindful of the unselfish coopera-
tion that marked our progress from joint victo-
ries of Americans and Australians at Buna to
glorious successes on Luzon and contiguous
islands where the Filipinos aided us so nobly.
Ground power, sea power, air power struck in
complete coordination and thus assured victory.
Today I am additionally grateful for the earnest
efforts of all forces to make our occupation tasks
successful. This fourteenth of August then
emerges not only as a day of victory. It is one of
Thanksgiving on which we bow our heads in ex-
treme humility and thank God that we of the
democratic faith have demonstrated to the world
that peace can be gained and kept by govern-
ments established from and by the common
people”. : FLIS.
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Governor Dewey of New York, speaking before
the annual convention of the State Federation of
Labor in Rochester, New York:

“We have many people today in this country
who say that organized labor has become too
powerful. We have people, some of them unques-
tionably sincere, who argue that labor unions
ought to be curbed. But I do not think that there
is any responsible person anywhere who would
seriously argue that labor unions should be
abolished. Nor does any intelligent person chal-
lenge the fact that they are a powerful factor
for progress in the world. The argument that is
most commonly heard is this: that labor unions,
having securely established their fundamental
rights, must become more responsible in the
exercise of those rights. In labor’s own interest,
this argument cannot be dismissed lightly. The
right of labor to organize, the right of labor to
strike — these are, beyond all question, funda-
mental human rights. But rights and the respon-
sibility not to abuse those rights go hand in hand.
The right to bear arms is guaranteed in our
Constitution. But it does not entitle a man to
shoot his neighbor’s cows or chickens. It does not
even entitle him to exercise his right in such a
way as to endanger the life or property of an in-
nocent bystander. Unfortunately, the right to
strike is sometimes used so that it does endanger
or injure the innocent bystander. I know full well
that stubborn employers often aggravate situa-
tions beyond the breaking point. The difficulty
is that too often the distinctions between labor
unions are brushed aside and all unions must
stand in the dock of public opinion to answer for
the sins of a few.” (Common Council).

Wendell Berge, Assistant Attorney Geenral of
the United States:

“When there are critical shortages and the
Government fixes prices, the purpose is to
prevent inflation, to keep prices from going too
high. When private competitors get together to
fix prices the purpose almost always is to secure
a monopoly profit and to keep prices from going
down to a competitive level. Government price-
fixing during an emergency is performed in ex-
ecution of a public policy, is conducted in full
view of the public, and is carried out with public
responsibility and accountability. Private price-
fixing is done for completely selfish purposes,
in secret, and without any kind of public respon-
sibility or accountability. Governmental price-
fixing during periods of emergency is a policy
made necessary by shortages which the emergen-
cy has created.

We establish
Tito, feed and arm him and then he shoots at us!

LOS ANGELES, CAL.

Rt. Rev. Msgr. Julius Maciejauskas,

the pastor of St. Casimir’s Lithua-
nian parish in Los Angeles (2511—
3rd a.) commemorated his 78th birth-
day on July 14, and his 55th annivers-
ary in the Priesthood, on July 20th.
On July 21st, the St. Casimir’s par-
ish organized a celebration for this
occasion: a solemn Mass was held at
10:30 AM; after the Mass a dinner-
banquet was given at (Griffit) park
where the church choir and folk
dancers entertained the guests.

Msgr. Maciejauskas was born in
Lithuania. He received his education
in Riga, Latvia, and Kaunas, Lithua-
nia. After his ordination to the
priesthood in 1891, he was appointed
curate to Ramygala and PanevezZys.
Eight years later, he was appointed
Pastor of the church in Svek$na,
where he served as pastor for 39
years.

The zeal he showed in working for
the spiritual and material betterment
of his people was rewarded. While in
Sveks$na, he was first made ‘“deka-
nas’’, then Canon of the Kaunas Met-
ropolis. Finally in 1926, he was Ap-
pointed prelate of the Telsiai Chap-
ter.

Through his untiring efforts during
his pastorship at Svek3na, he erected
one of the most beautiful churches in
Lithuania. In 1905 Msgr. Maciejaus-
kas established a parochial school
which was taught by Sisters of St.
Catherine.

When Lithuania was granted her
independence in 1918, Monsignor was
ready for another immense project.

He very successfully established a
college and built a modern building
to house the students.

The Monsignor was not satisfied
with only a church and schools. He
went about organizing charitable
societies and directing them, until
under his direction three homes for
the poor and aged were erected.
These homes were placed in charge
of the Sisters of St. Elizabeth.

Desiring to better the conditions of
the former, the Monsignor organiz-
ed a Farmers Society. The purpose
of the society was to instruct the
farmers in better methods of farm-
ing. © Another organization which
Msgr. Maciejauskas established was
the Farmers Corporation. The Mon-
signor knew that good roads were a
necessary factor to progressive
people. Through his influence, roads
were made, sidewalks paved, and
electric lighting system was installed
in the city.

For all this cultural undertaking,
Monsignor Maciejauskas was decor-
ated with the Order of Higher Honor,
and a pension was given him for his
achievement.

Msgr. Maciejauskas was a deleg-
ate to two International Eucharistic
Congresses, the one in Chicago in
1926, and to Dublin, Ireland in 1932.
He organized an Eucharistic Con-
gress of the TelSiai diocese in 1936
at which a delegate of the Holy Fa-
ther was present, 5 bishops, and over
200 priests.

Alongside of his many building
projects, and directions of the cultu-
ral organization, the Msgr. found
time and energy to give Missions in
Lithuania, Poland, England, Scot-
land, and Germany. He made six
trips to the TUnited States giving
Missions here.

The Msgr. came to visit the New
York World’s Fair in October, 1938,
but after outbreak of the European
war he remained here in America.
With the kind permission of His Ex-
cellency, Archbishop John J. Cant-
well, he organized a Lithuanian Mis-
sion in Los Angeles, California. Here
he bought a large house, converted
it into a Chapel. On June 1, 1941, the
Chapel was dedicated and it is locat-
ed at 2511 Third Avenue, Los Ange-
les California.

The age old Lithuanian custom of
a Solemn Procession of the Blessed
Sacrament on the Feast of Corpus
Christi was again revived, and it is
observed every year.

of LOUIS KETVIRTIS

President of New York & New Jersey
District.

Louis Ketvirtis, our beloved presi-
dent, died after a short illness on
August 12th. News of the death of
our congenial leader, brought many
messages throughout United States,
expressing regrets. Officers and
members will miss him and being
conscious of their loss, will be more
faithful and preserve the trust he
imposed. The funeral was held Satur-
day morning, August 17th, from
Bernard Shawkonis’ Funeral Chapel,
Harrison, N. J., to St. Ann’s Church
in Jersey City, where a Requiem
High Mass was offered. Celebrants
were Rev. Scharnus; District Spiri-
tual Advisor ,Rev. M. Kemezis; and
Rev. Dr. J. Starkus.

Funeral Services for

Louis Ketvirtis

Jersey City, N. J. — August 17 —
Funeral services for the late Louis
Ketvirtis, President for several years
of the Knights of Lithuania, New
York & New Jersey District, and
member of the Jersey City Council,
were held in St. Ann’s Church, Jersey
City, on August 17 at 9:00 AM. The
interment took place in Holy Cross
Cemetery, North Arlington, N. J.

Officiating at the main altar was
Father John Sharnis, of Jersey City,
with Fathers Innocent and Allen,
OMC,, from St. Frances Seminary,
Staten Island, N. Y. at the side al-
tars. During the requiem, Father
Michael Kemezis, Spiritual Director
of the District, recited his private
mass. Fathers Starkus and Caspar,
from Elizabeth, N. J.,, were also
present during the recitation of the
Mass.

The District’s councils were well
represented by members who loyally
came to bid a sad goodbye, from
Bayonne, Newark, Elizabeth, Jersey
City, Maspeth, L. I., and Brooklyn,
N. Y. Joseph Boley, of Brooklyn,
John Novitt and Martin Rusgis ,of
Bayonne, Charles Bason, of Jersey
City ,and John Sidtis and Joseph
Augustinas, of Maspeth, acted as
pallbearers.

Although Lou had been sickly, his
death came as a shock to all of his
K. of L. friends. Lou died on August
6th in his apartment all alone, and
his body was not discovered until a
week later, when his barber missed
him for his regular visit and climb-
ed in through the fire escape to find
Lou dead on the kitchen floor. Be-
cause of the state of the body, no
wake was held; therefore many of
Lou’s friends did not get an opport-
unity to pay him their last respects.
Father John Sharnis made the search
for Lou’s relatives and arranged for
the funeral.
