You
know there are mo two bversons alike: so that,
naturally, there will arise differences that will
lead to quarrels. These cannot always be avoid-
ed, but many harsh words and needlessly heated
arguments can be circumvented if the persons
agree to take turns in admitting each other’s
wrongs and by making reciprocal apologies.

Even though you may be right in an argu-
ment, apologize just the same. When the proper
time comes you can explain calmly why the other
was wrong. There should be a little “give and
take” on either side of the marriage partner-
ship.

If your marriage is to be ideal, don’t think
that both of you can go out and work. The
woman’s place is in the home, and when the
children arrive she should be properly adjusted
in her home and completely prepared to manage
home affairs.

These are only a few of the things that will
serve to make your marriage ‘“ideal.” If you
begin your courtship and subsequent marriage
with these few pointers in mind, the other little
things will come maturally and there will be mo
reason for a broken home, divorce or separation,

Didieji labai sotlis ir is-
didiis: musy begalinio skurdo jie nesupras...

Kas yra emigracija ir kas kolonizacija?

Abiejy Siy terminy aptartis ¢ia bus bent kiek
originaliSka, visai teisingai suderinta su lietuviy
tautos gyvybiniais reikalais.

Emigracija vadinsime padrikq, neplaningq in-
dividy i§vykimqg § svetimus krastus. Jos pirma-
sai, artimiausias tikslas bent kiek pagerinti emi~
granto materialinj gyvenimg; jos neiSvengiamas
rezultatas — tai asimilacija, pilnas jaugimas
svetimon tauton, svetimos tautos padidinimas,
ogi savos — sumaZzinimas. Amerikos (Siaurinés
ir Pietinés) lietuviy emigranty masinis 60 metuy
patyrimas rodo, kad suaugusio amZiaus (15-20
mety ir daugiau) emigrantai pilnai asimiliuotis
ir iSnykti negali; lietuviy kalbon jie prisiima gal
apie 30% svetimy Zodziy. Tik bent kiek prasila-
vinusieji pilnai iSmoksta svetimg kalba, ogi be-

-raSéiai jos miekad pakenciamai mnepramoksta.

Antroje kartoje arba visi perleistieji per Ameri-
kos pradines mokyklas (net ir savas parapines)
gerai iSmoksta ir visai prisiima svetimg kalbg,
bet dideléje daugumoje dar moka ir savo tévy
Snekamaja kalba, bet savo rasto kalbos jau ne-
bemoka pakendiamai vartoti, TSimtys iS Sios
taisyklés labai retos.

TreCioje kartoje atsinestiné kalba jau visai
iSnyksta; laiminga iS8imtis gal dar sudaro apie
1%. 'Antroje kartoje vedybos su svetimy tauty
partneriais sudaro Amerikoje bent 60%. Tai la-
bai pagreitina trediosios kartos tautinj iSnyki-
ma. Tai, kas ¢ia pasakyta apie Amerikos lietu-
vius, tinka kity krasty lietuviskoms maZumoms:
1900-1918 m. emigrantams i Rusijos giluma, ]
Lenkija ir kitur. Lygiai tai tinka ir kity tauty
dar gausesnei emigracijai: vokieciai Amerikoje
dar greidiau tirpsta, meZiurint rodomos jiems
pagarbos.

Kolonizacija yra planingas persikelimas § Ki-
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tus krastus stambiomis grupémis ir pilnas apgy-
vendinimas kurios stambios apskrities beveik
vienais lietuviais, perkeliant ten lietuviskus var-
dus sodyboms, miesteliams, gatvéms ir net upéms
bei ezerams. Emigracija paprastai eina ] mies-
tus, kolonizacija pirmiausia kimba prie Zemes, ]
iikius. Be Zemés ploto, istisai apgyvendinto sa-
vais dmonémis, lietuviai neturés galimybiy wie-
kur issilaikyti ir savo kultiirqg ugdyti. Tai yra
griezta taisyklé visoms tautoms, patvirtinta bent
400 - mety praktikos keliuose kontinentuose.
Tod€él, jei emigruosime — ilgainiui praZzusime,
jei kolonizuosimés — iSsigelbésime. Tad miekad
savo tautai mesitulydavau placios emigracijos.

Laisveé — svarbiau uz klimatg ir dirva

Daugelj trumpy rasteliy jau pastebéjau lietu-
viy spaudoje, kur bandoma kalbéti apie koloni-
zacijai tinkamus krastus. Bet esu visiskai nuste-
bes, kad tie rasteliai kalba tik apie materialines
krasty savybes ir gamtg. Man gi rodos, kad dau-
gumas i§ “rojaus” paspruko labiausia délto, kad
ten néra jokios laisvés. Rusija yra tikra vergy
valstybé, taciau su labai aprézta laisve yra ir
daug kity krasty, ypaé Piety Amerikoje. Many-
diau, kad Siuo metu lietuviai buty patenkinti to-
kia laisve, kokig Lietuvoje turéjo Zydai, vokie-
¢iai ir rusai savo tikybai, kalbai, mokykloms ir
organizacijoms ir spaudai. Prasau tiksliai prisi-
minti: tos tautos savo pradinése mokyklose ir
gimnazijose turédavo tik dvi valandas lietuviy
kalbos per savaite, gi visa kita buvo déstoma jy
kalbomis ir Lietuvos valdZia iSmokédavo toms
privatinems mokykloms stambias subsidijas,
Jos turéjo nuosavius vadovelius ir savo tauting
bei religine ideologijq.

Jeigu morime Sitokios laisvés paragauti, tai
jos rasime tik vienoje Quebeco provincijoje, Ka-
nadoje, bet niekur kitur abiejose 'Amerikose.

Daugiausia tautinés-religinés laisvés rasime
brity kolonijose ir net dominijose, bet ne visur
lygiai. Mokykloms ir kalbai labai tolerantingos
yra brity kolonijos '‘Afrikoje. Daug laisvés Naujy
Hebridy salose metoli Australijos (brity ir pran-
ciizy condominium ). Trumpu straipsniu nejma-
noma ¢&ia nuSviesti laisveés klausimg. Tik tiek
galima pasakyti, kad tautinéms mazumoms tik-
roji laisvé buvo tik keturiose Baltijos respubli-
kose, Cekoslovakijoj, Belgijoj, Sveicarijoj ir kai
kuriose brity kolonijose. Kitur gi méra placiyjy
ir praktisky laisviy, prie kuriy mes labai pripra-
tome. Pasaulis dar néra laisvas ir tolerantingas,
tad neapsigaukime. Zinoma, rusisko tipo vergi-
jos irgi niekur kitur merasime.

I didelj, ar j maza krasta vykti?
Laisvesnéje zonoje atsidureé tik 78,000 lietuviy.
Toks mazutis skai¢ius apsigyvenes Jungtinése
Valstybése, Kanadoje, Brazilijoj (Cia jokios tau-

tinés laisveés néra), Argentinoje ar Australijoj
dings kaip smil¢iy sauja okeane, o krasto gyve-
nime vargiai jgys net maZziausios jtakos. DeSimts
milijony vokiec¢iy 'Amerikoje baigia tirpti. Tai
ka gi apie mus kalbéti? Mums reikty vykti j
mazg krastg, jeigu tik sutikty mus priimti.

“Rusy” tarpan yra patekusiy arti poros milijony
zydy, austry tarpan — daugiau pusés milijono,
ogi maZesni skaiciai jy yra uZsiraSe lenkais, ru-
munais, vengrais ir truputis net lietuviais.

Viename New Yorke zZydy gyvena daugiau
dviejy milijony, ogi tarp 300,000 ir 400,000 zydy
rasime Chicagoje ir Philadelphijoj.

Taciau bent trecdalis Sio skaiciaus lietuviskai
moka tik po keletg sakiniy, po kelias deSimtis
zodziy ir dideléje daugumoje jie jau nebepasie-
kiami jokio lietuvisko laikrasSc¢io ar organizaci-
jos. Pirmos ir antros kartos lietuviy turime dar
395,000, bet siame skaic¢iuje gali buti kokia da-
lelé ir Lietuvos zyduy.

Antroji (t. y. pirmoji ¢ia gimusi) karta lietu-
viskoje spaudoje ir organizacijose bei susirinki-
muose retai bedalyvauja. IS Europos atvyke pra-
kalbininkai labai greit pastebi, kad salésna susi-
renka beveik vien tik senyva publika, kartais
net gerokai sena; jaunimo nesti. Tai bendras
reiSkinys daugeliui kity tautiniy grupiy: lenkuy, -
rusy, vokieciy ir kity. Sio rasto autoriui atrodo,
kad gal tik apie 10% antros kartos lietuviy po
truput] dalyvauja savo tautinése organizacijose.

Pirmosios kartos, t. y. Lietuvoje gimusiy Zmo-
niy 1940 m. U. S. A. buvo 166,000, bet pagal na-
mie vartojaomq kalba lietuviais yra uzskaityta tik
140,620, kuriy tarve buvo 122,660 Lietuvoje gi-
musiy ir 17,940 Amerikoje gimusiy lietuviy.

Taigi fantazijos ar gero upo reikalams mes tu-
rime apie 650,000 lietuviy, bet visiems praktis-
kiems tikslams turime tik 140,000 lietuviy, ku-
riy skaié¢ius kas met mazéja 2%. Sie 140,000 su-
daro tvirtg pamatg IlietuviSkoms parapijoms ir
organizacijoms. Bet lietuviskg spaudg remia gal
tik truputis daugiau negu pusé to skaiciaus: t. y.
apie 70,000, skaitant, kad iSrasomus laikraSéius
Seimoje skaito bent du suauge zmonés. Tad tik
Sis paskutinis skaic¢ius Siek ar tiek maitinasi lie-
tuviska kultira ir po menkut] trupuciuks pare-
mia lietuvi§kus reikalus. Tac¢iau BALF turi tik
apie 5,000 nariy, mors prisirasyti kainuoja tik
vienas doleriukas metams. Zinoma, i$ didesnés
grupés visuomet atsiranda po keletg stambesniy
ir neSykscéiy aukotoju svarbiausiems tautos rei-
kalams: kovai dél nepriklausomybés, BALF,
spaudai ir kitiems maZesniems tikslams.

Didziausia kultirinio gyvenimo yda — tai
nesugebéjimas isleisti rimto literaturinio-politi-
nio-kulturinio Zurnalo. Nelaikysime dorybe ir
bent kiek pramokslintos virSunélés nesidomé;ji-
mo ‘intelektualiniu ir kultiriniu lietuviy tautos
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gyvenimu. Zinoma, yra juk ir pateisinimy pries
tokias pastabas: juk Amerikos gyvenimas labai
greitas, visi labai uzimti savo verslais ir visur
visuomet skubinasi. Sita aplinkybé istikro mneéra
palanki ramesnei kultiirinei veiklai ar gilesniam
galvojimui, Bet but geriau kad Sita tema jauno-
sios kartos daugiau kalbéty ir ieskoty kokiy ge-
resniy klausimo sprendimuy.

RIGHT END

Al Yukna (Connecticut U.) Because of a
shortage of regular ends as possibilities for this
Lithuanian American team, I have moved Yukna
over from his normal tackle berth. He is mo
stranger to the post, for he played here during
the two seasons he was at Georgetown. During
the 1946 campaign he was the spark that ignited

the Huskies to several triumphs. Rangy and -

well-built, he was able to handle his position
almost without relief all throughout the season.

PONY BACKFIELD.
QUARTERBACK

Vince Ragunas (V. M. 1.) The eldest of the
Ragunas brothers, he is a good field general and

RIGHT HALFBACK

Ray Truck (George Washington U.) Rated
by Southern experts as one of the speediest
backs in the mation.

A
triple threat who was a marked man in every
game; yet he was still able to deliver for the
Generals. Despite his size, he mever gets hurt.
Played 50 minutes of rugged football in every
game. Great defensive player.

FULLBACK
