With the coming of another KEaster, our
thoughts once again #urn to Him Who made Ea-
ster possible.

“The Concise Encyclopedea” Nuomoneé

Minima enciklopedija yra tik astuoniy tomuy
santrauka, iSleista New Yorke, 1937 m. (Wise &
Co.). Ketvirtame tome randame paranky, nes
trumpa, immigracijos apraSyma, kurj ¢ia paci-
tuosime:

“The first immigration, for nearly three centu-
ries, was almost exclusively from ithe British
Isles, Germany and Scandinavia. This is called
the “old immigration.” It gave America its
Anglo-Saxon quality., But during the 19th
century a shift took place to the “new immigra-
tion,” which came from South and Central Eu-
rope, and includes Latin, Slavonic and Oriental
peoples. The ‘old immigration” had settled
down as land-owning and agricultural. The
“new” became almost exclusively industrial.
This created the immigration problem and the
movement for restoration, due to race hostility
between the Nordic and these other elements,
religious protest aqgainst Catholic infusion, and
economic protest from American labor against
cheap European labor. Early legislation was
selective rather than restrictive. It did mnot
limit the number of people entering the country,
but tried to keep out undesirables. Recent legis-
lation 1921 and since) is distinctly restrictive
and even more rigidly selective. By the Immi-
gration Act of July 1, 1924, a maximum of 160,-
000 was set to the number of immigration from
Europe in one year, to be ultimately reduced
after July 1, 1927 to 150,000 per annum. This
law determines the quota of each country as 2%
of the number of individuals of corresponding
national origin in the U. S. by the census of
1890. The purpose was to reduce immigration
from South and East Europe, and the census of
1890 was selected because it showed a greater
number of North European origin.” (Pabrauki-
mai musy). :

Lietuviy be-
rasciy buvo net 49%, daug ir girtuokliy, bet
kriminalisty ir sukéiy labai maza budavo: Siy
dviejy amaty jie po truputj pramokdavo jau
Amerikoje. Ne visi apkaltinimai buvo teisingi.
Bet buvo tvirtas nusistatymas iSlaikyti Ameri-
kai germaniSkq veidq.

Kolonizacija tai praplétimas erdves savai kal-
bai ir kultirai. Kolonizacija reikalauja daug
sunkesnio fizinio darbo ir daugiau moraliniy pa-
stangy, megu eiliné emigracija j gatavus miestus
su tikslu nutautéti. MaZos kolonisty grupés vi-
suomet esti apsuptos didesniy ir galingy tauty,
tad maziems labai sunku savo veidg iSlaikyti.
Didzius vargus mugaléti ir savo kalbg bei kulti-
ra islaikyti daugiausia padeda galinga, gyva,
— veikli religija. Nereligingos grupés dar

niekur mesukuré savo lopinio svetimoj Zeméje.

Imkim pavyzdzius:

Kanados prancuzai gal geriausias pavyzdys.
Apie 1770 m. Kanadoj. ju buvo apie 60,000 ir dau-
giau juy britai ten nebejsileido. Buvo manyta,
kad ta jy saujalé sutirps brity jiroje. Bet po 170
mety jy jau padaugé€jo iki 4 mil., nors dalis jy
emigruoja j U. S. A. létam nutautéjimui. Jie
kiirési prastoje ir Saltoje Zeméje, bet jy nuosta-
bus religingumas jy neapleido ir juos ¢ia pasto-
viai iSlaiké. Juy istorija ir gyvenimag labai verta
studijuoti.

Afrikansai (olandai arba boerai) mebuvo pil-
nai brity apsupti Piety Afrikoje, tad maZiau
turéjo pavojy. Bet ir jie turéjo mugaléti labai di-
deles jsikuirimo ir migracijos sunkenybes. Sep-
tyniolikto amziaus antroje puséje jy tem atvyko
tik keliolika tukstanciy, o dabar jy ten pat jau
1,200,000 su didelemis galimybémis pléstis. Tai
labai religinga grupe.

Kitos religinés bendruomenés gal maziau ti-
pingos: juy tarpe paminétini Vakary Kanados
ukrainieciai, mazutés rusy duchohbory ir moloka-
ny kolonijos S. Amerikoje.

Lietuviy tremtiniy socialinis sluoksnis gal jau
labai “sofistinis”, mieséioniS8kai nusiteikes ir
“pragudréjes,” nors ir labai daug vargo mates.
IS tolo labai sunku spresti apie jy masés tautini
atsparumg. Jei kartu, stambiose grupése gy-
vens — iSlaikys lietuvybe; jei pasisklaidys mies-
tuose — tai labai tikrai Zus, kaip Zuvo milijonai
kity tauty emigranty Amerikoje ir kitur, jsi-
spraude j svetimg organizmg ir su juomi suauge.

Suglaustos savo sodybos patenkina socialinius
kontaktus, o religija — pajvairina ir sutvirtina
mistinj gyvenimg, padeda mnusistovéti savoms
tradicijoms. Bet kolonijai branduolj pirmiausia
turi sudaryti tkininkai. Nuo Zemés atitriike se-
niausieji Europos zZemdirbiai — lietuviai — mie-
kur ilgai neiSlaikys lietuvybés. Prie Zemdirbiy,

kaip laivelis prie inkaro, gali laikytis ir augti
visos kitos aplinkumoje galimos profesijos.

Cia patiekiu tik mintis. Jos reikia tremtiniy
jaunimo rateliuose toliau plésti, aptarti, papil-
dyti ir, svarbiausia, taikyti ty Zmoniy badui ir
pasiruoSimui, kurie bandyty kada sukurti savg
pirmajg lietuvisks atzalg svetur.

Kolonizacijos Nerisu su Jvykiy Eiga

Ja pirSau jau pries dvideSimtj mety, skelbsiu
ja ir tuomet, kai Lietuva veél bus nepriklausoma.
Siauros erdves lietuviy kalbai ir kulttrai labai
pavojinga turéti tik vieng tévyne. Butinai reikia
dar antros, nors ir labai mazuteés, bet saugesnia-
me kontinente jsteigtos lietuviy tévyneés, kur jie
jaustusi namie, kaip Kanados prancizai, kaip
afrikansai. Juk karai Europoje nesibaigs, nebent
susiorganizuoty Pan-Europos Federacija. Tad
yra labai neiSmintinga viename, ir tai pavojin-
giausiame, Europos kampely visiems lietuviams
gyventi.

Jeigu mes tikime, kad galime dar sukurti am-
ziny vertybiy pasaulio kultirai, tai turéjome ir
turime pasiriipinti pac¢ios musy mazos padermes
amzinumu, Kaip nors, kur nors mes turime rasti
mazute pastovig prieglaudg maikinamai lietuviy
kalbai ir kulturai, dainoms, menui ir ‘talentui.
1927-1939 m. periode mepavyko jtikinti valsty-
bés vairuotojy, kad jie sutikty kur mors (gerai
klausimg iStyrus) uzpirkti stamby sklypg Zemeés
saviems emigrantams, ogi dabar aftsirado dar
daugiau kliuc¢iy kolonizacijai: reikia jtikinti sa-
vos visuomenés vadovybe, reikia prasyti kity
galingesniy moralinés ir materialinés paramos.
Svarbiausia gi—dabar skatikelio nebeturime,
niekur negalime be jo mei pajudéti. Bet vis vien
norékime, svajokime, studijuokime, maldaukime
ir planuokime: vis gal kas mors mus pasigailés
ir mums pades.
