Kas yra $iy laiky sovietizmas?

Sovietiniy Socialistiniy Respubliky Sgjunga
beveik visur pasauly tebevadinama komunistine
valstybe, tikrojo ortodoksinio socializmo tévyne.
Komunistai save laiko vienintéliais tikrais ir Zy-
miai pagerintais socialistais bei marksistais. Jy
valstybé (ir ju naujos kolonijos Centro Europoje)
save laiko:

POLITISKAI — RESPUBLIKA
EKONOMISKAT — KOMUNIZMU
RELIGISKAI — ATEIZMU

Kiek gi yra tiesos Situose aptarimuose arba
definicijose ?

Pagal Vakary pasaulio seniai nusistovéjusj
supratima — respublike yra valstybe, kurios su-
verenumo qalia yra pavesta Zmoniy iSrinktiems
atstovams ir jiems (t.y.” Zmonéms) atsakominga.
Pustredio tiukstandio mety rinkiminé praktika
rodo, kad jokioje normalioje respublikoje viena ir
ta pati partija niekuomet rinkimuose negauna
parlamente 90% ar daugiau balsy. Zmoniy nuo-
moniy jvairumas, laisvas individualus galvojimas
demokratiniuose parlamentuose visuomet palieka
vietos gan stambiai opozicinei partijai ar net ke-
lioms partijoms. Demokratiniuose Europos parla-
- mentuose, net ir Rusijoj nuo 1905 iki 1918 m.,
stipriausioji partija labai retai gauna 50% (ar
truputj daugiau) balsy. DaZniausia ten valdo ke-
liy partijy koalicija, kuriai oponuoja dar bent ke-
lios partijos. Viena partija niekur demokratin€je
tvarkoje nepajégia iSsilaikyti valdZioje 30 mety.
Buvusioji maZuma kai kada laimi balsy daugu-
ma ir sudaro naujos krypties valdzig. Gerai ir
normaliai veikiancéioje respublikoje pralaimeéju-
sios partijos nesibijo dél savo pasakéjy gyvybes,
laisvés ir turto. Tain buvo ir pusiau demokrati-
néje Rusijoj nuo 1905 iki 1918 m.

Sovietuose néra jokio laisvo politinio Zmoniy
susigrupavimo. Visose soviety “respublikose”
kandidatus stato tik viena partija, tiksliau gi —
komunisty partijos aukstoji vadovybs. Zmonés
prievarta varomi balsuoti uz tuos ne Zmoniy sta-

tytus kandidatus. Taigi Sovietuose néra Zmoniy
rinkto ir jy jvairias nuomones atstovaujancio
parlamento. Todél sovietiniy valstybiy negalima
vadinti respublikomis. Sovietai né€ra nei. tikra
monarchija, nors turi daugiau panasSumo abso-
liutéms monarchijoms, negu respublikoms, nes
Soviety, valdovy negalima rinkimais pakeisti. Tai
kas gi yra Sovietai? Tai yra naujo tipo valstybe;
tai yra metodas tai paciai mazai grupei kuoil-
giausia i$silaikyti valdZioje Ziauraus teroro pa-
gelba. Visokie triukSmingi rinkimai téra tik for-
malumas. Svarbiausias rinkimy tikslas — nieko
nepakeisti valdZioje, jos ideologijoj ir jos meto-
duose. Antraeilis rinkimy tikslas — apdumti akis
saviems piliediams, o dar labiau uZsieniui. Taigi
Sovietai neturi svarbiausios respublikinés insti-
tucijos: laisvai rinkto ir i§ jvairiy partiju susi-
dédancio parlamento, todél jie yra tik tokia “re-
spublika”, kaip Franco Ispanija ir Hitlerio Vo-
kietija.

Ar daug komunizmo Sovietuose?

Komun'zmas tai bendros nuosavybégs ir ben-
dro valdymo ekonominé sistema. Tokioje siste-
moje suponuojamas beveik lygus visy dirbanéiy-
ju atlyginimas ir pilna globa silpnesniyjy, nebe-
galin¢iy dirbti. Bet gi Sovietuose juk néra ben-
dros nuosavybés. Kolektyviniuose ukiuose ir fa-
brikuose Lietuvoje sauvaliSkai Seimininkauja iS
gilumos Rusijos atsiysti komisariukai, neturi jo-
kiy teisiy j lietuviy nuosavybz. Lietuviai savo
zemése maziau turi balso, negu baudz'auninkai
pony dvaruosz iki 1861 m. Visas turtas Soviety
Imperijoj yra atimtas i§ Zmoniy ir pavestas val-
stybei. Valstybés wvaldanéioji grupé paveda ta
turta valdyti ir juomi naudotis nedidelei komu-
nisty rasei, kuri nuolat disciplinuojama mnuolati-
niais valymais ir rasés ‘“pagerinimais”. Paprasti
nekomunistai maziau gerbiami uz gyvulius. Zmo-
néms isnaudoti, badu marinti ir kankinti isteig-
tos gausios stovyklos, kuriose kankiniy gyvenimu
smilksta keliolika milijony Zmoniy. Bet gyvu-
liams tokiy Ziauriy stovykly Sovietai vis délto
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nesteigia. Jiems skiriamas beveik normalus mai-
stas ir darbas.

Baltijos neturtingose valst. ministro, stambaus

banko ar fabriko direktoriaus alga galéjo biiti
tarp 2000 ir 3000 lity, ogi kiemsargio ar paprasto
fabriko darbininko maziausios pajamos sieké nuo
100 iki 150 lity. Taigi didziausiyjy pony algos
galéjo prilygti iki 20 darbininky algy. Ir tokiy
pony valstybéje buvo tik keletas tuziny. Betgi
Sovietuose didziyjy pony alga prilygsta 60 darbi-
- ninky algoms, o daznai ir Zymiai daugiau. Tokiy
nepaprastai brangiai atlyginamuy pony Sovietai
tureJo pries kara, per 6000, o dabar jau daug dau-
giau, Tai kurgi ¢ia komunizmas su algy lygybe?
Kaip matome, Sovietai néra nei komunistiné val-
stybé, nei socialistiné. Tai yra savotiskas valsty-
binis kapitalizmas su labai padidéjusia biurokra-
tija, betvarke, kysiais ir sustiprintu darbininky,
iSnaudojimu.

Kaip matome i§ Sios trumpos apzvalgos, So-
vietiné Rusija labai nutolo nuo demokratiniy ir
respubli,kiniu valdymosi formy ir komunizmo
ekonomikoj ji ne;vykde Tai kurgi didesnieji jos
laiméjimai?

Ateizmas stambiausias Soviety laime-
jimas. _

Naujos Soviety religijos oficialus vardas tai
karingasai dialektinis materializemas (vojinstvu-
jusdy dialekticesky materializm). Sitai religijai
platinti namie ir svetur Sovietai iSleido daug mi-
lijony pinigo, visuose pasaulio krastuose palai-
kydami materializmo arba bedievybés misionie-
rius. Stalinas laikomas viso pasaulio ateisty ka-
lifu ar dalai—lama. Kiekvienas geras komunistas
stengiasi atlikti bent naujos religijos popo parei-
gas. Nauji misijonieriai pasizymi nepaprastu
uolumu, giliu tikéjimu ir fanatizmu. Ir Sitoje reli-
ginéje srity Sovietai pasieké gan Zymiy rezulta-
ty. Taciau néra tikrai Zinoma, ar senosios religi-
jos (pravoslavija ir magometanizmas) nustojo
ten daugumos. IS uz gelezinés uzdangos paspruke
Zzmones Sneka, kad dar daugumas Soviety Imperi-
jos paprasty liaudies Zzmoniy tebelinksta prie se-
nesniyjy humaniskesniy, Svelnesniy religijy, kad
naujoji religija savo grubumu, Ziaurumu ir pri-
mityvumu atstumia nuo saves paprastuosius
zmones. Ateistais save laiko tik privilegijuotoji
klasé: komunistai, komjaunimas, aukstesnieji ir
vidutiniai wvaldininkai bei karininkai. Atviri
krikscéionys megali uzimti Sovietuose jokios Zy-
mesnés vietos valdzios jstaigose, fabrikuose ir
kolchozuose.

Ir atrodo, kad Soviety politikoje Siandien
svarbiausig vietg uzima ne komunizmas, ne Zmo-
niy lygybeé, bet praplétimas religijos arba ideolo-
gijos ir imperializmas. Tad visuose uZimtuose
krastuose Sovietai yra labiausia susiriipine sunai-
kinti senyjy, tradiciniy religijy pasakéjus ir ju
sukurta kultiirg. Sovietizmas labiausia primena

viduramzio Islama savo nepaprastu maldingumu
ir fanatizmu. Naujas jy koranas tai marksizmas-
leninizmas-stalinizmas. Jis turi pasaulj suvieno-
dinti ir iSganyti, pajungti vienai diktaturai, duoti
pasauliui naujg gyvenimo stiliy.

Sovietizmas tai savolisSka ideokratija, nepa-
lickanti vietos jokiam kultwriniam Zmoniy ku-
rybos jwairumui. Todeél visi Soviety imperijos ra-
Sytojai, menininkai ir mokslininkai gali pasirin-
kti arba atsivertima | naujg religija, arba bada su
persekiojimais ir tremimais j vergy stovyklas.
Grieztos, ziaurios ir visuotinai pritaikintos per-
sekiojimy priemonés Soviety ideokratijai duoda
greity ir tikry rezultaty. Jy valdomose sritysz is-
nyksta visa laisva spauda, visa laisva kiryba.

Pagal naujos ideokratijos geleZing discipling
rykiuojami visame pasauly Sov ety Salininkai fr
ruoSiamas naujas karas. Tad bukime visai tikri,
kad dabartinis Saltasai Soviety karas ir biisima-
sai karstasai karas eis pagal sovietinés ideologi-
jos désnius ir jau zinomg Ziaurig praktikg. Sovie-
tai turi naujo karo programg, puikiai Zino savo
tikslus, turi gerai iSbandyts metoda valdyti ne-
paklusnias mases. Tikry organizioty komunisty-
ateisty pasauly yra gal but tik 20 milijony. So-
viety imperijoj pries karg buvo 170 milijony gerai
pajungty ir klausyti jpratinty Zmogysciy. Naujos
kolonijos Centro Europoje ir Azijoje padidino
Soviety imperijg iki 400 milijony, kurios Zymi
dalis dar néra tinkamai iSvalyta ir discipl'nuota.
Bet kiekvieni taikos metai duoda Sovietams pui-
kios progos naikinti senuosius kultirinius sluoks.
nius ir niveliuoti tas kolonijas (Baltijos Respubli-
kose, Lenkijoj, Balkanuose ir t.t.) j sovietinj lygi.
Tad kiekvieni metai Zymiai padidina Soviety ga-
lybe ir mazina laisvyjy Zmoniy skaiéiy strate-
giskuose Europos krastuose.

O kaip gi yra laisvajame pasauly ? Kokiy Jegu
jis dar turi?

Laisvojo pasaulio susiskaldymas.

Pagal nusistovéjusias tradicijas galvojant,
sprendziama, kad laisvas demokratinis pasaulis
naujo karo pradéti nenori ir net negali. Kary ini-
ciatyva priklauso diktatoriams. Jie pradéda ka-
riauti dazniausia tuomet, kai jie tinkamai karui
pasiruosia. Daugelis zZinovy mano, kad Sovietai
suspés naujam karui pasiruosti per kokius 10 ar
15 mety, kuomet Centrinés Euarcopos laisvyjy
zmoniy vadovybé bus jau galutinai likviduota ir
organizuotas sukilimas prie§ Sovietus bus jau ne-
begalimas. Per tg laika vergy imperija gal jau
bus patgéjusi iki kokiy 450 milijony gyventojy.
Jos propaganda arba melo skleidimas irgi bus su-
intensyveéjes.

Kuriomis gi jégomis galés pasitikeéti laisvasai
pasaulis ?

Azijos kontinentas dar labai ilgai bus silpnas.
Aktyvus ir gudrus sovietizmas neleis Kinijai bent
kiek padoriau nei susitvarkyti. Gal tik viena Ja-
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ponija iSliks sovietinio chaoso nepaliesta, o ji tu-
ri apie 70 milijony pilnai nuginkluoty Zmoniy, vis
labiau krypstanciy demokratybén deka iSmintin-
gos Amerikos politikos toje Saly.

Lotyniskoji Amerika, kaip ir seniau, Senojo
Pasaulio konfliktuose aktyviai dalyvauti neras
pakankamo reikalo. Taciau uz tinkamg kaing
daugelis respubliky sutiks pardavinéti demokra-
tijoms maistg ir mineralus bei kitas zaliavas.
Bet galés atsirasti net ir tokiy krasty, kurie pa-
siduos Soviety propagandai ir bandys Siek ar
tiek remti Sovietus. Demokratijy apsiginimo
svarbiausig branduolj sudarys 150 mil. U.S.A.
gyventojuy ir baltoji dalis Brity Imperijos (apie
75 mil. gyv.), kartu apie 225 mil. Zmoniy.

Kokioje padéty tuomet bus Vakary Europa
su savo 200 mil. gyventojy — sSiandien galima
tiktai spelioti. Kai kurios mazosios valstybés gal
but bandys bent pradzioje savo neitralumg islai-
kyti, bijodamos labai staigaus Soviety smiugio.
Italijoj ir Pranciizijoj Sovietai tes jau pradéta
savo politika: stiprins penktaja kolong, organi-
zuos streikus ir sabotazg. Kiek tasai darbas So-
vietams seksis — néra galimybés visai desimciai
mety pramatyti. Bet visai be vaisiy jis vis delto
neliks.

Laisvojo pasaulio zmoniy rezervas galés siekti
arti 500 milijony gyventojy. Jo resursai ir gamy-
ba dar ilgg laika bus zZymiai didesni, negu Sovie-
ty fimperijos. Taciau visoje Vakary Europoje
reiksis labai didelis ideologinis susiskaldymas.
Kai kuriuose stambiuose krasStuose sovietizmo
naudai dirbs net iki 25% gyventojy. Soviety
penktoji kolona visame pasauly bus labai veikli,
o laisvyjy Zmoniy tarpe nebus pakankamo politi-
nio isaukléjimo, nebugs politinés vienybés ir net
§ilty savytarpiniy santykiy.

Laisvajame pasauly kataliky ir protestanty
skaic¢iai yra beveik lygis. Budistiné Japonija
irgi gan stambus priedas.

Zitirint pagal politines partijas, tai Europoje
yra Zymiai daugiau susiskaldimo, negu Anglo—
Saksy Salyse ir Japonijoj, kur reikSmeés turi tiktai
dvi ar trys partijos. Europos kontinento beveik
visose laisvose Salyse stipriau pasireiSkia: 1)
krikSéioniSkoji demokratija, 2) socialistai ir 3)
tikiniky partijos. Bet greta ju yra dar daugiau
smulkuciy partijy gan jvairiais vardais. Isvar-
dintos trys politinés grupés galéty sudaryti lig ir
centrinj branduolj, aplink kurj galéty spiestis ir
visos kitos demokratinés jégos.

Amerikos vaidmuo ideologiniame kare.

Visame demokratiniame bloke be jokios abe-
jonés pati stipriausioji Zzmonémis ir technika yra
Amerika. Net be ypatingo pasiruoSimo Siuo metu
ji dar galéty karg laiméti, nors Sovietams ir tek-
ty pirmosios stambios pergalés. Bet karo laime-
jimas juk neatnesSa ilgos taikos. Amerika moka

nuostabiai greitai taikg prakisti dél nesugebéji-
mo paruosti konstruktyve ir viskg apimandcig tai-
kos programay.

Karo metu Siaip ar taip kariaujanciame lagery
vienybé gimsta, gausiai krauju ir aSaromis palai-
styta. Sio karo metu mnet kriminaliSkiausioji
valstybé buvo demokratija paskelbta, vien dél
tos pacios vienybés. Jeigu Mussolini but turéjes
kiek daugiau proto ir but stojes Amerikos Sonan
kariauti nors ir tik paskutinj ménesj, tai jis but
buves paskelbtas tikrai dideliu demokratijos gel-
bétoju ir Sulu ir but konkuraves su Stalinu. Karo
ikarsty daromi kartais patys kvailiausi sprendi-
mai, neatsizvelgiant | ateitj, j taikg. O taika pa-
ruosti trunka net ilgiau, negu kara. DidZioji stra-
teginé iSmintis pasireiksty, jeigu vadovaujancios
valstybés valdovai prie karo strategijos glau-
dziai prijungty ir taikos strategija. Graziy stra-
teginés reikSmés pareisSkimy Prezidentas Roose-
veltas, tiesa, padaré: Atlanto Carteris, Keturios
Laisvés etc. Bet jis neturéjo nei uzsidegimo, nei
plano savo pareiSkimy laikytis. Taikos laivas
plauké be kapitono. O taikos planas reikia turéti
netgi pacioje karo pradzioje. Tokj plang turéjo
tik Sovietai... Ir jiems kol kas nuostabiai seka-
si... chaosas séti.

Amerikai jau laikas Zinoti, kad Soviety veda-
mas karas yra visupirma ideologinis karas; ‘tad
Sovietai labai rimtai ir tvirtai jungia ir globoja
savo sgjungininkus visuose pasaulio kampuose.
Kiekvienas pasaulio komunistas laikomas Sovie-
ty draugu ir pilie¢iu ir bet kuriuo metu gali gauti
Sovietijos pasa, jeigu tik jis sugeba jos reikalui
patarnauti.

Kasgi turi globoti ir jungti laisvajj pasaulj
kovon su demokratijos priesais ? Laisvyjy Zmoniy
vienybé — turéty buti tikslu kiekvieno demokra-

" to visame pasauly. Bet niekas kitas negal€ty ftos

vienybés tikrai ir sekmingai jvykdyti be Ameri-
kos stiprios globos ir net vadovybés. Bet eilinis
Amerikos pilietis ir net jos valstybés vyrai vis
dar pilnai nesupranta, kad Amerikai tenka kilni,
sunki ir lemtinga rolé iSgelbéti Vakary kultturg ir
laisve jos sunkiausios krizés metu. Mes, nelai-
mingeiji audros naslaiciai, skaudziai sparnus nu-
svile besiverziancio vulkano liepsnose, visa savo
esybe jauc¢iame nuo pat 1939 m., kad didZiausias
pavojus laisvajam pasauliui gresia kaip tik iS
seniausios, motinog ir inkubatoriaus visy kity dik-
tatury. Bet soti ir rami Amerika dar ir dabar
tebesvarsto, ar verta nutraukti paramg DidZiajam
Inkvizitoriui.

Didziyjy sutemy metu mei viena, kad ir labai
stambi, Zmoniy grupé nepajiegs barbarams atsi-
spirti.

Jose Amerika. gali prisirankioti
legionus iStikimy draugy, kurie uz bendra laisveés
idealg drgsiai Zengs ugnin, vandenin.Netiesa, kad
madosios nuteriotos tautos nebeturi galybés lais-
ve ginti! Melagis buty, kas sakyty, kad Centro
Europos mazutés tautos nebeturi reikSmes pasau-
lio laisvei ginti!

Tik tuomet jaunimo Zurnalas ga-
16ty pilniau vaizduoti vyéiy organizacijos veikls,
tinkamai skatinti tag misy brangy jaunima prie
visuomeninio lietuvisko darbo ir atatikty tikras
jaunyjy nuotaikas.

Dabargi “Vyties” redaktorius gyveno ir dirbo
mazame miestely prie Pacifiko kranto, vienuj—
vienas per 130 myliy, retai turjs progos susitikti
net su negausia artimesniy miesty lietuviska vi-
suomene. Tai nutolina ji nuo lietuviskos realybés
ir neteikia progos jsitraukti j gyvus misy visuo-
menés reikalus.

Tad redaktorius rezignavo jau rugséjo men.
Tik Pirmininko ir Dvasios Vado maloniai paska-
tintas jis dar laikési savo poste kol bus surastas
naujas redaktorius.

Redaktorius iSeina tikrai apgailestaudamas,
nes jis turéjo visai maloniy ir tikrai draugiSky
patyrimy santykiuose su simpatingais ir lietu-
vybei atsidavusiais valdybos nariais ir kuopy
veikéjais. Tikrai puiku buvo dirbti su tokiais
dzentelmenais , kaip Juozas Boley ir kunigai St.
Raila ir J. Jutkeviéius. Tik intensyvus pedagogi-
nis darbas pastaruoju laiku konfiskavo visas jé-
gas ir priverté pasitraukti is laikrastijos.

The first effusion
of this blood, however, took place early in His
life when He was only eight days old. He was
impatient to perform His most important task.
He did not dilly-dally but at once submitted Him-
self to the Jewish law of circumcision. His flesh
was cut and the blood flowed. One drop of it
would have been sufficient for the complete sa-
tisfaction of God’s justice but no, He insisted
upon the total effusion, the beginning of which
took place on this day of circumeision as a child
and the ending on the cross at Mount Calvary as
a man.

Such is the thought impressed upon us by the
celebration of another New Year’s Day. This
great day marks not only the beginning of a new
year but also the Feast of the Circumecision of
Our Lord. It has long been the custom of the
world to associate New Year’s Day with the mak-
ing of new resolutions. A new year begins, a new
leaf is, as it were, turned over. Hence it is only
natural for one to express the desire if starting
off the new year properly by making resolutions
with the intention of doing much better than in
the previous year.

Yet, despite the good intentions and the de-
termination to be faithful the resolutions re-
main, more often than not, in the realm of inten-
tion and rarely enter into the realm of execution.
This is due, no doubt, to the lack of will-power,
forgetfulness, influence of friends, lack of since-
rity and many other reasons. Frequently, and
this may be the trouble with most of us, it may
be due to the fact that too many resolutions are
made. Instead of making two or three good reso-
lutions possible of fulfilment, one makes many
resolutions which in a very short time become
extremely burdensome and practically impossible
of fulfilment. The result is that many resolutions
are made but very few, if any, are kept. That is
why, instead of proposing a number of resolu-
tions to you as K. of L. members, I propose only
two for the new year 1948: monthly confession
and communion and regular attendance at your
council’s monthly meetings.

As your Spiritual Advisor, I am sad to say
that not all our members make it a point to re-
ceive hte sacraments every month. Qur Lord
instituted the sacraments as a means of salvation
for us. It is through them that we receive God’s
graces without which we cannot save our souls.
Hence the need of receiving them and receiving
them frequently. From the point of view of digni.-

ty, the Holy Eucharist is the most implorftant. of
the seven sacraments. It contains Our Lord Him-
self Whom we receive in holy communion.
He becomes united with us. We become one with
Him. By receiving holy communion often, we are
ever closely united with Him Who is Goodness

Itself. How can we not be good ourselves when

we have Goodness Itself within us! A Knight
cannot be a good one unless he first is a good
Catholic, something he cannot be unless he re-
ceives frequently Our Lord in holy communion.
Like his body, his soul must be nourished so that

it may be strengthened against the numerous .

temptations that beset him and that spiritual
nourishment is none other than the body and
blood of Christ. The Holy Eucharist is the very
center of our spiritual life. That is why we have
to pay more attention to the frequent receiving
of that sacrament than to anything else that we
do in the world. The practice of monthly confes-
sion and communion will, therefore, make us bet-
ter Catholics and consequently better K. of L.
members.

Our members often say that they are not able
to take an active part in the running of .our orga-
nization simply because they do not know enough
about it. I ask: how can you know enough about
the K. of L. if you do mot attend your council’s
monthly meetings regulary? our organization is
just like anything else. If you want to know some-
thing about it, you must be willing to sacrifice
time and effort for it. This cannot be done by
attending one or two meetings but by attending
every meeting. It is only by attending regularly
the monthly meetings that one learns just what
the K. of L. is all about. one learns its end or
purpose, its aectivity, its functioning, its needs
and its opportunities. Then each meeting takes on
a different importance and interest. Then one
looks more to the primary purpose of our organi-
zation and not so much to the secondary one. In

short one becomes a better member, the type of

which we have need.

The Feast of the Circumecision teaches us that
Christ did not delay but immediately set out to
accomplish the work He set out to do. He lost no
time in fulfilling His divine mission. We, too,
must not dilly-dally nor lose any more time. We
must ever be on the alert. We must ever be about
our business of achieving the high ideals of the
K. of L. We'll be on our way if during the year
1948 we approach the sacraments monthly and
attend the council’s monthly meetings faithfully.
So let us make these resolutions and then let us
make the resolution of keeping what we have
resolved to do. Let us forget the intention and

CENTER.

Charles Puksta (Middlebury Coll.). He ranks among
the best in New England this year. A quick, unerring
play diagnostician, Puksta directed Middlebury’s defense
throughout the entire season and seldom was fooled. He
was a savage tackler and agile as a cat on pass defense.
He was captain of the Middlebury team, and served in
the Army Air Forces as a communications officer with
71st squadron, 434th group.

RIGHT GUARD.

Alfonse Swekla (U. of New Hampshire). Although
only a sophomore, many New England experts who have
seeén this ex-Gob in action insists that he is destined to
become one of the greatest guards in the school’s history.

Bobh makes his specialty driving through opposing tackles
and smearing plays in the opponents backfield. In every
major game, he played 60 minutes of terrific football.
He continuously snagged passes all over the field, and
caught seven of them for touchdowns. Blocked two punts,
and was largely responsible for the team’s successful
season. He is a converted backfield man. He is a Lynn
Classical High grad, where he played with Boley Dan-
cewicz on the New England and State champion eleven.

In “K. of L. Brite Lites,” Harrison-Kearny’s
(Council 90) monthly publication there appeared
in the December issue an appeal to organizers in
their council which might well be adapted to all
councils. In an unsigned article, written in Lithu-
anian, the writer poses the question: “Is there no
room for us who joined the council 20 or 30 years
ago and now because of our age or marital status
don’t seem to fit in with the gang? Many Lithu-
anian families, feeling that they are not wanted
in the K. of L. are satisfying their desire for
social and other activity elsewhere.” The writer
expresses the sentiment of one who has been
thrown out of his own home, a home which he
had helped to build in those early and difficult
years.

Here are just a few of the passages which
seem to be overflowing with love for his old
organization:
