Zilevicius taip raso: “Velionis buvo vienas Zy-
miyjy kompozitoriy, kuris maujoviskoje formoje
paras$é nemaZza kiuriniy. Ypatingai jis mégo solo
su fortepionu ir jy daug prirasé. Dainininkai
mégo ‘“‘Aguonéles”, ‘“Visur Tyla”, “Burtus”; cho-
rui populiarios yra ‘“Téve miisy”, ‘“Zvejai” ir eilé
kity: baletas “Kastytis ir Juratée” buvo Valsty-
biniame Teatre Kaune ne kartg statyttas; nema-
7ai parasé ir iSleido fortepionui maZzesniy ir di-
desniy kuriniy; turéjo gero pasisekimo jo simfo-
miniai kuiriniai ir kameriniai !(sonatos smuikui su
pianu, ¢elo su pianu, pianui).

Pres. Massachusetts Federation of Business and
Professional Women’s Clubs

One hundred years ago in Seneca Falls, New
York, the first women’s rights convention was
held. On May 22-23, 1948, at the New Ocean
House, Swampscott, Mass., the Massachusetts
Federation of Business and Professional
Women’s Clubs, with branches in the various
cities and towns of the Commonwealth held their
convention. This organization is affiliated with
the National and International Federation of
Business & Professional Women’s Clubs which
will hold their convention at Fort Worth, Texas,
from July 4-10, 1948.

It is quite significant that the president of
the Massachusetts Federation of Business and
Professional Women’s Clubs is a Lithuanian
American, Attorney Susanne P. Shallna. In
consequence of Mrs. Shallna’s efforts and invi-
tation 'the Boston Lithuanian Dancing Group
under the leadership of Mrs. Ona Ivaska were
on the program demonstrating the Lithuanian
art and folk dancing before those American
women leaders in their respective communities.
