In Every Village In Lithuania

In every village in Lithuania there are homes
with boarded windows and doors, homes whose
owners have been deported to Siberia or who
have run away and are (in hiding lest they be
deported.

Even now 2 to 3 thousand persons are seized
each month. There are usually given a 6 to 10
year sentence and deported to Russia,

One who has lived in a Siberian camp for 19
months and has worked in the coal mines there

- said:

“Of every new load of deportees to this huge
slave camp 50 to 60 percent die in the first two
months. They cannot endure the cold; they have
no gloves, no warmer clothing. Everything was
taken away from them enroute.”

One who escaped from another camp stated:

“Day in and day out the meals are the same

-— made of plain water and frozen and rotted

potatoes with a few grains of barley. No meat,
no fat. 400 grams of bread a day, but it is inhu-
manly bad. Amnd that’s all. We had lto sleep in
unheated barracks, with nmo sheets and no covers.
Every morning some found their friends lying
close to them dead. The corpses couldn’t be
buried for the ground was frozen too deep.
Every evening the living would carry back with
them bodies of those who had died that day
while at work.”

These constant amrests and destruction of
Lithuania’s population in Russian prisons and
slave labor camps threatens to annihilate the
Lithuanian nation, which during this last war
and the several occupations has lost over a half

It has often been
said the relaxation is good for the body but
never for the soul. In other words, while vaca-
tions are helpful to the body, there is no such a
thing as a vaction for the soul. Vacation time or
not, we must still be busy about the work of
saving our souls. No let-up is allowed. Neither
the commandments of God nor those of the
church are revoked during the summer time.
They must be fulfilled regardless of the season.
The dangers which ever stand in the way of our

- souls must be guarded against especially during

vacations. This can be done by making your
vacation a truly Catholic one. The following
rules will help exceedingly:

1. Be faithful to your daily prayers. You
owe homage and glory to God and what
bettter way have you for doing this than
saying your daily morning and evening
prayers. They will obtain for you the divine
aids you meed to ward off the temptations
of every day.

2. Receive the sacraments regularly.

" Confession is good for the soul. It keeps
the soul pure and spotless. It cleanses it
from the stains which mar it by mortal and

venial sin. Holy communion will unite you
to Our Lord and keep you spiritually
healthy and strong. It will strengthen you
to fight successfully the battle against
Satan, the demon of temptation. You will no
doubt think of baseball double-headers.

4. Be mindful of God’s presence. Where-
ver you may be or go, God is and will be
there always. He is ever looking at you.
Never will you be able to hide yourself
away from Him. Keeping this in mind, you
will never subject yourself to injudicious
body exposure or the so-called moonlight
madness. You will never indulge in amuse-
ments which led to moral lapses or befriend
companions whose conduct is anything but
exemplary. God keeps your soul holy and
pure by sanctifying grace. Keep it that
way. Avoid all moral and spiritual infrac-
tion. ‘

God wants us to enjoy ourselves and seek
relaxation for the chance to do our work better
in the future. He allows us pleasures but only
those which are legitimate and within the

 bounds He has set. He gave us Nature to enjoy.

The scenic heauty of our vast country expanses
merely reflect the beauty of Him Who is the
Author of that Nature. So let us not disapoint .
Him nor ourselves. Let us thank Him for the op-

_portunities He gives us. Faithfully fulfilling our

spiritual duties and always remembering His
presence, we will spend this summer season in
a God-like way and our vacations will be not
pagan but really Catholic ones. |

Tuo
biidu lietuviy dainos jau Zinomos mazdaug Sim-
tas mety pries Herderio liaudies dainy rinkinio
“Tauty balsai dainose” pasirodyma3.

Bet ir dar anksciau lietuviy dainos yra bu-
vusios vienur kitur atzymétos.. A. Domeikaité
savo disertacijoj “Lietuviy dainos vokieciy lite-
ratiiroj” (1928 m.) mini fakta, kad Dresdene bu-
ves rastas kaspinas su lietuviska dainele ‘“Pas
mociute augau’’ ir su jrasu “anno 1512”. Kas
siandie besuvaikys, kiek daineliy j savo audinius
‘buvo jaudusios uolios lietuvaites!

Kritikos ir literatiiros pasaulis Vakaruose
lietuviy daina ypac¢ susideméjo nuo vadinamojo
audros ir varzto laikotarpio ir nuo romantinio
sajudzio pasirei§kimo. Sios literatiirinés sroves
reikalavo racionalizmo suvarzyto jausmo atpa-
NJaidavimo, reikalavo tikros, iSgyventos ir nuo-
Sirdzios kurybos, éjo j tauta, j liaudj, i jos pra-
eitj. Siuos reikalavimus lietuviskoji daina visis-
kai atitiko. Joje buvo ir tikro, nuoSirdaus jaus-
mo ir joje atsispindéjo, gali sakyt, visas tautos
gyvenimas.

Kai Valterkiemio (Rytpriisiuose) kunigas Pi-
lypas Ruhig (Rugys) i savo rastg “Lietuviy kal-
bos svarstymai” (1745 m.) jdéjo dvi lietuviskas

daineles kalbos groziui pavaizduoti, jos suzadino
zymaus vokie¢iy kritiko Lessingo démesj. Viena-

‘me savo literattros laiSky jis apie lietuviy dai-

nas raso: “Koks naivus sgmojis! - Kiek zavaus
paprastumo.”

Isigilinimas j tautos genijy paskatino kita
vokie¢iy literaturos kritika, Herderj, rinkti liau-
dies dainas i§ visy pasaulio krasty. Pagal Herde-
ri, visos tautos savo kiryba sudaro tartum ben-
dra chorg. Visos turi savo balsa, kiekviena dai-
nuoja kitaip, né viena néra atmesta ar paniekin-
ta.
