Dievo ir
tévynés meilé nesiprieSina viena kitai. PrieSin-
gai, Dievas nori, jog mes, Ji mylédami, mylétu-
me ir savo artima.

vui giesme svetimoje Zeméje! Muzikos instru-
menty nebeliesdavo, nes jiems nebuvo malonus
arpu stygu virpéjimas.

Jeigu dar neuZtenka Senojo Testamento pa-
vyzdzZiuy, paskaitykime Evangelijose aprasyta
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Kristaus gyvenimg. Dievas-Zmogus ir viso pa-
saulio karaliy karalius, kuriam priklauso visos
tautos, nesiverZé uZimti sosty, nes noréjo buti
iStikimu vienos tautos tarnu. Sis Dievas-Zmogus
gimsta Betliejuje, Palestinoje. Dar mazas vaiku-
tis yra priverdiamas bégti i§ savosios Zemeés ir
kentéti tremtinio dalia, kol jo prieSas numirs.

Jis kalba
paprastu to laiko kalbamu dialektu, (aramajy
kalba), o ne romény bei graiky puo$niausiomis
kalbomis. Savo kalboje Kristus pasirenka pa-
vyzdZius iS Palestinos gyvenimo: fygos medi,
garstyCios gruda, séjéja séjanti sékla, Zmogu,
keliaujanti i§ Jeruzalés j Jericho miestg. Pir-
muosius savo stebuklus Kristus taip pat padaro
savo apylinkéje: pirmasis vyno padauginimas
ivyksta Kanos Galiliejoj, duonos padauginimas
ir Eucharistijos pazadas Kafarnaume. Apastalus
iSsirenka paprastus zvejus galiliejiecius. Nuvy-
kes prie Jeruzalés Kristus apsiverkia, nes jam
gaila to didingojo miesto, kuris po 40 mety bus
visiSkai sugriautas. Kristus net duokle moka,
norédamas irodyti, jog jis uzlaiko piliec¢iui uzde-
tas pareigas.

Sie Kristaus gyvenimo jvykiai mums kalba
apie tikrg ir nuoSirdzia Kristaus meile tévynei.
8i meilé nebuvo egoistiné. Po duonos padaugini-
mo galiliejieCiams norint Jj paskelbti karaliu-
mi, Jis atsisaké ir pasislépé kalnuose.

Diakonas Juozas Simonaitis kunigu buvo is-
vestas liepos 9 d., 1922 m.

Paskirtas i didele parapija, jaunas kunigas
jauté didele atsakomybe, bet tas jo nebaidé, tik
tuoj griebési prie darbo ir su nuoSirdZia para-
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- nepriklausomos

-auditorija su visais patogumais.

Astuonioliktojo amzZiaus pabaiga pasaulio is-
torijoje buvo gan audringa: Amerikoje susikureé
Jungtinés Valstybés, Europoje
siauté DidzZioji Prancltizy revoliucija, o jos ry-
tuose augo Rusijos galybé, kurios noras verztis

i vakarus jau buvo kurstomas visg Simtmetj. Pa--

keliui j vakarus, skersai kelio, jai buvo Lietuvos
Lenkijos valstybé, kurig sudaré dvi tautos, nuo

pijiediy pagelba nuveiké didelius darbus. Sunkiai
dirbo pagerinimui, pagrazinimui baZnycios, pa-
didino ir sumodernino parapijos mokykla. Sena-
ja baZnyc¢ia perdirbo ir padaré grazia parapijos
Isigijo grazia
klebonija. Pakvieté seseris pranciskietes moky-
tojauti: Jo vadovybéje parapijine mokykla lan-
ko arti astuoni simtai mokiniy.

Be parapijinés veiklos ir atsakingy klebono
pareigy, kun. Simonaitis randa laiko ir visuome-
niniam lietuviskam veikimui. Jis seniai triasia
beveik visose lietuviy kataliky organizacijose ir
ivairiose katalikiSkos kurybos srityse. Jis yra il-
gametis Kunigy Vienybés narys ir yra buves
Centro pirmininku.

Kaip anks¢iau pazyméjau, kun. J. Simonaitis,
yra Amerikoje gimes ir auges, todél gerai su-
prantas Amerikos lietuviy jaunima, ir savo ga-

‘bumus ir patarimus yra jdéjes Liet. Vyéiy or-

ganizacijoje. Uz tai Liet. Vy¢iai kun. J. Simonai-
ti aukstai ivertindami suteiké jam garbés laips-
ni. Jam artimos ir kitos, ¢ia neivardintos lietu-
viskos organizacijos.

Su kun. J. Simonai¢iu dziaugiasi kartu ir jo
parapijieciai, kad turi toki nuoSirdy vada. Todél
kovo 20 d., parapijieciai suruosé Jo garbei puiky
bankieta. Bankieto surengimu parapijieciai is-
reiSké savo dékinguma savo dvasios vadui, _ gi
izymis sveéiai kaip tai: prelatas Mykolas Kru-
pavi¢ius — Vyriausiojo Lietuvos ISlaisvinimo
Komiteto pirm.; prelatas Jonas Balktnas, kun.
Dr. Juozas Koncius — BALF’0 prezidentas ir
dvideSimt penki kunigai bankiete nuoSirdziai
kun. klebong Juozg Simonaitj sveikino.

Tad Sia proga tegul buina leista ir Lietuvos
vyliams iSreiksti Sirdingiausius linkéjimus, gi,
L. Vy¢iy seimo laiku (Seimas jvyks rugséjo
mén., Elizabeth, N. J.) asmeniSkai nuoSirdZiai
pasveikinti. Ilgiausiy mety misy garbés nariui
kun. Juozui Simonaidiui!

1569 m. susitariusios turéti bendrg valdova ir
bendra seima, o visus kitus valstybés reikalus
kiekviena tvarkési savarankiskai.

Dar keturioliktojo amziaus pabaigoje (1385)
Lietuva buvo davusi Lenkijai karaliy Jogailg,
kuris vedé Lenkijos karalaite Jadvyga. Jogaila
buvo didZiojo Lietuvos kunigaik§¢io Algirdo sii-
nus, Gedimino siinénas. Jogailos giminé Lenkija
valdé beveik du simtu mety. Paskutiné jos atza-
la, karalius Zigmantas Augustas, miré 1572 m.
Po jo mirties, pagal lietuviy lenku susitarimg,
bendra Lietuvai ir Lenkijai valdova rinkdavo
abiejy krastuy bajorai ir didikai.

Per pora Simty sekanc¢iy mety Lietuvos Len-
kijos soste sédéjo karaliai, rinkti i§ Prancizijos,
Svedijos, Saksonijos karaliSky giminiy ir i§ Ven-
grijos bei Lenkijos diduomenés atstovy. ISsky-
rus Svedijos ir Saksonijos kilmés karalius, né
vienas giliau neileido Sakny, nes jie priklausé
nuo bajorijos ir diduomenés, kuri juos rinko.
Deél to ir Lenkijos Lietuvos karalysté buvo va-
dinama respublika.

Tikrumoje diduomené ir bajorija buvo tikras
krasto Seimininkas. Laikui bégant, juo labiau ji
isigaléjo, juo daugiau paisé savo luomo ir savo
giminés interesy, bendrus valstybés reikalus nu-
stumdama i Salj. Tarp daugelio besipeSanciy Sei-
mininky émé irti krasto tvarka ir jo stiprybé.
Kai daugiau valstybinés iSminties turintieji sei-
muose keldavo sumanymus, kaip reikéty sustip-
rinti valstybe, tokiems savanaudziai bajorai ir
didikai atsikirsdavo, kad Lenkija gyvuoja tik
déka netvarkos. Esa, jei tik ji susitvarkyty ir
kiek pralobty, tuojau ja imty kariauti kaimynai,
o dabar niekam jos nereikia. Seimuose isigaléjo
paprotys, virtes jstatymu, visus nutarimus pri-
imti vienbalsiai. Jeigu vienas kuris pasakydavo
veto (draudZiu, nesutinku), tai pasitilymas biu-
davo atmetamas. Tokia tvarka bajorai ir didikai
vadino ‘“aukso laisve”.

Toji “aukso laisvé” pasirodé labai naudinga
Lenkijos Lietuvos kaimynams, kai panoro pasi-
grobti jos Zemiu. Jie visada su savo pinigais Cia
surasdavo zmoniy, kurie griaudavo tvarka ir pa-
siprieS§indavo reformoms. Svetimyju kiSimasis i
Lietuvos Lenkijos reikalus padidéjo tuo laiku,
kai kaimyniniuose sostuose atsirado valdovai,
siekig praplésti savo valstybiy sienas.

Tokiy valdovy pirmoji buvo Katrina II, Rusi-
jos imperatoré, kuri visomis jégomis stengési
prasistumti i vakarus, atsieit, KkiStis j vakary

Europos reikalus. Kitas valdovas buvo Prusijos
karalius Fridrikas II. Sunkiai susirgus Lenkijos
Lietuvos karaliui Zigmantui III, Rusijos Katrina
pasitilé Prisijos Fridrikui susitarti dél busimo
karaliaus isrinkimo. Tas pasitilymas buvo pada-
rytas ir Austrijos imperatorei Marijai Teresei.
Kol pastaroji delsé ir svarsté, Prusija su Rusija
pasirasé slapta sutarti 1764 m. balandzio 11, ku-
rioje pasizadéjo karalium iSrinkdinti kuri nors
lenka didika, palikti veto teise ir globoti kitati-
kius (mat, Lenkijoje pilnas pilieciy teises turéjo
tik katalikai).

Prusija kol kas teritoriniy siekimy neturéjo,
nes ji vos buvo pabaigusi kara su Austrija, ir jai
buvo reikalingas stiprus sajungininkas, kad ga-
léty ilgiau atsikveépti. Rusija gi kaip tik dabar
trosko paZvejoti drumstuose vandenyse. Kai Lie-
tuvos ir Lenkijos didikai bei bajorai buvo suva-
ziave VarSuvon rinkti naujo karaliaus (Zigman-
tas miré 1763 m. spaliy mén.) ir niekaip negalé-
jo susitarti, ka rinkti karalium, Rusija surado
galinga didiky atstova Cartoriskj, kuris sitlé is-
rinkti savo sesers stuny Stanislovg Augusta Po-
niatovskj. Kai Sis pasiulymas nerado rémeéjuy,
Cartoriskis paprasé Rusijos imperatore (carie-
ne) Katring atsiysti kariuomenés “tvarkai pa-
daryti”. Katrina II atsiunté apie 10,000 rusy ka-
riuomenés, kuri uzémé VarSuva ir iSvaiké visus
Cartoriskio prieSininkus. Tada Stanislovas Au-
gustas Poniatovskis buvo isrinktas Lietuvos Len-
kijos karalium.

Poniatovskiy Seima, kai gimé jy stnus Sta-
nislovas Augustas, 1732 m. sausio 17 d., gyveno
Lietuvoje. Riupestingai iSmokytas, dvidegimties
mety jaunikaitis jau dalyvauja lenky seime
kaip atstovas ir pasiZymi gera iSkalba. Jo gabu-
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mai ir grazi iSvaizda atkreipé karaliaus démesi,
ir netrukus jis iSsiunté ji su misija pas Rusijos
imperatore ElZzbieta. Paskui jis tapo Brity amba-
sados nariu. Ambasadorius Hanbury Williams ji
supazindino su didzigja kunigaikStiene Katrina,
kuri taip juo susizavéjo, kad atstaté visus kitus
savo meiluzius.

Rusijos cary dvaras Peterburge meégo viso-
kias pramogas ir puosnumus. Tai buvo tinkama
aplinkuma grazuoliui Poniatovskiui jsigyti pa-
zinCiy, ir netrukus Rusijos ministeris pirminin-
kas BestiuZev-Riumin jj padaré Saksonijos atsto-
vu prie carienés dvaro. Artimi rysiai su kuni-
gaikstiene Katrina jtrauké Poniatovskj i sgmoks-
lininky tarpa, kurie noréjo pasalinti nuo sosto
ipédinystés Katrinos vyra, kunigaikstj Petra, ir
jo stiny, o sostan jkelti Katring. Bet tas sagmoks-
las buvo susektas, ir Poniatovskis iSsiskubino j *
Varsuva.

Nuzudzius kunigaiksti Petra, Katrina tapo
Rusijos imperatore (1762). Geresnio kandidato i
Lenkijos karalius, kuris pildyty carienés jsaky-
mus, Katrina nesitikéjo rasti ir mielai parémé
Cartoriskio pasitilymg. Poniatovskis 1764 m. ir
buvo iSrinktas Lietuvos Lenkijos karalium, kuris
vadinosi Stanislovu Augustu.

Naujasis karalius buvo daugelio didiky ne-
mégiamas. Cartoriskis gi tikéjosi isigyti dabar
daug valdZios, paskui pamazu apeiti Rusijos reis-
kiamus pageidavimus, padaryti valstybéje refor-
muy, sustiprinti valdZios teises ir iS§vyti i§ Lenki-
jos rusy kariuomene. Bet netrukus paaiskéjo, kad
Rusijos atstovas ¢ia turi daugiau valdzios, negu
pats karalius ar jo dédé Cartoriskis.

Rusijja priverté suteikti teises Kkitatikiams.
Kilo nepasitenkinimas ir susiorganizavo ginkluo-
tas pasiprieSinimas prie§ rusus ir karaliy. Tai
vadinama Baro konfederacija. Kilus vidaus karui,
narsiai besigindami konfederantai buvo privers-
ti pasitraukti i Turkijag. Del to paskui Turkija
isivele i ilga kara su Rusija.

Visy ty sumaisCiy metu Rusija susitaré su
Prisija ir Austrija pasidalinti kai kurias Lenki-
jos Lietuvos Zemes (1772 m. vasario 17 d.) ir
tuojau nusiunté kiekviena i savo numatytas sri-
tis savo kariuomene. Lenkijos Lietuvos jégos bu-
vo per silpnos kariauti su trimis valstybémis, to-
dél turéjo sutikti su savo likimu. Rusija pasiémeé
dvigubai daugiau Zemiy, negu Prusija ir Austri-
ja drauge.

Tas Zemiy pasidalinimas atvéré akis ne vie-
nam karStam ‘“aukso laisvés” Salininkui. Grieb-
tasi pertvarkyti valdzia. Karalius, apsivyles Kat-
rinos elgesiu ir pamates, kad jis yra tik jrankis
vykdyti Rusijos norams, rémé naujus sumany-
mus. Kol Rusija buvo uzimta karu su Turkija, ji
viso to netrukdé.

Vadinamasis Ketveriy Mety seimas (1788 —
1792) svarsté nauja konstitucija, kurioj buvo
norima suteikti teisiy miestie¢iams, net buvo pa-
geidaujama panaikinti baudZiavg. Bet svarbiau-
sias dalykas, tai buvo panaikinti veto teise¢ (kaip



visa tai primena $iy laiky didZiyjy valstybiy ve-
to!).

Karaliui pritariant, seimas priémé ir paskel-
bé konstitucija (1791 m. geguZés 3 d.), kurioje
buvo panaikintas veto ir nustatyta, kad ateity-
je Lietuva Lenkija bus paveldima monarchija.

Adjudication of General Kosciuszko's Wills

A testator’s last will and testament should
reflect his aims, character and nature. Very
often for one reason or another that is not ac-
complished. A person may be an expert in
several vocations yet fall short of drawing a
will that puts into effect his desires and wishes
after he passes on. General Thaddeus Kosciusz-
ko’s four wills may illustrate beyond a doubt
that the drawing of a will is a highly technical
document to be executed with a great deal of
care and skill.

Among the foreign officers in the American
Revolution like Lafayette, Von Steuben and
DeKalb, there was a young Colonel who landed
here in 1776 from Paris with a letter of in-
troduction from Benjamin Franklin to George
Washington. In time he became General Wash-
ington’s aide-de-camp and terminated his servi-
ces for our country with the rank of Brigadier
General. Having received a substantial grant of
land and money from Congress, General Thad-
deus Kosciuszko before departing for Europe
drew a will on May 5, 1798 in which he expres-
sed his humanitarian views:

“I, Thaddeus Kosciuszko, being just on my
departure from America, do hereby declare and
direct that, should I make no other testamentary
disposition of my property in the United States,
I hereby authorize my friend Thomas Jefferson
to employ the whole thereof in purchasing ne-
groes from among his own or any other and giv-
ing them liberty in my name; in giving them an
education in trade or otherwise; in having them
instructed for their new condition in the duties
of morality which may make them good neigh-
bors, good fathers, and mothers, husbands and
wives, in their duty as citizens; teaching them
to be defenders of their liberty and country, of
the good order of society, and in whatsoever may
make them happy and useful”.

After some unfortunate experiences with
Russia in trying to liberate the Commonwealth
of Poland and Lithuania (beginning with 1386,
supplemented by several treaties, the Grand
Duchy of Lithuania and the Kingdom of Poland
were united under the Commonwealth of Poland
until the third partition in 1795) he located in
Paris and drew his second will or perhaps a
codicil on June 28, 1806. In this will he makes
reference to the aims expressed in his first will
and he makes a special bequest to Kosciusko
Armstrong, a son of his friend General Arm-
strong. From a photostatic copy of the original
will and affidavit of proof, which are historical
documents, one may read General Kosciuszko’s
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fondest thoughts and history correcting data,
namely:

“Know all men by these presents that I
Thaedo’ Kosciusko formerly an officer of
the United States of America in their Re-
volutionary War against Great Britain, and
a native of Lithuania in Poland, at present
residing at Paris, do hereby will and direct
that at my decease the sum of Three thou-
sand seven hundred and four dollars cur-
rency of the aforesaid United States shall of
right be possessed by and delivered over to
the full enjoyment and use of Kosciusko
Armstrong the son of General John Arm-
strong Minister Plenipotentiary of said
States at Paris, for the security and perfor-
mance whereof, I do hereby instruct and
authorize my only lawful Executor in the
said United States, Thomas Jefferson Pres-
ident thereof to reserve in trust for that
special purpose, of the Funds he already
holds belonging to me, the aforesaid sum of
Three thousand seven hundred and four
dollars in principal to be paid by him the
said Thomas Jefferson immediately after
my decease, to him the aforesaid Kosciusko
Armstrong and in the case of his death to
the use and benefit of his surviving Bro-
thers.

Given under my hand and seal at Paris
this twenty eighth day of June One thou-
sand eight hundred and six.

pronounced and declared the same to be his
last will and testament — that, at the time
of his so doing, he was to the best of his
apprehensions, of sound and disposing
mind, memory and understanding — and,
that he, together with Charles Carter the
other subscribing witness, respectively
subscribed their names as witnesses to this
will, in the presence and at the request of
the testator, and in the presence of each
other —
Sworn in open Court
(signed) Test. Henry C. Neale Rg. Wills”

On June 4, 1816 he drew an olographic will
as his third will, apparently revoking the prior
wills. In this will made at Soleure, Switzerland,
he used this language: “I, the undersigned Thad-

deus Kosciusko, residing at Berville, in the
township Genevrage, of the Department of
Seine and Marne, (being now) or at present at
Soleure, in Switzerland”.

His fourth will was drawn October 10, 1817
and in this will nothing is said as to his re-
sidence.

General Kosciuszko was more than a good
General. He was an outstanding humanitarian
— a forerunner of the abolishment of slavery.
He preceded President Abraham Lincoln by
about sixty-five years in taking steps to abolish
slavery both in this country and in Europe.

Biographers, historians and others who have
tried to present General Kosciuszko to us have
made use of his will of 1798 but have not even
made a reference to his second and other wills.
Any degree of research should have brought
forth the existence of these other wills. It was
the will of 1806 that was analyzed and sub-
stantiated by our Supreme Court.

The record in the administration of Koscius-
ko’s estate has been correct but not all of us have
been apprized of it. Since this case had been con-
sidered at length by the United States Supreme
Court and the documents and proofs in this
cause from the Orphans’ Court, the geneology of
the Kosciusko family and the collateral relatives
of the persons entitled to a decree, and also the
wills of Kosciusko are properly in evidence in
this suit and the record from Grodno is judicial,
not a judgment inter partes, but a foreign judg-
ment in rem, “which is evidence of the facts
adjudicated against all the world”, we might
state the essential and interesting parts of the
Court’s opinion.

With the will of 1816 revoking the wills of
1798 and 1806 and no disposition having been
made in it or in the will of 1817 of the Funds in
controversy, as to which General Kosciusko died
intestate it became necessary to find out which
relatives may be entitled to inherit from him
according to the law of his domicil at the time of
his death.

In proceeding to the question of domicil the
Court said “In the will of 1806 he describes
himself as ‘an officer of the United States of
America in their Revolutionary War against
Great Britain, and a native of Lithuania in
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Poland, at present residing in Paris’ ”.

In the will of 1816 he refers to his residence
in Switzerland. And in the will of 1817 nothing
is said as to his residence. There was no proof
that he was not in France continuously until
1815 when he went to Vienna.

The Court also observed that “Kosciusko’s
domicil of origin was Lithuania in Poland”. The
presumption of law is that the domicil was re-
tained unless the change 1is proved and the
burden of proving it is upon him who alleges
the change. The Court ruled that from his own
declarations and other proofs in the record that

The Court then ordered, adjudged and de-
creed that the legal domicil at the time of his
death in 1817 was in France; that the will of
October 10, 1817 had not disposed of the Funds
in this country; that the Fund in this country is
to be distributed according to the law of France,
the place of his domicil at the time of his death,
and that the said Fund belongs to the lineal
descendants of the two sisters of Kosciusko.

In fairness and justice to a man who had
tried to be so helpful to the country of his
adoption, to his native land and humanity it
should be stated that he was a great engineer
and the founder of West Point Military Aca-
demy.
