Uz tai i$ visos Sirdies kvieciu visus dvasios vadus kuo skaitlingiausiai seime dalyvau-
ti. Juju atsilankymas bei dalyvavimas bus grazus pavyzdys miusy puikiai veikiandiam
jaunimui. Taipgi raginu visas kuopas pasistengti | seimq siusti kiek tik atstovy bus gali-
ma. Kuo skaitlingiau suvaziuos, tuo pasekmingesnis bus seimas ir tuo geriau Lietuvos
Vyéiai pasinaudos.

Ten mii-
sy broliai ar seservs naikinami arba i§veZami. Ju
skaidius smarkiai i§retéjo. Su kiekvienu Zuvusiu
ar Sibire mirusiu lietuviu uZgesta ir lietuviy kal«
bos kibirkstélé. Tévu Zeméje jau daug kas suru-
sinta — istaicose, mokyklose ir kitur brukama
rusu kalba. Misy gimtoji kalba, grazi ir brangi,
tikstandius mety iStvérusi, savo tévynéje jau
neranda kampo, atsidiirusi naslaités vietoje.

Daug kam i§ miisy ir Sioje Salyje pucia vé-
jai, kad lietuviy kalbos nereikia ir kad ji tegul
sau nueina i kapus su miusy mociutémis. Kuo
daugiau angly kalbos jsivedama i baZny¢ias, kad
airiams geriau isiteikus.

Per Zy-
mesniy asmeny (lietuviy!) pagerbtuves tarpais
pasitaiko girdéti kalbas tik anglisSkai, nors di-
desnioji susirinkusiyjy dalis nesupranta, kokia
airiSka iSmintj anas tenai pila.

Tai buvo daugybé seny rasty iS Lietuvos kuni-
gaiks€iy rastinés archyvo, kuris, Lietuvai nete-
kus XVIII amziaus pabaigoje nepriklausomybés,
buvo rusy pagrobtas ir iSveZtas Petrapilin. Su-
prantama, kad tai buvo nepaprastai svarbi me-
dZiaga Didziosios Lietuvos Kunigaikstystés is-
torijai pazinti. Betgi kodél anam suvargusiam

Petrapilio rastininkui taip rapéjo Lietuvos pra-

eitis? Mat, tai buvo ne kas kitas, tik musy popu-
liarusis istorikas ir tautos gaivintojas Simanas
Daukantas (1793 — 1864 ). :

ISéjes Vilniaus universitete istorijos moks-
lus, jis ne tik pamégo istorija, bet savojo krasto

- praeities tyrinéjime jis dargi maté pagrindinj sa-

vo gyvenimo uzdavini. Todél jis kukliai tenki-
nosi per menka pagal jo iSeitaji moksla tarny-
béle Petrapilyje, todél jis nebégo is Petrapilio
(i§ jo tik 1850 m. grjZo Lietuvon), nors tenyks-
tis drégnas oras buvo labai zZalingas jo pairusiai
sveikatai, nes ¢ia jis, kaip jau matéme, rado dau-
gybe medZiagos taip jo branginamai Lietuvos is-
torijai.

Istorija — tautos auklétoja

Bet tas istorijes pamégimas nebuvo tai tik
paprastas smalsumas suzinoti, kaipgi ten Zmo-
nés senovéje gyveno. Savojo krasto istorija bu-
vo Daukantui svarbiausias tautinio aukléjimo
dalykas, patriotinés dvasios kéléjas. Mes gieda-
me savo himne — “i§ praeities Tavo stnus te

stiprybe semia”. Lygiai taip ir Daukantas i§ mu-
sy tautos didingos istorijos noréjo sau ir savo
tautieCiams stiprybés pasemti.

O jos taip reikéjo! Lietuva, Daukantui dar
kudikiui tebesant, buvo rusy pavergta, didZioji
lietuviy tautos dalis, jau i§ seniau sunkios bau-
dZiavos prispausta, skurdo varge ir tamsoje;
lietuviy kalba buvo vadinamojo aukstesniojo
luomo paniekinta; daznas émeé jos gédytis, kaip
prasc¢ioky kalbos, ir nebenoréjo prisipazinti lie-
tuviu.

Istorija turéjo ikvépti tautinés savigarbos.
Daukantas rasé: ‘“Kokia Siandie gadyné tapo?
Kas tikéty, jog lietuvis Zemaitis, Siandie iSjuok-
tas ir nuo visy paneigtas, pirm 500 mety buty
buves taip garbingas vyras, jei rastai to nedaro-
dyty”. Taigi istorija turéjo itikinti, kad ne tik
nereikia gédytis lietuvio vardo, bet dar juo di-
dziuotis. Juk kas, ar ne lietuviai buvo Gedimi-
nas, Kestutis, Vytautas ir kiti kunigaiksciai, ku-
rie suktré didZiausia ir galingiausia savo laiku
valstybe Rytu Europoje ir kurie Kkietu kardu
suvaldé baisiuosius totorius, o Kkaringiesiems
kryziuofiams uZkirto kelia j Rytus.

Daukantas apie senovés Lietuva

Daukantas sulygina senovés Lietuva su uo-
la, ant kurios puola jnirtusios juriy bangos ir
nori ja nugramzdinti i gelmes, bet atsimususios
pacios nyksta. Panasiai ir kryZiuoc¢iy biriai, nors
ir visos Europos remiami, veltui puolé Lietuva,
bet, kaip priduria su pasididziavimu Daukantas,
“pirmiau patys uzvirto, ne kaip lietuvius Zemai-
¢ius pergaléjo”. Nenuostabu todél, kad Daukan-
gi ir autoriaus garbés iSsiZadéjo. Mat, jis noréjo
parodyti, kad lietuviy rasytojy buvo daug.

Tas Daukanto
rankrastis buvo ilga laika uZsimetes, ir tik 1929
m. prof. Vaclovas ir Mykolas Birziskos ji iS-
spausdino. Nesitenkindamas savo jaunystés vei-
kalu, subrendes Daukantas para$é gana pladia
“Istorija Zemaitiska”, kuri taciau irgi vos kelias-
desimt mety po autoriaus mirties buvo Ameriko-
je dviem storais “Lietuvos isotrijos” tomais is-
spausdinta (1893 ir1897). Daukantas dar parase
“Pasakojima apie veikalus lietuviy tautos seno-
véje”, taip pat tik po jo mirties spauda teiSvy-
dusi. Mat, pats Daukantas buvo neturtingas, o
leidéja surasti buvo tada sunku. Vienintelis
Daukanto Lietuvos istorijos veikalas, iSspausdin-
tas autoriui tebegyvenant, buvo jo ‘“Budas seno-
vés lietuviy” 1845 m.

Moksliniu atzvilgiu daug ka galétum prikisti
Daukanto veikalams, bet jy didZioji verté tau-
tai — tai karSta Lietuvos meilé, kuri trykSta iS
kiekvieno puslapio, o taip pat ir labai graZi, vaiz-
dinga, pilna poetinio Zavesio jo veikaly kalba:
Daukantas vienas is zymiyjy lietuviy kalbos sti-
listy. \

Praktinés knygelés

Betgi Daukantas buvo ne tik istorikas. Isimy-
1éjes didZig senove, jis gerai maté ir skurdzig lie-
tuviy tautos dabartj. Gaila jam buvo vargstan-
¢ios liaudies, i$ kurios jis ir pats buvo kiles. Tad
stengési jai padéti bent gausiomis savo knygelé-
mis. Jis vienas i$ didZiyjy miusy liaudies Svieté-
ju Salia Valandiaus ir Ivinskio. Jis iSleido dau-
gybe knygeliy: elementoriy, Fedro pasakécias,
dainy rinkini, lotyny kalbos gramatika mokyk-
loms, jvairias knygeles Zemés tkio klausimais —
kaip auginti apynius, tabaka, kaip priziuréti bi-
tes ir t.t.

Idomu, kad tas knygeles Daukantas pasirasi-
nédavo ne savo, o jvairiomis pramanytomis pa-
vardémis: Girdenis, Zeimys, Vaineikis, Laukys,
Ragaunis, Einaras ir kt. Taigi jis ne tik negau-
davo kokio nors pelno i§ savo knygeliy, bet net-
rus patriotas idealistas, kuris nesukroves turto,
nepadargs aukStesnés tarnybinés karjeros, ne-
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Vilniaus Rotuseé, L. Stokos Guceviciaus statyta
“Naujosios Ausros” klisé.

patyres Seimos laimés, nesaugodamas nestiprios
sveikatos, net ir autoriaus garbés kukliai ne-
siekdamas, — kaip vargo ir darbo pelé dirbo
pluséjo visa savo amziy lietuviy tautai.

Miré Daukantas 1864 m. Papiléje, maZai kam
tada Zinomas ir vos keliolikos Zmoniy j kapus
tepalydétas. Betgi jo vardas, kurj jis pats stro-
piai dangsté nuo vieSumos, véliau pladiai pagar-
séjo musy tautoje. Daukantas iskilo j tautos did-
vyrius. IS jo rasty mokyklose mokomasi tévynés
meilés; jo atvaizdai kabinami Salia kity garsiyjy
musy tautos vyry, o jo vardu vadinamos miesty
svarbiosios gatveés, aikstés, mokyklos, draugi-
jos.

(A Lithuanian Legend)

A long time ago, near the shores of the Bal-
tic, high on a dune stood an ancient oak. This
tree was so old that its head scraped the sky,
while its lower branches dragged the sand; and
it was so strong it pitied the Baltic, the tideless
sea with its mantle of lapis lazuli sparkling with
gold at its feet.

The Prince dismounted to orient himself, but
on all sides around him were rearing their
branches to heaven, all just alike, with the roof
of green hiding the sun. Kestutis was asking
himself what route he should take to rejoin his
companions, when the accents of a daina sung by
a voice crvstal clear, attracted him towards a
little ravine.

Kestutis, riding hard in the night, pressed to
his heart his swooning prize and lavished on her
the sweetest of promises.

But in vain. Vytautas Didysis, the Great, son
of the priestess, became as the Krive-Krivaitis
had proclaimed, the greatest of the Lithuanian
chiefs, but the last.

About the same time L. Henry the Earle of
Derbie travailed into Prussia, where, with the
helpe of the Marshall of the same Province, and
of a certaine king called Wytot, hee vanquished
the armie of the king of Lettowe, with the cap-
tivitie of foure Lithuanian Dukes, and the
slaughter of three, besides more than three
hundred of the principall common souldiers of
the sayed armie which were slaine. The Citie
also which is called Wil or Vilna, into the castle
whereof the king of Lettowe named Skirgalle
fled for his savegard, was, by the valour of the
sayd Earle especially and of his followers, sur-
prised and taken. For certaine of the chiefe men
of his familie, while others were slouthfull or
at least ignorant of their intent, skaling the wal-
les, advanced his colours thereupon. And there
were-taken and slaine foure thousand of the com-
mon souldiers, and amongst others was slaine
the king of Poland his brother , who was our
professed enemie. And the castle of the foresaid
Citie was besieged for the space of five weekes:
but by reason of the infirmities and incon-
veniences werewith the whole armie was an-
noyed, the great masters of Prussia and of Lif-
land would not stay any longer. There were
converted of the nation of Lettowe eight per-
sons unto the Christian faith. And the master of
Lifland carried home with him into his countrey
three thousand captives.

UANIA, sent copies of a Resolution and Petition
to all City Editors, Weekly and Sunday News-
papers, Press, Radio, Television and Periodical
Reporters, supporting the all-out movement to
Liberate Lithuania, Latvia and Estonia by 100,-
000 American Lithuanians of Chicagoland who
expressed themselves in the huge DECLARA-
TION OF INDEPENDENCE DAY rally held in
Chicago on July 4. Senator Scott W. Lucas of
Illinois, Congressman Melvin Price (22nd Dist-
rict), Congressman Sidney R. Yates (9th Dist-
rict), Congresman Barratt O’'Hara, together with
Governor Adlai E. Stevenson and Senator John
C. Luczynski, representing the Governor of Il-
linois at the Lithuanian Declaration Day affair,
assured the American Lithuanians that the
United States Government is prepared to take
action to protect the Baltic Nations peoples from
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being deported and murdered by the U.S.S.R.
Mr. Stephen J. Kane member of Council 36, was
chairman of the K. of L. Day affair. At the 1949
National Convention of the Knights of Lithuania
to be held in Elizabeth, N. J., September 8-9-10-
11, further action will be taken by the dele-
gates from the Chicago K. of L. district.

CHICAGO K. of L. DAY

Too often our picnics, dances and other ga-
therings are merely light, social affairs, devoid
of anv meaning or significance. Not so was the
K. of L. Day at Chicago last July 4. It could have
been just another outing. Instead, owing to a
tremendous amount of work (with imagination!)
put in by a large and capable committee under
the chairmanship of Stephen J. Kane plus the
excellent cooperation received from the Chicago
membership, the day became a huge rally for the
liberation of Lithuania, with parades, music,
songs and solid speechmaking. The hours-long
program was climaxed with the passage of
strongly worded resolutions to the President of
the United States and every Congressman.

“Give immediate assistance”, one petition
read, “to the American Lithuanian veterans of
World War Il who desire to fight, if necessary,
to remove Russia from their Fatherland.” Those
are sharp, demanding words, and we can be
proud of them.

For almost a decade now . the Lithuanians
have exhibited their inborn patience, accepting
with faith the platitudinous promises offered us
in high places. But diplomatic assurances have
availed us nothing. Our people are being scat-

tered to the four corners of the earth. Our nation
is being exterminated. It is time for action, time
for something that goes beyond mild pleas and
soporific responses to cur pleas. If the United
States Government professes to recognize Lith-
uania’s accredited representatives in this country
and, through them, Lithuania itself, why has
our Government not insisted that the Lithuanian
people be represented in at least some of the
councils of the United Nations? The Lithuanians,
too, have ‘“certain unalienable rights” and they
have no less a right to membership in a lawful
community of nations than has Russia, which
denies the existence of all rights, whether they
be God-given or man-made. Must the Lithua-
nians bow to the ever-present Soviet veto and
deny our own existence? If we exist, — and all
freedom-loving peoples readily admit this long -
established fact — why, then, have we no voice
in world councils, why must we continue to
yield to the Soviet tyrant’s dictate that there is
no Lithuania just as there is no God?

The historic and well-organized demonstra-
tion at Vytautas Grove was a valuable contribu-
tion to the cause for which our recent dist-
ingushed guest, Msgr. Mykolas Krupavidius, has
pleaded with us so fervently. Chicago’s forceful
example proves that the Knights can become the
rallying point for Lithuania’s liberation move-
ment in America.

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| Independence Day Resolufion in Behalf
of Lithuania's Liberation

IN SOLEMN and traditional observance of the glorious 173rd Anniversary of the
Declaration of Independence by the United States of America, the Lithuanian-American
Youth, of Chicago, Illinois, and surrounding localities, at their annual K. of L. Day
assembly at Vytautas Park, under the auspices of the Knights of Lithuania Chicago
District, a subdivision of a national Lithuanian -American Catholic Youth organization,
do hereby solemnly re-affirm their allegiance to the I'lag of the United States and it’s
government, and guided by the immortal principles embodied within the Declaration
of Independence — self-evident truths, “that all men are created equal; that they are
endowed by their Creator with certain inalienable rights; that among these are life,
liberty, and pursuit of happiness...”, do hereby in behalf of the land of their fathers —
Lithuania, and other cruelly victimized nations wunder the ruthless tyranny of Red
Russia, voice their great concern and move the adoption of the following resolutions:

WHEREAS, in view of the fact that numerous uraent resolutions and memoranda
have been presented by the Lithuanian-American Council, a representative body or-
ganized in the cause of Lithuania’s liberation movement, to which the Knights of Lith-
wania and all other true Lithuanian-American organizations affiliate, wherein our
government of the United States has been informed as to the serious and intolerable
conditions of extreme cruelty aimed at complete annihilation of the mnations of Lith-
uania, Latvia and Estonia, and urgent intercession requested, yet seemingly, mnothing
has been done to halt this unbridled terrorism, in fact, as of today from the reports in
the American press, this brutal vandalism has increased in tempo rather than

diminished.

WHEREAS, the Knights of Lithuania; at it’s 35th National Convention (Sept. 1948
at Detroit, Mich.), adopted and forwarded through it’s officers a wvitally wurget re-
solution in behalf of Lithuania’s liberation as a free and sovereign nation and allevia-
tion of it’s peoples great suffering. This resolution pledged our entire membership, a
greater part of which served our country with distinguished honor during the last war
in the cause of freedom for all mankind. To this resolution we concur and earnestly re-
quest immediate action by our government to champion the cause of true democracy,
even by armed force if necessary, against our arch and tyrannical common enemy —
Communism.

WHEREAS, it is self-evident that the evil menace of Communism lies not only
from without but within our own borders. This scourge of humanity is even now end-
angering the very existence of our own country — the United States of America. Firm
and immediate steps are necessary to rid this menace.

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, by the Lithuanian-American Youth of the
Knights of Lithuania Chicago District organization, assembled at Vytautas Park, that
this resolution be unanimously adopted, and that copies of this resolution be forwarded
by the Officers of the Knights of Lithuania Chicago District, resvectfully, to the Pres-
ident of the United States, the Secretary of State, Senators of the United States, Con-
gressmen from Illinois, the American Press and to the Lithuanian-American press.
