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Interview With Edward Walter (Moose) Krause

Rewv. John C. Jutkeviéius

Ed Krause was born Feb. 2, 1913 in Chicago,
I1l. He was raised on Chicago’s south side where
he starred in football, basketball, track, and
baseball for La Salle high school under Coach
Norm Barry, Notre Dame star of the early
1920’s. He captained the football team which
won the South Section title. He made all-city in
football, basketball and baseball.

At Notre Dame, where he matriculated in
1930, Krause distinguished himself in football
and basketball, making one track monogram in
the javelin throw. He was with the shock troops
for his first football game as a sophomore, but
Moose started against Northwestern the next
week and continued to hold down a first string
tackle slot for the ensuing three seasons. He was
given considerable All-Western and All-Ameri-
can recognition in 1931, 1932 and 1933. He play-
ed 521 out of 540 minutes in 1933. In the cor-
responding basketball seasons, he established
Notre Dame all-time records for scoring in a
single game, single season and three seasons,
making All-American each year. At this writing
he is the only Notre Dame athlete ever voted a
trophy by the student body.

Following graduation in 1934 at the age of
21, Krause was signed as Athletic Director and
Coach of all sports at St. Mary’s College of
Winona, Minn. After five successful years there,
he went to Holy Cross College asline coachunder
Joe Sheeketski, former Notre Dame teammate.
He returned to the campus as line coach in the
spring of 1942. During the winter of 1942-43 he
was appointed head basketball coach.

Krause entered the Marines on Feb. 2, 1944,
as a second lieutenant. He was discharged as
a first lieutenant on Jan. 23, 1946.

As head basketball coach in 1946-47, Krause
compiled the amazing record of 20 wins against
but four losses. In 1947-48 his record was a very
respectable 17 victories and seven defeats. In
1948-49, his record again was 17 and seven and
the team set an all-time Notre Dame record by
playing before 188,780 fans.

On Feb. 7, 1948, Krause was appointed As-
sistant Athletic Director at Notre Dame. In this
capacity he relieved Athletic Director Frank
Leahy of many administrational duties. At the
time his appointment was announced, it was al-
so stated that Krause would relinquish his foot-
ball coaching chores but would retain his posi-
tion as head coach of basketball. On March 22,
the Rev. John J. Cavanaugh, President of the
University of Notre Dame announced the ap-
pointment of Krause as Athletic Director.

Krause was married August 27, 1938, to Miss
Elizabeth Linden of Chicago. They have two
children, Edward Jr. and Mary Elise.

R
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EDWARD W. KRAUSE
Director of Athletics
Head Basketball Coach

As an outstanding football and basketball
player at Notre Dame, is there any play or game
that stands out the foremost in your mind?

In a gamge against Butler University I scored
the winning basket while laying flat on my
back. This happened in 1932.

In football, perhaps my biggest thrill was
this year’s Southern Calif. game when our boys
came back to tie the game in the last few se-
conds. While early in the season against Purdue
the boys won the game for me. This was the last
football game I coached at Notre Dame before
assuming my new duties.

Did you ever meet and play for Knute
Rockne? What kind of impression did he make
upon you?

I was a Freshman under Rockne, and never
will forget him. I believe that Rockne more so
than any other individual in football helped
elevate the game and the coaching profession to
the high standard it enjoys.

Rockne was a great psychologist and one of
the most inspirational men I have ever known.

When one considers the heavy schedule of .

practice and games that every college player
has, how is it possible to keep up with one’s
studies?

At Notre Dame we do not have any problem
with our studies, because our boys only practice
1Y% hours a day which isn’t too bad. This gives
them plenty of time for the books. You may
know this, or you may not, a boy at Notre Dame
in order to compete in any intercollegiate sport
must maintain a 77 average in his class work.
All colleges merely maintain a 70 passing grade.
Knowing about our high standards we naturally
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are very selective with our prospective students.
Coach Leahy believes as Rockne, that a pound
of intelligence is worth a ton of weight.

I understand you went to Lithuania some
years ago. When and why did you go?

I went to Lithuania with an All American —
Lithuanian team as coach of basketball and
track in a pre-Olympic trip. This trip was taken
in the summer of 1935. We had a fine group of
Lithuanian athletics who put some wonderful ex-
hibitions in Kaunas. We particinated in basket-
ball, track, boxing, water, polo, swimming, vol-
ley ball and tennis and won in all of the con-
tests. Among the All Star groun were famous
stars like Tony Lauritis, Pete Barskis, Pete Pet-
rolaitis, John Knash, and Emma Shemaitis.

How did you enjoy your stay in Lithuania?

I will never forget this most enjoyable trip.
I believe that every Lithuanian in America has
an ambition of seeing our native land some time
or other. And we are definitely honored to be
able to go. Our hosts, the Lithuanians of Kau-
nas, treated us royally during our stay.

What did you like the most in Lithuania?

I definitely believe it was their genuine
friendly hospitality. They couldn’t do enough
for us. We were wined and dined every single
day of our stay. Pete Barskis was slightly ane-
mic on this trip, and gained 25 pounds in the few
weeks we were there.

I have heard it said that athletics and sports
were very much developed in Lithuania. Did you
notice that during your stay there? Any com-
ments?

While I was in Lithuania, I did notice that
our boys were definitely inclined towards all
forms of athletics and were desirous of more
and more participation. However, since the
Russians have taken over, I know that there
would be a decline along that line and now our
Lithuanian lads are probably working in the
fields for the Russians and are not allowed to
participate in sports of any kind.

My brother Phil spent two years in Kaunas
as a coach of basketball and as you know during
his stay there Lithuania won the European
Olympic games.

Have you any connections with Lithuanian
organizations at present?

Yes, I belong to the Darius-Girenas American
Legion Post in Chicago, and I also attend many
of the Knights of Lithuanian activities there.

How many All-American teams did you make
while at Notre Dame? Three years in basketball
and 2 years in football.

What did you do after graduation from
Notre Dame?

I coached 5 years at St. Mary’s College in
Winona Minn.,3 years at Holy Cross in Worces-
ter, Mass. Since 1942 I have been at Notre Dame
as line coach and basketball coach and have just
been elevated to Athletic Director. I also spent
two years with the U. S. Marines in the Pacific.
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What are your duties as Athletic Director at-

Notre Dame? :

My main duties are to supervise all intercol-
legiate sports at the University, scheduling of
games, etc.

How did it feel to return to your Alma Mater
as a coach and now to direct athletics?

I am the happiest man in the world in my
position at the University. The many duties of
my position are varied ones and naturally keep
me busy all year round. But you know, it is the
best feeling in the world to know you are home,
and I hope to stay as long as I can do a valuable
service to Notre Dame.

Many have made the claim that Lithuanians
have done exceptionally well as football players
in our country’s colleges but that’s about all. In
other words, they say that Lithuanians do well
in sports but not in other spheres of activity. I
myself disagree. What would you say?

I definitely disagree with the above. Just to
mention a few of our successful Lithuanians in
other fields besides sports, — how about Pete
Barskis of the American Furniture Co., John
Brenza, pres. of Metropolitan Bank, Dr. John
Vaichulis, outstanding research expert of the
cago. Just the other day, I met Dr. S. Kolupaila
of Lithuania who now is one of the outstanding
professors in engineering at Notre Dame.

These are only a handful of men I just
thought of hurriedly. There are thousands of
Lithuanians in this country doing noble work in
other fields.

With all your experience, what advice would
you give to our Lithuanian-American youth?

Knowing the usual background of a Lith-
uanian boy, I would say that he always had to
fight to get ahead, as he had to in Lithuania and
as he has to do here.

From my associations with Knute Rockne
and Frank Leahy, two of the greatest men Foot-
ball has over known, our kids could take a les-
son from the teachings of these two men —
“Success only comes after hard work, sacrifice
and the desire to win, whether it be on the
gridiron, basketball court, classroom or life it-
self”. God has given all of us an equal chance to
win, to be successful, so boys, use the means
that the Good Lord has given you. Work hard no
matter what your objective might be. The one
who works the hardest and the longest wins
whether it be a game or the fight of life.

I couldn’t pass this opportunity up by any
means. While in school our boys should strive
to the utmost of their ability to improve in the
classroom and work as hard as they do on tthe
field. And I think that every American-Lithua-
nian boy should aim towards a college educa-
tion. We as parents, I am sure, can help our boys
by encouraging these objectives. I know with-
out a shadow of any doubt, that our boys will
keep coming to the top in all walks of life.

WHEREAS, the Republic of Lithuania, an
able, progressive and peace-loving nation, which
had enjoyed centuries of freedom, is prevented
from participation in the world family of nations
by that same destructive and unneighborly hand
of Soviet Russia; and

‘WHEREAS, the Lithuanian nation has not
