Eida-
mas pro kryZiy, vyras pakeldavo kepure, mote-
ris nulenkdavo galva. Kelyje, susitikus su kuo,
ar jeinant i svetima nama, nepasveikinti “Gar-
bé Jézui Kristui”, buvo laikoma didele storzie-
vyste, neiSaukléjimu. Praeinant pro dirbantj ne-
pasakyti ‘“Padék, Dieve!”, buvo negraZzu.

Sventadieniais visi, kurie galéjo, ruosési i
baZnyc¢ia. Sumos metu — apie vidurdienj — nie-
kas namuose nedriso miegoti ar dykauti, bet
kiekvienas meldési, kaip mokéjo. .Per pamaldas
baZnycioj su pietizmu stebédavo, kas ten daroma,
sakoma ar giedama. Per miSias, ar pamoksla a-
kys budavo nukreiptos i pamaldy eigg. Dauge-
lio akyse pastebési aSaras. Jeigu kunigas gra-
ziai pamoksla sako, ar graudingu balsu Saukia,
visa baZnyc¢ia aSaromis paplusdavo.

Kiekvienoj pirkioj rasi kryziy ant sienos pa-
kabinta, ar ant lango padéta, seklyfioj — daug
sventy paveiksly ant sienos. Prie gyvenamuyjuy
namy, gale gatvés, pakelyje ar kur ant kalnelio
kryzius bus bestoovis su VieSpaties kanéia ar
sventyjuy paveikslais.

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INSTALATION CEREMONIES

FIRST BISHOP OF THE NEW CATHOLIC
DIOCESE OF WORCESTER, MASS. — Arch-
bishop Richard J. Cushing of Boston hands
Bishop John J. Wright the crosier during the
installation ceremonies at St. Paul’s Cathedral in
Worcester, on March 7, 1950.

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BISHOP JOHN J. WRIGHT

In a highly impressive ceremony, full of pomp
and color, His Excellency, the Most Reverend
John J. Wright was installed by Archbishop
Richard J. Cushing of Boston as the first bishop
of the newly created diocese of Worcester. The
installation took place in St. Paul’s Cathedral in
Worcester, Massachusetts on March 7, the feast
of St. Thomas Aquinas who was one of the great-
est theologians of the Catholic Church.

Up until February 1, 1950, Worcester belong-
ed to the Springfield diocese which was under
the spiritual direction of Bishop Thomas M.
O’Leary for over 28 years. Upon his death in
early October, 1949, word got around every-
where that the diocese, because of its size, would
be split into two. Speculation was turned into
reality when on February 1, 1950 it was officially
announced by the Apostolic Delegate to the
United States, Archbishop Cicognani, in Wash-
ington, D. C. that Worcester County was being
cut off from the Springfield diocese and made
into the new diocese of Worcester. Bishop
Wright, Auxiliary Bishop of Boston since 1947,
was designated as the spiritual head of the new
diocese while Springfield, comprising the four
western counties of Berkshire, Hampden, Hamp-
shire and Franklin in the State of Massachuseits,
was to be spiritually guided by Rt. Rev. Msgr.
Christopher J. Weldon, director of Catholic
Charities of the New York Archdiocese.

The Worcester diocese has about a quarter of
a million Catholics, 95 parishes, 12 mission
churches, about 360 priests, 48 grammar schools,
15 high schools and two colleges, Holy Cross and
Assumption. Three of the parishes are Lithua-
nian, St. Francis’ in Athol and St. Casimir’s and
Our Lady of Vilna in Worcester. Each of the
parishes has a K. of L. council, C-10 in Athol and
C-26 and C-116 in Worcester.

Bishop Wright is now the youngest bishop in
New England. Born in 1909 in Dorchester, he
attended Boston Latin High School from which
he graduated in 1927 and Boston College from
which he received his diploma in 1931. After a
year of study at St. John’s Seminary in Brighton,
he was sent to Rome to continue his theological
studies at the North American College. Ordained
a priest in 1935, he remained in Rome for three
years to do graduate study, the culmination of
which brought him the degree of Doctor of Divi-
nity. Upon his return to this country in 1939, he
was assigned to St. John’s Seminary as Professor
of Dogmatic Theology. Four years later, the late
Cardinal O’Connell appointed him as his personal
secretary, a position he continued to hold under
the Cardinal’s successor, Archbishop Cushing.
In 1947, he was named Auxiliary Bishop of Bos-
ton, the duties of which he fulfilled wuntil his

appointment to the new diocese of Worcester on
February 1, 1950.

The young bishop is perhaps best known for
his oratorical and administrative abilities. Al-
ways a brilliant student, he first showed signs
of his speaking ability as a member of the de-
bating societies of Boston College. Later on, his
sermons and speeches thrilled all those who
were privileged to hear him speak. The sermon
he preached last year at the Red Mass in Wash-
ington was so effective that it brought forth edi-
torial comment and commendation by many dai-
ly newspapers. As an administrator, he has
proved himself to be extremely able, one who
dislikes red tape and likes to get things done
quickly but effectively. His {friendly manner
makes him beloved by all those who meet him
for they find that it is very easy to carry on a
conversation with him. The following words,
spoken by Archbishop Cushing at the time of
Bishop Wright’s episcopal consecration, amply
summarize his whole manner and being: “He is
a young man who is kind and full of priestly
zeal. He will ever dedicate his time and energy
for the purpose of doing good in the service of
Our Lord.”

Lithuanians are not unknown to Bishop
Wright. He has had occasion to attend many
Lithuanian banquets and celebrations in and
around Boston. At each one, he spoke and these
speeches will ever be remembered by those who
were fortunate enough to be in attendance. He
knows Lithuanians, their ways, their customs
and is deeply sympathetic to those now suffering
in Lithuania under the tyrannical rule of Soviet
Russia. At the investiture banquet of Rt. Rev.
Msgr. K. Urbonavic¢ius in Boston, he spoke of a
Sodality Conference he attended in Rome, Italy.
Among the many Sodalists who attended was a
young Lithuanian lady who risked her life by
escaping Lithuania in order to attend the Con-
ference. The good bishop befriended her, invited
her to join his group and made her stay at the
Conference both enjoyable and beneficial. He
described this so vividly that those attending
were deeply moved and could not but admire the
spirit of this Lithuanian Sodalist.

On this most opportune occasion, the priest
and members of the K. of L. take pleasure
in extending to Bishop Wright their sincerest
congratulations. Their constant prayer will be
that the new Worcester diocese may ever prosper
both spiritually and materially under his able
and energetic leadership. May Almighty God
ever keep him in good health and bless him with
His choicest graces for a rich and bountiful
harvest in the vineyard that Divine Providence
has selected him to lead.

Communism and the United States

A menace to the United States today that is
greater than Fascism, inflation, or depression is
Communism.

France before the
war is a good example. So is Spain which re-
cently finished a severe Civil War that was
fomented by Communists desirous of ruling
Spain. Today, China, Czechoslovakia, Lithau-
nia, Austria, Poland and others are being throttl-
ed to death in the powerful grip of dictator Com-
munism which will stop at nothing to gain
power. The Commies must not rule here! We
would soon be a weak and unhappy nation.

The Communists make all kinds of promises
to the unwary. They promise to improve the lot
of common man by taking away the riches from
the minority and dividing them amongst all.

The Commies promise that while the people
would live for the State (we should say for the

dictator) the State would be their friend and
provide for all their needs.

The Commies promise the people (the pro-
letariat) freedom of speech, freedom of press,
and freedom of religion!

Of all the specious, deceitful, and treacherous
promises extant, these are the worst!

First, the heads of the Communist Party ne-
ver have and never will divide the wealth of the
nation equally. They will divide your wealth and
mine but never theirs. In Russia,the eladers keep
the riches for themselves — and for nobody else.
The wealth is doled out piece meal to the work-
ing class who, it might be added, are without
incentive because they are denied possession of
personal property. What does the proletariat do
but turn back its wages to the State by having
to purchase its needs through state controlled
stores — and pay high prices for what they buy.

Communism is nothing short of “monopolistic
capitalism.”

There is only one party allowed in Russia
and that is the Communist Party. (Article 141 of
the New Constitution). The citizen has the right
to vote (Article 134) but he may choose only
between candidates offered and approved by the
Party. The citizens have absolutely no right to
propose candidates. Furthermore, the members
of the Communist Party number less than one
and one-half per cent of the population. That
means that 98%% per cent of the people are “free”
to do what 1%2 per cent dictates.

Why do the Leftists rant and rave about
United State’s ‘“imperialistic capitalism?” At
least, it’s not monopolistic. Then, too, what was
it that saved Russia in World War II? United
State’s “imperialistic capitalism” did by furnish-
ing quickly and in large numbers sorely needed
implements of war.

If Communism is a friend of the people, why
during 1932—34 did it allow between three and
seven million people to starve, through lack of
relief, and why even during that famine did the
Pravda Severa, the Archangel Soviet Organ,
under date of February 1, 1933, state that the
“first duty” of every peasant and worker was
to fight for the fulfillment of the export prog-
ram, and the non-fulfillment of this duty would
be ‘“direct sabotage?”’” Communism cannot be in
the “forefront of battle” for the under-privileged
and at the same time tell the starved their
“first duty” is to export.

If Communism is a friend of the downtrod-
den, why did it publish an order that the starv-
ing peasants who, in order to live, stole grain
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from the fields they once owned and cultivated,
“must be shot and all their goods confiscated?”
(Izvestia, August 8, 1932).

Communism is “ever in the forefront of the

battle for the downtrodden and for those starved
through lack of relief” only when it seeks to
make converts to its cause; never, when it has
once established itself in power.

The freedoms promised by the Soviets are
a hollow mockery. Article 125 of the New Con-
stitution says that freedom of press and freedom
of speech are ‘“guaranteed” but when one reads
on he discovers that both are guaranteed only if
used “in order to strengthen the socialist sy-
stem.” Is that freedom? Would our press be free
if it could print only propaganda for the party
in power? Would it be free if all the printing
presses were owned by the Government ( Article
125)? Is speech free when it means speaking
only for the purpose of “strengthening the so-
cialist system?” Communistic freedom means
agreement with Communism, thinking what its
leaders think, believing what they tell you to be-
lieve, and saying only what they want you to
say like an Intourist guide.

The right to practise religion and to propa-
gandize is also denied by the Soviets, although
in Article 124, they ‘“‘recognize freedom of re-
ligious worship” (they do not wuse the word
“right”’) but immediately add “and freedom of
anti-religious propaganda.” ‘“Freedom of wor-
ship” is recognized if (a) you can find a church.
There were 70,000 churches open when Com-
munism came to Russia; only a few of that num-
ber are open now; (b) if you can find a priest,
a minister, or a rabbi. But most of these have
been “liquidated” (the Communist word for
murder). See Izvestia of December 11, 1932.
There is only one Catholic priest in Russia to-
day, Father Braun. But his hands are tied; he
is allowed to do nothing.

Here in America Communism encourages
strikes and violence, and in Russia, where con-
ditions are worse, it exiles or shoots a man for
striking. The Soviets deny the democratic right
of the workers to “unite in unions to protect
their interests.” They may unite in unions
(Article 126) but only “to strengthen and de-
velop the socialist system.” Which comes first:
the right of a man to a decent wage and freedom
or the socialist system?

Communistic form of government is harsh,
cruel, and domineering. Under Russia’s new,
humane(?) Constitution, they claim to give
much to the proletariat but then in weasel words
in the next sentence, they take away all rights.

We must rid our wonderful, freedom loving
country of the Soviet stooges that are over-run-
ning it. (It is a wonderful country despite its
faults). The recent conviction of the leading
Commies is a step in the right direction. But we
must be careful not to chase the Leftists under-
ground, make martyrs of them. If this should
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happen, then the fanaticism would become more
intensified. We should work on them little by
little and deport them to “Mother” Russia gra-

- dually. Let Russia take care of them. You.can

wager without losing that the exodus would not
be voluntary. These Commies, from their talk,
would be happy to live in Russia and work joy-
fully for the State that provides for all needs,
happiness and freedom. Oh yes!

A meeting of Americans of Lithuanian des-
cent, sponsored - by the Knights of Lithuania,
Council 112, on February 16, 1950 at the Nativ-
ity Parish Auditorium, 6820 S. Washtenaw Ave.,
in Chicago, Illinois, to commemorate the thirty -
second Anniversary of the Declaration of Inde-
pendence of Lithuania, adopted the following
resolution:

WHEREAS, February 16th is the Independence
Day of the Republic of Lithuania; and

WHEREAS, the sovereign and independent state
of Lithuania and her peaceful, freedom-lov-
_ing people were forcibly seized and are il-
legaly rulled and ruthlessly annihilated by
Soviet Russia; and

WHEREAS, these acts of and by the Soviet
Union are acts of aggression and genocide
and absolutely incompatible with interna-
tional law and the treaties of peace and
non-aggression made by the Soviets with
Lithuania; and

WHEREAS, the Government of the United
States of America and of other law-and-jus-
tice-respecting countries have denounced
the aggression and genocide and declared
them to be crimes against humanity;

THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, to condemn
the criminal acts committed in Lithuania
by Soviet Russia, and to request the Govern-
ment of the United States to use its good
offices to halt the wrecking of Lithuania
and the annihilation of the Lithuanian na-
tion by the Soviets.

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED, to request the
Senators and Congressmen from Illinois to
raise their voices on the floor of the United
States Congress in behalf of Lithuania and
its suffering people.

BE IT ALSO RESOLVED, to thank the Ameri-
can Press for the support of the cause of the
freedom of Lithuania and to request it to
raise an even stronger voice against Soviet
imperialism and the occupation of Lithua-
nia, and to desist from any further extermi-
nation of the Lithuanian nation.

FINALLY, BE IT RESOLVED, to forward co-
pies of this Resolution to the President and
the Secretary of State of the United States,
to the Senators and Congressmen from the
State of Illinois, and to the local Press.
