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CHRISTMAS -
A K. OF L. MEANING

REV. JOHN C. JUTKEVICIUS

“And it came to pass that when they were
there . .. she brought forth her first-born Son.”
“For this day is born to you a Savior who is
Christ the Lord.” Luke I1 6, 7 and 11.

Such is the simple narrative of Our Lord’s
birth on that first Christmas Day. Our Lord left
His place in Heaven and, after the manner of
all men, came down upon this earth and became
man. For what purpose? The Gospel Narrative
tells us: to give “Glory to God in the Highest and
on earth peace to men of good-will.” Luke II 14.

Mankind had sinned grievously against God
through its first parents. God’s punishment was
severe. Heaven was closed to all men. But God,
in His goodness, promised man a Redeemer, One
Who would at the same time appease God and
restore mankind in His good graces. This Re-
deemer was Jesus Christ, the God-Man Who
came on that first Christmas to dwell among us.
Man’s sin was so serious that it necessitated a
God-Man to-satisfy God for the insult caused by
original sin. By coming upon this earth and
sacrificing Himself totally and entirely, Christ
succeeded in giving glory to God His Father and
true peace to those on earth who are of good-will
i. e. to those who are rightly disposed to God.

While it was necessary for Christ to satisfy
God for mankind’s sin, yet another way of satis-
fying God could have been found by Our Lord
than by coming down upon this earth. There
was no need of His coming down here as a help-
less Babe of poor parents and in a world which
offered nothing but humiliation, insults and un-
told suffering on a cross. There were other ways
of redeeming mankind than by a life of suffering
on this earth. Yet despite that, Christ did come
down as a poor Babe, not in riches but in po-
verty.

Why? Because there was much to be gained
by doing so. He could thus live with men, be in
constant contact with them and teach them how
to live in the love of God. By undergoing the
same hardships, overcoming the same difficulties
and dying the same physical death, He could then
better sympathize with them and move them to
understand the horror of sin and to love each
other more and more for the sake of the love of
God. The first Christmas was the opportunity
that Christ had of giving to mankind a living
example of what man must do in order to save
his soul in a much surer way.

We are members of the Knights of Lithua-
nia. Was it absolutely necessary for us to be

members? Certainly not, for most of us could live
quite well without being in the K. of L. For
some, K. of L. means work, lack of free time for
other work, at times disappointment and with it
discouragement. For others, it means self-denial,
expense, loss of sleep and perhaps nervous ten-

sion. It is quite certain that we can do without
all that.

Yet despite that, we are K. of L. members.
Even though we didn’t have to be members, yet
we are and why? Because, like Christ, there was
much that we could gain thereby. As members,
we can make ourselves better Catholics, better
Americans and better Lithuanians. Our ideals
are lofty ones. The K. of L. does not make us
Catholics. We must be Catholics before we can
become K. of L’ers. However, the K. of L. does
try to make us realize the importance of our
Catholic duties. It strives to show us how we
can overcome the difficulties we experience in
the performance of those duties. Thus by ful-
filling them more faithfully, we become better
practicing Catholics.

Furthermore, the K. of L. urges us to be bet-
ter citizens of the community in which we live
by exercising our voting privilege, being con-
cerned about the community welfare and being
interested in our government. It reminds us that
we are Lithuanians and as such should have a
concern for Lithuania, the land of our forebears,
a love for the Lithuanian language, the oldest
and the most beautiful language in the world to-
day, and a love for Lithuanian traditions. . '

Ir visi Sie ateizmo pavidalai yra ne tik teori-
nés galimybés, bet ir aktuali istoriné tikrove.
Kaip matome, gyvenimo tikrovéje ateizmas gali
iSsiskleisti ne tik skirtingais, bet ir tiesiai vienas
antrg neigianciais pavidalais. Bet nieko nuosta-
baus: tik tiesa negali pati sau priestarauti, o klai-
dos yra imanomos ir viena antrai diametraliai
prieSingos. Ir kaip tik Sitas ju diametralus viena
antrai priesingumas ir yra ju klaidingumo Zenk-
las.

Buvo savo laiku tikéta Zmogy iSganyti (su-
prask: padaryti turtingg) tkiniu liberalizmu.
Bet gyvenimo tikrové atskleidé, kad ukiné laisvé
visiems virsta tik turtingyjy priemone spausti
neturtingiesiems. Todél ir buvo Sokta nuo uki-
nés laisves idealo j proletariato diktattiros kelia.
Bet ar atnesé Sis kelias sovietinéms tautoms lai-
me? Buvo savo laiku skelbtas internacionalisti-
nis kosmopolitizmas. Bet buvo rasta, kad yra
vertybé ir sava tauta. Todél ir buvo mestasi i
atSiaury nacionalizma. Bet ar atne$é Tretysis
Reichas vokieéiy tautai palaima? Kuriais keliais
Siy klausimy akivaizdoje bus pasukta ateityje,
atsakys tik pati ateitis.

Galimas dalykas, kad visos Sios istorinés pa-
tirties pamokytas Zmogus be Dievo ie§kos naujo
kelio kitu vertybiy radimu. Ta liudija ir dabar
iSkylanti ateistinio humanizmo pastanga. IS tiesu,
nors visi anksé¢iau minétieji ateizmo pavidalai ir
diametraliai savo tarpe skyrési, taciau visus juos
jungé vienas bendras bruoZas — ieSkoti Zmogui
prasmeés anapus saves — viename ar kitame ko-
lektyve. Ir visi sie kolektyvistiniai ateizmo pavi-
dalai i§ pradZiy buvo paZenklinti viltingu opti-
mizmu: dar truputis pastangy, ir ‘“visi” — ar
proletariatas, Zmonija ar sava tauta bus laimingi.

Bet jeigu ir prileisti, jog visos Sios viltys iSsi-
pildys tolimesnéje ar artimesnéje ateityje, ar Sis

kolektyvinis idealas gali jprasminti mane, kaip
atskira zmoguy? Kas man i$ tautos ar kito kurios
kolektyvo “amZinumo”, jeigu as pats lieku pa-
smerktas mirties likimui? Suprantama uztat, ko-
deél visi Sie kolektyviniai stabai nieko kito labiau
nebijo, kaip palikti Zmogy vieng sau paciam. IS
¢ia ir tas totalistinis riipestis absorbuoti visg Zmo-
gy i vieSuma, nepalikti jam né sekundés gyventi
savo asmeniniu gyvenimu, saugoti ji nuo “saves
pacio” pagundos. Bet ar Sitas Zmogaus nuo “sa-
ves pacio” saugojimas nevirsta galy gale nebe-
pakeliama tiranija? Todél Arthur Koestler, vaiz-
duodamas ne tik Rubasovo, bet ir savo paties per-
silauzima i§ kolektyvistinio marksizmo i skepti-
cistini misticizma, ir vaizduoja, kaip Siame is-
bunda ‘“as” is “gamtinés fikcijos” i ‘“‘okeaninj”
jausma, i§ “nulio i begalybe”: ‘“Begalybé buvo
politiskai itartinas kiekis, ir “as” — itartina ko-
kybé. Partija nepripazino ju buvimo. Individas
tebuvo aptariamas: milijono is milijono dalmuo.
Partija neigé individo galimybe pasirinkti tarp
dviejuy alternatyvy — ir tuo pacdiu metu reikala-
vo, kad jisai visa laika teisingai rinktysi. Partija
neigé individo galimybe skirti géri nuo blogio —
ir tuo pac¢iu metu patetiskai kalbéjo apie nusi-
kaltimus ir iSdavimus. Individas buvo palenktas
po ikinio fatalizmo Zenklu, jis tebuvo vienas ra-
telis visai amzinybei uzsuktame laikrodZio me-
chanizme, kuris negaléjo buti nei sustabdytas, nei
paveiktas, — ir partija reikalavo, kad Sis ratelis
galéty sukilti pries mechanizmg ir pakeisti jo
linkme.

Nihilistinis jo iSeities nusistatymas, jog
néra jokiy aprioriniy vertybiu ir jog visas ver-
tybes kurti Zmogus yra paliktas sau paciam, pa-
smerkia ji amZinam eksperimentavimui, nes i§
anksto jis pats negali numatyti, kur nuves jo pa-
ties pasirinktasai kelias.

Kai kada tenka nugirsti Zmones tarp saves
kalbantis, kad gamtos mokslai yra per toli nu-
Zenge, lyginant su socialiniais mokslais, ir kad
reikéty mokslininkams sustabdyti per greita juju
progresg, nes jie su savo iSradimais galutinai
prazudys pasaulj. Beveik visada nurodoma ato-
miné bomba ir baislis jos rezultatai, kaip pavyz-
dys, kad Zmonija neva per daug suprantanti
gamtos moksluose.

Bet ar iS§ tikryjy gresia toks pavojus? Daug
mokslininky, tarpu kuriy yra sio straipsnio au-
torius, tvirtai tiki, kad taip nebus; jie tiki, kad
per chemija Zmonijai nusvis naujas amzius, ku-
ris didele gerove palies ir kiekvieno pilie¢io gy-
venima.

Istorija rodo, kad atominés energijos atiden-
gimas yra tik vienas Zingsnis (nors ir labai svar-
bus) gamtos moksly pazangoj. Paimkime du pa-
vyzdzius. Su parako iSradimu ir su orlaiviy iSto-
bulinimu buvo pareiksta daug baisiy minciy. Tei-
sybé, Sie dalykai, pateke i blogy Zmoniy rankas,
esti vartojami blogiems tikslams; bet taip pat
pagalvokime, kiek gero padaryta, ir pamatysi-
me, kad gerumas pervirSija bloguma. Be parako
ir jojo pritaikymo statybai, vargiai matytume
tokius tvirtus namus ir milziniSkus dangoraizius,
kaip Chicagoje ir New Yorke; vargiai keliautu-
me graZiausiais keliais, iSvestais tarp kalnu, ir
per didziausius tiltus, kurie pastatyti ant tvirty
pamaty, iSkalty su paraku kiediausiame akme-
nyje.

Orlaiviais galime perskristi didZiausius plotus
su pasakisku greitumu. Galime pristatyti vais-
tus, valgi ir visokius kitus reikmenis per kelias
valandas, kur kadaise reikédavo dieny, savaiciy
ir-net ménesiy. Kaip visi atsimenate, pereita Zie-
ma buvo labai didelé sniego vétra Amerikos va-

karuose; orlaiviai buvo vartojami ne tik wvalgj
pristatyti Zmonéms, bet ir gyvuliams, iki keliai
buvo atkasti. Kur kas daugiau buty buve nema-
lonumy ir tragediju be juju pagalbos!

Ne taip jau seniai buvo kilus didelé epide-
mija Egipte, Afrikoje. Jeigu bility buve negalima
tinkamy wvaisty bei serumuy pristatyti orlaiviais
i§ tolimy krasty, nuostoliai buty buve pasibaisé-
tini.

Su laiku chemija ir giminingi gamtos moks-
lai pavartos neseniai iSrasta atomine energija vi-
sokiems geriems ir netikétiems tikslams, kuriuos
mums Siandien net sunku jsivaizduoti.

Jau galima numatyti netolimoje ateityje viso-
kiy atominés energijos pritaikymy, gydant ivai-
rias ligas; taip pat mokslininkai kalba apie labai
pigiai Sildomus namus, apie automobilius, ku-
riems nereikés gasolino, ir taip toliau.

Reikia visada atsiminti, kad be mokslininky
supratimo ir be chemijos principy pritaikymo
vargiai turétume tokig auksta Amerikos darbi-
ninko ekonomine biikle, kurios niekur kitur pa-
saulyje neéra.

Tas valgis, kuri mes valgome, tie drabuZziai,
kuriuos neSiojame, tie daZzai, kuriais nudazZome
savo namus, visi Sie dalykai Siaip ar taip yra su-
ri$ti su chemijos pazanga. Ypatingai jdomu, kad
chemija yra kaip Angelas Sargas, saugojantis
Amerikos Zmones nuo blogo ir nesveiko valgio.
ValdZios chemikai seka ir tiria visokiy kompa-
nijy produktus; kur su jvairiomis chemijos prie-
monémis atranda trikumy, uzdraudzia valgius
prekybai. Panasy darba ir kiti chemikai atlieka,
istirdami daug kity dalyky, kaip audeklus, da-
zus, pliena, popierg, vaistus ir panasiai.

Ir lietuviy tauta, kadaise sukirusi savo
milZiniSka valstybe, kelis amzius yra buvusi tai-
kos ir ramybés palaikytoja gal labiausiai nera-
mioje Europos dalyje — Rytuy Europoje. !

Europos rytine siena yra laikomi Uralo kal-
nai. Uz jy prasideda Azija. Pietuose nuo Uralo
kalny yra lyguma, nusitesianti iki Kaspijos ju-
ros. Tai yra vieninteliai vartai, per kuriuos is
Azijos lengvai galima patekti Europon. Visur ki-
tur uzstoja kalnai arba vandenys — juros. Pro
Situos lygumu vartus tarp Uralo kalny ir Kas-
pijos juros nuo neatmenamuy laiky is Azijos Eu-
ropon pluado klajokliy tautos. Mat, visas Sis ra-
jonas yra stepiuy rajonas; nomadai i§ anapus Kas-
pijos juros, iS Azijos, su savo gyvuliu bandomis
galéjo pasiekti net Karpatus, visur jausdamiesi
- labai jprastoje stepiy aplinkoje.

Kiek tauty pro Siuos vartus praéjo, istorija
gerai né nezZino. Zinoma betgi gerai, kad ir vadi-
namas didysis tautu kraustymasis viduramziy
pradZioje buvo iSjudintas kaip tik Sitokiy atei-
viy. Zinoma, kad pro Siuos vartus Europon atéjo
hunai, peCenegai, palovie¢iai arba kumanai, to-
toriai. Tai tik plaCiau pagarséjusios tautos. Visy
ju vardai yra suristi su Ziaurumais, su lauki-
niska stepiy dvasia. Ir tai nenuostabu. Visos Sios
tautos buvo atstovés azijatinés dvasios, labai to-
limos antikinés kulttros ir krikscionybés iSug-
dytajam europiniam humanizmui. Zmogaus, indi-
vido vertés supratimas Azijai yra visiSkai sve-
timas.

Daugumas iS Azijos pro minétuosius vartus
atéjusiy tauty liko gyventi pasklyde ¢ia pat Rytu
Europos plotuose. Jos paskleidé ¢ia ir daugelj azi-
jinés dvasios elementy bei paprodiy, iskiepijo ir
‘prigydé juos europiniams Siy krasty atstovams,
vadinamiesiems rytu slavams, kurie ne visai tiks-
liai daznai vadinami vienu rusy vardu. Dél to ir
visa Sio krasto istorija taip labai skiriasi nuo vi-
sos Europos istorijos. Né viename Europos kraste
niekad néra buve tokiy Ziaurumy, tokio Zmogaus
pavergimo ir iSniekinimo, tokio azijinio despotiz-
mo, kaip rusuose. Jei ir Siandien ten nesiskaito-
ma su Zmogumi, nereikia labai stebétis. Ten nuo
amziy taip buvo. Valdovai, kunigaiks¢iai, kovo-
dami tarp saves dél sosty ir valdZios, ne tik Zudeé
vieni kitus, kaip kad buvo daroma ir kituose
krastuose, bet ir Zalojo, kankino, piausté ausis ir
lieZuvius, iSbadin&jo akis. Ir Vytauto DidZiojo
dukters sunui Maskvos kunigaik$éiui Vosyliui,

patekusiam i savo konkurenty rankas, buvo i§-
durtos akys, ir jis istorijoje yra Zinomas Vosy-
liaus Aklojo vardu.

Mes dabar stebimeés, kad deportuojami yra
zmoneés, valdZios jtariamas elementas yra iSve-
zamas Simtais tukstanciy, iSveZami iStisy sridiy
senieji gyventojai, o ju vieton atgabenti nauji ir
patikimesni. Bet ta pati daré ir 15—16 amZiaus
Maskvos valdovai. Juk Jonas III, uzgrobes D.
Naugarda, beveik visus itakingesniuosius jo gy-
ventojus isgabeno i Maskva, o ten atgabeno ati-
tinkama skaic¢iy maskviec¢iy. Jo stinus Vosylius
IIT ( 1535) ta pati daré i§ Lietuvos atimtame
Smolenske ir kituose miestuose. O kaip Jonas IV
Ziaurusis elgési kurdamas savo Opriéning? Juk
tada taip pat buvo nesiskaitoma nei su Zmogumi,
nei su jo turtu, o opri¢nininko, t. y. caro agento,
veikimo metodai nesiskyré nuo dabartiniy d&e-
kisty metody. Su Sitokiais metodais bei visokiais
ziaurumais krastas yra suauges. Kad visa tai is-
nykty, ji reikia peraukléti, iskiepyti jam huma-
niskosios kriksc¢ionybés dvasios.

Bet ir Sita Europos dalis yra turéjusi ilga ke-
liy amziy laikotarpi, kada ir joje vieSpatavo tai-
ka ir ramybé. Tai Sio straipsnio antrastéje mini-
mas Pax Lituana laikotarpis. Tai laikai, kuriais
didziaja dali Sios Europos erdvés tvarké Lietuva,
neleisdama pasireiksti azijinei dvasiai.

Rusai ne nuo pasaulio pradZios gyvena da-
bartinése savo sodybose. Kaip visy slavy, taip ir
ju protévyné, ju kilmés lopsSys, yra kazkur tarp
Karpaty kalny ir Dniepro vidurupio. IS ¢ia VI
amziuje slavai pradéjo pléstis ir uzémé didelius
Europos plotus — nuo Elbés upés iki Volgos. Ry-
tiniai slavai IX amziuje sukuré savo valstybe,
padedami normany kilties Rus ir prisiémeé juy
varda. Sitos valstybés centras, i§ kurio buvo val-
domi visi milziniski plotai, po kurio laiko pasi-
daré Kijevas. Bet Kijevo valstybé neilgai iSgy-
veno. Susilpninta i§ Azijos ateinanciy klajokliy,
ypa¢ pecCenegy ir palovieciy puolimy ir kuni-
gaiks¢iy vidaus kovy, jau suskilusi j daugelj
smulkiy valstybéliy XIII amZiaus pirmoje pus€je,
visa Rusija buvo pavergta iS Azijos atéjusiy to-
toriy. Nuo 1240 mety, kada buvo uzimtas Kije-
vas, Rusijos (dabar reikéty sakyti rusy, gudy ir
ukrainieciy) istorijoje prasideda vadinamas to-
toriy jungas, uZtrukes iki XV amZiaus pabaigos.

Totoriai tada nusiaubé ne tik visg Rusija, bet

taip pat ir Lenkija, ir buvo sulaikyti tik ano me-

to Cekijoje, vakarietiSkai apsiginklavusiy riteriy.
Savo nukariavimy Zygiuose totoriy vadas Baty-
jus, arba bent jo kai kurios kariuomenés dalys,
buvo pasiekusios ir Lietuva, bet jos nepavergé.
Lietuva tada buvo jau organizuota pajégi vals-
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tybé, valdoma Mindaugo. Ji ne tik nebuvo toto-
riy pavergta, bet netrukus pasirodé ir didZiosios
dalies rusy isvaduotoja.

Neéra ¢ia reikalo pasakoti, kaip vyko rusiskyju
sri¢iy jjungimas j Lietuvos valstybe, nes tai pa-
kankamai Zinomi faktai. Sitas procesas prasidé€jo
dar XIII amzZiuje Mindaugo laikais, kai buvo pri-
jungtas Polockas, o pasibaigé XV amziuje Vy-
tauto laikais, kai valstybés sienos buvo nukeltos
Maskvos palangésna rytuose ir iki Juodyjy juruy
pietuose. ] Lietuvos valstybe buvo jjungti milZi-
niski gudy, ukrainieliy ir didZiarusiy gyvenami
plotai. Jie buvo tuo biidu isvaduoti is totoriy
priespaudos. Dél to tai Lietuvos kunigaik§éiams
pa mt: savo valdzZion tuos krastus nebuvo dideliy
sunkumy. Ty krasty gyventojai, norédami is-
vengti totoriy jungo, Lietuvos valdovams pasi-
duodavo noriai. PasiprieSinimo bent kiek rodé
tik rusiskyjy valstybiy kunigaikséiai, kurie bijojo
prarasti sostus. Ir dazniausiai juos prarasdavo,
nes jy vietas paprastai uZimdavo lietuviai. Gy-
ventojai mielai priimdavo Lietuvos valdzia, nes
tai nebuvo pavergimas, bet tik apsauga. Lietuvos
kunigaikséiai savo valdZion paimtyjuy krasty vi-
daus gyvenimo, né jy paprociy, net jy teisés ne-
lieté. Jie tenkindavosi tik, palyginus, menkomis
duoklémis ir, reikalui esant, karine parama, pri-
siunéiama kunigaiksc¢iy. Sitie krastai nejauté jo-
kios priespaudos, bet galéjo dZiaugtis visiSka ra-
mybe. Niekas ju ramybés nebedrumsté iS uZsie-
nio, nebekentéjo krastai taip pat nuo kunigaiks-
¢iy vidaus vaidy, kaip kad kentéjo XII amZiuje,
o Lietuvos valdZion nepatekusiose srityse ir vé-
liau. Uzviespatavo tikroji ramybé ir taika — Pax
Lituana. Tie krastai — ypa¢ Gudija ir Ukraina —
ir Siandien dar prisimena anuos laikus kaip ge-
riausius savo istorijoje.

Didzioji Lietuvos Kunigaikstija nuo kity la-
bai iSsiplétusiy valstybiy tuo ir skiriasi, kad ji i
tuos krastus atéjo ne kaip pavergéja, bet tik kaip
ramybés neSéja ir taikintoja. Per keleta amZiy
bidami Lietuvos valstybés sudétyje, Sitie krastai
buvo taip pat aukléti europinéje dvasioje ir Zy-
miai apvalyti nuo azijaty ziaurumuy. Tik kai Sios
Zemeés pateko Maskvos valdZion, jose vél émeé
atsigauti senoji azijiné dvasia. Tadiau ir Siandien
dar tebéra skirtumo tarp Zemiy, buvusiy DidZio-
sios Lietuvos Kunigaikstijos sudéty ir joje ne-
buvusiy. Keliy amziy jos aukléjamoji dvasia dar
tebéra Zymi. Nereikia buti labai akyliam, kad pa-
stebétum, jog Ukraina ir Gudija nuo Velikarosi-
jos gerokai skiriasi. Sioji, mat, nebuvo veikta
lietuviskosios taikos epochos.

Skaudoka buvo girdéti,
kad tik keturios kuopos truputj daugiau ta link-
me judé&jo, gi visy kity kuopy pasireiskimas mi-
nétos programos vykdyme buvo visiSkai menkas.
Gal blogai buvo padaryta, kad priimant tg pro-
grama nebuvo sudaryta speciali komisija ar ipa-
reigotas asmuo ta reikalg nuolat sekti ir kartkar-
témis beuzsnistancius paZadinti.

Chicagos seime prie Sio reikalo buvo ilgiau
sustota, — visos kuopos ipareigotos visu rimtu-
mu isijungti i lietuviskumo palaikymo darba, tos
programos igyvendinimo priziirétoio bei para-
gintojo pareigos uzdétos Centro Valdybos pirma-
jam vicepirmininkui.

Dear Knights,

My foremost duty as your vice president is to
conduct a drive to raise funds in behalf of the
Supreme Council this coming year.

popular and profitable diversion; PICNIC — a
veritable gold-mine if managed enthusiastically;
or CAKE SALE — conducted by the girls and
women of the organization and supported by the
men. We all have to eat so we can make a good
percentage. If your council feels that it cannot
bear the burden of increasing the number of its
socials, then a percentage of one large affair or
a percentage of all social events in the council
can be set aside for the Supreme Council. This
would be an almost painless way to meet the
obligation. A small raffle among the members
after a meeting or bowling match can net a tidy
sum over a period of time. But caution here—
don’t overdo it. Seasonal Parties, like a Christ-
mas or Easter Party, where refreshments are
donated by the members are a good source of
income.

These are only suggestions. There are many
other ways to raise money, that are suited to a
particular place and time. Make the most of these
opportunities. We would never be lacking in the
means if we had the will to do something. The
adage still applies: “Where there is a will there
is a way”. It’s not so much a question of what
to do to raise some money forthe Supreme Council
as it is a problem of will we do it, or do we want
to do it? Make up your minds now to do some-
thing about this NOW.

Don’t delay in this, for to delay means to for-
get and leave things undone. Resolve to sponsor
that social for the benefit of the Supreme Coun-
cil this coming year.

To the councils that have already made the
contribution we say a Lithuanian “ACIT”, and
to the councils that have this work yet to do we
wish the best of luck.
